On Decenoer 13, 1791, the
state of Virginia raufied the fist
ten amendments to the Con tiu-
tion of the United States the
amendments that have bhecome'
known ags the Bill, or Declara-
tion, of Rights. That action In
Virginia, following similar action
by 19 of the other original states,
made them the law of the land.

These amendments are the
keystone of freedom in America
and they have grown, rather
than diminished, in imporiance
as the Natuon has grown ]

They give us the right to wo
ship God in our own way, o
speak our opinions freely and
without fear, to be immune f{rom
search and seizure of our prop

The Eil of HKights was based
on respect for the individual and
on acceptance of lhe theury -.ll
the inherent dignity of man.

There is no
Jaw of man above the law of
God.

There is another concept of

Mr. Coty continues discussing
classic and new economics. | quote:

“The economics of mass produc-
tion cannot be realized unlesg we
have corresponding mass consump-
tion. To obtain mass consumption
two faclors seems L0 me essential:

“(1) To transfer technological
progress into lower and lower
prices, because lower pricegs make
for larger consumption by the
whole community.

“(J) To attach greater impor-
tance as we have heretofore to the
wage-structure and to the rela-
tion between industrial and agricu-
latural prices,

“As 1 said before, in the 19208
and the 1930s, the farmers and the
lower paid third of the population
were unable to buy the production
of the higher paid workers. What
we had wag blockage in the ex-
change of goods.

“The maximization of produc-
tion in a masg production mass
consumption economy like ours de-
pends a great deal on the wage-
structure and on the relation be-
tween industrial and agricultural
prices. I believe that the wage
bills in the industries which make
up the greatest part of the costs
in the housing adltomobile and
other durable goods industrieg are

| too high relative to the total wages

and other sources of income of our
population. The wage-structure al-
so affects adversely inyestment,
and therefore the level of employ-
ment. These facts will become ap-
parent as soon as we shall stop
the present abnorma! expansion. I
am strongly convinced that our
kage-structure is unbalanced to the
detriment of both investment and
mass consumption, The agricultural
prices are also tog high and should
be left to find their own level in-
stead of being supported artificial-
ly.

A reader asks Tor an article on
the organg of balance in the middle
ear and what causes them to get
“out of kilter” and cause periods of
dizziness,

This question refers, I .think, to
a condition known as Meniere’'s
syndrome, which has been dis-
cussed in this space several times
before.

Before talking avout this com.
mon and distressing condition ,a
word might be said about what
controls balance in the human
body. There are three: the eyes
which can observe such things as
stairs and the position of the feet
on them, the sense of position in
proprioceptive system, and a sys-
tem of canals in the internal part
of the ear,

The condition to which the ques-
tion refers is a disturbance in the
inner portion of the ear and not
in the eyes or the proprioceptive
system,

The symptoms of Menier’s dis-
ease are irregular attacks of diz-
ziness, occasional ringing in the
ears and deafness. Its cause is
belleved to be a dropsy in the deep
portion of the ear called the inner
ear, or labyrinth. This dropsical
condition—accumulation of fluid—-
doeg not often develop ih young
people, but beyond the age of 45
become increasingly common.

Some patients who drink a lot
of flulds find that an attack comes
on a few hours afterwards—prob-
ably because of the increased ac-
cumulation of fluid 'in the laby-
rinth, This has given a clue lead-
ing to the use of some forms of
wredtment aimed at cutting down
the intake of fluids or removing
excess fluidg from the body,

Affect Citrus Crop

WASHINGTON — (AP) — Heavy
treeze damage last February will
make Texas’ citrus production for
the 1051-52 season negligible in
icomparison with previous years.

The Agriculture Dept. reported
that the national production of
early and mid-season oranges for
the coming season is estimated at
56,100,000 boxes. Texas is expect-
ed to produce only 350,000 Foxes,
compared to 2,700,000 boxes pro-
duced last season.

The total grapefruit crop is in-
dicated at 40,200,000 boxes, with
250,000 boxes expected to- come
from Jexas. Last season Texas
produced 7,500,000 boxes of grape-
fruit.
