The testimony was that given by
friends of Dr. and Mrs. Hunt who
were guests at the Hunt home on
the night of May 20 when Dr. Hunt
testified he received three telephone
calls from a person he identified as
Mrs. Newton, wife of Dr. Newton.

The opinion said there was sharp
issue as to whether Dr. Hunt was
correct in identifying the Newtons
whose trial testimony was that they
were not in Littlefield but in Hous-
ton, 700 miles from Lamb county,
on -the night Dr. Hunt was shot

Mrs. Newton was also indicted
with her husband but has not been

tried.

In October, 1943, Dr. and Mrs
Hunt were brutally slain in their
home. A convict is being held for
questioning in the slaying of the
Hunts.

The guests of the Hunts on the
night of May 20 testified Dr. Hunt
told them he had received three
phone calls that evening from a
person whose voice he identified as
Mrs. Newton’s. This testimony was
introduced over the objection of the
defense during the trial.

The appellate court said Dr. Hun!
was positive and unequivocal in id-
entifying Dr. Newton and his wife
and other witnesses identified Mrs
Newton as the party who made
o telephone call from .a Littlefield
service station about midnight on
May 20.

The court said the issue of fact
on appeal was whether or not Mrs
Newton was the party she repre-
sented herself to be and the ques-
tion of law was on the admissability
of testimony reflected by the objec-
tions of the defense in light of
the issue of fact.

It was Dr. Hunt's. trial testimony
that he was called to the outskirt:

Newton as a result of the phone
calls.

the place

airline miles away,

Never before has such a weight of
high explosive bombs been
on so small an area in so short a
time. In intensity the raid eclipsed
anv ever inflicted on Germany.
| The first waves started at dawn
then returned and reloaded to smash
the same target a short time later.

A communique termed it a “bomb-
ing operation unsurpassed.”

Timed to split-second . perfection
the relays of bombers went over at
intervals of every 10 or 15 minutes
throughout the morning.

mony"”—was acclaimed today, follow-

| possibly the greatest departure from

musical tradition since Stravinsky's
“Rite of Spring” touched off a riot
in Paris 31 years ago

But uglike the Paris premiere
which was marked by fisticuffs be-
tween people who liked the new mu-
sic and others who didn’t, Monday
night's debut ended in ringing ap-
plause for Louis Gesensway, the 38-
yvear-old Canadian-born composer
who says he developed ‘“color-har-
mony” because conventional music
“tied me into emotional knots.”

The violinist explained to an aca-
demy of Music audience that his
new system is based on the theory
that every note in the diatonic (do-
re-mi-fa) scale has five “shades”
middle C, for instance, is used in-
terchangeably with C sharp and C
double sharp as well as C flat and C
double flat

There are eight notes in the dia-
tonic scale. Multiplying each by five
gives Gesensway—who laughingly
admits he’s better at composing mu-
sic than at explaining it—the “40-
tone scale” on which “color-har-
mony” is based. The ‘shades” are
where the “color” comes in. “Color”
in the sense of red or blue has noth-
ing to do with it =

Played by a piano, two violins, a
flute, an English horn and a cello
the music alternated between the
shimmering loveliness of a DeBussy
and the crashing dissonance of the
“Moders"—but the crities held it
was pure Gesensway, and the Re-
cord’s Edwin H. Schloss added that
the composer “actually creates a
new musical syntax.”

Gesensway plays first violin in the
Philadelphia orchestra. His colleag-
ues attended the performance almost
to a man.

ORDINANCE NO. 236

STATE OF TEXAS

COUNTY OF GRAY

CITY OF PAMPA

WHEREAS, the City Commission
of the City of Pampa, Texas, deems
it advisable to submit to the quali-
fied voters in said City, two amend-
ments to the Special Chapter for
the City of Pampa, adopted by a
vote of the people on November
8th, 1927, as hereinafter mentioned;

THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAIN-
ED BY THE CITY OF PAMPA,
TEXAS, that an election be held
on the 4th day of April, 1944, at
such election the folowing ,proposi-
tions shall be submitted:

‘Shall Section 7 of Article 7 of
the Special Charter of the City of
Pampa, Texas, adopted by a vyote
of the people on November 8, 1927,
be amended so that hereafter the
said Section will read as follows,
to wit:

