Japanese vessels sunk, probably 
sunk or damaged by undersea
craft.

Included in the American sub 
marines’ toll were two transports, 
two tankers, and 11 freighters.

Seven ships were sunk and three 
damaged by submarines off iS' 
lands in the Dutch East Indies, 
the British admiralty said. A large 
river steamer, a smaller vessel of 
undesignated type and a supply 
ship were the only victims speci­
fied.

A five-ship convoy, including two 
transports and three corvettes, got 
within sight of Japan's bomb-bat­
tered base at Wcwak, New Guinea, 
before it was obliterated by more 
than 100 fifth airforce plunes in a 
furious four-day battle.

In the Cential Pacific, Adm. 
Chester W. Nimiiz brought in his 
mighty battleship guns to assist 
carrier-based planes soften up 
Mill atoll, once one of Japan's 
strongest bases in the Marshalls.

Continuance of the Mill assault 
was indicated by the fact that 
Nimitz, In announcing - 4he Com­
bined battleship-carrier plane a t­
tack last Sunday, left for the 
first time in more than a month 
his policy of not designating raid 
targets in the eastern Marshalls 
because Allied positions in the wes­
tern and central Marshalls have 
cut the Japanese communication 
lines and Tokyo might not know all 
the details of the eastern Mar­
shalls condition.

Pilots returning from the Wewak 
convoy battle estimated about 1,- 
500 Japanese were, killed or drown­
ed. The convoy apparently was a t­
tempting to sneak into Wewak with 
reinforcements.

While planes poured 113 tons of 
bombs into Wewak's defenses dur­
ing the ninth consecutive dally 
attack, destroyers steamed boldly 
into Wewak’s harbor to shell shore 
Installation!.

Other planes hit Rabaul, New 
Britain, with 60 tons of fire bombs 
and raided Ponapc, in the eastern 
Caroline islands, and five targets 
in the Marshalls.

Lt. Gen. Joseph W. Stilwcll's 
headquarters announced today that 
Allied troops in northern Burma 
have captured the Japanese strong­
hold of Sumprabum, a key point 
in the Hertz valley.

The Japanese positions were 
over-run by an attacking , force 
composed of Gurkhas and Kachin 
Levies (native troops), the an­
nouncement said.

Prospects Are Good 

For Livestock Feed
WASHINGTON. March 21—«P>— 

A review of the entire farm produc­
tion picture, particularly govern­
ment labor, price and machinery 
policies, appeared likely today as 
the agriculture department Issued a 
melancholy report on prospective 
good plantings.

The report, based on a March 1 
survey of representative farmers, 
indicated that plantings of such 
crops as soybeans, peanuts, flaxseed, 
dry beans and peas, sugar beets, po­
tatoes and sweet potatoes will be 
considerably short of goals set by 
the war food administration.

Prospects for livestock feed, on the 
other hand, appear relatively favor­
able

While the overall acreage may 
reach 374.000.000 acres — 6.000.000 
sR Sn^f the goals—compared with 
361.0OOT0O last year, the indicated 
crop pattern is at variance with 
that urged by the WFA The gov­
ernment had placed greater em­
phasis on direct food crops—par­
ticularly those rich in vegetable pro­
teins. The indicated plantings con­
tinue to stress livestock feeds—the 
raw material for meats, poultry and 
dairy products, all of which are 
sources of animal proteins.

Mounting farmer concern over 
shortages of labor and farm ma­
chinery was said by the department 
to be holding down crop expansion.

School Lunch 
Fund Ousted 
From Bill

WASHINGTON, March 21—OP)— 
The house appropriations commit­
tee today ret used to recommend 
the inclusion of $50.000,000 for op­
eration of the school lunch program 
in the $567,995,779 agriculture de­
partment supply bill for the fiscal 
year starting July 1. The fund, it 
said, was “not authorized by law.”

Elimination of the school lunch 
item, which the house only recent­
ly declined to sanction, and refusal 
to provide funds for the farm sec­
urity administration and for revival 
of the crop insurance program 
highlighted the bill, which the com­
mittee cut $93,520,737 below budget 
estimates.

The budget for the coming year 
had included an estimate of $50,- 
000,000 for continuance of the 
school-lunch program, with the un­
derstanding it would be financed, 
as in the past, from the perma­
nent appropriation for exportation 
and domestic consumption of agri­
cultural commodities.

In rejecting the FSA item, the 
committee pointed out that legis­
lation for reorganization of the 
agency's functions Is pending in the 
house and until it is disposed of 
it would hot be appropriate to in­
clude funds in the appropriation 
till. The budget included $28,500.- 
000 for administration of FSA and 
an authorization of $97,500,000 of 
Reconstruction Finance Corp. funds 
for loans, grants and rural rehab­
ilitation.

The committee also turned down 
proposals for expansion and conti­
nuance of the department's emer­
gency rubber project and for revival 
of the crop Insurance program.

The rubber project, which cen­
tered around development of gua­
yule as a source of supply, “will 
not achieve results in time to be 
of material advantage to the war 
effort.” the committee said, and 
should be dropped until after the 
war. To cover the cost of pro­
gressive and final liquidation of the 
project during the next fiscal year, 
the committee reappropriated $3,- 
952.585 of available balances.

The committee said it failed to 
find any reason for revival of the 
crop insurance program, which con­
gress ordered liquidated last year. 
Disapproving a budget estimate of 
$5,997.433 for administration of the- 
insurance program, the committee 
recommended a reappropriation of 
$100.000 for its final liquidation next 
year.

In the extensive hearings on the

Lava From Vesuvius 

Ruins Two Towns
NAPLES, March 21—«P)—A great 

stream of hot lava poured out of 
the crater of Mount Vesuvius at a 
speed of 40 mile* an hour at noon 
today without signs of subsiding, 
and the molten river licked at a 
third village on the northwest 
slopes after destroying two.

