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Barkley Uproariously Re-Named Leader
U. S. Heavies Attack More Nazi Aircraft Factories
Soviets Root 
Germans From 
North Russia

American heavy bombers attack­

ed thé aircraft factories at Gotha 
in Central Germany and the ball 
bearklf works of Schwelnfurt in the 
southwest today In their fifth suc­
cessive blow at the sources of Hit­
ler's air power.

Gotha lies ’.50 miles southwest of 
Berlin and Schweinfurt Is 220 
southwest of the shattered capital. 
German radios went silent after re­
porting extensive air battles above 
the roofless reich.

Simultaneously packs of American 
Marauders and British Typhoons re­
newed the aerial offensive across 
the channel.

With bayonet and tommygun, the 
Red army was rooting the last Ger­
mans from the streets of Dno today 
as it rapidly rolled up the enemy 
front in North Russia and pressed 
powerfully toward the rail hub of 
Pskov.

Dno <pop. 9.000» is 64 miles east 
of Pskov and the last important 
rail and road crossing on the west­
ward approaches to the larger city. 
Other Russians driving from the 
north were within 25 miles of Pskov. 
Advances up to 10 miles were re­
corded; 150 settlements were seized; 
2,500 Germans were killed.

Other advances were made in the 
Central Ukraine west and north­
west of Krivoi Rog where 6.000 
Germans fell in futile defense. Vast 
piles of booty still were being count­
ed. • Berlin said German lines in 
White Russia northeast of Rogachev 
had given way before a new Red 
army onslaught.

American heavy bombers striking 
the airplane component and ball 
bearing works yesterday at Steyr. 
90 miles west of Vienna, destroyed 
33 German fighters. It was the 
fourth successive assault on the very 
source of German air power. U. S. 
air force headquarters said the blows 
at Hitler's plane factories had been 
severe and thnt “ fighter production 
has been so reduced that each ex­
isting. plane knocked down is a vi­
tal contribution.”

About 100 German bombers scat­
tered Incendiaries and explosives 
widely over London for the fourth 
straight night, killing dozens and 
causing widespread damage. Four 
were shot down. A reconnaissance 
plane touched off the first daylight 
alert in London in many months.

The flights to Steyr in Austria 
Were among the 850 sorties flown 
by Allied planes in Italy in which 
37 Nazis and seven Allied planes 
were destroyed.

The nine reverely bled German 
divisions on the periphery of the 
Rome beachhead were regrouping 
for the third renewal of the battle. 
Sharp encounters were reported at 
several points. Only patrols were 
active on the main Fifth and 
Eighth Army fronts around Cassi-

Medal Can't Be 
Won in Airplane

WASHINGTON, Feb. 24—07»)— 
The Bronze Star, newest American 
decoration for action against the 
enemy, was introduced to the pub­
lic today, along with the specifica­
tion that the only place it cannot 
be won is in an airplane.

Obviously aimed at boosting the 
morale of the mud-sloggers who 
have been wondering where the air­
men got all their medals, the new 
decoration does the job properly 
it takes precedence over the Air 
Medal, and also over the Purple 
Heart.

It  car. be awarded. Acting Secre­
tary of War Patterson disclosed at 
a press conference, to anyone in 
the army, navy, Marine corps or 
coast guard who distinguishes him­
self “by heroic or meritorius ach­
ievement or service, not involving 
participation in aerial flight."

It  can be won in combat, or with 
actions in direct support of combat 
Operations, and—says the army— 
“it ia expected that members of the 
army ground forces, particularly in­
fantrymen, may lead the eligibility 
lists.”  Airmen may win the Bronze 
Ktar, too—but not in the air.

The ribbon for the new Bronze 
Star—and the ribbon will have to 
serve the recipients until war de­
mands for bronze are relaxed and 
the medals themselves can be 
struck irom designs not yet com­
pleted—is red, with a vertical blue 
stripe in the center, both the blue 
stripe and the ribbon ends piped in

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Output of Carbon Black, Vital to War 
Effort, Hindered by Lack of Manpower

Manufacturers of carbon black— 

and 75 per cent of the world's out­
put comes from right here in the 
Fampa-Borger area—are facing the 
possibility of not being able to 
meet a swiftly rising demand.

The manager of one carbon black 
plant in the Pampa area said today 
demand is growing so rapidly that 
applications already have been 
filed for doubling the plant’s ca­
pacity

Tile carbon black industry, how­
ever, is confronted with two prob­
lems—the Increased demand for the 
product and the need for addition­
al manpower, and especially to keep 
what manpower it has.

In some instances, this plant 
manager said, because of a lack of 
understanding by the public that 
carbon black is so essentially vital

to the war effort—men are refus­
ing to accept draft deferments and 
are going into the army rather 
than face any criticism.

"In practically all cases," the 
spokesman said, “these men could 
be of more service in the carbon 
black industry than they could 
carrying a gun. When we lose an 
experienced worker, it means slow­
ing up of production and delay in 
getting material to the fighting 
front while someone is trained to 
replace the essential man who has 
gone to the armed services."

