Nips Launch
New Thrust
From Canton

Beaten on all fronts outside of

China throughout the costly month

of June, Japan has launched a new
drive from Canton designed to

complete the conquest of 2,000
miles of railway linking her East
Asia garrisons.

The campaign started near the
close of the most disastrous month
of the war for Japan’s air force—
at least 1,036 planes destroyed and
50 probably lost against 180 Unit-
ed States planes lost.

Nipponese columns pushed up
from Canton along the winding
mountain railway to join other
forces, 250 miles away, pressing to-
ward the coast from flaming Heng-
yang,

Junction of these two armies woulq
give Nippon control of rail lines
stretching from Aigun, on the Si-
berian border, to Canton southern-
most major port in China. The lines
run through Harbin, in the heart ot
the great Japanese-developed indus-
airal center of Manchuia, and
Pieping, former Chinese capital, to
interior ad coastal strong points

Operation of the full 2,000-mile
stretch of railroads would relleve
Japan’s hard-pressed shipping. Nip-
pon’s batered merchant fleet needs

STOCKHOLM, July 1—(A—Al-
lied flags flew tonight from bar-
ricades in (he streets of Copen-
hagen, where 15000 Danish pat-
riots, brandishing machine-guns
and rifles, were reported realy to
right to the finish against a Ger-
man garrison of 3,000 being bol-
stered hourly by other troops rush-
in in from Zealand.

After a night of street fighting,
during which one unconfirmed re-
port said German planes machine-
| gunned the demonstrators, the
patriots broke out United States,
British, Russian and Danish flags
and hung them defiantly above |
their impoverished “fortsesses.” ‘\

det quoted a report from the under-
ground that the demonstrators—who
began a general strike yvesterday
now were 15,000 strong

The general stiike was described

ROME, July 1—(#)—The Ger-
man lines fell back tonight all
along the 165-mile Italian front
under blows of the Fifth and
Eighth Armies marching on the
prize cities of Livorno (Leghorn),
Florence and Ancona.

The Fifth Army beat back a
tank-led counterattack and fought
into the outskirts of Cecina, on the
Tyrrhenian sea coast only 20 miles
below Livorno.

The French of the Fifth Army
fought a mile through the mountains
to within six miles of Siena, a high-
way center 31 miles below Florence.
British, South
troops in the center moved up both
the east and west shores of Lake
resist-

The Eighth on the east crossed the
Chienti river—a barrier which had
Llocked its advance for several days

and the Germans fell back toward |

a line along the Musone river, 10
miles from the Adratic port of An-
cona.

While U. S. troops fought for
Cecina, other American units cross-
ed the Cecina river three miles to
the northeast, partly outflanking this
town of 10,000 population. Advance
elements were only 17 miles from
Livorno

BTRCOMMAND, July 1—The skies
over Europe aré carkened by huge
swarms of American bombers and
fighters.

A group of boys broke out 62 win-
dows in the college gymnasium in a
mid-western city the other night.

Authorities In the city in which

As soon as their idenity was dis-
covered bills for the damage were
sent to the parents, who promptly
recognized the obligation and agreed
to pay.

By twisting a few details, Horatio
Alger could have based one of his
better rags-to-riches books on the
rise of Tom Dewey from printer's
devil to Republican candidate for
the presidency.

There weren't really any rags.
Tom’s father came from one of the
earliest colonial families (the firs®
American Thomas arrived in Dor-
chester, Mass., in 1634) and himself
wah publisher of the weekly Owosso,
Mich., Times, postmaster and an
active GOP worker—able and willing
to provide all necessities and mod-~
erate comforts for his family.

Nor did the family have to look
back toward Plymouth Rock and
the Pllgrim Fathers to justify itself.
George Martin Dewey, this Tom’s
grandfather, was a delegate to the
convention at Packson, Michigan,
which founded the Republican party.
A fifth cousin was that custy old
Vermonter, Admiral George Dewey,
hero of Manila Bay; another rela-
tive (degree vague, perhaps because
he was a Democrat) was Nelson
Dewey, first governor of Wisconsin.
WON SCHOLARSHIP

So Tom Dewey did not literally
start from rags and more than,
actually, he has achieved riches. He
started from small c¢ity middle class
comfort and has a
politan middle class comfort—plus a
little.

As a schoolboy Tom became “devil”
in his father’s printshop, which is
to say that he was the lowliest mem-
ber of the staff, privileged to do all
the dirty work that nobody else
would do or had time to do. In such
spare time as he could find he could
learn the printer’s trade.

Of that total 1,475 men
died, 7,400 are wounded, and 878 are
missing.

This is a reminder to us, written
in blood, that war is real, that it is
daily—hourly—taking toll of Ameri-
can sons, fighting for the privileges
we still retain and for those we hope
to regain after the fighting has
teased, and life at home once again
returns to normal.

That brings up another question:
Just what will be “normal” after the
war?

The reservoir will extend 80 miles
up Red river an dth enorthern arm
will txtend 60 miles up the Washits
river in Oklahoma. It will have a
shore line of 1,600 miles at spillway
level.

Plans for the recreational area
are under study by the National
Park Service and more than 11,000,-
000 fish will have been placed in
the reservoir by Texas, Oklahoma
and federal "agencies by the end of
the year.
