GSPA Calls 
For Sales
Cu rtail ment

LCBBOCK* TEX -A call for a 
curtailment of any further sales 
of grain by producers has been 
launched by the Grain Sorghum 
Producers Association. This ac­
tion came following an an­
nouncement by the U.S. State 
Department on September 22 
that the embargo of grain sales 
to Russia would be extended to 
other eastern European coun­
tries such as Poland.
GSPA president A.W. An­

thony, Jr., of Friona, Tex., 
stated. "It is time for the 
AMerican producers to start 
speaking the only language the 
White House apparently under- 
stands-this being a boycott.” 
Anthony asked that all grain 
producers join in this effort.
It should be the decision of all 

farmers not to sell any more 
grain until the administration 
gives complete and unqualified 
assurance that the American 
farmer has free access to all 
markets including Russia for the 
1975 crop or until farmers are 
able to sell their grain for full 
parity, according to the GSPA 
official. The current parity on 
grain sorghum is $5.16 cwt. 
Corn parity is $3.07 per bushel.

Anthony stated, "Producers 
were given assurance at plant­
ing and also at the time of the 
farm bill veto that we would 
have free access to all world 
markets. The current embargo 
on sales to Rusian is a complete 
reversal of these assurances and 
farmers should react by stop­
ping all sales of grain until these 
requirements are met. It is time 
the administration and Amer­
ican consumers alike be con­
cerned about farmers' prob­
lems.”

Anthony said, "It is time that 
American consumers see 
whether the labor unions or the 
U.S. farmers control the food 
supply of this country. We have 
‘cooled it’ long enough. At 
present, this is our only chance 
of making the farmers' views 
known.”

Recent increases in feed grains have changed the price 
outlook for feeder , m the coming months A shortage of 
fed beet i ouid occ ur later this year, many feeders warn.

Dear editor:

I have been following the
controversy over school bus- 
in around the country, whether 
it's in the cultural North or the 
backward South, and the pro­
blem seems to be the same, 
the jieople just as divided and 
the tempers just as raw, with 
the answer just as elusive.

This may be because the 
people aren't thinking, or be­
cause, some parents argue, the 
decisions are generally turned 
over to a Federal judge with 
a life-time appointment whose 
children are already grown.

Now of course it’s hard 
if not impossible to explain 
to a parent why his child can’t 
step across the street to a nice 
school already there, instead 
of having to ride a bus clear 
across to the other side of the 
city, while the kids over there 
ride a bus to the school across 
the street. You can’t blame 
him for thinking such a plan 
must have been thought up by 
the bus manufacturers.

Now there’s nothing wrong 
with riding a bus to school, 
it sure beats walking two miles 
to school when you and I were 
young. Ur was it five miles’.’ 

But ride one when the school's 
right across the street’’ 
There’s the rub. So the an­
swer is to eliminate that sch­
ool. Maybe make a library 
out of it. And then have just 
one school for everybody. The 
thing to do is for Boston, for 
example, to erect one school 
in the middle of the city, 20 
stories high or however high it 
takes to hold all the school kids 
the town s got, with plans for 
adding more stories if the po­
pulation keeps growing. You 
finish one grade, you move up 
a story, until finally you come 
out on the roof, fully educated.

Alert

AUSTI N — U P C —it 
sounds something like the 
U F O 's we've all heard about, 
doesn't it? But the initials 
U.P.C. stand for "Universal 
Product Code." those patches 
of bars and numbers many 
Texans have noticed on their 
supermarket products lately 

Our Attorney General's 
Consumer Protection Division 
says those patches are part of a 
new idea taking hold in the 
grocery industry—comput­
erization. This is the way the 
computerized supermarkets 
are expected to work:

Cash registers at grocery 
check-out counters will be 
hooked up to a store com­

puter Instead ol ringing up 
your purchases, cashiers will 
pass the U.P.C patch on each 
product across a "scanner." 
which will read the symbols 
and feed the information di­
rectly to the computer The 
item's description and price 
will immediately be Hashed 
back on the register or a screen 
and printed on register tape, 
rhe whole procedure is ex­
pected to take a lew seconds 

