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J a p  Remnants on New Guinea Are Being Cornered
Enemy Being 
Pursued By 
Two Forces

Another isolated Japanese army, 
twice as, large as the 20,040-man 
force wiped out on Saipan last 
week, today ouilt up an all-out 
offensive to break free of the Al­
lied death-trap on New Guinea.

The preliminaries started Mon­
day with an attack against vete­
ran American troops 21 miles 
southeast of Aitapc, one of the 
jaws of the trap which has 
squeezed the enemy into the We- 
wak area. A second attack fol­
lowed Tuesday and Gen. Douglas 
Mac Arth ur reported skirmishes 
were continuing. The other jaw 
is an Australian iorce pushing up 
from the south.

A heavy force gathered for the 
break-through attempt evidently was 
hoping to clear an escape path for 
45,000 troops westward to Dutch New 
Guinea. This force, the remainder 
of 60,000 men who made up the 
Japanese 18th army, had to break 
•u t or perish.

This resurgence of Southwest Pa­
cific land action came amidst an­
nouncement of record casualty fig­
ures growing out ol the Saipan vic­
tory. Adm. Chester W. Nimitz dis­
closed 2,359 U. S. troops were killed, 
11,481 wounded and 1,213 missing in 
the 25-day battle which won this 
strategic Island for the Allies.

The Japanese suffered more heav­
ily. They lost 11,948 known dead 
and perhaps as many as 19,000. 
More than 1,000 prisoners—a record 
for a single action in the Pacific— 
were taken, in addition to 9,000 
civilian internees.

Neutralization of island bases 
flanking Saipan continued. Guam 
has been bombed and shelled daily 
and other islands were hit to wipe 
out Japaneses air strength. Truk 
also was hit with 50 tons Monday.

MacArthur joined in this process, 
sending his bombers against Timor, 
Ceram. Babo, Palau, Woleal and 
Raboul

In China the Japanese moved 25 
miles up the Hankow-Canton rail­
road to reinforce an enemy force 
still attacking in hopes of capturing 
Hengang. key point on the line. The 
enemy’s southern China army was 
nearing Ylngtak, 190 miles south of 
JHengyang.

m  Burma two Cbitune-divisions 
Joined forces near Mogaung, effec­
tively guarding a 300-mile cleared 
section of the Ledo road. To the 
east in Yunnan Province Chinese 
troops took the last important posi­
tion outside Tengchung, enemy-held 
base vital to reopening the Burma- 
Ledo road.

Red Cross Will 
Handle Requests

WASHINGTON, July 13—
The War Department has decided to 
discontinue transmitting to theater 
commanders requests ftp soldiers 
overseas to be returned to this coun­
try because of illness in the family 
or other emergency reason

This action Is necessary, the de­
partment announced today, because 
of the strain imposed on communi­
cation facilities by military messages.

Henceforth, those making such a 
request will be asked to give it to 
the American Red Cross which, 
after an investigation, will make a 
recommendation through its own 
channels if it believes return of the 
soldier Is necessary.

At the same time, the army also 
announced discontinuance of the 
practice of sending overseas requests 
for information on the condition of 
specific individuals.

The army said its policy is to re­
port serious illness and subsequent 
changes to the next of kin as a 
matter of routine procedure, and ih 
the absence of any such report it 
could be assumed that the indi­
vidual’s condition had not changed 
materially.

50,000 Planes 
Now in Service 
Says Hap Arnold

BUFFALO, N Y , July 13—</4A— 
"The United States now lias air sup­
eriority." savs Lt. Gen. Henry H 
(Hap) Arnold, revealing that we 
have aproxirnately 50.000 army 
planes. Including combat, training 
and transportation types.

Arnold, commanding general of U. 
S. army air forces. Inspecting the 
Buffalo airport plant of Curtlss-

of Bell aircraft, said, during a press 
conference yesterday, ’six months 
ago we went after the Oerman plane 
plants and airdromes.

night.

B Anthony, also was lost by Ameri­
can Naval Farces along with the 
minesweeper tide, the destroyer es­
cort Rich and tiur llcet Tug Part­
ridge.

