Eckfeldt got four destroyed and two 
damaged, and Lt. Richards got three 
destroyed /and three damaged. We 
left the field la a mess—I've recom­
mended all for the Silver Star medal. 
Don't know whether they will get 
it or not. Sure hepe so.”

In a postscript Col. Webb says: 
“ I ’m safe as I would be at home.” 

In another letter dated July 3, he 
said he now had 262:25 combat 
hours, with over 200 sorties—only 
37:35 more hours to go. "Should be 
able to finish up this month,” he 
added, and hoped to be coming home 
soon.

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Japanese Hint They Have 
Put To Death U. S. Fliers
US Bombers 
Avenge Nips’ 
Crime Deed

Flaming rivers of oil were sent 

gushing down on Japanese In the 
Boela petroleum center of Ceram 
Island In a blazing answer by Al­
lied fliers to an enemy broadcast 
hinting that superfortress airmen 
had been esecuted for bombing 
Japan.

Gen. Douglas MacArthur an­
nounced today attack planes fly ­
ing in force from recently captur­
ed airdromes off New Gpinea split 
open storage tanks in the hills of 
the Dutch East Indies Island and 
the streams of oit enveloped "the 
whole target in flames."

MacArthurs bombers came out 
victoriously In air battles over Yap 
and Palau, and joined cruisers and 
destroyers bombarding 45,000 Nip­
ponese foot soldiers regrouping for 
another smash at American lines 
on the northern New Guinea coast. 
A spokesman said the Intense bom­
bardment had temporarily halted 
the enemy atiempt to break out of 
a massive trap.

Imperial armies were in retreat 
on two other liattlefronts and 
American bombers were ranging 
undisturbed ever 800 miles of Ja­
pan's inner defense Hue srherf a ra­
dio program hinted at new execu­
tions of Yank airmen.

ter an air raid is buying "a one way 
ticket to hell,” the announcer said.

Reds Report M any Successes
Russians reported successes all along their north and 

central fronts but had nothing to say about German broad­
casts announcing that the Soviets had lauched a new offens­
ive toward Laow, in the south of Old Poland, which would 
extend the eastern front to more than 700 miles.

In a significant development, the Reds reached the 
Niemen river line north and south of Alytus, which they 
captured during the day. This put them within eight mile9 
o { the Suwalki triangle, annexed to East Prussia in 1939. It 
also pt^ them northwest of strategic Grodno, olreody being

‘ outflanked in the southwest.

The executions of airmen, distinct­

ly members of armed forces, are ban­
ned under a section of the Geneva 
Convention of 1929 (a part of the 
rules of war) which prohibits "mea­
sures of reprisals" against prisoners 
of war. But. as in oil other Instances 
of violataions, there is no way for 
the United States to compel unci­
vilized Japanese to observe this pro­
hibition. Likewise, tills country was 
unable to do anything about Japan's 
utter disregard of International law 
In the treatment of prisoners cap­
tured in the Philippines, as disclosed 
by a war department report earlier 
this year.

The peculiar national and personal 
psychology of the Japanese would 
make reprisals in kind quite useless 
as a means of compelling the enemy 
to observe the rules.

In some military circles, there is a 
disposition to regard the Germans 
as somewhat more observant of the 
code when it is aoplied to those the 
Nazis recognize as members of armed 
forces. The enemy in his operations 
in North Africa, Italy and France, 
says some who have studied the re­
cord, has been almost meticulous in 
observing rules governing military 
prisoners and purely combat poera- 
tions.

This, however, does not apply in 
Nazi dealings with civilian popula­
tions where the combination of Nazi 
political policy and the German 
army desire to maintain complete 
control and security in occupied 
areas has resulted in mass executions 
and other bruital excesses.

Rival Delegations 
From Texas Stick

AUSTIN, July 15 —  (>P)—'Texas* 

rival delegations to the national 
Democratic convention stubbornly 
held to their conflicting viewpoints 
today on the eve of departure lor 
Chicago.

A statement by National Com­
mitteeman Myron O. Blalock o f 
Marshall, that he would recom­
mend seating of the regular con­
vention's delegates except those 
who do not Intend to support the 
party's nominees drew sharp re­
sponses from individuals In the 
two competing delegations.

Said Joe C. Luther of Dallas, 
delegate-at-large for the pro- 
Roosevelt faction; “ I f  the pro- 
Roosevelt faction is seated at the 
national convention, we shall insist 
upon a new Democratic national 
committeeman from Texas . . . 
Blalock has not kept faith with the 
pro-Roosevelt faction - .

Said E. B. Germany o f Dallas, 
from the other side: "T h e  Texas 
delegation can’t pledge support of 
the nominees until lt knows If the 
platform planks demanded by the 
Texas Democrats are acceptable to 
the national convention.”

Regular convention leaders have 
met compromise efforts before with 
the statement that their course was 
set by the action of the session 
from which they stemmed, and 
they had no power to retreat. The 
regular convention’s delegatee are 
not instructed, but the convention's 
action in only conditionally bind­
ing electors to vote for the party 
nominees gives the delegation un­
usual powers.

OF GRAY CO UN TY, I 
make the following state­
ment:

What will I  do concerning gambling in Gray county? I will 
stop this open gambling and they will either hide or leave this 
county, regardless of who it is or where it is.

I  will patrol the streets, beer parlors and night spots, whether 
inside or outside the city limits, as I feel that it will be my line 
of duty so long as it is in Gray county.

I  am being asked. “Who started this idea of letting every­
thing go wild Just because there is a war on?” Well, I don’t know.
I  have heard of a guy named Hitler, and they say that he is a 
little sore at this country; It could be him.

We have In our land a class of people who, because of crimi­
nal records and venereal diseases, cannot get Into the Army. 
Some of them are doing all they can to help win the war, but a 
lot of them are doing all they can to lielp this man Hitler by loit­
ering around beer parlors, pool halls, night spots and gambling 
houses, and running around with our teen-age girls and soldiers' 
wives while our sons are over there fighting to keep the enemy off 
o f us; they are meeting the bombs and giving everything they 
have—are we? I f  elected your sheriff, I  promise that the Jail 
doors will not stand open as long as there Is one of this kind left 
in Gray county The lawmakers prepared the courts with fifty- 
two (52) vagrancy laws to care for such cases.