“ELECTION DAY: The regular

municipal election of the City of

Pampa shall be held on the first

Tuesday in April in each year

commencing with the year 1944.7

‘Shall Section 2 of Article 7 of
said Charter be amended so that
hereafter the said Section will read
as follows, to wit:

“TERM OF OFFICE: The Mayor
and each Commissioper, except
for the terms hereinafter provid-
ed for, shall serve for a term of
three (3) years and until his
successor is elected and qualified,
unless sooner removed from of-
fice as herein provided. At the
regular municipal election of the
City of Pampa, to be held on the
first Tuesday in April in the
year 1044, the Mayor shall be
elected and shall serve for a
term of one (1) year, Commis-
sioner No. 1 shall be elected and
shall serve for a term of two (2)
years, and Commissioner No. 2
shall be elected and shall serve
for a term of three (3) years,
and until their successors are
elected and qualified, unless
sooner removed under the provi-
sions of this charter.”

Employers’ Troubles

Few people realize the diffi-
culties of operating a business
under the present government
control.

As an illustration, one branch
of the federal government, the
wage and hour division, comes
around and checks the employ-
er's books to see if he is paying
enough wages. If he is not paving
enough, he is fined and subject
to imprisonment,

Another branch of the govern-
ment, the War Labor board and
the Internal Revenue department,
comes around in order to deter-
mine whether the employer has
raised wages and is paying too
much. If he has raised wages
without the consent of some bu-
reaucrat, he is fined not ‘only by
having the increase in wages dis-
allowed as expense, but by having
the whole amount of wages the
employe was getting before the
raise disallowed and being obliged
to pay taxes on the whole
amount.

Besides this, in most cases the
price of the commodity the em-
ployer has to sell is set. It seems
that the government is planning
to do with ordinary private busi-
ness what it has done to the rail-
roads.

If this process continues, it is
only a question of time until pri-
vate enterprise cannot compete
with government-operated busi-
ness which can operate at a loss
and under which men dare not
strike. Private business is forced
by taxation to offset the loss of
the government operation.

And then people wonder why
employes have a hard time to
find employers who are willing
and able to stay in business and
meet all these arbitrary bureau-
cratic controls. Well we might be
worried about unemployment
after the war with the present
policy of restriction and the em-
ployer being prevented by the
government from using his judg-
ment as to associating with cap-
able men and as to rewarding
them in proportion to their ser-
vices.

Then if the employer should
happen to be successful in com-
plying with all the bureaucratic
rules, he does not know what
percentage of taxes the govern-
ment will levy. He knows that
if he loses the loss is his own,
but if he wins the larger part of
it belongs to the government. Pri-
vate enterprise cannot exist and
grow under the present restric-
tion.

The advantage of private en-

terprise is that it uses all the
talents of all the people, and for
this reason has always been able
to reward the workers much
higher than they can bé rewarded
when the government operates
business. This is true because the
government can use the talents
of only fifty-one per cent of the
people.

Who would have thought 10 or
15 years ago that the divine
rights of the individual would
have been so displaced by what
we now regard as the divine
rights of the majority? Thg di-
vine right of the majority can be
just as absurd and just as tyran-
nical as the old idea of the divine
right of kings.

It behooves every individual
from his own self-interest to
think over these matters and de-
cide whether he wants to be a
pawn of the state, as he is rap-
idly coming to be, or whether he
wants to try to have the kind
of a government set forth in the
Declaration of Independence and
the way of life as set forth by
the Sermon on the Mount,

The attemnt by an AFL local
union to impose a checkoff ar-
rangement on prisoners of war
working in New Jersey should
occasion no particular surprise
since this is the same union whick
demanded and received unior
dues when American soldiers were
sent into South Jersey canneriet
to help save the 1943 tomato crop

In this instance, however, there
is a possibility that the union will
not get the dues. Both union offi-
cials and the War department are
agreed that dues payments should
not come out of the 80-cent daily
wage which is paid to war pri-
soners. The employer pays the
difference between the 80 cents
and the prevailing wage rate to
the Treasury, buty’'the War de-
partment is emphatic in saying
that the union cannot collect
from the Treasury's portion.

That leaves the employer. If
he wants to pay the prevailing
wage rate for the prisoners and
also pay the dues to the union he
probably will get the labor that
he needs to keep his plant run-
ning. But if he is not willing to
pay the dues as well as the wages,
the indications are that the union
which has a closed-shop contract,
will not permit the prisoners to
work, and in that event the em-
ployer will have to get along as
best he can.