After burying most of San Scbas- 
tiano and Massa Di Somma. the 
lava stream, 30 feet high and 200 
yards wide, swept on toward Cer- 
cola, below San Sabastiano. Its 
pace slowed as it wound down the 
mountain.

The 5,000 inhabitants of Cercola 
were hurriedly evacuated as the 
white-hot rock flowed to within 
150 feet of its town hall. U. S. 
army trucks completed evacuation 
of the 7,000 inhabitants of the 
other two villages during the night. 
No casualties were reported.

The eruption, the worst since 
1872, caused great property loss, 
not only from the burial of the 
towns but also from destruction ot 
orchards and vineyards on the 
slopes

Red 
troops in the old Rumanian pro­
vince of Bessarabia were 150 miles 
from the Carpatho-Ukraine ter­
ritory which Hungary wrested from 
Czechoslovakia. Others advancing 
on Lwow were within 125 miles.

A German foreign office spokes­
man was quoted by the Berlin 
radio as saying “no detailed dis­
cussion of the Hungarian problem 
was possible as long as certain 
phases in the development were not 
yet concluded." The German press 
was silent.

Stockholm dispatches said there 
were some indications that the 
satellite gateway kingdom of Nazi 
communications in the Balkans 
might become a new area of Parti­
san activity directed against Ger­
man transport and military opera­
tions. One report was that Marshal 
Tito's Yugoslav Partisans had re­
cently been in Hungary organizing 
units.

The newspaper Tidningen of 
Stockholm said German troops had 
hidden in boats on the Danube 
near Budapest and burst forth to 
occupy strategic points in the cap­
ital at a given signal.

Some Hungarians were reported 
fighting this new invader at the 
call of their leaders, but the Nazis 
retained control at the center of 
the country. This was indicated by 
the fact that the Hungarian news 
agency’s regular midday broadcast 
sounded as though all was serene.

Moscow said the Red army had 
routed two Rumanian divisions in 
its drive in Bessarabia toward the 
Carpathian mountains and the 
Danube. The renewed offensive in 
old Poland swept past Kosov. 56 
miles northeast of the great rail 
heart of Lwow The Russians said 
also they had sunk 11 ships in 
Crimean ports, suggesting that the 
Nazis were preparing to flee that 
isolated Black Sea iieninsula.

Casstno in Central Italy still was 
a place where the Allies had been 
unable to enforce their will on the 
Germans. The reinforced enemy 
clung resolutely to the- western 
fringe of the devastated town and 
nearby positions and shelled the 
attacking New Zealanders heavily 
from hill positions. Headquarters 
said many Germans were captured 
and that the last fortifications were 
reduced. Britons on the Anzio 
benchhead were said to have inflict­
ed heavy losses in two successful 
raids.

A small force of heavy British 
bombers struck the Angoulcme mu­
nition works in Southern France 
last night and Mosquitos bombed 
Western Germany—all without lass. 
In o medium-scale attack on Frank­
furt yesterday, the U. 8. air force 
lost six heavy bombers and eight 
fighters and destroyed three Nazis.

Britain banned non-residents from 
a 10-mlle belt around her south and 
east coasts In preparation for the 
D-day of Invasion.

Britain-based American Liberators 
heavily bombarded the Pas-de- 
Calais "rocket coast” area across the 
channel today. It was the second 
heavy attack on that sector in three 
days.

The Federal Crop Insurance Corpo­
ration's losses in Insuring wheat for 
five years and cotton crops for two 
have totaled $28,649,974 and will 
amount to $31,000,000 by the end of

The loss on cotton amounted to 
$4,715.863 for the 1942 crop year and 
it will be more for 1943, Wright said. 
Lasses on the wheat program in 
1943 amounted to $6,036,358, he said, 
about twice as much as the year 
before.

WASHINGTON. MV-'Don't let the 
dull-sounding words—like cost of 
living and Little Steel formula- 
take your eye off the ding-dong bat­
tle going on here.

The action sounds slow—because 
it's the machinery of government 
grinding—but we re all mixed up in 
it: government, congress, labor and 
the general public.

The OPA controls prices and ra­
tioning. Its powers under law ex­
pire June 30 Congress is consider­
ing various proposals about it: 
Whether to continue OPA as it is 
after June 30, change it, or even 
abolish it.

Congress is likely to continue it. 
may change it a bit OPA Boss Ches­
ter Bowles, pleading for a strong 
OPA. goes before a congressional 
committee and says:

OPA finally has prices so well in 
hand they arc not a fraction higher 
than they were 11 months ago. By 
that time, of course, they had risen 
23 1-2 per cent over Jan. 1, 1941. 
Those are government figures.

Labor—The AFL and CIO—says 
the government figures are away off 
that prices have actually risen 43 
1-2.per cent since Jan. 1, 1941.

But lust about the very minute 
Bowles Is talking proudly to the 
committee on capltol hill, something 
else is happening a few blocks away 
and it, too. involves living costs.

The war labor board, which con­
trols wages, rejects an AFL petition 
to smash the Little Steel formula. 
The "Little Steel formula” means 
this:

In the fall o f 1942 workers, but 
particularly steel workers, were Re­
manding wage increases. Living costs 
by that time had increased 17 per 
cent over Jan. 1, 1941.

The WLB figured the government 
could hold living costs at 17 per cent 
and that if wages lagged only 2 per 
cent behind it wouldn't be too tough 
on labor

So the board said workers were 
entitled to a 15 per cent increase 
in wages over that they were earn­
ing Jan l, 1941. Because It made 
that rule in the steel workers' case, 
the rule was called the Little Steel 
fromula.