Carbon black is one of the most 
vital products behind the war ma­
chine of the Allied nations. Car­
bon black workers are fighting the 
battle against Hitler and Hirohito 
just as are the fighting men at 
the fronts. Without the production 
here at home the successes cannot

come on the battlefields.
In the period just before Pearl 

Harbor the carbon black Industry 
was bothered with some over-pro­
duction difficulties. But those days 
apparently are gone forever.

In addition to the war produc­
tion angle, many new uses have 
been found for carbon black.

Most people, even those who live 
right here in its midst, have never 
come into direct contact with the 
seft powdery soot made by burning 
natural gas. Yet it plays an impor­
tant part in their daily lives. Sub­
stantial amounts go into automo­
bile tires where, in effect, it rivets 
the rubber molecules together, 
making the tires sturdier and more 
resistant to pull, friction and heat.

And. carbon black has dozens of 
other uses. An extremely small 
amount in a radio tube absorbs

gases and stray electrons. Carbon 
black in paints. lacquers and 
enamels serves a dual function of 
absorbing light and resisting abra­
sion. This same material is put 
into cement to make it stronger; 
yel carbon is so soft it is used for 
polishing the finest lenses.

One of the most widespread uses 
is in inks—making it possible to 
read the copy of this newspaper 
you now have in your hands. Car 
bon black makers like to tell about 
the manuscripts found at the ex­
cavation of Herculaneum, Roman 
city near Naples which was cov 
ered by the eruption of Vesuvius 
in 79 A. p  Those papers were 
legible, sav those in the industry 
due to the carbon-ink used in writ­
ing them Millions of pounds of

He Emerges 
As Potential

WASHINGTON, Feb. 24. </P)—An I 
unanimous Democratic vote returned | 
Senator Barkley today to the senate | 
leadership he resigned in a sensa­
tional rebuff to President Roose­
velt's tax veto, and the veteran Ken­
tuckian announced he would con­
tinue in the important party post.

Stamping, in effect, their approval 
on Bnrkley’s bitter dcnuciation of 
Mr Roosevelt’s tax message. Demo­
cratic senators roared their accept­
ance of his resignation and just as 
enthusiastically re-elected him lead­
er—a leader greatly enhanced in 
congressional, if not also party, pres­
tige.

The president, to whom Barkley 
directed his stinging rebuke in an 
extraordinary speech yesterday cli­
maxed by his resignation, had join­
ed in asking Barkley to continue, in 
a telegram saying “your difference 
with me does not affect my confi­
dence in your leadership nor in any 
degree lessen my respect and affec­
tion for you personally."

After the dramatic party confer­
ence. fhom which Barkley walked 
sternly after handing in his resig­
nation. the Kentuckian, too. ex­
pressed to reporters his "deepest per­
sonal affection" for Mr. Roosevelt.

The conference, by unanimous 
vote, immediately accepted the res­
ignation. then re-elected him leader.

Barkley's acceptance followed in 
Ms office, when six senators advised 
him formally of the overwhelming 
vote of confidence. They reported 
that Barkley was so moved during 
his acceptance of the honor that his 
voice broke and tears came into his 
eyes.

Thus was enacted the second chap­
ter in a political drama which raised 
a serious Democratic challenge to 
President Roosevelt's leadership in 
the 1944 election year.

Denying that there were any 
fourth-term implications in his his­
toric break with President Rosevelt 
yesterday over the tax bill veto. 
Barkley asserted:

•I've always had and still have 
the deepest personal affection for 
the president. He stands right along 
personally and officially with Wood- 
row Wilson who has been my ideal 
ot a president for the last genera­
tion."

Barkley emerged probably the 
most potent Democratic presidential 
possibility outside the white House

Stined by Barkley 
Revolt, Angry Solons 
Override President

W ASH INGTO N, Feb. 24—  (AP) — In strident rebellion 
against President Roosevelt's tax views, the house today voted 
299 to 95 to pass the $2,300,000,000 new revenue bill over
his veto.

The senate is expected to duplicate the house action tomor­
row, putting the tax bill on the statute books, "the president's 
objections notwithstanding."

A rebellion in Democratic ranks that reeled political W ash­
ington bock on its heels pre­
ceded the house action. In 
volved were Senate Democratic 
Leader Barkley ot Kentucky, 
and Chairman Doughton (D- 
NC) ot the ways and means 
committee, both ot whom call­
ed tor action over-riding the 
president.

The house galleries were filled an 
hour before the motion to over­
ride rame to a roll call, and crowds 
gathered in the halls of the capi- 
tol to catch even a small glimpse 
of the proceedings.

The 8J-year-old Doughton declar­
ed he had "parted company” with 
the president on the veto issue, say­
ing Mr. Roosevelt's message reflect­
ed “on the judgment and integrity 
of the congress of the United Stat­
es," and that the executive "has 
told us in effect that if you'll ac­
cept my dictation and abdicate your 
responsibility. I'll approve what you 
do."