Although the idea is only 
now in the testing phase, some 
consumer groups are already 
saying that the "unidentified 
flying object" comparison isn't 
so far off base They say 
U P C', could just as well stand 
for “ unidentified product

Bailey
cost" as for Universal Product 
Code

Our Consumer Protection 
attorneys note that consumers 
still have a chance to voice an 
opinion on this new trend in 
food shopping, and suggest 
that consumers study available 
information before making up 
their minds

People in the supermarket 
industry say both consumers 
and grocers will benefit from 
U PC. They say check-outs 
will be taster and more accur­
ate, since checkers won't have 
to look at and ring up each 
item And they point out that 
computers are usually more 
accurate and more able to han­
dle special cases such as s;tles 
taxes, discounts, bottle re­
turns. coupons, food stamps, 
and so on

Better inventory control and 
faster reordering are pre­
dicted, as well as lower labor 
costs, since no product price 
will have to he marked or re-
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marked Possibly some portion
of the reduced operating costs 
under U.P.C. may be passed 
on to consumers in lower gro­
cery prices

However, several consumer 
groups have been quick to 
point out possible drawbacks 
to the proposed system. The 
main problem they foresee is 
that lack of prices on each 
item could he confusing or 
perhaps even deceptive. That's 
because between the time a 
consumer chooses a product 
and notes its shelf price, and 
the time he or she checks out. 
the price could change Also, 
consumers who like to com­
parison shop might find it 
difficult to remember shelf 
prices as they move up and 
down aisles

Consumer advocates also 
point out that computer pro­
grammers could make errors 
in pricing information fed into 
the computer. They also say 
there's no guarantee that

prices will be lower with 
U.P.C'.—in fact, many predict 
the high cost of installing the 
computer equipment might 
even he passed on to the con­
sumer In addition, they point 
out that check-outs might not 
be as speedy as the super­
market industry says, since the 
new electronic cash registers 
are costly and some stores may 
simply reduce the number of 
check-out lanes

More cotton industry leaders from across the 19-state 
Cotton Belt will be on the High Plains during the first 
week of September than ever before in history, notes 
Donald Johnson, Executive Vice President of Lubbock-based 
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc.

The biggest influx of cotton people on September 3, 4 and 
5 will be here for the Fall board meeting of the National Cotton 
Council at Lubbock’s Hilton Inn. This will bring to the Plains 
representatives of the seven major segments of the U.S. cotton 
industry from all across the nation.

Then at 10:00 a.m., September 3, certified cotton interest 
organizations will caucus in Lubbock to consider the selection 
of Cotton Board nominees. Cotton Incorporated directors and 
producer delegates to the National Cotton Council from Texas.

The only portion of the official functions open to the public 
will be a session of the NCC board from 8:30 a m. to Noon 
on September 4, at which Cotton Incorporated President 
Dukes Wooters will be the principal speaker. Johnson is urging 
all cotton oriented people to demonstrate their interest in 
industry affairs by attending this meeting.

The NCC group will get down to business at 10:00 a.m. 
September 3 with a series of committee meetings, including 
the Special Study, Finance, Executive, and Council Operations 
committees.

A reception, hosted by NCC itself, will kick off social 
activities in the Hilton Inn at 6:00 p.m., September 3, to be 
followed by separate dinners arranged for NCC board members 
and alternates representing each industry segment. TACPO 
will treat producer members of the NCC board.

Tours for NCC board members and their wives are slated for 
the afternoon of September 4. They will visit the Textile 
Research Center at Texas Tech, Lubbock Feed Lot, Plains 
Cooperative Oil Mill, the Texas A&M Research and Extension 
Center and Feather Fabrics, Inc. Especially for the ladies on 
the morning of September 4 will be a tour of the Ranching 
Heritage Center on the Texas Tech campus and an art tour of 
the First National-Pioneer Natural Gas Building, followed by 
a luncheon at the Lubbock Club.

of attention? I hate to 
think.

In the end, the patient 
will have to bear the 
burden of increased costs. 
Medical care, which has 
a l r e a d y  i n c r e a s e d  
dramatically in cost, will 
soar beyond the reach of 
many.

We are determined to 
give immediate attention 
to this problem.

The 64th Legislature 
adopted two important 
bills regarding professional 
liability insurance - Senate 
Bills 466 and 491.