The American destroyers were the 
Corry and Glennon. built in the 
1940-41 program, and the Meredith. 
President Roosevelt announced soon 
after the landings that two destroy­
ers had been lost. He did not name 
them.

Three British destroyers an­
nounced lost oy the admiralty W'ere 
the Boadicea, Swift and Svenner. 
The British also announced the loss 
of the Frigates Mourne. Blackwood 
and Lawford, the Trawler Lord Aus­
tin and the Auxiliary Minister.

Total naval losses announced were 
15 vessels, seven American and eight 
British. Several thousand ships were 
involved In the landings.

"We puzhed off at 8:30 towards 

that village. First off. we ran into 
snipers. They killed two of our 
lieutenants. Then we came smack 
up against machine-fun emplace­
ment«. They got our captain.

"Alter the machine-guns, they hit 
us with a barrage of 88S. As we 
withdrew, there were more 88S

"They killed a lot of us. but we 
got our share, as many or more 
than they did. Our captain was 
standing there throwing grenades 
like a wildcat. They shot him 
through the neck and he kept on 
chucking pineapples.

"One of our lieutenants got 13 
holes through nim when he went for 
a machlne-g in nest In a house. 
They cut him down before he got 
there, but he I'd go his grenade and 
the Huns quit shooting.”

One soldier recalled that this 22- 
year-old lieutenant had a brother 
in the parachute troops who was 
killed on D-Day.

“When we hit Fiance, the lieuten­
ant told us nnout his brother.” he 
said. "His brother was a lieutenant 
colonel. When we heard that the 
Germans shot him after he landed, 
the lieutenant told us he had a score 
to settle. They got him, but not be­
fore he settled."

Most of the shattered company 
were too weary to talk, but one who 
seconded what their spokesman had 
to say included Ffo. Jesse Plummer, 
Madlsonvllle, Texas.

Monetary Talks 
Waiting Now On 
Russian Answer

BRETTON WOODS, N. H., July 13 
—(/Pi—The world may know by to­
morrow whether 44 Allied nations 
really are on the road to placing be­
fore their legislative bodies concrete 
plans to pool some $18,000,000,000 in 
the hope of assuring a brighter fu­
ture.

Actually today’s action at the Un­
ited Nations monetary conference— 
generally expected to be favorable— 
involves less than half the amount of 
that pool. It concerns a projected 
$8,000.000,000-plus monetary fund de­
signed to stabilize postwar curren­
cies and help nations keep their 
foreign trade positions in balance.

The results, however, will smooth 
the way for similar action on a con­
templated $10.000.000.000 world bank 
intended to stimulate the flow of 
money to be needed in repairing war 
devastation and opening new areas 
of agricultural and industrial de­
velopment.

Delegates assembling for a con­
ference session waited first for at» 
answer to this question:

Has Moscow replied yet to this 
country's "very strong" request that 
Russia take a linal stand on the

Srtionate amount of gold she is 
g--to put into the suggested 
monetary fund?

It was generally expected she 
would “play ball.’ thus accepting at 
face value an American explanation 
that an acknowledged misunder­
standing between the two countries 
resulted from language difficulties.

As officially explained, the Soviet 
delegation came to Bretton Woods 
believing that the United States 
would support her demand—based 
on the devastation she has suffered 
during the war—for a reduced initial 
gold contribution.

Quickly informed early in the talks 
here that the Americans had intend­
ed no such commitment, the Rus­
sians adopted the view that they 
could proceed no further on that 
point without word from Moscow.

That word, however, failed to 
come Finally the Americans dw- 
termined that the'Issue must be re­
solved if the conference is to end on 
schedule July 20. The demand for 
an answer followed, although of 
course it was couched in the friend­
liest of terms.

Production 
For War Is 
Still Short

WASHINGTON. July 13—(Æ»)— 
The production of army equip­
ment and weapons was $400,000,- 
000 behind schedule in the second 
quarter of this year. Acting Sec­
retary of War Patterson reported 
today.

The dollar volume lag repre­
sented eight per cent of the 
schedules set on April 1 for the 
second quarter. Patterson said, 
and “those schedules at the time 
were deemed to be feasible and 
achievable.”