I  think the laws of our county are all good and I will, in a 
sane and sensible manner, enforce them, and will abide by them 
myself. I  will employ deputies who are always sane, sober and 
sensible law abiding men, who have the respect of the people, and 
Who will enforce the laws without being forced to do so, I  will 
employ men to work with me and not for me.

Nazi Homefroni 
Picture Is Drab

I  Interpreting the War News 
By KIRKE L  SIMPSON

Associated Press War Analyst
Monitored German broadcasts 

were sounding a somber note at the 
mid-July week-end that could be 
more significant of an impending 
crisis In the war in Europe than even 
reports from Its roaring triple battle 
fronts, gloomy as they seemed for 
Nazi authors of the conflict.

Whether voiced by authorized 
military commentators from Berlin 
in realistic appraisal o f the unfavor­
able trends of the war, or emitted In 
hysterical outgivings by Nazi propa­
ganda dispensers calling for a 
“malestoim of destruction”  and In­
discriminate blood-letting, they had 
this in common: there was a fore­
boding note of realization of impend­
ing doom to be reach into them. Yet 
to what extent they also reflect a 
rising tide of public despair in Ger­
many as the walls of Hitler's Fort­
ress Europe crumble under Russian- 
Allied pressure can only be conjec­
tured.

There is no warrant yet to be­
lieve that the Germany army has 
lost its will or ability to fight on. 
The toll of unwounded prisoners 
taken by Russians and Allies aUke 
runs high; but If any substantial 
number have surrendered voluntar­
ily while still there was chancw of 
escape It has not appeared in official 
or unofficial reports from the bat­
tle theaters.

Nevertheless, it can never be for­
gotten that German collapse In the 
first World War began at home, not 
at .the front. And it lsfrom the 
home front that the air waves now 
are carrying dark-hued pictures of 
the situation that ninth a t wavering 
public morale that only the rigid 
repression of Nazi police measures 
may be holding .In check.

First thing to be done in getting 
the junior college project started is 
to inform the citizenship of Pampa 
and the surrounding territory of the 
advantages of a junior college, it 
was pointed out at the meeting. 
This work will be started at the 
Chamber of Commerce membership 
luncheon meeting at noon next 
Tuesday in the First Methodist 
Church Fellowship rooms. At this 
meeting, heads of all other Pampa 
organizations will be requested to 
discuss the movement at the ‘first 
meetings of their organizations.

After this educational program 
has been carried out, petitions will 
be passed among the qualified vot­
ers, petitioning for an election for 
the creation of a junior college dis­
trict.

When these petitions are in, the 
election will be called and a Junior 
college district will be formed.

This procedure will take several 
months.

It  Is the recommendaion of the 
Post War Planning committee that 
this preliminary work be started 
immediately.

After the junior college district is 
formed, the ruling officials of the 
district, could then be in position 
to make plans for the size of the 
school plant, and the hundreds of 
details necessary In the creation 
of an Important educational Insti­
tution.

Many questions about the project 
can not be answered now, it was 
pointed out at the meeting. Many 
can not be answered until the Post 
War period.

Emphasis was placed upon taking 
steps now so that the college can 
be ready for the Post war period.

The Poet War Wanning com­
mittee recommended that Pampa 
make immediate organlaztion plans 
on the Junior college so that the 
college here will be in line for funds 
and assistance from the proposed 
area school movement. It  was point­
ed out that the national congress 
Is favorably considering a bill to

The broadcast In English was beam­
ed to the Southwest Pacific where 16 
Japanese air fields have been captur­
ed In the last three months.

Tokyo radio announced 85 Ameri­
can carrier Dianes continued unbrok­
en attacks on tne former U. S. naval 
station at Guam Into the eleventh 
successive day while powerful U. S. 
naval forces patrolled adjacent wat­
ers In the southern Marianas.

It said two Liberators made the 
first land-based air attack on Iwo 
Island, 800 mt’.es north of Guam and 
750 miles south of Tokyo. The Lib­
erators must have come from Saipan, 
key to the Marianas recently captur 
ed in the first break In Japan’s In­
ner defenses.

Twenty-seven Japanese planes 
were reported destroyed by 14th air 
force fighters In a surprise raid on 
an enemy airdrome In Cental China.

Another airfield was placed at the 
disposal of U. 3. aviators after sixth 
army troops overran the Sawar strip 
in Dutch New Guinea. Its defenders 
fled into the jungles and swamps.

Remnants of Japanese armies 
which Invaded eastern India four 
months ago apparently were fleeing 
back to Burma after what Adm. 
Lord Louis Mmmtbatten called “ one 
of-the greatest-defeats the Japanese 
army has suffered in its history.

Along the China sector of the 
Burma road Chinese troops captured 
five heights overlooking LungUng 
preparatory to a second drive to cap­
ture the town. Chinese captured but 
were promptly driven from two 
strong points at Tenghung, main 
enemy Burma road base.

Chungking announced Japanese 
broke into the streets of besieged 
Hengyang in southeast China, but 
were annihilated by the encircled de­
fending garrison. Chinese claimed 
some progress in attacking the ene­
my’s flanks northeast and northwest 
of Hengyang. They said the invad­
ers’ advance from the southeast was
checked. . ___  .

The presi­
dent also was quoted as saying that 
the distribution of gas and electrical 
current in the French capital 
“would possibly have to be stopped 
completely."

NEW YORK, July 15—WP)—The 
Brazzaville radio said today three 
high officers of the Soviet air force, 
a general and two colonels, had 
visited liberated territory in France, 
the first Russian officers to visit 
the Normandy front.

Enforcement Urged 
On Newsprint Laws

WASHINGTON, July 15—(/PI—’The 
newspaper industry advisory com­
mittee has unanimously recommend­
ed strict enforcement of newsprint 
rationing “ including criminal prose­
cution for wilful violations,”  the War 
Production Board reported Friday.

“ Each case of a wilful violation 
shall be referred to the Department 
of Justice for criminal prosecution 
and all cases of non-compliance 
shall be given lull publicity,” said 
the committee of publishers, as quot­
ed in a WPB statement covering ac­
tions taken at a meeting here Tues­
day and Wednesday.