“The best kind of producer is a
family man who is kind to ani-
mals. fond of sport (which takes
him away on sunny afternoons)
and likes to ‘think aloud.’ He will
have so many ideas that you can
snitch a few and offer them some
time later as your own.

ADD ADVICE

“Accepting assignments,” Paul
continued, “is a risky venture at
best. If the story is good, you will
wince at what happens to it. If
it is mediocre, everything will have
to be changed. If it is the bunk,
you will shudder when it gets by
and your name is attached to it.
“If you have written long nov-
els,” suggests Paul, “go to the park
in Beverly Hills and try to real-
ize how beautiful the trees are, and
repeat to yourself that for each
ream of paper manufactured, a tree,
which only God can make, must
be chopped down. Scripts are judg-
ed first of all by weight and volume
and if there are too many pages,
none of them will be read.”

WASHINGTON, March 15—(#)—
Rep. Brown (R-Ohio) has launch-
ed a new offensive against the of-
fice of war information with an
assertion that “feurth term, politi-
cal and ideological propaganda is
being distributed” in the armed
services,

Brown declared that word has
gone out from *“high+ sources” to
block his resolution to authorize an
investigation of the dissemination
of news, motion picture and broad-
cast material relating to public of-
ficlals and candidates for office.
After guoting congressional hear-
ings which he said indicated bias
on the part of OWI in preparation
of néws for consumption abroad,
Brown said:

“I want it clearly understood
that I in no wise impugn the mo-
tives or the professional standards
of the regular officers of our army
and navy when 1 make the [flat
charge that fourth term, political
and ideological propaganda is be-
ing distributed” among our troops
and sallors at a time when it is
impossible for them to get both
sides of every controversial ques-
tion.

“I would trust the judgment, the
discretion and the honor of Gen-
eral Marshall and Admiral King to
the ends of the earth in this mat-
ter. But this congress in turn owes
a duty to them to be sure that
their operations are not interfered
with by some who put politics and
economic passions even ahead of a
speedy winning of the war.

“I have noticed,” Brown said,
“the news releases from OWI and
other governmental agencies, go-
ing overseas to our armed forces,
carry what we call in newspaper-
dom ‘reverse English’ which means
to play up or to so report news as
to create a poor impression of the
particular candidate, public offi-
cial, or side or an issue opposed to
the publisher. A clever editor can
always stay within the confines of
the exact truth and still so color
the news as to favor one candidate
or one point of'view.”

Brown said OWI controls motion
pictures that reach the troops and
furnishes a great portion of the
news by radio and dispatch.

WASHINGTON — (#)—The gov-
ernment-supported - school lunch
program hangs by a thread.

Efforts are being made to con-
tinue it. Congress seems in a- mood
to abolish if. The house has voted
to do that. It will be asked to re-
consider.

But the program will continue
at least until June 30. The fight is
over 50 million dollars the govern-
ment is asking of congress to keep
the program going though the fis-
cal year beginning July 1.

Uncle Sam started putting up the
money for the lunches back in the
depression days of 1935. It had two
chief purposes: F

To help the farmers by buying
up their surplus food produets; to
provide meals for poor children.

The lunches now are served in
93,000 of the 238,000 grade and high
schools o 4300000 of the 30,000,-
000 school children. It is estimated
40 per cent of the money is spent
in communities of less than 2,500
population.

A school, an American Legion
post or some other organization can
sponsor a lunch program, ask gov-
ernment help to carry it through.
The government signs econtracts
with the school or group individual-
ly.

The government bought food
surpluses, when there Wwere sur-
pluses, and gave the food to the
schools. Now, with practically no
surpluses, the government lets the
contracting parties buy the food
locally and pays them. Top govern-
ment payment is 9 cents a meal.

Some congressmen opposing con-
tinuance of the program say:

Beécause of the hugely increased
federal debt, the states can better
afford to pay for_ lunches than
the government.

The program has outlived its
need. There is almost no unem-
ployment. People have plenty of
money. Leét them spead some on
their children’s lunches.

Congressmen favoring
gram say:

More than 11 million Americans
depend on incomes of less than
$1,000 a year. The war has broken
up many families. White collar
workers have to live on fixed in-
comes while prices rise, There are
hundreds of thousands of wives
and widows of men in the_armed
services. People in all these groups
are in poor position to pay for
their children’s lunches.