But the government didn't hold 
living costs to 17 per cent. As noted 
above, they are 23 1-2 pel- cent high­
er than Jan. l. 1941, or 8 1-2 per 
cent higher than wage increases 
granted workers.

But remember: Labor says the ac­
tual Increase in living costs is 43 1-2 
per cent higher than Jan. 1. 1941. So 
the AFL asks the WLB to bust the 
steel formula and let wages go up to 
cover the Increased living costs.

If the WLB agrees to this, then 
wages will go up all over the coun­
try.

75M0O,0O0-Bu. 
Wheat Crop Is 
Now Forecast

WASHINGTON, March 21—<AV- 
The agriculture department estimat­
es this year’s corn crop at about 3,-
128.000. 100 bushels, wheat produc­
tion at approximately 750.000.000 
bushels, and oats at about 1.300.000,- 
000 bushels.

The estimates were based on 
canvass of farmers' intentions, as of 
March 1, for planting this year's 
crops and assumed that abandon­
ment of acreage, and growing condi­
tions and yields would be average.

In a similar report last year the 
depadtment estimated corn produc­
tion at 2.850,000.000 bushels, actual 
production was 3,076,159.000 bushels 
The wheat estimate then Was for
794.000. 000 bushels, while production 
finally was 836.298.000 buShels. Oats 
production then «was estimated at
1.180.000. 000 bushels and final pro­
duction was 1,143,867.000 bushels

The area farmers intend to plant 
to corn this year is reported as 99.- 
583 000 acres, compared with 97.136,- 
000 last year, and 96,276,000 acres 
the 1933-42 10-year Average acreage

Intentions for planting all gpring 
wheat are reported as 19.805.00C 
acres, compared with 17,275.000 acres 
last year, and 20.083.000 acres, thf 
10-year average.

Winter wheat was seeded last fall 
on 47,127,000 acres, compared with
37.834.000 acres for the 1943 cron, and
48.015.000 acres, the 1932-41 10-year
average. An estimate of 526,957,00' 
bushels as this years crop was made 
in December last, compared with a 
production of 529.608.000 bushels last 
year and 550.181,000 bushels, thr 
1932-41 average production

Red Morgan Last 
In German Raid

London, March 21—OP)—Lt. John 
Cary Morgan, the Amarillo. Texas 
pilot who received the Congression­
al Medal of Honor for fighting a 
dying pilot away from a bomber’s 
controls to complete the mission and 
bring the crippled plane safely home, 
is missing from a recent Berlin raid 
headquarters have announced.

Morgan’s ship, hit by enemy fire 
over the German capital, burst into 
flames and went into a dive, accord­
ing to LI Walter M. Haynes, of San­
ford, Ort., navigator on a companion 
plane.

Lt. Morgan, whose parents reside 
in New York City, was cited for 
"miraculous and heroic" perfor­
mance during the American heavy 
bomber attack on Hannover last 
July 28.

With the mortally-wounded pilot 
clamping the bomber’s controls, 
three gunners unconscious from lack 
of oxygen, a gale ripping through a 
shattered windshield and the com­
munications system shot away, Mor­
gan, who was flying as co-pilot, 
fought the controls free through 
sheer force and kept the plying 
Portress in formation.

Morgan’s ordeal lasted for two 
and a half hours, the time it took 
to complete the bombing and re­
turn. He was unable to summon aid 
from the other crewmen because of 
the damaged communications sys­
tem.

It was during this flight also that 
Sgt. Tyre O. Weaver, a gunner of 
Rivervlew, Ala., whose left arm was 
blown off. was dropped by parachute 
by his fellow crewmen in a last re­
sort to save his life. He subsequently 
was reported alive and a prisoner of 
war.

Keep Children Aw ay 

From T. B. Patients
Sneaking of the suseeot,ibilit.v of 

children to tuberculosis. Dr. Geo. W. 
Cox. state health officer, in a mes­
sage to The News, said todav that 
few people realize that babies and 
young children are very llkelv to be­
come infected with tuberculosis if 
they are kept in rooms with persons 
who have the disease, use1 the same 
dishes, sleep in the same beds, or 
are handled and kissed by persons 
who have tuberculosis.

“Babies and young children pick 
up the germs of tuberculosis Just as 
readily as they pick up the germs 
of measles or whooping cough, or of 
any other of the so-called -chil­
dren’s'diseases,’’ Dr. Cox said. "But 
tuberculosis, unlike most diseases, 
has more than one form. Babies 
who get tuberculosis may not show 
the symptoms we associate with the 
disease in older persons. But the 
disease in most cases develops rap­
idly and is likely to end fatally. 
Tuberculosis in babies and young 
children is a very serious matter, al­
though recent studies have shown 
that if young children are removed 
promptly from contact with the dis 
ease and given the necessary care, 
many lives can be saved."

Dr.’ Cox said that if the presence 
of tuberculosis is recognized in its 
early stages and if medical atten 
tion is secured promptly, a great 
deal can be accomplished whenever 
the disease develops, whether in 
young or old.

"Tuberculosis doesn't just simply 
happen. Nobody is born with the 
disease. Everybody who develops 
tuberculosis gets it from some other 
source, and children and young peo­
ple who have been in contact with 
I arsons having tuberculosis are es­
pecially likely to contract it.”

We hear so much of factional 

strife within the provisional French 
government that we are likely to 
forget the unity, the bravery, and 
the growing strength of the under­
ground within France itself. It was 
something of a surprise, then, to 
read of a report presented to the 
French Consultative Assembly In Al­
giers in which it was disclosed that 
it is the underground now. and not 
the occupying Nazis, that is pre­
senting ultimatums 

After patriots blew up a powder 
factory and German-requisitioned 
hotel in Grenoble, the Nazis seized 
300 hostages. The patriots told them 
to release the prisoners or expect re­
prisals. The Nazis refused, and the 
patriots then blew up a German 
barracks, killing 220 and injuring 
ISO.