Mr. Roosevelt's Washington birth­
day veto message described the tax 
bill as a measure for the relief of 
"the greedy." •

This was the second time within 
a year the president had been 
overridden in the house. The Smlth- 
Ccnnally anti-strike bill became law 
last June ove rthe president's veto, 
the house voting 244 to 108 to over­
ride.

Mr. Roosevelt has been successful 
during that time in having two ve­
toes sustained. Both of these vetoes 
prevented the outlawing of-food 
subsidies as a part of the wartime 
stabilization program.

That was the interpretation placed 
todav by intimates of the governor 
on his action in telegraphing his 
"strongest disapproval" of the course 
taken by 24 candidates in filing peti-1 
tions at Madison for election as sup­
porters of Dewey in the April 4 Wis­
consin primary.

Dewey apparently sealed the door 
against any exit from the position he 
has taken that he is not seeking the 
nomination, but is not saying be­
forehand what he would do if it came 
to him.

His friends made It plain, how­
ever. that the 42-year-old governor 
is willing—if the convention is will­
ing—to take his chances on what 
he and most other Republicans be­
lieve will be a battle to defeat Pres­
ident Roosevelt for a fourth term.

Dewey, who previously had con­
tented himself with reiteration of 
the statement that he was not a 
candidate, went so far in his tele­
gram to the Wisconsin group as to 
express the hope that they would 
withdraw the petitions which had 
been filled for them.

At Madison, however. Fred R 
Zimmerman, secretary of state and 
a candidate at large pledged to 
Dewey, said he believed the govern­
or’s backers whose nomination pa­
pers have been filed would continue 
in the race.

A t my Education 
i 0 1 17-Year-Old 
Boys Suwested

WASHINGTON. Feb 21 t/T»t—If 
the war department accepts a sug­
gestion bv hard-pressed education 
authorities, about toonoo high school 
graduates 17 years old mav be sent 
to college this summer at the army's 
expense

The proposal was made by a com­
mittee of college presidents after a 
meeting at national headquarters of 
the American Council on Education.

The educators said it would bene­
fit the boys greatly by giving them 
intellectual and physical training 
They declared it would help the 
army bv providing a valuable re­
serve of potential leaders.

No mention was made of obvious 
benefits to colleges themselves.

Last week the army suddenly an­
nounced that it was forced to remove 
from the colleges 110.000 members of 
its specialized training program by 
April 1. leaving only 30.000 on the 
campuses

The educators in their statement 
accepted this action by saying it 
couldn't be helped and they appre­
ciate fully that it was dictated by 
“ imperative military necessity."

Instead of protesting the order, 
they came through with what they 
termed a constructive suggestion: 

Included In the 30.000 army stu­
dents who will be left In the colleges 
are between 2.500 and 5.000 volun­
teers 17 years of age They aren't 
subject to active duty.

The educators proposed that the 
army immediately expand this group 
by putting on a Campaign and urging 
17-vear-olds to volunteer for college 
training which would continue until 
the end of that school term In which 
they became 18

Fxaminatlons for this pre-induc­
tion program are scheduled March
15.

FORT WORTH, Feb. 24 — OP) — 
Delegates from more than 30 labor, 
farmer and old age groups met here
Wednesday to weld themselves Into 
a permanent organization for joint 
action mi social, economic and leg­
islative questions in which they have 
a common Interest.

Proposed name of the group Is 
the Texas Joint Social and Legisla­
tive organization.

One of the first actions of the 
conference was to adopt a proposal 
for component groups of the or­
ganization to subscribe to 20,000 
copies of the bi-weekly newspaper 
of the National Farmers union, for 
free distribution to Texas farmers. 
Purpose of this plan, as outlined by 
Frank Overturf of Amarillo, state 
secretary of the Texas Farmers 
union, is to aid in dispelling the 
prejudice of farmers toward organ­
ized labor and to show that inter­
ests of farmers and workers are mu­
tual.

Overturf denounced the farm bloc 
in congress as a "high pressure” 
group which stands for inflation 
and against subsidies and described 
it as "the enemy of the working 
farmer." He said the farm bloc 
represents only the commercial 
farmer and big business.

Tanks Vital Factor 
In Gloucester Fight

HOUSTON, Feb 24 ( « —Tanks 
were the decisive factor in the Ma­
rines' quick seizure of Gloucester, 
New Britain, air strips with amaz­
ingly low casualties, the office of the 
chief of army ordnance revealed to­
day in a special report to Lt. Col. M 
F Barnes, commanding officer of 
the San Jacinto ordnance depot.

“Use of armor in this operation."

“The Gloucester and the Huon 
peninsula campaign have shown 
that, provided the terrain is suitable, 
war in the jungle can no longer be 
regarded as a war of individuals, but 
one in which the full weight of ord­
nance mechanized force can be 
brought to bear on the Nips.”