Among the items behind sched­
ule he said, were "the long Tom” 
155 mm. field gun. medium tanks, 
tank destroyers, bulldozers, heavy 
duty trucks, and field wire.
Patterson made his statement two 

days after an announcement by 
War Production Board Chairman 
Donald M. Nelson of a program pre­
paring for partial resumption of civ­
ilian production. Nelson's program, a 
compromise with war and navy of­
ficials. goes into effect Saturday.

Asked to expand his comments by 
discussing the problem of recon­
version to civilian production in la­
bor surplus areas, Patterson retort­
ed. “I think you can draw your 
own conclusions."

"There is only one manpower pool 
] in the nation,’’ he added.

“A great part of this, of course, 
is now in the armed forces, the 
remainder is needed to man the war 
plants, to produce essential civilian 
supplies, and to carry on the essen­
tial services such as laundries and 
electric power plants."

"The larger the scale of civilian 
production, the more manpower is 
absorbed in that, and the more dif­
ficult it becomes to meet war re­
quirements."

Soviets Within 30

American doughboys hurled a left hook around rubblad 
St. Lo today and threatened to by-pass this German strong­
hold on the central Normandy front. The city was plainly 
visible to the Americans, fighting a mile and a half awWy.

The Russians in a fresh offensive smashed ahead 19 
miles to a point within 30 miles of the Suwalki triangle ,of • 
East Prussia. A broadcast from Sweden said the Russians 
were within 12 miles of East Prussia.

A pparently  moving to cu t off St. Lo from behind the Amer­
icans stormed to  the outskirts o f La Barre de Semilfy, two and 
one h a lf m iles southeast o f the departm enta l capital. Seven 
towns were captured in gains along a 48-mile front. In the 
Caen sector the Germans recaptured Colombelles from the 
British.

Germans Terror-Stricken
One of the gravest broadcasts ever to come from Naxi 

Germany declared tonight that "terror grips the hearts of 
many of our people" and that "Germany's fight for life and 
death is on."

The broadcast warned:
"Before the peril can reach the heart of our beloved coun­

try, we will turn this continent into a maelstrom of destruc­
tion where only one cry is heard— the cry for blood."

The utterances from the enemy's military radio said'fur­
ther:

"A ll now is at stake. The Russian flood is surging ’ 
against our eastern frontier and threatens to spill over our 
holy German lond.

"N o wonder terror grips the heart of many o f our peo­
ple. We soldiers know this terror for we hove experienced 
it a thousand nights. But we ore determined to keep It 
from our loved ones at home."

In th e ir th ird  dawn assault, U. S. doughboys stormed around 
the ruins o f St. Lo on the western fron t. Countering with 
strong m orta r and machinegun fire , the Germans were at­
tem pting to moke the fortress c ity  another Cossino. The

Cotton Farmer Now 
Has Labor Troubles

COLLEGÊ STATION1, Tex., July 
13—(AV-The farm labor axis is shift- 
in to South Texas cotton fields as 
the grain harvest approaches com­
pletion In the high Plains region, 
says C. Hohn, state farm labor sup­
ervisor of the Texas A. & M. College 
Extension service.

Hohn finds that progress of the 
harvest has relieved the acute de­
mand for farm labor in the Pan­
handle. although a need for more 
combines and slow movement of 
railroad cars to county elevators were 
creating a bottleneck as the peak 
neared.

Meanwhile, with cotton opening 
In the lower Rio Grande valley and 
Gulf Coast areas, representatives of 
the state labor office and the area 
WFA labor ofice held a meeting at 
Alice, with eight county agricultural 
agents and field aslstants to discuss 
a program for handling and direct­
ing migratory labor during the pick­
ing season. An estimated 25,000 la­
borers Of this class is expected to be 
available in the region. Picking has 
begun In Kleberg county and is ex­
pected to start in neighboring coun­
ties shortly.

Harvesting of a record grain sor­
ghum crop In several counties in 
the Corpas Chrlstl area Is in prog­
rès with San Patricio county need­
ing help.