Arthur B. Treanor, director of the 
WPB printing and publishing di­
vision, said ea„'h case of non-com- 
pllance would be investigated lmme-“ 
dlately, and that the printing and 
publishing division would be consult­
ed by WPB compliance authorities 
throughout such Investigations.

A special subcommittee reported 
there had been “ i  few flagrant vio­
lations” of the newsprint order, and 
that these “constituted a serious 
threat to the successful operation of 
the limitation order.”

The report, containing the recom­
mendations, was signed by W. O. 
Chandler of the Scripps-Howard 
newspapers; H. M. Bitner, of the 
Pittsburgh Sun-Ttelegraph; Frank 
E Tripp of the Gannett newspapers; 
KFobert B. Choate-of the Boston 
Herald-Traveier, and Walter M. 
Dear of the Jersey City Journal.

These actions mark the stranger, 
said Mr. Girard, and oversight of 
any one of them may cause sus­
picion and arrest:

2. On trains and busses, read a 
book rather than a newspaper.

3. In  a restaurant • do not make 
requests; let the waiter tell what 
is available. Do not offer any ra­
tion points; wait until they are 
asked for, because often the wait­
er forgets.

4. In  shopping: take along pa­
per or a bag; parcels are no long­
er wrapped. Do not ask for any 
article until you know it Is avail­
able; some Items such as nails, pins, 
needles, string, letter paper have not 
been on sale for a long time.

5. In general: Ask a minimum 
of questions and do not get involved 
in unnecessary conversation with 
supposed friends. The Germans very 
often use drugs to induct conversa­
tion in an arrested suspect, and the 
less you know the less you can tell.

Never give out dates, or the length 
of your trip. Do not hesitate to 
lie to anyone, even a supposed fri­
end, who questions you; only your 
superiors need to know where you 
have been or where you are going. 
I f  you are stopped on the street 
and your papers are examined, look 
tired or bored; never hurried or 
Impatient.

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Tent-Demand Is 
Canning Trouble

WASHINGTON, July 16— (ffir-r 
The army has put In such a terrific 
demand for tents that War Pro­
duction boar-1 officials are In knots.

They say that as of now the tex­
tile mills can meet only 50 per cent 
of the requirements.

They say this, too: They may not 
even be able to fill the full ordir for 
tents by cutting ir lo  other lines, i.

So far they have ordered •  per 
cent of the yarn, intended for fire 
cords, to be diverted to manufactur­
ing the duck material which goes 
Into tents.

Very shortly they will cut Into up­
holstery and corduroy manufactur­
ing so the duck can be turned out,,. 

They may decide to cut the manu­
facture of denim which goes, just as 
corduroy does, into making Work 
clothes. Most of those work clothes, 
however, happen to be for military 
purposes.

And they may even decide to rip 
further Into the cord tire field for 
more yarn. Tills would mean fewer 
new tires.

This Is the story the officials 
tell;

In August, 1943. the military began 
cancelling Its orders for tent ma­
terial.

But at the start of this year 
army began to sec fresh need fqc 
more duck. By March the army re­
quested 300 million yards of duck, 
by the end of 1944 

Since then the demands have In­
creased. H ie  navy and maritime 
commission also need duck.

Here are seme of the reasonst 
In  the south Pacific mildew Is des­

tructive of tenting. In the wand 
hopping campaign of the Pacific, 
tents are left behind on seized is­
lands as bases of further operations.

In Italy, because of wide destruc­
tion of towns und civilian dwellings, 
army commanders turned over large 
supplies of ten's to homeless people.

The same w ll be true In the wake 
of the invasion of western Europe.

Government Spending 
Reaches a New High

WASHINGTON, July 15—m — War 
spending by the government reach­
ed a new monthly peak of $7.957,- 
000,000 in June, an increase of $39,- 
000,000, or one half of one per cent 
over May outlays, the war produc­
tion board announced today.

Tile average dally outlay was $306,
000. 000. This made June the second 
month in which the daily rate top­
ped the $300,000.000 mark; Expen­
ditures per day reached $312,300.000 
in February.

The daily figures, supplied by the 
treasury department, are based on 
the number ot days In each month 
on which chocks were cleared. The 
total spending figure olso includes 
outlays of the Reconstruction Fin­
ance ' Corporation and Its subsidiar

Through the end of June, expen 
ditures for war purposes from the 
start of the defense program on July
1, 1940, totaled $199,900,000,000.

New Uses for Sulfa ry 
' %

Drug Are Announced
GALVESTON, July 15—(*>—New 

uses fo rthe sulfa drugs were an­
nounced here by Dr. Edgar J. Poth, 
professor of surgery at the Univer­
sity of Tegas college of medicine.

Dr. Poth pioneered in administer­
ing sulfa-derivatives orally to pa­
tients before an operation In older 
to eliminate bacteria from the sys­
tem, and thereby held prevent post­
operative peritonitis.

His compound, succinylsulfathlos- 
ole, is also being used by the armed 
forces in treatment of battle wounds 
and bacillary dysentery.

Dr. Poth says the advantage of hi* 
new sulfa-derivative Is that It Is 
more sparingly absorbed from the 
alimentary tract, and localizes rath­
er than scatters the toxic reaction 
of the durg throughout patient’s 
system.

Director J. Edgar Hoover said In 
his annual report that the year was 
the busiest In the FB I’s history. Its 
Investigations led to 13,618 convic­
tions—3,323 more than during the 
same period last year.

Although i  major portion of the 
agency’s work was directly connected 
with the war, the bureau declared 
there was no recess for the regular 
or peacetime type of offender.

Cottonseed Products 
Is Closing Subject 
Of Cotton Meeting

DALLAS, July 15—(/P)—The fifth 
annual cotton research congress 
closed Friday with a discussion of 
the economic significance of cotton­
seed products.

A. G. Hopkins of the Interstate 
Cotton Oil Refining Co., of Sherman; 
E. R. Eudaly, dairy husbandman of 
the Texas A. & M. college extension 
service; T. H. Hughston of the Collin 
county Cotton Oil Co., of McKinney, 
and A Cecil Wamble, representing 
the cotton research commitee of 
Texas, were the final speakers.