This is as encouraging as the 
squabbles of De Gaulle. Giraud, et 
a l, have been disheartening. And It 
lends strength to the appeal uttered 
by an escaped member of the under­
ground to the assembly: "We want 
you, too, to be as united as we are.’ 

With the French patriots accom­
plishing so much against frightful 
odds. It seems little enough for their 
provisional government to give them 
assurance of appreciation and com­
mon aim, and to let them know that 
political Dickering will be adjourned 
until the great coming battle is won.

Here is w h a t  Congressman
Johnson says:

Mr. Speaker, on October 7, 
1943, I stated on the floor of the 
House that the American people 
were being taken for the damned­
est financial sled ride the world 
has ever known. I further stated 
that our Capitol had become the 
headquarters for the “Order of 
the Empty Satchel” where dele- 
g-*“  assembled in answer to urg­
ing of starry-eyed globats who 
coursed the world, making lush 
and ridiculous promises of Amer­
ican goods and American dollars.

Today, Mr. Speaker, I  reiterate 
those charges and submit this 
schedule as proof. This schedule 
contains the farm machinery pro­
gram of U.N.R.R.A. I t is the 
brain child of these crystal gazers 
whose heads are in the clouds 
and whose hands are in o u r  
pockets. Herein is contained a 
list of farm equipment, approxi­
mately 500,000 items, each repre­
senting an essential and neces­
sary piece of machinery for which 
American farmers h a v e  b e e n  
pleading ever since Pearl Harbor.

Thirty thousand pieces of ma­
chinery to the Netherlands whose 
cash reserves in this country are 
enormous; 15,000 pieces of equip­
ment to Belgium and Luxembourg; ; 
14.000 to Czechoslovakia; 21,000 to, 
Denmark; 212,000 to France; 8900 
to Greece; 12,000 to Norway; 115.-

and 10,000 to Italy. In addition 
there is listed 13,000 tons of spare 
parts to repair machinery in Eu­
rope while our American farmers 
are using baling wire to hold 
their equipment together.

If this is the farm machinery 
program of U.N.R.R.A., what are 
its other programs? How many 
hidden skeletons of this kind does 
it have in its closet? Let us bring 
them forth.

Mr. Speaker, our country has 
been called upon, through lend- 
lease, to contribute our wealth 
and our energies to an embattled 
world. No Member of this House 
begrudges the allocation of war 
materials to any nation that is 
actually engaged by participation 
in the war. I do, however, most 
vocifierously protest the use of 
our funds for building a railroad 
in Mexico, draining swamps in 
Venezuela, paying Peruvians to 
reduce cotton acreage, and the 
squandering of $78,000,000 in the 
jungles of Brazil on a rubber proj­
ect that has given no returns. Our 
country has been called upon to 
furnish 73 per cent of the sons 
to be used in the invasion of 
Europe. Through our energies and 
productivity, we have become the 
arsenal of democracy while global 
planners, whose pipe dreams have 
never t a ’n equalled in world his­
tory, have spread our wealth as a 
lush green carpet over the entire 
earth. We continue rationing of 
meat, Canada discontinues it. We 
play the role of Santa Claus to 
the entire world, forgetful of the 
American taxpayers who, for gen­
erations to come, will pay with 
sweat and sacrifice for this folly.

Mr. Speaker, the time has come 
for America to take its head out 
of the sand and face the reality 
that a group of starry-eyed glob­
ats are scattering to the four 
winds of heaven the substances 
accumulated by this N a t i o n  
through 150 years of sweat, toil 
and blood.

BALLOT—-President Roosevelt will 

sign the soldier's vote compromise 
bill if he accepts the advice of the 
forty-eight Governors whose views
he has sought by telegraph. He is 
aware that the majority have al­
ready recorded the belief that their
troops can participate in the Novem­
ber elections if Uncle Sam will mere­
ly tote the ballots back and forth.

Senators Harry F. Byrd of Vir­
ginia and Bridges of New Hailshlre 
submitted virtually the same ques­
tion to the commonwealth executi­
ves when the measure was before 
the upper chamber. Although the 
draft which reached, the White House 
differs slightly from both House and 
Senate proposals, it actually makes 
it easier for Servicemen to exer­
cise the suffrage.

Twenty six states have already a- 
mended (heir statutes In such a 
way almost any Federal scheme can 
be fitted into their requirements. 
Ten others have waited upon Con­
gressional action, and will imme­
diately make any rtianges demanded 
A few cannot comply under any cir­
cumstances because they have no ab­
sentee ballot provisions.

If Federal and state officials in­
volved are honest and fairly gener­
ous in their interpretations of the 
various statutes, there is no rea­
son why the main body of fighters 
cannot register its sentiment.

Although admittedly a logical 
move, the Preddent’s gubernatorial 
questionnaire has a Pontius Pilate 
touch. He has virtually washed his 
hands of the issue, and he can cite 
the Governors’ responses as justifi­
cation for his action. Capitol Hill 
advisers have begged him to wind 
up the controversy by affixing his 
signature to the legislation or let­
ting it become law without his ap­
proval.

REACTION — Diplomatic Insiders 
here understand that Ireland may 
eventually accede to the Anglo-A­
merican request that German and 
Japanese spies be driven out prior 
to the grand invasion of Europe. It 
Is their belief that President Roose­
velt. Prime Minister Churchill and 
Eamon de Valera are indulging in a 
bit of play-acting.