Southwest Pacific battle reports 
indicate that, in the opinion of 
American and British observers, the 
American General Sherman tanks 
arc ideal for this type of combat.

Anew lo Spain W ALLACE IN  SEATTLE 

(The Chicago Dally Tribuna)

Vice President Wallace, w h o  
.ervod as advance man for Mr. 
Roosevelt in 1940, has undertaken 
the role again in preparation for 
the fourth t e r m  campaign. He 
¡poke the other night in Seattle, 
it can hardly be doubted that Mr. 
Wallace was speaking for the ad- 
ninist ration and was outlining tl<e 
policies Mr. Roosevelt proposes to 
follow if he is reelected.

The Vice President; whose only 
contribution to American polity 
was the restriction of agricultural 
acreage and the killing of millions 
of pigs, chose to forget his own 
record and plead for greater pro­
duction. The nation will welcome 
his conversion to common sense 
in this particular but question his 
sincerity.

He wodld increase production, 
he said, by a series of barter ar­
rangements, such as the exchange 
of our surplus of machine tools 
for Russia's surplus of platinum 
and manganese. Mr. W a l l a c e  
seems to think that such bi-lateral 
arrangements provide a superior 
way of doing business.

He is, o f course, wholly wrong. 
The bi-lateral trade treaties of 
t h e  1930s t e n d e d  to strangle 
trade. They were a totalitarian 
device designed primarily to en­
able warlike countries to obtain 
the raw materials for munitions. 
Germany was the great exemplar 
of bi-laterallsm and barter. Rus­
sia, Italy, and Japan were among 
other nations t h a t  played the 
same game. Mr. Hull denounced 
these methods repeatedly but he 
never had Mr. Roosevelt's whole­
hearted support and Mr. Wallace 
indicates that he hasn’t got it 
now and won’t h a v e  it if Mr. 
Roosevelt is reelected.

It  is Mr. Wallace’s notion that 
s u c h  arrangements s h o u l d  be 
made only among what he calls 
"the peaceful nations" and he lists 
Russia as one of them. That raises 
some interesting questions. Was 
Russia a peaceful nation in ,1939 
when Stalin made the deal with 
Hitler that started the war or did 
Russia become peaceful only after 
being attacked? W h a t  are the 
criteria by which a peaceful na­
tion is determined ? I f  R u s s i a  
grabs half of Poland and per­
suades Poland to compensate her­
self by taking East Prussia, will 
Poland be a peaceful or a warlike 
nation if she resists a German ef­
fort to recover the territory and 
will Germany be a warlike or a 
peaceful nation if she attempts to 
get back what was wrested from 
her?
der this "Democratic”  device 
statesmen permit > themselves to 
be black-guarded i n t o  positions 
they know are wrong, by fleeting 
opinion based on headlines read 
in subways.

Under the Republic, statesmen 
took responsibility for promoting 
the long-range, vital interests of 
the country and then trusted that 
the informed wisdom of their acts 
would commend itself to the ap­
proval of the people..

For example, President Monroe, 
after consulting o n l y  Jefferson 
and Madison, but after long re­
flection, announced the Doctrine 
which became the cornerstone of 
Our foreign policy for a century.

Contrast his action with what 
goes on in Washington t o d a y  
where, under the name of "De­
mocracy." vast pressure groups, 
born of greed, envy, and hate, are 
made the ladders of ambition to 
the seats of power.

Modern “Democracy”  appears 
to mean the absolute right (or 
p o w e r )  of constantly changing 
majorities to rule. It is a denial of 
the American Constitution by 
w h i c h  the people themselves 
p l a c e d  limits upon their own 
power. Abraham Lincoln, in his 
First Inaugural Address, March 
4, 1961, said: " I f  by mere force of 
numbers a majority should de­
prive a minority o f any clearly 
written constitutional right, it 
might in a moral point of view, 
justify revolution—certainly would 
if such a right were a vital one."

much as 1,00 miles In some places.

The Germans, Stalin asserted, are 
seeking to have themselves by or­
dering total mobilization In the 
rear," although Germany's manpow­
er reserves are depleted,” and by 
making desperate efforts to intro­
duce disharmony in the camp of the 
Allies and thereby “drag out the 
war." Hr added:

•Hitlerite diplomats are rushing 
from one neutral country to ano­
ther, trying to establish contacts 
with pro-Hitlerite elements, and 
hinting at the possibility of sepa­
rate peace, sometimes with our 
state, sometimes with our Allies.

O f Latin America by Hollywood

MEXICO C ITY, Feb. 24—Mexi­
can movies are usurping the Cen­
tral and 8outh American markets 
so rapidly that Hollywood produc­
ers are moving in to protect them­
selves.

68 pictures in 1943. will make 100

this year. Pictures can be made in 
Mexico for one-quarter of their cost 
In Hollywood. This country has its 
own stars. There is no labor 
trouble, and wages are low.