The outstanding labor shortage 
in the black lands of the central and 
northern part of the state Is in 
Kaufman, Collin and Dallas coun­
ties. The tight spot In the southern 
portion Is In Caldwell and Travis 
counties where cotton choppers and 
general farm hands are needed. To­
mato shipping in  East Texas is al­
most finished, releasing some labor 
for farm work.

Casualties since Dec. 7, 1941. it shows 
how far American industry has to 
go In presenting a truly civilized 
picture of accident prevention.

A representative of the safety 
Council said:
»“The very big industries, like Gen­
eral Motors, tias good safety pro­
grams. They have found it worth­
while to do a first class job in acci­
dent prevention.

“But the smaller plants, particu­
larly those hiring less than 100 em­
ployees, have a long way to go."

S-Sgt. J. Peters Is 
Awarded Air Medal

S/Sgt. John P. Peters, son of Her.

In the single year of 1943 there

000; 1942—31.5CO, an increase of 5 
per cent. Deaths from fire were one 
of the main cuuses of this increase.

Public accidents—that is, acci­
dents outside the home and exclu­
sive of motor accidents—totaled 15,- 
500, an Increase of 3 per cent over 
the 15,000 in 1942.

The Plentiful Peach
Editors Note: The following article 

has been prepared by the Gray 
County Home Demonstration office 
and gives complete directions for 
canning peaches. Food is a weapon 
of war—and the conservation of food 
in every possible way 'Is a duty which 
confrohts millions of American house 
wives. They are our nutirltion gen­
erals, out domestic chiefs of supply.

The lucious peach which promises 
abundance this year will be ripe for 
canning in one part or another of 
the country from now until October. 
Take advantage of the good supply, 
canning specialists of the U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture urge. The 
amount of peaches canned need not 
depend on the sugar in the sub­
board—peaches may be canned satis- 
factorialy with little or no sugar.

Choose fresh, firm, ripe fruit. 
The pink blush on many varieties 
of peaches tells little about quality, 
but the background color is import* 
ant. If the background is green, 
the peach is not ripe for canning, 
and when it does ripen will likely 
have a poor flovor. Choose peaches 
with yellow or whitish-yellow back­
ground color. Never use one with a 
decayed spot. Even when cut out, 
bacteria may be left on the peach 
to spoil the rest.

“felt like a ne v bride” when sworn in 
as U. S. Senator a few months ago, 
should feel thoroughly at home nev­
ertheless as permanent chairman of 
the Democratic national convention 
In Chicago.

The 49-year-old Port Wayne, Ind.. 
lawyer’s oratorlca' ability has been 
acclaimed. As to the Job of keeping 
a political convention under control 
armed with only a gavel and per­
sonal finesse. Jackson was initiated 
in that department as permanent 
chairman yf the Indiana Democratic 
convention in 1936.

A Ju d ic io u s Thumper
Hoosier Democrats are wondering 

if convention history may be re­
peated. Jackson made judicious use 
of his gavel at the Indiana 1936 con­
vention which nominated M. Clif­
ford Townsend for governor. He
Geo. Fallay, and Col. Gen. Firedrich 
Lolman, commander of the German 
Seventh army In France. Dollman 
possibly was a victim of bombs.

At Cherbourg, besides Admiral 
Hennecke, the Americans took Lt. 
Gen. Carl Wilhelm von Schlleben, 
and Maj.

The sena­
tor, speaking at the recent conven­
tion in Indiana, predicted Mr. Roose­
velt would run again and would win 
by almost as large a margin of elec­
toral votes as in 1936.

However, when interviewed after 
his appointment as permanent chair­
man, he commented only: “I pre­
sume President Roosevelt will be 
our nominee."

Of the convention itself, Jackson 
reported plans were being made to 
wind it up in three days. He added:

“Any talk o: a longer convention 
presupposes contests.

Forty-seven veterans of the Medi­
terranean theatre came to McClos- 
key General hospital, most of thetn 
with one or both legs shot off,—but 
none got close enough to see Rome 
before being wounded.

They were members of aerial con­
voys from Starke General hospital 
at Charleston, S. C., that arlved here 
yesterday. They took part In the 
big push that liberated the Eternal 
City, most of them being wounded 
less- than seven weks ago.