Their discussions concerned cot­
ton’s future as a leading source of 
essential fat, cotton as a key to 
livestock feeding, the economic sig­
nificance of cottonseed to the south­
west and nation and what research 
has done for cottonseed.

Dr. Homer P. Rainey, president of 
the University of Texas, told 250 
growers, technicians and processors 
attending the congress yesterday that 
the south became the economic prob­
lem number one of the nation “ be­
cause we thought that way.”

He declared “we let other parts 
of the country out-think us." The 
south, he added, has produced cot­
ton at a loss and has taken out the 
deficit by destroying the soil. For 
every bale produced in the past cen­
tury "we let 130 tons of the world's 
richest cotton soil go down the 
river.” . _

Dr. Rainey said he believed the 
economic problems of Texas and the 
south could be approached through 
research—science and technology 
will be able to make the boundless 
natural resources of this great area 
available to the people.

Dr. A. B. Conner, director of the 
Texas agricultural experiment sta­
tion, in explaining the purpose of 
the cotton research congress, said 
that the whole program was designed 
to crystalize a course of procedurre 
in dealing with cotton problems 
which will be a sound course in pre­
serving and developing the economic 
values of cotton for the state and 
nation.

Texas Timber Has 
Big Part in War

HOUSTON, July 15—OP)—Timber 
grown on small farms in Texas has 
made a big contribution to the war 
effort, M. M. Bryan, acting area 
supervisor ol Texas national forests, 
said today.

Twenty per cent of the 1,274,000.- 
000 board feet of lumber produced 
in 1943 in East Texas was cut on 
small farms, he stated, and 25 per 
cent of the 399.000 cords for paper 
mills also came from small T«fms.

Small East Texas farms contri­
buted at least 90 per cent of the 9,-
500.000 fence posts cut last,.year and 
one-half of the 3,375,000 cross ties 
produced in 36 counties. Another
1.750.000 cords of wood were cut in 
East Texas and used as firewood and 
80 per cent of this wood came from 
the smaller farm tracts.

Fifty-seven per cent of the area 
of 36 counties In East Texas is tim­
bered and at least one-fourth of this 
timber is on small farms, Bryan said.

Warning Issued On 
Use of Vehicles

Operators of commercial motor 
vehicles were warned yesterday by 
W. F. Nelson, of Amarillo, district 
manager of the Office of Defense 
Transportation, that the manner In 
which they operate and maintain 
their vehicles In conformity with 
good maintenance practices may be 
a factor In determining whether or 
not they are entitled to new equip­
ment.

There continues to be evidence that 
many motor trucks and motor truck 
tires are being abused and pre­
maturely worn out by some truck 
operators even though the great ma­
jority of the operators are doing a 
very good job In conserving their 
equipment, Mr. Nelson said.

With the new streamlined proce­
dure for allocating trucks by the 
ODT district offices, each of which 
has a maintenance specialist on Us 
staff, th» ODT is considering an in­
spection of the condition of old 
trucks which are to be replaced with 
newtrucks in order to determine if 
the past maintenance work has 
been ample, it was explained. Op­
erators must conserve their present 
trucks. It  was emphasized, and op­
erators who do not do so should not 
be granted new vehicles.

Many items can be used as criteria 
in judging the quality oi mainten­
ance on an old vehicle, it was point­
ed out. An operator who has very 
poor results with tires can be as­
sumed to be a serious offender Inso­
far as over-loads and speeds are con­
cerned. Evidence of insufficient and 
irregular lubrication can he observ­
ed directly on vehicles. The opera­
tor’s purchases or requests for new 
parts to replace parts which have 
been broken or obviôusly abused may 
be another indication of poor main­
tenance and abusive operation.

Kansas City Banker 
Was Well Known Here

Norris Broaddus, 60. president of 
The Stock Yards National Bank 
since 1928 who died early Friday 
at St. Luke’s Hospital In Kansas 
City, was well-known In the Pan­
handle.

He made frequent visits to Pampa 
and was last here June 5 when he 
had dinner with V  A. Sehuneman, 
president of tlie First National Bank 
of Pampa.

Broaddus was stricken with a 
cerebral hemorrhage Monday night 
at his home. Funeral services were 
held at the Stine and McClure Chap­
el In Kansas City yesterday at 3 p. 
m.

He went to Kansas City from the 
University of Missouri when 19 years 
old. Roaddus had thee business con­
nections upon his arrival, one with 
a livestock commission firm, the 
buyer's office at a packing plant and 
the Stock Yards National Bank. 
Prom these, he stemmed his varied 
contacts from Kansas City to the 
Panhandle.

Broaddus went to the Stock Yards 
Bank as vice-president a quarter at 
a century o f  o.

before, was elected president. Those 
ranchers didn’t have any treasury 
and before the first membership dues 
were placed on the- barrelhead they 
set about raising $1,000 for prem­
iums to be awarded at shows and 
fairs for better cattle.

From that November day in 1899 
until now this org? nlzataion worked 
ceaselessly, not primarily on Increas­
ing the number ot cattle, but toward 
better stock that would produce finer 
beef at a greater profit to the grow 
er.

At the time the ranchers got their 
movement started there was more 
scrub stock In Texas than any oth­
er kind. A few years later, Texas 
Herefords were taking awards In 
every class at the Chicago Interna­
tional Show from grand champion 
down. They are still winning

Today the Hereford breed repre­
sents more than eighty per cent of 
all range stock In the state. Texas 
Is the leading livestock producing 
state in America and last year the 
industry brought a cash income of 
$467,499,000 according to the United 
States Department of Agriculture, 
almost double that of 3 years ago. 
There is not a county in Texas where 
the Whiteface is not raised.

The Texas Hereford Association 
feels that while the first forty-five 
years were the hardest, the program 
undertaken by those ranchers in the 
last century is really only getting 
well under way.

Under the presidency o f Jack 
Frost, second generation owner of 
the White Hat Ranch in Nolan 
County, who maintains association 
headquarters In Dallas, a program 
far more amb'tious and extensive 
than that of any previous years has 
been launched.

The members believe that the con­
tinued development of Texas' oldest 
industry on a sound, scientific basis 
through the post-war years will be 
the best insurance against such dan­
gers as the one-crop cotton disaster, 
farm tenancy and lack of diversifica­
tion which previously disturbed the 
state’s economy.