Eire’s officials, according to this 
viewpoint, recognize that they must 
now cast their lot with the United 
Nations. They know that their fair 
land might now be a Nazi colony 
had It not been for the stubborn 
fight the British put up after Dun­
kirk and the 1941 blitz, and for the 
aid which the United States has fur­
nished. In fact, the realistic men in 
Dublin have always felt that way

But de Valera’s people are still bit­
ter against John Bull. His govern­
ment would fall if he acquiesced in 
the ouster demand without a pro­
test; he must seem to do so under 
external pressure. London and Wash­
ington, by prior arrangement, will 
declare a blockade that will provide 
a pretext for changing Dublin’s 

policy of neutrality’.
F. D. R. is proceeding cautiously, 

however, for the issue packs politi­
cal dynamite. It is almost the only 
topic of conversation, largely sul­
phurous, in Irish centers in this 
country. It may cost the Democrats 
several New England states unless 
the question is handled deftly and 
diplomatically. And if the reaction 
over here is too unfavorable, the ori­
ginal deal may be canceled.

DEFIANCE — Senator Theodore 
Gilmore (The Man) Bilbo threatens 
to undo all the hard work Demo­
cratic fixers have performed in a 
desperate effort to prevent a whole 
sale desertion of the important col­
ored vote. His demand that appro­
ximately twelve thousand Negroes 
evacuate their homes here for farms 
in the South has had hysterical re­
percussions in their political and 
Journalistic circles.

The Mississippi legislator recent­
ly became chairman of the Senate 
District of Columbia Committee. It 
is an office which most members 
avoid, but it is an excellent spring­
board for headlines in the local 
press, and ft suits “The Man”. Im­
mediately he notified the Capital 
that he would Insist on strict en­
forcement of a  local housing law 
which provides for the disappearance 
of alley dwellings by July first.

The provision was Inserted eleven 
years ago when the New Dealers 
promised ideal shelter for everybody. 
Expecting that the pledges would be 
kept, the bill’s framers stipulated 
that the broken-down hovels which 
deface Washington’s back areas 
must disappear by the date men­
tioned above.

Unfortunately, hardly one of these 
shacks has been wiped out, and 
there is no other place for present 
occupants to live. Mr. Bible, in short, 
insists upon his legal pounds of 
flesh.

What pains the politicos is that 
he Is also known as a strong sup 
porter of the Administration. He 
delivered the single vote by which 
Senate Leader Alben W. Barkley of 
Kentucky was originally elected to 
that post at F. D. R.’s request. He 
was one of four who did not applaud 
the Kentuckian’s defiance of the 
Chief Executive on the tax bill. He 
has been a consistent “yes-man1 
when White House proposals have 
come to a vote.

M AYBE IT'S HERE:
Leaves From H ie 
Editor's Notebook

One of our big faults as a  peo­
ple is the habit of electing or ap­
pointing a man or a committee to 
do a job and then washing our 
hands of the whole business, with 
the exception of exercising the right 
to criticise.

This Is well Illustrated in the 
latest cut to two gallons a week 
in A gasoline rations.

The cut .is due not so much to 
the demands of the war as to the 
black market in gasoline, which the 
OPA says is “now the biggest racket 
in the United States,” adding that 
“the worst gangs in the country are 
behind black market operations that 
are costing honest motorists 2.500,000 
gallons of gasoline a day.”

The result is an uproar of crit­
icism and protest over the failure 
of the OPA to deal effectively with 
illegal gasoline operations. I t is 
one thing to be rationed because 
the gasoline is needed by the army, 
the navy and the air corps, but it 
is something of an entirely differ­
ent color to have part of our share 
taken away because gasoline is pour­
ing into illegal channels.

• • •
Sure, the OPA should be criticized 

for permitting black market opera­
tions to get out of hand. But let’s 
not forget our own responsibility. 
The OPA is our Instrument. In 
many instances, members of OPA 
boards are our friends and neigh­
bors. To what extent do we co­
operate with them?

Quite probably 25 per cent of 
those who read this have personal 
knowledge of Improper use of gas­
oline rations.

The trading of coupons back and 
forth among friends, as their gas­
oline needs rise or fall, is one thing. 
The sale, and purchase, of counter­
feit coupons on the huge scale just 
revealed is quite another. I t should 
not be necessary to spread a great 
enforcement net in order to stop 
this crooked business. It could not 
operate if citizens did not buy the 
fake coupons. It could not operate 
if citizens who try to get more than 
their share were made aware that 
their friends and neighbors consider 
them chlselers and not smart op­
erators.

It does no harm to remind our­
selves that this is a democracy in 
which all of us have a share and a 
responsibility. • • •

Henry Ford's prediction in a 

copyrighted Interview for the At­
lanta Constitution, that the war 
will be over in two months will a t­
tract a lot of attention.

Mr. Ford, however, withholds the 
reasoning back of his prophesy. 
What circumstances within the 
realm of possibility might bring 
peace in eight weeks? It's a good 
thing to check up on the general 
war picture frequently, and here's 
a chance to do it by trying to 
read the motor magnate's mind. 
Let’s have it understood, though, 
that we are merely mind-reading 
and not prophesying ourselves.

We start from the premise that 
Hitler’s defeat already is a cer­
tainty and that it only remains to 
be seen how long he can hang on 
by his teeth.

The consensus among observers 
is, too, that the fuehrer is reduc­
ed to such straits that his resist­
ance might blow up most any time. 
We must hasten to add that there's 
no sign of immediate collapse and 
that there are plenty of indications 
of his intention to make a bloody 
fight of it.

When the Nazi gangster does de­
cide to quit, the end likely will be 
quick. He doesn’t  intend to battle 
until the last dog is dead—not if 
he’s the last dog.

We must remember that Hitler's 
strongest weapon is his army, and 
the bulk of that is on the Russian 
front. This once terrifying wehr- 
macht has been woefully reduced 
in strength by slaughter and he no 
longer has reserves to meet the 
Muscovite onslaught.