Bryan Foy estimates that he 
could make six pictures a year here 
at a cost of $80,000 each, and that 
they would net $150,000 apiece.

Dialog 
puts him across, and he outgrosses 
all American comedians.

Marla Felix is Mexico's first lady 
of the screen. She and other out­
standing feminine stars such as 
Gloria Marin, Mapy Cortez, Marie 
Elena Marques and Susana Qui­
zar, also cause traffic jams.

Dolores del Rio, one of two Mex­
ican products who made good in 
Hollywood, has staged a spectacu­
lar comeback in her native land. 
Lupe Velez, the other, can make 
more money here than she can in 
Hollywood.

Central and South America are 
movie mad. There are so many 
big movie houses in Mexico City, 
for example, that newspapers car­
ry two full pages of advertisements.

With home-grown movies stead­
ily improving in quality and num­
ber, Latin American is losing in­
terest in English-speaking pictures 
vyth Spanish subtitles, or with 
dubbed-in Spanish dialog. Holly­
wood is beginning to realize that 
it can share this rich market only 
by making real Latin American 
pictures with Latin American play­
ers and other creative talent.

Construction of a dipping vat at 
the Hoover stockyards, northeast of 
Pampa. Is half completed. County 
Farm Agent Olenn Hackney said 
today.

The vat Is one of four planned 
over the county as a preventive 
measure against cattle lice and 
grubs, more prevalent this year than 
ever before, due to the shortage of 
feed and excessively cold weather- 

Remaining to be done at Hoover 
the building of chutes. The vat 

itself Is 2 feet wide at the bottom 
and 3 feet wide at the top, 7 feet 
deep, and 28 feet long. It will hold 
2,300 gallons of water, cube powder, 
and sulphur mixture.

The Hoover vat Is expected to be 
completed and in use by next week.

Other vat sites are on the Homer 
Taylor farm, 7 miles north of Pam­
pa; Guy Andis farm. 18 miles south 
of Pampa on Texas Highway 18; 
and the E. Clay farm, 2 miles west 
and 7 miles south of Pampa.

To Strengthen 
Morale

(Dally Oklahoman)

Once the red tape has been cut 
and all men in uniform are per­
mitted to vote, a most peculiar 
condition will become certain and 
Inevitable, if Mr. Roosevelt and 
Governor Dewey become the pres­
idential nominees of their respect­
ive parties. Then the world is go­
ing to see a condition unlike any­
th ng tha world has seen since the 
earth rose out of chaos.

In any company street on earth 
and in every regiment ardent sup­
porters of the president can climb 
upon boxes or tubs or what not 
and spend all of their otherwise 
idle time denouncing Dewey as a 
bozo, a bedlamite, a bashi-bazouk, 
or anything else mentioned in the 
rooky's best latrine vocabulary. 
They can spend uncounted hours 
branding Dewey as a mis-fit, a 
rutwit, a disloyalist, or what you 
'please. And no matter what they 
say of Dewey, they will be vio­
lating no law, no rule, no army 
regulation.

But if the supporters of Dewey 
attempt to reply or to retaliate, 
they will be getting into serious 
trouble. They cannot call Mr. 
Roosevelt a single name. They 
cannot even make faces when his 
name is mentioned. For the army 
regulations provide that any man 
ip uniform who says anything dis­
respectful of his superior officer 
shall be subject to court martial. 
And as commander in chief, Mr. 
Roosevelt is the superior officer 
of every man in uniform.

Hence, it will be possible under 
the rules for the Rooseveltians to 
parade around the Dewey huts 
voicing their love for their fav­
orite and their hatred for his op- 
ponent, but if the Dcweyites dare 
to answer in kind, they will be 
subject to a court martial. And 
that is no way to make brethren 
dwell together in unity.

Supporters of the soldier bill 
say that its enactment will im­
prove the morale of the army. 
It may do it. We shall know more 
about that after a battalion of 
Tamany Irish have been regi­
mented for a month with a bat­
talion of Vermont Republicans 
with half of the regiment denied 
the privilege of answering what 
the other half has said. To intro­
duce M'saissippi primary election 
tactics into a mixed regiment of 
partisans would be a peculiar way 
to build morale.

Panama Docks 
For Saperships

WASHINGTON. Feb. 34—Virtual 
suspension of construction work on 
the third set of locks for the Pana­
ma Canal has been revealed by Maj, 
Gen. Glen E. Kdgerton, governor 
of the Canal Zone, In testimony be­
fore the War Department subcom- 
mittee, on Appropriations of the 
Hcaise of Representatives.