Capt. Clyde T. Jetton of Salina. 
Okla., told of the advance that be­
gan for his outfit 25 miles below 
the Anzio beachhead.

I was hit by machine gun-dire the 
first night we shoved off," Captain 
Jetton said. "We were moving on 
the OUstav Loine, near Mintumo. 
I was on one side of a big ditch. 
Machine gun fire, from not more 
than 150 yards, hit me in both legs, 
throwing me all the way across the 
ditch, into some tangled barbed 
wire."

About noon the next day he moved 
a little trying to get untangled when 
a sniper shot him In both legs 
again. He was theTe two days and 
two nights. “I used my belt as a 
turniquet," he related. “Machine 
gun fire had filled my canteen with 
holes and I had no water.

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Arizonan Relatez Experience 
Between the Lines in France
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By WALTER R. HUMPHREY

TEMPLE, Texas, July 13—(JP)— 

riding In on an army transport plane 
through the same kind of a starry 
night on which they crossed the 
English channel a month ago, the 
first Invasion casualties from the 
beachhead of Normandy to arrive In 
Texas reached Temple early today.

Paratroopers, glider infantry, ar­
tillery and Infantry were represent­
ed In the early morning convoy of 
wounded men brought to the army's 
big McCloskey General hospital. 
They were flown across the Atlantic 
July 4, then flown directly from 
Mitchell field, New York, to Temple.

Some of them were shot down out 
of the skies like birds as they de­
scended into France to pave the 
way for the Invasion. Some were 
wounded hitting the beaches, others 
trying to establish the beachhead.

Two of them were In too serious 
cdhdition to be interviewed, but from 
others came pieces of the dramatic 
story still being unfolded on the 
Cherbourg peninsula.

I  got the first chapter of their 
story from the bunks In the plane as 
they were being unloaded by medi­
cal corps men to waiting ambulances, 
in the mess hall where those who 
could walk were taken for breakfast, 
in  the dark ward building where 
whispered Interviews took place as 
the hospital slept.

Maybe the best story of all came 
from Lieut. Ralph L. McGill.

He claims Glendale, Arlz., as his 
home .but he married a former Fort 
Worth newspaperwoman who now 
lives In Fort Worth.

Twenty-five times In training Lt. 
McGill had parachuted but on the 
36th time, the big day, June 6, 1944, 
he broke both ankles in landing with 
the parachute Infantry in France. 
"I crawled for two and a half days 
In Jerry-lane,” he said, “and then I 
spent the next 10 days with the 
Jerries. I t  was June 17, I think, 
when we were rescued by the Ninth 
Division.

"The Jerries had a bunch of s, a t 
a  division field hospital. They had 
made a hospital out of an old 
French villa. We slept on straw 
mattresses; they treated us all right 
and fed us pretty well.

The hospital actually was between 
the lines.

"We could hear small arms fire 
constantly. Small bands of para­
troopers were always on the prowl.

“The advance which cut off the 
peninsula came within 600 or SAS 
yards of us when lt turned off. This 
was about the 11th or 12th. There 
was continual shelling of the road 
close by. Shrapnel was flying around 
quite a lot. Many of us slept in the 
yard when the hospital was too full.

"They finally evacuated all the 
Germans but two or three. Then 
there were quite a few of us teft. 
They rushed In tMUi three ambul­
ances and evacuated some more of 
us. About 40 were left when they 
couldn't make any more trips. 1 was

"The Americans had the area al­
most surrounded. The Germans 
started bringing In some more casu-

alties of their own. Some Germans 
wanted to quit fighting. They came 
from the field Into the hospital for 
sanctuary. The hospital command­
ing oflcer wouldn't let them stay.

"So I set up temporary barracks 
outside, and they'd send them to me 
I shook ’em down, took their guns 
and ammunition and hid them un­
der mattresses.

"We had a sort of gentleman's 
agreement that we wouldn’t be 
armed. 1 was a prisoner and keep­
ing prisoners at the same time. Pos­
sibly a half dozen or so we hid this 
way. Some left their weapons and 
went back to the field. I don’t know 
what happened to them because they 
were deserters then.