The Association is preaching the 
gospel that the blending -of good 
cattle into well-rounded farm pro­
grams will do more to stabilize the 
prosperity of the state than any 
other single factor

Because financial Interests of the 
state arc directly affected by the 
success or failure of the efforts of 
the Texas Hereford Association, the 
bankers of Texas have been asked 
to affiliate themselves with the or­
ganization as associate members and 
to cooperate in the program.

The organization has established a 
monthly publication called the Tex­
as Hereford. Through Its Dallas of­
fice it is supplying information to 
members and non-members alike on 
all phases of the Hereford Industry. 
It  Is publishing a directory for cat­
tle owners. The state has been di­
vided Into fifty-six regions with a 
director of the Association in each 
area assigned the responsibility of 
helping the cattlemen in those dis­
tricts.

As a capital pvent in the Associa­
tion's history the Greater Pan-A- 
meriian Hereford Exposition will be 
staged at Arlington Downs between 
Dallas and Fort Worth, November 
11-18. The exposition is planned as 
a wartime service for cattlemen 
where they can buy and sell their 
stock, exchange experiences and 
learn of the most modem develop­
ments In their business. A rodeo, 
horse show, Including quarter-horse 
events will be held in connection 
with the cattle show.

Our petty little 
grievances about not being able to get the things to which we have 
grown so accustomed, will seem pretty silly and petty to a soldier who 
has seen Red Cross nurses toughing It out on the battlefield.

All this mounts up to the fact that the experience of war makes
a boy grow, gives him a new sense of value for things that didn't
Mem important  before. I t  is  our place to develop along with him. He 
will think we look pretty cute in our little beribboned aprons—and he 
will brag on our cherry pies—but when it comes time to hash over 
the experiences which he has had the last year, he will hike out to the 
club and leave us sittln' with our knittln’—all because we don’t know 
the dlff between Tunisia and Sicily and we haven't the faintest idea 
about things that really matter.

We have to learn too—if we plan to be very happy. Maybe if we 
learned everything possible about his particular branch of service he 
might feel like telling us more about it. All we have to do is throw in 
a couple of half-way intelligent questions and he is well on his way 
to tell use more.

Knowing what takes place on the battlefront isn’t all we have to 
know, either . . . we’ve got to have an idea or two about post­
war world tucked away in the corner. The world is going to be a 
complicated affair when the war is over and will even grow to be 
more complicated unless we develop an intelligent understanding about 
our country and the countries which we will contact. We must learn 
to be better citizens within our own country and make America a 
better place in which to live. There will be a lo t ‘ of discussion of all 
these problems of war and peace . . . through radio and through 
the newspapers . . .  books and magazines. When the time comes 
for these more serious discussions, don't swallow your tongue and 
swoon back in the easy chair.

Still—we don’t have to be stuffy or opinionated. I f  we are—then 
we are not developing. But don’t be afraid to say what you think or 
ask as many Questions as you feel like asking

The Important thing it that while the war la on we can’t sit back 
and waste our minds and our energies simply because we have no par­
ticular inspiration at this time. The soldier Is changing—so you both 
will seem exactly the same to each other when he comes home.

In the meantime—keep yourself pretty—happy and up and at ’em.

“Can all you can—but do the job 
right,” is a one-sentence sum-up of 
this year’s advice to home canners 
from the Gray County Home Dem­
onstration off lee. Need for food thrift 
is emphasized. Even stronger is the 
emphasis on using correct methods 
backed up by scientific research for 
home canning of food.

Right methods of home canning 
are designed to take care of two 
situations: They provide heat enough 
to make bacteria, yeasts, molds, and 
other spoilage organisms harmless, 
so that food in jars will remain 
sound and hold garden freshness. 
They also provide for sealing jars 

, ¡correctly airtight, so that spoilage 
: organisms outside can’t get into the 

e Bod stored up for use.
» Wrong ways of canning take need­
less chances. When jars of food 
break or spoil, at best there is waste 
of time, effort, and valuable food. 
At worst, there may be serious acci­
dents or food poisoning. It is worth 
adding that iast season the one 
cause of accidents that attracted na­
tionwide attention Involved oven 
canning—a wrong method. And the 
only cases of botulism—the most 
dangerous form of food poisoning due 
to spoilage—that were attrtguted to 
home canning resulted from heating 
food insufficiently, that Is, again 
wrong methods.

The Department's home canning 
specialists warn specifically against 
two methods: oven caning and open- 
kettle canning.

Oven canning Is dangerous in more 
than one. Even though i l l  oven goes 
to 250 degrees F. or higher, food in­
side glass Jars stays at about boil­
ing point, that Is, 212 degrees F. For 
beans, corn, and other vegetables 
containing little acid, this provides 
too little heating to make bacteria 
harmless. In addition, oven canning 
may result in explosions. If Jars seal 
during canning so that steam builds 
up inside them. In cases In which 
this has happened, oven doors have 
blown off, glass flown out, resulting 
In damage to kitchen and injury to

Open-kettle canning consists of 
cooking the fox l in an ordinary ket­
tle and packing It Into Jars and 
sealing. This method Is wastful for 
fruits and tomatoes.

Yeasts, molds, and bacteria can 
get into Jars from the all and other 
sources when food Is transferred 
from kettle to jar. and there Is no 
further heating to destroy them. For 
foods with little acid, and for meats, 
open kettle canning is dangerous 
because the foo-1 never gets hot 
enough to destroy bacteria.

Limit the open-kettle, say the 
specialists, to such preserving Jobs

Waterproof "beach landing” car­

tons are now being used for ship­
ping overseas surgical dressings pre­
pared by the Pampa Red Cross chap­
ter volunteers, according to the sur­
gical dressings chairman, Mrs. C. P. 
Buckler.

Designed to meet landing condi­
tions which frequently make it nec­
essary to float suigical dressings to 
troops ashore, the new ail-weather 
container will soon be used for all 
surgical dressings produced for the 
Army.