The once all-powerful luftwaffe 
is but a shadow of the mighty arm 
that almost crushed England. Dally 
the American and British airforces 
are destroying many Nazi war­
planes which no longer can be fully 
replaced because German plane 
factories also are being demolish­
ed. The same is true of Hitler's 
general war industries, and his 
vital communications.

The resources which he stole 
from occupied countries have been 
used, and Europe is as bare as Old 
Mother Hubbard’s cupboard. There 
are no new resources which he can 
tap.

It's Important to note that the 
cumulative effects of the Allied air 
onslaught, especially the bombing 
of war industries, are Just now 
making themselves felt in a big 
way. Each day finds the inoinen 
turn of disaster increasing.

All this the Nazi dictator has re­
cognized. That’s why he has adopt­

ed his strategy of playing for time 
in hope of a lucky break, such as a 
split among the Allies. He plans
to fight a delaying action and 
finally defend himself on his own 
frontiers There’s widespread be­
lief, however, that he will sur­
render when Allied invasion of the 
reich is imminent so as to save 
the country from manhandling.

With this background we ask our­
selves what happens when the Red 
armies have stormed their way to 
the reich frontier—or when an 
Amexlcan-BriBsh-French invasion 
force is on Germany's western bor­
der. It would be one of the seven 
wonders of the wsr if any Allied 
army stood on Hitler's boundary 
in two months. Still, the way the 
Muscovites are going, most any­
thing can happen.

The Communist organ Pravda 
says the Germans are on the verge 
of chaos and that the time is ripe 
for decisive blows “from the east, 
west and south.”

That’s a call for quick invasion 
of western Etarope, to coordinate 
with the Red onslaught. As previ­
ously remarked in this column, we 
must know when the invasion of 
Western Europe is to come before 
we can guess on the length of the
WAT.

W/EIGHTIEST and most unpre­
dictable of the factors guid­

ing the destiny of the P-38’s 
across the North Atlantic was, of 
course, the weather. The aircraft 
were sound, dependable, but no 
piece of machinery is 100 per cent 
fool-proof, and there was another 
factor to be reckoned with. As for 
the men who flew the planes, they 
were sorfietimes less predictable 
than the fighters themselves.

The following excerpts from a 
letter by flight controller Lieuten­
ant-Colonel Landry to an officer 
a t the Maine base show clearly 
that sky-high overcasts which 
turn planes back were by no 
means the only headaches suffered 
by the flight officers:

“July ------
1030 GMT

John:
Cffi, for the life of a controller! 

Here is the la test The weather 
locally was not too good this a. m., 
but about noon it improved to the 
point where the dispatch of fight­
ers looked good. All the fighters 
here, Tomcat Black and ToYncat 
Blue, were ready to go a t 1200 
GMT (Greenwich Mean Time, not 
Greenland Mountain Tim e!)— or 
so I  thought 

All pilots seemed to understand 
( Keep ting the four fighter pilots of 
Tomcat Black, who took It upon 
themselves to go on a hiking 
sight-seeing trip to the ice cap, 

At 1200 whan I was prepared to 
assemble pilots for briefing, 
found them absent God! Was 
mad. 1 sent out all sorts of search­
ing parties. They searched all

afternoon. About 1700 (5 p. m.) 
two of them returned. 1 did a 
fair-sized amount of reprimand­
ing, and when I  asked them If 
they could get ready to go in 15 
minutes, one of them said he was 
so tired he didn’t think he should 
fly. Well, that topped i t  Of 
course I wouldn’t send them, and 
didn't want to' send an incomplete 
flight.

This was about 1730. About 
1830 one more of the culprits came 
in. I gave him a going over and put 
him in ‘restricted to quarters.’ 
Did I say I had done this to the 
other two? I  did.

About this time the local 
weatherman was getting doubt­
ful and I  decided against a move­
ment today. It is now 0010 and 
two of the jokers are still out. 
They will be restricted also. . . . 
Johnny, we’ll never win this 
war unless we imbue our men 
with the idea of discipline and 
a sense of the serious busi­
ness they have ahead of them. 
We’ve all been led to believe that 
our manpower and gigantic mass 
production will overwhelm the 
world. It will not. War isn’t  a 
lark, and having more bombers 
or more tanks or more of any­
thing isn't the answer. I t  is the 
Individual attitude that makes for 
victory. Well, nuts. There I  go 
again. . . "

TYESPITE occasional lapses like 

this, however, the expedition 
was progressing with wonderful 

iccess.
Many of the Lightnings had 

reached Iceland, the first contact 
with a habitation since leaving 
Blaine. Both Labrador and Green­
land were strictly end-of-the- 
world propositions.

The P-M’s appeared out of the

western skies and came In to le n t 
on concrete runways thoughtfully 
constructed by the Germans, who 
a few years previously had con­
structed most of the new Reykja­
vik airdrome as well as the uni­
versity buildings just north of the 
field.

The first elements to tackle the 
last leg of the trans-Atlantic maas 
flight totaled eight Lightnings. At 
briefing time the pilots were told 
to expect occasional showers, but 
not to worry about them, because 
they would be only local ones.

Thirty minutes out they ran into 
the showers. They also sow a  
high overcast ahead. Flying Into 
it, the two elements of four planes 
immediately lost sight of eaqb 
other, as well as the Fortresses 
which had been leading the way. 
The Fortress pilot leading toe first 
element radioed that he was going 
to lower down to water level and 
“get on a course of 180 degrees.” 
The fighters were to follow the 
leader.

The first quartet executed a 180 
turn, which put it on a course 
leading directly back to Iceland—  
the only safe move under such 
hazardous weather conditions.

The second elei lent, however, 
completely misinterpreted their 
instructions. They let down to al­
most water level, but instead ot 
making the prescaibed turn, they 
changed course to 180. They 

headed away from land 
through clouds so thick that toa 
two P-38's on the wing of their 
Fortrees were unable to see across 
to the others.