With this disclosure, the House 
took formal action of turning back 
to the Treasury some »30.ooo.niK) of 
unexpected funds, alrcacjy appro­
priated by Congress for building the 
third locks- Renewal of construction 
work therefore will be contingent 
on reapmopriation of this sum and 
an additional $175.0D0lQ00 already 
uinherited by Congress, if the House 
uction In parsing the War Depart­
ment Civil Functions Appropria­
tion bill for 1C45 is confirmed by 
the Senate and signed to’ the Presi­
dent The amount alreadv spent on 
constrnttion of the third locks is 
»72,030,000. Total cost Is estimated at 
S2B2.000.000

Under the terms -of the Civil 
Functions bill as passed by the 
Hotte. only $2.767.173 would be spent 
on the third locks during the gov­
ernment's fiscal year ending June 
3C, 1945 General Edgerton’s testi­
mony indicated that this would be 
used "to complete wet excavation 
for the lock approach channels, to 
continue design and engineering 
work In connection with the over­
all project, to continue payment for 
the increased expense for all opera­
tion and maintenance organization 
of the Panama Canal as are incur- 
ved for prosecution of tile construc­
tion work.”

Reasons for this serious curtail­
ment of the third locks construc­
tion arc given by General Edgerton 
a« the war-time shortage of mater­
ials. shipping and labor, though he 
told the Appropriations sub-com- 
mittee that the manpower supply in 
the Canal Zone is now improving.

Compietion of the third locks now 
becomes deferred to the static of a 
post-war project. When the new 
locks were authorized by Congress 
in August, 1939. the purpose was to 
provide more adequately for the de­
fense of the canal, as well as for 
increasing its capacity for future 
needs of inter-oceanic shipping.

At the time construction was au­
thorized. the fear of having the 
canal knocked out by German or 
Japanese bombs was freely express­
ed. German aviation Interests were 
known to be operating commercial 
airlines in Latin America, and the 
stories of secret Japanese airfields, 
hidden in Central American plan­
tations and Jungles, were common 
spy scares peddled by sensation 
mongers Panama was considered 
America's No. 1 defense area.

Elimination of Axis airlines, hold­
ing of the Jap fleet in the Pacific, 
cooperation of Latin American re­
publics and the strengthening of U. 
8- bases throughout the hemisphere 
have now left Panama as one of the 
duller military assignments.

Original plans authorized by Con­
gress railed for the construction of 
new locks and by-pass channels 
parallel but at some distance from 
the double locks at Oatun. Pedro 
Miguel and Mlraflores.t opened to 
traffic, in 1914. The new locks are 
to hr much larcer than the original 
Installat ions—1200 feet long. 140 feet 
wide, and 45-foot salt-water draft 
over the sills.

These coins will be distributed to 
merchants, then given to housewives 
in this city in the form of change
when they purchase rationed meats 
and processed foods, using the 
stain ns they now have.

Either a ration banking check or 
food stamps of the same amount 
are required o f  the storekeeper be­
fore bank officials will hand over 
the tokens.

The tokeps are colored red for 
rationed meats and fats and blue 
for processed foods. The OPA Or­
dered two billion tokens and .so far 
over 610.000 don have been forward­
ed to the 14.000 banks which will 
distribute them to 600,00 retail food 
stoses in the nation.

The Lubbock district office of 
OPA pointed out tnat consumers do 
nothing about obtaining tokens in 
anvance. Thev will receive tokens 
in change beginning Feb. 27 if a 
purchase of rationed meats or pro- 
cessen foods does not coihe out even 
in stamps.

Principal feature of the simplified 
plan is that commencing Feb. 27. all 
red andkblue stamps in War Ration 
Book No. 4 will be yorth 1 points 
each regardless of the value printed 
on them.

With shells whistling about them 
and machtnagun fire streaming at 
them from the hills, Capt.

Then they opened up with 
machineguns and I  dropped down on 
the open road.

“Then I saw a German tank came 
to life and figured lt was going to
run over me."

King looked up and saw the muz­
zles of the tank's guns pointing di­
rectly at him.

“The first shot went over me and 
exploded in the rocks behind me,” 
the captain continued. “The second 
shot also went over me and I  real­
ized the tank was so close to me it 
couldn’t lower the muzzles any j 
About that time my men _ 
coming up the ridge, firing at 
tank and throwing hand grenades. 
The tank answered their fire, raising 
enough dust so that I  could get o ff 
the road."

This is where Masao Awakunl of 
Honolulu, a one-man tank-destroyer, 
enters the story. Awakunl, an Amer­
ican of Japanese descent, fired three 
rounds from his bazooka One 
missed, one hij the tank, and one 
was a dud The tank still was in op­
eration and Awakunl called for three 
more rounds. Moving up to within 30 
yards of the tank, he put another 
shot directly on It. setting lt afire, 
and saw the Oermans scramble out.

The Nazis headed for a self-pro­
pelled gun and began to man it. 
Awakunl with one shot destroyed the 
treads. The gun couldn’t be turned 
and the Germans decided to drive it 
up the road to the abbey.

That is how the infantry got into 
position near the castle, where they 
have been exerting pressure day aft­
er day. There they have been ex­
posed to fire from many points. The 
castle has been reduced to ragged 
walls by artillery fire, but the Ger­
mans were still sniping from lt last 
night.