“Our building was the tallest 
thing around there. One day I  stood 
on top and saw a column of our 
soldiers coming one way and a col­
umn of Germans going the other, in 
parallel columns only a couple of 
hedgerows apart.

"They couldn't see each other.
“One day I was out In front with 

the German doctor and somebody 
took a shot at us.”

"Who Is it? your men or mine?” 
he said.

It was funny not knowing who 
was shooting at us.

"The Yanks came in about 8 
o’clock the night of the 17th and 
took over.”

Private George O. Outstchka of 
Orange Grove, near Corpus Chrlsti, 
was with the infantry and had 
three days and nights of bloody, 
give- and-take fighting before he 
was wounded near Islgny. He was 
hit in both legs with fire from a 
German 88mm. Gun.

Other casualties aboard the special 
plane included Corp. Chester Oliver 
of the amprlbious enginers, son of 
Mr. and Mrs. D. L. Ramsey of Dal­
las, wife lives at 325 North 11th, 
Waco. Oliver Is a malaria victim 
and the only casualty aboard from 
Italy.

ICC Bears Arguments

On Freight Rales
WASHINGTON. July 13—WP>—Th* 

Interstate Commerce Commission 
(ICC) heard niguments Wednesday 
growing out of an eight-year Inves­
tigation of freight rates applying to 
grain and grain products shipped to 
and within the South.

An ICC examiner recommended a 
uniform basis of rates. Spokesmen 
for southern railroads contended this 
would involve reductions costing 
them $4,600,000 revenue losses an­

nually.
L. L. Oliver and C. V. Reynolds, 

attorneys representing the southern 
carriers, said grain shippers and 
dealers of Montgomery and Birm­
ingham. Ala., and Nashville, Tenn , 
have succeeded in separate cases in 
having rates reduced and other 
points now want similar reductions 
applied throughout the South.

Reynolds warned that carload and 
less than carload rates now are so 
nearly the same that small shippers 
can compete on an equal footing 
with large shippers, but that under 
the examiner's recommendations car­
load shippers would have a distinct

and shippers in the South and those 
who are serving the South are per­
fectly satisfied with the present ad­
justment," Oliver declared. “Most 
of the complaints regard relation­
ships rather than the level of rates “ 

Minneapolis has complained, for 
instance, that carload grain costs 
from Aberdeen, 8. D., via Minneap­
olis to St. Lotiis are higher than 
from Aberdeen to St. Louis vlt Sioux 
City, Iowa, Oliver said. Texas and 
Oklahoma also want lower shipping 
rates to southern points, he added, 
and the Kansas City board of trade 
has protested lower rates from Ne-

R>r most of the ladles and gentle­

men of the House of Representa­
tives, and for a third of their col­
leagues In the Senate, Nov. 7 Is 
D Day—D standing for decision. On 
that date American voters will In­
vade the polls.

The decision they 11 make is giving 
these lawmakers an understandable 
case of pre-invasion Jitters, except 
In the case of Solid Southern can­
didates whose nomination amounts 
to election.

Consequently the congressmen are 
anxious not only to mend fences, 
but to construct a few gun emplace­
ments against attacks of opponents 
who, not being bivouacked on Capi­
tol Hill, are free to move among 
the Invaders.

So congressional leaders have let 
It be known that although Congress 
will formally reconvene on Aug. 1, 
there is little prospect of a quorum 
till after Labor Day. The interven­
ing time will probably be taken 
up with three-day recesses while the 
lawmakers maneuver among their

Well, congressmen have always 
campaigned, and this year won’t  be 
any different. But It does seem a 
little disingenuous of some of them 
to Infer that there is nothing of 
pressing Importance that requires 
their attention until September. We 
can think of several things that 
could stand doing quickly. And con 
grsssmen, pinned down in a game 
of t truth or c onsequences, could 
probably think of several more

There’s a postwar aviation mud­
dle, for one thing, and the problem 
of What to do with our big mer­
chant fleet when lighting stops. A 
lot of preventive medicine for re­
conversion headaches lias yet to be 
prescribed. Demobilization and the 
slab ol the postwar Army and Navy 
W ill  have to be considered.