"Packed to the new carton, sur- 
gloal supplies prepared by the wom­
en of Pampa. can be dropped off 
qbc»« by plane or thrown from a 
ship to be washed ashore by the 
waves," Mrs. Buckler explains. "This 
is particularly useful in the Pacific 
where many islands do not have 
adequate harborage for supply ships, 
Or where fierce fighting makes the 
beach dangerous. Often the car­
tons of sponges must be stored out- 
of-doors for long periods of time, 
and the Improved container will pro­
tect the precious dressings in all 
kinds of weather.”

A  feature of the new carton is the 
tamer waterproof beg into which the 
smaller bundles of dressings are 
packed. The carlon is lined with 
an additional layer of heavy card­
board, and heavy waterproof ad­
hesive tape is used to seal all open 
edges after the box has been filled.

spoiling. The small quantity of su­
gar used in canning fruit has prac­
tically no preservative effect.

On the positive side, the depart­
ment recoifimends these methods for 
home canning;

For fruits, tomatoes, and pickled 
vegetables a boiling water bath is 
advised. The food is heated first, 
then packed boiling hot into jars, 
and lids are adjusted as tight or as 
loose as the type requires. Then 
the jars of food are processed—that 
Is heated in the canner—by allowing 
boiling water to circulate freely all 
around, under, and over the jars for 
the time that the particular food re­
quires.

For beans and other common ve­
getables, except tomatoes, and for 
meats, the only method advocated 
is to use a steam pressure canner. 
To can these at home with assur­
ance of safety by other methods, it 
would be necessary to heat them so 
many hours that when finally done 
the food would not be very good 
eating. In a pressure canner, the jars 
filled with oreheated food and with 
lids correctly adjusted, are set on a 
rack over boiling water. The heavy 
lid is clamped down and, under 
steam pressuie, trmpreatures of 240 
degrees F. or higher are produced.

Colombian Revolt Is 
Symblic oi General 
Stale oi Americas

By JOHN LLOYD
Lloyd, president of La Prensa, As­

ociada, the Associated Press' affili­
ate in Latin America, has just com­
pleted a long tour there.)

WASHINGTON, July 15—CitP)— 
The short-lived Colombian revolt, 
in which dissident units o ff the 
army made President Alfonso Lopez 
of Colombia a prisoner, is another 
of a series of fast moves that have 
brought the Latin American situa­
tion sharply to the attention of 
statesmen here.

Starting in Central America, the 
revolutionary fever in the Colom­
bia Instance extended to a country

known for Its Democratic tenden­
cies. In this case, the movement 
has been diametrically the opposite 
of those that occurred recently In 
Guatemala and El Salvador.

In those two little Central Ameri­
can countries, dictatorships were up­
set. In Colombia a completely 
Democratic president who only last 
May tried to resign was seized by 
army officers during military ma­
neuvers and held prisoner. The vice 
president took over the government 
and called on loyal soldiers to move 
against the rebels; last might the 
revolt was reported quelled.

The Latin American situation, ap­
parently without rhyme or reason, 
is the outgrowth of clashing ambi­
tions .and sharply contrasting the­
ories and ideals which show no 
sign of immediate solution. Dicta­
torship may give way to Democracy 
in one upheaval and exactly the 
opposite occur or at least be at­
tempted In another, all within the

general scheme of the Latin Amer­
ican problem.
• Latin American countries are dif­
ferent among themselves and the 
difficulty that arises m one may 
have no kinship to that appearing 
in another. There are diverging 
schools of thought as to the res­
pective merits of dictatorial and 
Democratic government and while 
one may prevail In one country an­
other may exist in its neighbor

Undoubtedly the most perturbing 
Latin American situation, from the 
point of view of general solidarity 
and po6t-war unity, is that con­
cerning Argentina, where an im­
passe has led to recall of United 
States Ambassador Norman Arm­
our. the British ambassador and 
most of the ambassadors and min­
isters of the American nations.

Argentina broke relations with the 
Axis countries long after the oth­
er American nations had done so, 
but shortly after the break its army

general president gave up office and 
was succeeded by another general.

Reports not yet confirmed direct­
ly from Argentina are to the ef­
fect that the Axis representatives 
have been sent back home within 
the last couple of weeks.

All other countries of Latin Amer­
ica. dictatorially governed or not, 
took an early stand in favor of 
the United Nations cause. Thus the 
problem of each country—that is, 
Democracy as opposed to the dicta­
torship—did not tie up in an in­
ternational sense with thq general 
war effort. There Was no question 
as to cooperation in that effort 
whatever the underlying motive.

The possible exception was' in Bol­
ivia, where a revolution last Decem­
ber brought a change not immedi­
ately acceptable by all the other 
American nations. After months of 
study and alterations in the Inter­
nal structure of the new govern­
ment, however, the state of affairs

England Can Still Take It
Once again we have reason to o f­

fer England cur profound sympathy, 
and admiration for her rugged 
courage. Somehow the British 
people never look better than when 
the situation *s sertoils. And cer­
tainly Mr. Ch'ircbill never appears 
to such good advantage as when in 
time of stress he expresses in meas­
ured eloquence the angry defiance 
and determination pf the people he 
has been chosen to lead.

Today's flying bomb attacks on 
England are different, both in pur­
pose and effect, from the blitz of 
1M0-41. And the English people's 
reaction is different; they are no 
less courageous, nut their anger 
seems to be fiercer, perhaps even 
contemptuous, ‘n spite of the fright­
ful toll of these robot attacks.

For that teason their impatience 
far a full discussion of the raids and 
counter-measures was understand­
able. This time there are no siren 
warnings, no dog J ights, less chance 
for effective g'ound fire. The new 
bombs fly  in almost without warn­
ing, day and night, rain or shine, 
completely unpredictable. London­
ers naturally wanted to know what 
was being done.

Mr. Churchill’s speech must have 
been comforting. The people learned 
how long Hitler's secret weapon has 
been an open secret to the Allies. 
They learned how often Nazi plans 
had been frustrated or weakened 
by heavy oombines, first on the ro­
bot’s testing grounds, later on 
launching areas.

They discovered that the flying 
bomb is an instrument for desper­
ate, wanton, aimless civilian slaugh­
ter largely because Allied air power 
delayed its use beyond the day of 
Invasion. Civilian deaths in Lon­
don have been greater than British 
losses in Normandy duripg the same 
period. Once again the war is grim 
reality to London.