Finally they broke out between 
cloud layers and radioed to toe 
Fortrees, “Do you know wbsce we
are?”

“No,” was toe reply.

An attack of illness may create 
many behavior problems in a child 
and leave permanent scars on his 
disposition. For this reason the home 
nurse should give serious thought to 
her method of approach to a sick 
child.

Children arc usually reasonable 
when they are old enough to un­
derstand what is said to them, and 
if told frankly that a treatment will 
hurt, >r that a medicine is disagree­
able, are likely to accept it with lit­
tle protest. To deceive them in 
these matters undermines their con­
fidence and leads to fear, distrust 
and rebellion, which may affect the 
future home relationship rather se­
riously.

Medicine should never be pre­
sented to a child on the same tray 
with food, because children are 
quick to form an aversion for food 
that has an unpleasant association. 
For the same reason, medicines 
should never be disguised in food, 
nor given in a favorite cup or drink­
ing glass from which milk or orange 
Juice is taken. A permanent dislike 
for milk has often been traced to 
such an unhappy experience in 
childhood.

NOVELTY HAS APPEAL
Interesting or unusual equipment 

sometimes intrigues a child into 
taking medicine without objection. 
A neat little measuring glass with 
fleures on the side may make him 
feel grown-up. An attractive little 
pitcher with a spout from which 
he mav drink sometimes appeals to 
him. A glass drinking tube, soda 
straw or stick of macaroni Will carry 
medicine to the back of the mouth 
where the sense of taste Is not so 
keen.

When using a spoon for giving 
medicine, place it well back on the 
tongue and empty it directly into 
the throat. It is easier to do this 
when the child is in a partially re- 
dining position, but not flat on bis 
back. Little hands may be kept 
from Interfering by wrapping a 
small blanket around the child and 
fastening it snugly in the back.

Then the prospective supph 
will be allocated to assure such es­
sential users as makers of penicillin 
and milk-base infant foods that 
adequate supplies will hold up 
through next winter, which are low 
milk-production months.

Milk sugar is a by-product of 
cheese whey, which Is a by-product 
of cheese. With huge quantities of 
Cheddar cheese being made for ar­
my rations, there Is plenty of cheese 
whey, but facilities for making su­
gar are limited. They are being 
expanded at present.

The bureau of agricultural eco­
nomics reports that milk prices have 
remained steady in city markets this 
month.

Gen MacArthur’s announcement 
that Americans under his com­
mand have forced a landing in the 
Admiralty Islands and seized the 
strategic air strip there was glori­
ous news. The old master has done 
it again.

The Japanese still occupy near­
ly all of New Britain and all of 
New Ireland, but these positions 
are now a liability to them. The 
landing fields at Rabaul and Ka- 
vieng have been rendered useless 
and with them all or almost all 
of the Japanese planes available 
for their defense. The ports are 
tightly blockaded by sea and air. 
The Japanese can take supplies 
to their 50,000 soldiers marooned 
in the Bismarks and the Solomons 
only at the greatest risk and in 
tire small quantities that can be 
carried by submarine.

Gen. MacArthur can now direct 
his forces toward the Philippines, 
with assurance that the enemy 
will not be on his flank or in his 
rear. The campaign which has 
achieved this result is surely the 
most brilliant that this war has 
seen and it surely is destined to 
take its place in the textbooks as 
a military classic.

When Gen. MacArthur took 
: over the command in the South- 
i west Pacific, the Japanese were 
! warning the Australian govern­

ment to get out of the war while 
the getting was good. The enemy 

I was pushing across New Guinea, 
which guards the northern ap­
proaches to Australia. Mac Ar­
thur's first effort was to halt the 
advance, a feat which he accom­
plished with hastily assembled 
forces within gunshot of the 
coast.

A less self-confident general 
might have abandoned New Gui­
nea as hopeless and a less ag- 

j gressive leader might have rested 
! on his laurels. MacArthur chose 
I to attack. He drove the enemy 

over the Stanley range and while 
doing so gave every encourage­
ment to his air commander. Gen 
Kenney, to devise tiie remarkable 
system of air transport which 
played so large a part in the vic­
tory.

The most remarkable aspect of 
the campaign is that it has been 
fought with a minimum of re 
sources and with a minimum of 
casualties. MacArthur had to 
achieve by ingenuity and maneu­
ver because he had nothing to 
spare for a war of attrition. His 
victories have, accordingly, seem­
ed to be easy ones, but in fact 
they represent a triumph over an 
enemy force probably superior in 
numbers and certainly at the 
<tart of the campaign superior in 
.’sources and position. More than 

that, MacArthur has been con­
ducting offensive operations at 
immense distances from the 
source of his military .supplies and I 
in a region where climate, terrain, [ 
and endemic diseases present un- | 
paralled obstacles.

Gen. MacArthur must feel a 
great satisfaction at having turn­
ed the tables against his enemy. 
He has now done to the Japanese 
in the Bismareks what they did 
to his little and ill-equipped army- 
in the Philippines. He has shown 
such high skill and such a capacity 
for leadership in this campaign as 
to merit the command of all 
forces in the war against Japan. 
The American people can only 
wt-nder why this hasn't been giv­
en to him as the best means of 
bringing the war to a speedy con­
clusion.

MARIN CITY, Calif. Breaking 

light bull» and losing library books 
are so far the most serious juvenile 
crimes In Marin City, housing de­
velopment for war workers here. 
That no more serious breaches of 
conduct have occurred Is due chief­
ly to the Junior Council.

Teen-agers of the city that mush­
roomed in a valley of Marin Coun­
ty, on San Francisco Bay, number 
about 300 of the 5000 population.