Russian Bombs 
Fall on Sweden

STOCKHOLM, Feb. 24. W)—The 
Swedish telegraph agency says Rus­
sian lettering was found on bomb 
fragments at Btraengnaes. 40 miles 
west of Stockholm, after a small 
number of foreign planes dropped 
explosives there and on the capital 
Tuesday night.

carbon is mixed annually not only 
Into writing Ink and printing ink, 
but into carbon paper and type­
writer ribbons.

The big user, though. Is the tire 
manufacturer. In normal times he 
takes about 85 per cent of the en­
tire output. Today he holds the 
key to the industry's economic 
turnabout, for the rapid expansion 
In production of synthrtic rubber 
is putting a double load on the 
manufacturers of carbon black.

Tire manufacturers find that 
they need a lot more carbon black 
lr  the production of synthetic tires 
than in natural rubber casings. 
One large company, for instance,
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mixes five pounds of the black 
powder into a four-ply 6:00 by 16 
casing, and that's almost a fourth 
the total weight o f the tire. The 
same tire made of natural rubber 
would use only about 3'5 pounds 
of black.

Some tire companies mix even 
more carbon black in with synthe­
tic rubber. Estimates of how much 
moie is needed, compared with na­
tural rubber, range everywhere 
from 30 per cent to 100 per cent.

The reason for this, tire-makers 
say, is that synthetic is more vul­
nerable to friction created when 
the tire is being used. Its tepsll? 
strength (resistance against pull) 
is lower, too.

So, the transition to synthetic 
rubber has posed a new production 
problem for the carbon black man­
ufacturers. It seems that the chem­
ical rubber needs a carbon black 
that Is softer than that normally 
produced for natural rubber tires. 
As a result there has been a minor 
revolution in output methods.

From statistics on the industry 
it is learned that, because produc­
tion has been running about 40 per 
cint behind consumption, the 
amount of carbon black on hand 
is now down to around 200,000,000 
pounds. That is considered inade- 
ouate under wartime conditions. It 
is about three months' supply.

Bright spot in the picture is. that 
production is improving and may 
possibly reach a record 850 million 
pounds this year. I f  it does, the 
carbon black companies believe 
they will be able to meet their cus­
tomers' demands by a narrow mar­
gin, but still will face difficulties in 
1845, unless important remedial 
measures are taken.

One of these remedies is being 
sought from the Texas Railroad 
Commission through permission to 
buy "sweet " natural gas (having a 
lew sulphur content suitable for 
domestic or other use where hu­
man beings are exposed to it t Tex­
as now permits only the use of 
'sour'' i high-sulphuri gas or resi­
due gas (from which chemicals 
have been removed for other pur­
poses) for making carbon black.

A hearing for the carbon black 
industry representatives is sched­
uled for Wednesday, March 8. at 
Austin, at which time there no 
doubt will be further discussion on 
the sweet gas proposal.

Incidentally, the carbon black in­
dustry comes fairly close to being

an American monopoly, according 
to a recent article by Henry E. 
Rose, in The Wall Street Journal 
Rumania and Japan had small 
productions before the war and 
Germany had been attempting to 
increase output from chemicals.

Texas accounts for 80 per cent of 
the nation's production of carbon 
black. Other producing states with 
smaller amounts are Louisiana, 
Oklahoma, Kansas and Wyoming.

Chairman Doughton (D-NC) of 
the house ways and means commit­
tee, another erstwhile Roosevelt stal­
wart, declared the veto message 
marked the point “where I  part com­
pany with the president of the 
United States."

The president had contended the 
tax bill was inadequate for wartime 
needs.

Barkley, declaring the president 
was guilty of misstatements and of 
making a "deliberate and calculated | 
assault upon the honesty and integ­
rity" of congress, said:

"Cther members may do as they1 
please. I  do not propose to take this 
unjustifiable assault lying down.”

He urged congress to override the 
veto.

In a telegram dispatched to Bark­
ley's home a few hours later. Presi­
dent Roosevelt said he regretted that 
“you thought I  had in nty message 
attacked the integrity of yourself 
and other members of the congress."

“Such you must know was not my 
intention." he added.

Barkley's oration Immediately fo­
cused attention on him as a possible 
rallying center for various dissident 
elements of the party, although some 
leaders took the opposing view that 
it would tend to solidify the party 
by “clearing the atmosphere."

For himself. Barkley told report­
ers that he was "utterly Indifferent | 
ar, to what the political consequences 
may be to me.”

In the historic address, which he 
said he made only after long delib­
eration the night before, Barkley 
shouted that “ this is the first time I 
have been accused deliberately of 
voting for a bill that constituted a 
relief measure impoverishing the 
needy and enriching the greedy."

His break with Mr. Roosevelt was 
more noteworthy because of the close 
relations that existed between them 
for years. Barkley followed White 
House policies unswervingly and, as 
he observed yesterday, carried the 
administration flag "over rougher 
territory than was ever traversed by 
anv previous majority leader."