All that we know about postwar 
taxes is Senator Barkley's sugges­
tion that they may be reduced by 
half. The if and how remain to 
be determined, and there are the 
pros and cons of an extensive pub­
lic works program.

Fortunately — even for Congress 
candidates—the Allied advance isn’t 
taking time out for a leisurely cam­
paign. It isn't complacency to say 
that the war is going well for us, 
nor wishful thinking to suggest the 
possibility that the war in Europe 
might end more quickly than is gen­
erally expected, leaving a lot of 
irtiportant postwar legislation still 
unconsidered.

We can't ask or expect congress­
men seeking re-election to forego 
the usual stump speaking and but­
tonholing, even though some voters 
might be more impressed if they 
stayed on the job in Washington. 
But we might ask lor a frank state­
ment from them, in this vein; “We 
know there's a lot to be done. But 
we'd rather gamble with the pos­
sibly serious effects of a month's 
legislative delay than take the 
chance of campaigning on our rec­
ords, and by proxy.''

(The Wall S treet Journal)
According to a Washington re­

port to The Wall Street Journal 
there is discussion in Congress 
looking to the easing of taxes on 
cbpHal gains. The reason is that 
Etentury figures show that receipts 
from this tax, which was revised 
aad "eased” in 1942, have tump­
ed from $2 million in 1941 to $200 
million this year. Obviously, the 
theory behind the current discus­
sions Is that further modification 
ol the tax might be expected to 
bring In even greater revenues.

One wonders why there should 
be any surprise at the rise n reve- 
pbes from capital gains in the past 
two years. In 1942, when modifica­
tion of the law was under consider­
ation, this newspaper pointed out 
that the Government has never col­
lected material sums from such 
taxes except in years when the tax 
rate was low. Also that in periods 
pi high rates or severe holding re­
strictions, revenues from capital 
rains not only dwindled to the van­
ishing point but were more than 
Offset by revenue reductions due 
to capital losses.

Much more important than the 
|oss of revenue is the fact that bur­
densome taxation of gains on capi­
tal restricts investment and turn­
over of capital, particularly that 
aaetion of It known as venture 
money, and thus has an adverse 
yffect on the nation's economy.

It is at least extremely doubtful 
Whether taxation of capital gains 
at all is economically justifiable. If 
they must be taxed,^revenue con* 
M entions alone would suggest

. .  leader or an Opportunist?
Whether a man is a real leader 

of men and can be trusted and 
followed, or whether he is an op­
portunist, can largely be deter­
mined by whether or not he is 
frank and willing to permit his 
statements to be analyzed. If he 
Is simply misg tided but sincere he 
will permit his proposals to' be 
questioned. He will not hit and 
run. If he is only an opportunist 
he will not permit his proposals to 
be tested by public discussion. 
There is nothing that is more 
needed now than for people to 
learn to judge the difference be­
tween leaders and opportunists.

I want to quote a few state­
ments from some great thinkers 
that might be used as a guide to 
separate leaders from opportunists 
and self-seekers.

The Great Teacher said:
“Neither do men light a candle, 

and put It under a bushel, but on 
a candlestick; and it giveth light 
unto all that are in the house.” 
Again He said, “Men loved dark­
ness rather than light, because 
their deeds were evil. For every 
one that doeth evil hateth the 
light, neither cometh to the light, 
lest his deeds should be reproved. 
But he that doeth truth cometh to 
the light, that his deeds may be 
made manifest , that they are 
wrought in God.”

Some statements made by Abra­
ham Lincoln might be used as a 
guide in this case. He said;

"The man who will not investi­
gate both sides of a question I» 
dishonest.” He also said, “Bettei 
to remain silent and be thought a 
fool than to speak out and remove 
all doubt.”

Another g r e a t  American ex­
pressed an opinion that should pul 
to shame those who make dec­
larations and will not permit 
them to be questioned. Listen tc 
what Wendell Phillips said:

"When you h a v e  convinced 
thinking men that it is right, and 
hupiane men that it is Just, you 
will gain your cause. Men al 
ways lose half of what is gained 
by violence. What is gained bj 
argument, is gained forever."