But now British and Allied arms 
are across the channel, and the at­
tacks on London are the last blows 
of a wounded, dying, but still treach­
erous enemy.

Mr. Churchill offered no hope for 
immediate relief from these at­
tacks. He did not minimize their 
seriousness. Vet Britons know that 
their military science has devised a 
successful defense against every new 
enemy development thus far. They 
know that the robot, for ail its de­
structiveness, cannot duck or dodge 
or shoot back. They have the prime 
minister's assurance that "every­
thing in human power" is being 
done.

And when Mr. Churchill says ‘ ‘we 
have never failed yet," the British 
people know that he is not speaking 
lightly. They proved once that 
England can take it, and they know 
that England can take it again.

England's Idea ot 

Freedom o f Speech

I have been reading a list of 
books sponsored by The Society of 
Individualists of London. Recent­
ly I read “Democracy and Ihe In­
dividual’’ by C. K. Allen published 
by the Oxford University Press.

This book shows how England 
beileves in rree speech, yet has 
on her statutes laws that would 
greatly curtail free speech if they 
were enforced. I  quote from the 
book;

“ In England, we flatter our­
selves that anybody can express 
any opinion about anything. But 
that is not the law. Few people 
realize that it is a criminal offence 
for pny person who lias been edu­
cated in, or at any time made 
profession of, the Christian reli­
gion ‘by writing, printing, teach­
ing, or advised speaking, to deny 
the Christian religion to be true, 
or the Holy Scriptures of the Old 
and New Testament to be of Di-. 
vine authority’ ; and the penalty 
upon a second conviction for this 
offence is remarkable—it is not 
only three years’ imprisonment, 
but deprivation, of nearly all civic 
rights, even to the power of mak­
ing a will. It is also a misde­
meanour to ‘deprave, despise, or 
condemn’ the Lord’s Supper or the 
Book of Common Prayer. It ap­
pears to be an offence ‘to excite 
contempt and hatred against the 
Church by law established.’ It is 
«  crime to ‘bring into hatred or 
contempt’ the government and 
constitution of the United King­
dom, as by law established. Severe 
restrictions, these—if they were 
ever enforced. From the statutes 
(some of them dating back to 
Elizabeth) which impose them I 
turn to a newspaper, where I find 
a Member of Parliament reported 
as using these expressions at a 
public meeting: ‘Churchill has col­
lected in London an army of cow­
ardly runaway generals and poli­
ticians from foreign lands. Labour 
Gauleiters and trade union Quis­
lings. This collection of renegades 
have decided to continue the war 
with the bodies of workers. The 
workers are goaded on by another 
force of Communist gangsters who 
disgrace the name Communism.’ 
These words are spoken in the 
midst of war, when extraordinary 
restraints are imposed on free 
speech; but nobody prosecutes the 
speaker for bringing the govern­
ment into hatred and contempt, 
because the common sense of de­
mocracy dislikes making martyrs 
of mere ranters. Nevertheless, the 
power to restrain ranting, if it is 
dangerous and not merely absurd, 
is always kept in reserve."

There is always a grave danger 
in having this kind of laws hang­
ing over free speech. It will be 
remembered that Socrates was a 
severe critic, but when- the Athen­
ian government put him to death 
it hastened the day of the down­
fall of the liberal government of 
Athens.

PEARL HARBOR HOLDS 
THE ANSWER

(The Chicago Tribune)
The New Dealers, among them 

Sen. Lucas of Illinois, are shouting 
for the scalp of Capt. Oliver Lyttel- 

• ton. the British minister of pro­
duction, who said in an address in 
London that Japan was “provoked” 
into attacking the United States at 
Pearl Harbor. Capt. Lyttelton fol­
lowed this remark with the state­
ment that America wasn't forced 
Into the war, that everybody knows 
where American sympathies 1 a y, 
and that our country was never 
truly neutral even before the fight­
ing started.

When the Japanese began to 
march toward Thailand and French 
Indo China, Mr. Roosevelt's admin­
istration sent Tokyo several wam- 
tnga, each more stem than the last, 
■nd all of them implying that if 
Hi* Japanese didn’t back up. we 
would do somethi<% about it. The 
President halted shipments of oil

Announcement came this week 
frtnn Ankara, the capital of Turkey, 
that high government leaders of that 
country, Britain, and the United 
States were discussing the part Tty- 
key was to play In this war and 
what .Turkey snould get out of the 
peace that is to follow.

The dispatch said ‘ ‘They (the 
talks) must first surmount the bit­
terness created hv Allied charges 
that Turkey failed to keep her word 
and the Turkish counter that the 
Allies failed completely to equip 
Turkey for war as had been promis­
ed. Actual military talks can begin 
there.”

The Turks, like all other European 
powers, is trying, of course, for the 
best deal possible and is naturally 
seeking alignment with the likely 
winner, at the least cost to the na­
tion. It  was no surprise that this 
statement was made from Ankara 
this week over a IT S. network. The 
broadcast passed Turkish censorship.

Turkey’s part in southern Europe 
is in no small way important. She 
controls the gateway to the Black 
Sea, and the part Turkish armies 
could play in disrupting Hitler’s gar­
rison’s in Bulgaria is potentially 
great.

On the other hand, the Turks are 
not going to enter the war for noth­
ing. After all, there are a number of 
territories in th? Mediterranean 
which will be re-mandated and an­
nexed at the peacetable. And, as the 
Turks allow to be said from their 
country, in a dispatch by Frank O’­
Brien, “The Turks >re convinced that 
failure to participate in the war 
would be against the nation’s long­
term interests, but they also feel that 
failure to get satisfaction on what 
they shall get aft -r the war would 
be indiscreet.

So. we see that Turkey's decision 
will be tempered by the old rule 
that a country does not give unless 
it get something. This is particular­
ly true of the European nations 
where there arc many powers, and 
each is striving to maintain its own 
soverlgnty. even if it is at the ex­
pense of some other.

And. it would als i be well that the 
Turks remember that each day they 
hesitate on entering the war on the 
side of the Allies, smaller grows the 
influence which they will have at 
the peace table.