But they 
were careless with athletic equip­
ment, showed too little respect for 
property rights. Concluding that 
the best way to control this tend­
ency was to let the Teeners do lt 
themselves, Mrs. Roberts and Lloyd 
Messersmith. recreation director, 
outlined plans for the Junior Coun­
cil.

The youngs tars loved I t  They 
campaigned as vigorously as do 
their elders, and finally on elec­
tion day selected 10 of the can­
didates for the council, which in 
turn named Its officers. Mayor Is 
pretty 19-year-old Joyce Palmer, 
who works with her dad as a paint­
er in ¡the Oakland Shipbuilding 
yards of SausaLlto.

British Receive
38 U. S. Carriers

WASHINGTON, March 21—(AV- 
Secretary of the Navy Knox an­
nounced today that 38 escort air­
craft carriers built In the United 
States have been delivered to Great 
Britain under the lend-lease pro­
gram.

"This fleet of 38 carriers will be 
a part of the anti-submarine fleet 
of the Allied nations," Knox said 
at a  news conference.

D ie escort carriers, of approxi­
mately 10,000 tons displacement 
each, have been one of the most 
potent weapons against the Ger­
mans submarines in the Atlantic.

Knox pointed out that with the 
gift of 38 of the deadly little craft 
to the British, 60 remained in oper­
ation with the United States fleet.

He said that the carriers were 
delivered by the navy to England 
without their complement of planes 
and that he was not personally ac­
quainted with how and when the 
planes were obtained.

Like all other lend-leased ships, 
he said, title to the carriers re­
mains with the United States and 
"It we want to exercise options,”

Exfension of Social 

Security Law Asked
If a man who has been making 

$150 a month at work covered by 
the insurance provisions of the so­
cial security law died, leaving a 
widow and two small children, his 
widow will receive about $56 a 
month until the children are 18. 
Then when she Is 65 she will start 
receiving about $24 a month sur­
vivor's insurance which will con­
tinue all her life. On the other 
hand, if a farmer or self-employed 
man, having the same Income and 
the same family, died, his family 
would receive nothing. The reason 
for this is because his work is ex­
cluded under the law. This expla­
nation Is made in view of many In­
quiries pertaining to agricultural 
workers, received by the Amarillo 
office.

Dewey Reed, manager of the so­
cial security board office in Ama­
rillo stated, however, that the board 
had recognized the limitations of 
the present program and had rec­
ommended In its eighth annual re­
port, recently submitted to congress, 
extension of coverage to farmers and 
farm workers, owners of businesses, 
self-employed professional men and 
other groups excluded at present. 
It is the opinion of the board that 
both families mentioned should te

furnished the same security under a 
contributory Insurance system.

Other changes recommended by 
the social security board in its re­
port Included protection under the 
law for men and women In the 
armed forces and part compensation 
for loss of wages due to sickness 
and disability. At present the in­
surance provisions provide only for 
payments in case of death, unem­
ployment due to loss of job, and re­
tirement at age 65.

men on defense. A defensive line­
man must charge hard enough to 
stop a play aimed directly a t him, 
and he must have enough punch 
In his charge to avoid being block­
ed out from the side.

“But If he charges in too reck­
lessly the offense will ‘mouse-trap’ 
him; that Is, permit him to come 
through and then cut him down.

“Furthermore, virtually all line­
men have forward pass responsiblli- 
ies. Since all offensive plays look 

about alike a t the start, the de­
fensive lineman must make up his 
mind in a hurry whether It's to be 
a running play or a forward pass.

“All the various defenses modem 
football has evolved complicate life 
for the defensive lineman. So you 
can understand why I'm sort of 
burned up when I  hear a fan talk­
ing about a 'dumb lineman.’

For there are blue, electrically heat­
ed undergarments to be struggled 
Into. There are fleece-lined leath­
er jackets to go over the flying 
suits, and anti-flak vesta over these. 
Also clod-hopper—or cloud-hopper 
—shoes, oxygen masks or gloves. 
Parachutes must be strapped on and 
leather helmets with their earphones 
must be adjusted.

As I watched Lieut. Myers Wah- 
nee of Fletcher, Okla., full-blooded 
Indian, formerly a studefit of en
gineering but now a pilot, put on 

implicated headpiece, he naid 
to me, "Mv great-grandfather's war
bonnet did not hold a candle to 
this. But then, he wasn't as civilized 
as we are.”

While the men are getting ready, 
the planes also are being looked 
after. Engines roar as the heattng- 
up process starts. Trucks rumble 
up to bombers and- unload the fly­
ers. At the same time, members of 
the ground crews, many of whom 
have been up most of the night, 
begin to congregate around the con­
trol tower. Ambulances and fire 
trucks also draw up, ready for any 
eventuality.

I  notice the Liberators beginning

planes, but also with the ambulances 
and trucks. Hickey has a telephone 
glued to his ears and is in touch 
with the man at the starting point.

The first plane roars down the 
runway and Hickey Is told the time 
of Its departure. He shouts this out 
as he hears It and lt Is Immediate­
ly written on the blackboard on 
which the planes' numbers and pi­
lots are already chalked. In rapid 
succession the planes take off. 
Whizzing by the control tower come 
the Wolf Pack, Ice Cold {Catie, Doll 
Baby, Consolidated Mess, Sleepless 
Knight and others with equally droll 
names.

Suddenly the loud speaker blares 
that the last plane off Is leaking 
gas and Is coming back. Watts and 
Hickey snap switches and give di­
rections over phone and microphone. 
The others In the room either rush 
to a balcony or press close to the 
windows. But the runway has been 
cleared and the plane' lands with­
out mishap.

At last, all have toft for the ren­
dezvous where they will take up 
formation with other squadrons from 
other bases. Then, with fighter 
protection, they will make for the 
target somewhere over Germany.