The president’s famed "Dear Al­
ben" letter helped elevate Barkley to 
the leadership in 1937. Again, the 
Roosevelt magic aided him In his 
toughest primary fight when A. B. 
"Happy" Chandler was his opponent.

Barkley was keynoter at the 1932 
and 1936 conventions which nomi­
nated President Roosevelt, and per­
manent chairman at the third term 
convention in 1940.

Barkley's office was flooded with 
telegrams and phone calls congrat-1 
ulating him. Their tenor was the I 

! same—"courageous stand" . . . “Time ! 
someone in congress stood up and I 
talked” . . .

Permit for Summer

s England's Interest in Our 
Election to Our Interest?

The Associated Pres« carries a 
story from the Yorkshire Post, 
England, maintaining that the 
British press has a right to com­
ment on the United States preei- 
dentia' election. The Yorkshire 
Post had formerly praised editor­
ially President Roosevelt for “ far- 
seeing statesmanship,”  The Post 
contends that no member of the 
British government would dream 
of bringing Influence to bear on 
the American presidential contest 
or would ask a newspaper to do 
so.

Well, if it is not fair for the
British government to try to In­
fluence our election, it seems also 
unethical for the private citizens 
under the circumstances to be try­
ing to influence our elections. This 
is especially true since many of 
our voters are in England. They 
will not read in the English papers 
any statements showing the inef­
ficiency, waste and mismanage­
ment and lack of principles of the 
present administration. Epecialty 
does it seem unfair since we have 
been giving England billions of 
dollars worth of wealth. I t  would 
seem only natural for the English 
to want to influence the election 
of a man in the United States 
who will add the burden of war 
to the American citizens rather 
than to the English.

We fought a war 150 years ago 
to get out from under the control 
and influence of England. Now 
the English have the nerve to 
claim they have a right to try 
to influence the voting of our 
citizens who are over there at 
their request but our expense.

I f  the case were reversed and 
we had invited England to send 
us soldiers and give us billions of 
dollars worth of wealth, it  would 
seem certainly a lot of nerve for 
us to try to elect a Parliament 
that would continue the gifts.

In addition to the influence they 
are seeking to have on our soldiers 
stationed in England, the London 
Daily Mail is starting a weekly in 
the United States soliciting sub­
scribers among newspapers and 
columnists. They microfilm the 
matter in the British weekly not 
larger than a dollar and send it 
here by airplane to be enlarged 
and printed in New York. The 
sample copy received is propa- 
ganga pure and simple showing 
how fine they are treating our 
soldiers. It  is intended primarily, 
of course, to promote England at 
the expense o f the American 
workers who pay the taxes.

addition to settling up anything 
still due on your 1943 taxes, you 
must pay by March 15 one-half of 
the uncancelled portion o f 1942 
taxes.

Remember, to begin with, that 
the payments you made on your
1942 income last March and June 
were applied. Instead, against your
1943 tax liability

Congress enacted this “ forgive­
ness" feature:

Either 75 per cent or 50, which­
ever amount is larger, of the lower 
year's taxes (1942 or 1943( is can­
celled.

Let’s assume for the moment that 
your 1943 taxes are larger than 
1942:

I f  your 1942 tax was $50 or less. 
It's cancelled enteriely.

I f  it was more than $50 but less 
than $66.67. exactly $50 of it is 
wiped off the slate.

But if it was more than $86.67, 
you still owe 25 per cent of it. For 
example, if your 1942 tax was 8180, 
you still owe $25—of which half. 
$12.50. must be paid this March, and 
the other half next year.

However, if you’re In line for a 
refund of your 1943 tax—if too 
much was withheld from your pay, 
for instance—the internal revenue 
collector can apply it against the 
whole amount of your uncancelled
1942 tax.

Those whose 1943 income was less 
than 1942 were required to file 
declarations o f estimated tax last 
fall and pay at least the equivalent 
of their 1942 taxes. So these per­
sons still owe 25 per cent of their
1943 taxes—instead of the full bill.

That's for civilians.

I f  you entered the armed forces 
in 1942 or 1943, and your 1942 tax 
was greater than your 1943 tax, 
you’re entitled to figure your 1942 
tax again, eliminating all your 
earned net income for that year. 
That means all your wages, salary, 
fees or other Income earned by per­
sonal service—up to $14,000.

In a great many cases, that means 
your 1942 tax becomes zero. Since 
the first $1,500 of service pay Is 
exempt from tax—In addition to 
the regular exemption — your 1943 
tax also may well be zero. Then 
you can apply for a refund of any 
ta x 'you’ve paid on 1942 income.

However. If you had enough ci­
vilian Income In 1943 to owe a 
tax on it, you'll also owe an addi­
tional 25 per bent of It. That is, 
if your pay on 1943 civilian Income 
figured to $100, you'd actually owe 
$125.00.