Justice Louis D. Brandéis said 
"Public discussion is a política 
duty, and this should be a funda 
mental principle of the America« 
government.”

So when people will not discusi 
questions which they want th< 
state to adopt or will not permi 
their statements to be analyzed 
there is always a very good re 
son. They well know that t. 
truth never contradicts itself, i. 
never inconsistent, Is never em­
barrassed.

No person who is s seeker of
the truth, no person who is a real 
leader, ever needs to fear any 
questions. No question ever em­
barrasses a true Christian because 
real Christianity has no dead cads, 
no contraditions and no irrecon­
cilable statements because it is 
harmony, beauty and truth.

News Behind The News
The National Whirligig

By ALBERT LEMAN
MURDER—As the Nazi industrial 

machine disintegrates and the Ges­
tapo's grip on occupied states weak­
ens. the resistance movements are 
coming into their own. They not 
only help create disorder but their 
strength grows as chaos spreads.

New York headquarters of the var­
ious undergrounds are receiving 
glowing accounts from abroad. But 
before some of the latest reports are 
printed here, misconceptions about 
clandestine activities should be 
cleared uway.

At first when Axis troops goose- 
stepped into a country the popula­
tion sullenly obeyed orders. A few 
traitors collaborated and a small 
number ol daring patriots became 
obstructionists.

Early acts of defiance often con­
sisted of nothing more than smug­
gling tobacco across, the Swiss fron­
tier. Outlaws, seeking food for their 
families, wavlaid German supply 
trucks or robbed the grocery stores 
of their own compatriots. Individ­
uals were .sometimes shot by assas­
sins in revenge for grievances that 
had nothing to do with the war.

Human life was cheap and the 
authorities often did not know 
whether a victim had been murdered 
by patriots, by local pro-Nazis or by 
criminal gangsters.

PATRIOTS—Small companies of 
partisans struggled against great 
odds to expand. As late as April 
the leaders of the Maquis in Haute- 
Savoie debated whether or not to 
disband and let everyone carry on 
Independently. They were harried 
by Vichy militia and shunned by 
intimidated townspeople.

Although sporadic guerrilla activi­
ties flourished from Norway to the 
Spanish border, many wide areas 
had no organized bodies until re­
cently. It was June, this year, be- 
fr-e the resistance movement was 
officially installed in Alsace.

Many noble men and women per­
ished in front of Nazi firing squads 
ere Europe’s patriots were welded 
into a compact force. Now co­
ordination and intelligent direction 
have forged n weapon that is hack­
ing at the vitals of Hitler's slave 
system.

For example, the French Forces 
of the Interior is a coalition com­
posed of eight major resistance 
groups, six political parties, two trade 
unions and numerous small outfits, 
managed by General Joseph Pierre 
Koenig, the "here of Bir Hacheim,” 
and supplied, bv parachute and other 
means, by the 3ritish and American 
armies.

by Garibaldi: 1 Close contact with 
inhabitants. 2. Whenever possible 
use mountains and darkness. 3. 
Swift marches by groups no larger 
than a dozen men. 4. Lightning 
pounces on small objectives and 
speedy escape.

Belgian agents are given manuals 
of instruction containing such ad­
vice as: “See that your clothing cor­
responds to that of the people among 
whom you live. Do not pretend to 
be a laborer if you have very white 
hands. The Gestapo notices de­
tails.”

TERROR—The days of Victor Hu­
go's “Les Miserables" have come 
again to France. Patriots hide in 
the vast caverns and sewers beneath 
the capital. Tunnels have been 
turned into arsenals and new ones 
have been secretly dug by regular 
subway builders.

Denizens of this literal under­
ground creep out at night to wreck 
Vichy or Berlin property or to stab 
Oestapo snoopers ' Neither local 
gendarmes or Nazi troops dare in­
vade this shadowland. A few 
searching parties have tried to catch 
its surreptitious innabitants but the 
prey vanishes into the Innumerable 
passageways.

Axis garrisons and Laval minions 
live in terror of the day when Anglo- 
American soldiers reach (he out­
skirts of Paris end these murky 
caves erupt and pour out a stream 
of well-armed and vindictive French 
patriots.