A CELL DISCOVERY
(The New York Sun)

For 12 years a physician with 
a general practice in a West Vir­
ginia village cat ried on biological 
research in his spare hours. His 
particular interest was the func­
tions of certain small cells of the 
human body in nutrition and in 
medicinal treatment. This physi­
cian. Dr. K. G. Khorozian, a native 
of Armenia and a graduate of the 
University of Iowa, apparently lias 
identified an entirely new type of 
cell structure. The biological units 
which he studied Iiave been named 
microkaryocytes, and are described 
as among the smallest cells known 
to science. Their duties in the hu­
man body seem to be manifold, for 
their discoverer lias found that 
such cells not only carry curative 
drugs to ailing parts—acting as a 
kind of cellular bucket brigade by 
drawing off arsenic, mercury and 
bismuth from the blood stream— 
but also seem to work closely with 
the digestive tract in distributing 
nourishment.

The lesults of Dr. Khorozian’s 
long study were reported the otheF 
day in Chicago at the convention of 
the American Medical Assn. The 
importance of such a discovery is 
not easily measured at this stage 
in the research, but the manner in 
which it was made calls to mind 
what Dr. James B Conant told a 
meeting of the Harvard chapters of 
Sigma Xi and Phi Beta Kappa last 
year. He was pleading for recog­
nition of "the prime significance ol 
the exceptional man’’ in science 
and laid down a principle of re­
search in these words: "Ten sec- 
fnd-rate men are not a substitute 
for one first-class man. You can­
not make up for lack of quality by 
increasing the quantity of scientific 
work.” A fairly long list could he 
made of individual scientific dis­
coveries achieved under such Con­
ditions as those in which the West 
'irgininn village doctor has added 

to our knowledge ot cellular bi­
ology.

Word from insiders, however, Is 
that if the Russian delegation can 
get final instructions from Moscow 
within a few days, the patterns of 
the fund and world bank may be 
ready early next week.

Many bankers in New York are 
surprised at the delay, as they had 
been tipped of that all controversial 
points had been ironed out before 
the delegates assembled.

They say that although the pub­
lished versions of tentative arrange- 
nients maintain that progress has 
been made toward international 
stability, there are so many escape 
clauses in the various measures that 
every nation can virtually act as it 
pleases and then resign from the 
fund setup.

plan becomes operative.

GOAL OF THAT De GAULLE CONFERENCE
By PETER EDSON—  _____

Goal of the recent Washington 
conversations b e t w e e n  President 
Roosevelt and Gen. Charles de 
Gaulle may perhaps best be ex­
pressed as the desire to establish 
a basis for an understanding as 
satisfactory as now exists between 
General Eisenhower and the Dutch, 
the Norwegians, and the Belgians’ 
Arrangements for setting up mili­
tary and civil government during 
the invasion and liberation of these 
three countries were concluded with 
practically no difficulty at all. Only 
with the French has there been 
delay and bickering. An agreement 
was announced as having been 
reached in London on June 7, i f  
was repudiated by General De 
Gaulle after the invasion and at 
this writing still remains unsettled.

Full terms of the agreements 
with the Dutch, the Norse and- the 
Belgian governments have never 
been made public because of the 
military clauses. The negotiations 
were conducted in both London and 
Washington, and were announced 
simultaneously in both capitals last 
May. The terms were approved by 
General Eisenhower as commander 
In chief for the European theater 
of operations.

Buch parts o f the agreements as

were made-public give General Els­
enhower "supreme responsibility and 
authority over civil administration 
as may be required by the military
situation."
THE NETHERLANDS PROVIDES 
CARTE BLANCHE

As an example of all three agree­
ments, In the case of the Nether­
lands government it is provided 
that General Eisenhower is actual­
ly empowered to take any and ail 
measures necessary for military op­
erations. It  is presumed that this 
period of operations will be as short 
as possible, but while it lasts there 
are no qualifications whatever.

As soon as this first phase of 
the liberation is ended, it Ls pro­
vided that Oerieral Eisenhower will 
inform the Netherlands government 
to take over complete responsibility 
for civil administration. Even then, 
however. It is understood that such 
special facilities as the invasion 
forces may continue to require will 
be furnished by the Netherlands 
government for prosecution of the 
war to its final conclusion.

Democratic conventions in Texas,

The Texas, and Mississippi conven­
tions also informed their candidates 
for presidential electors that they 
were free to vote for other Demo 
cratic candidates than the Chicago 
nominees if tne Southern demands 
were not met. Sou’ h Carolina Dem­
ocrats will meet August 2 to con­
sider action taken at Chicago.

Some Democrats In Dixie have de­
manded that the party's vice-presi­
dential nominee be from the south 
or a border state. Among those men­
tioned as possibilities are: Texas 
Sam Rayburn, speaker of the house; 
Gov. Broughton of North Carolina; 
Sen. Barkley of Kentucky; and Gov. 
Kerr of Oklahoma, convention key­
noter.

80(1 FDR Delegates Voted
A recent report of the delegate 

lineup showed more than 800 dele­
gates pledged *o President Roosevelt 
or claimed for him. The number of 
votes needed to nominate is 589.

Nazi Reserves Cat 
To Bolster Frontline

WASHINGTON, July 15—OP)— 
Drastic reductions In the strength 
of supply and combat reserve units 
have been ordered fay the Germans 
to stretch their dwindling manpower 
resources for a three-front war, 
Acting Secretary of War Patterson 
reported yesterday

A captured enemy order, he told 
a news conference, disclosed that 
several months ago the Nazts in 
Italy had already found it neces­
sary to reduce their combat rear 
echelon by 20 per cent and all sup­
ply units by 25 per cent while mov­
ing all men under 30 into combat 
units without replacing them in the 
rear. The Germfins were then pre­
paring to make transfers—but with

replacements—of other soldiers un­
der 38.

On all fronts, said Patterson, the 
Oerman reserves »re dwindling. The 
capture of the months’ old order In 
Italy left no doubt that “the enemy 
is faced witn a manpower short­
age.”

In  addition to making these dras­
tic shifts with Nazi army personnel, 
Patterson said, the Germans ordered 
“ ruthless exploitation of civilian 
population for lab»r service" to keep 
the roads open behind their lines 
in Italy.
