VANCED COMMAND POST, Aug. 
14— (A*)—The destruction of the 
German ?th army Ls about to take 
place in the present battle of 
France.

Gen. Eisenhower, supreme Al­
lied invasion commander, predicts 
this coming week will be one of 
the most momentous in the history 
• f  this war—a fruitful week for us 
and a fateful week for the enemy.

Peace cannot come with the ma­
jor victory we are about to accom­
plish, because there still are three 
German armies remaining in 
France which are not engaged. It 
is true that some divisions from 
these three remaining armies have 
been shifted into the present battle 
and are lost in the Allied pocket.
Some of the enemy divisions east 

of the Seine are lower units of poor 
quality, but the fact remains that 
these three armies have plenty of 
drive and fire power.

Only a political collapse within 
Germany—another attempt on Hit­
ler to sucoeed—could possibly deliver 
this war to an armistice within the 
next week. There is a slight chance 
that a political collapse may show Its 
first manifestations on either the 
Russian or the Allied battle fronts 
With the German army's effort to 
rid Itself by revolt of its new Nazi 
commanders. But even so, our terms 
are unconditional surrender and 
dear roads to Berlin.

Qen. Eisenhower has been in al­
most constant conierence with all 
his battle commanders for the past 
three days. He is working at a pres­
sure reminiscent of the closing days 
of the Tunisian and Sicilian cam­
paigns.

These are the closing days of the 
campaign in northwestern France 
and the next phases are the cam­
paigns of northeastern and southern 
franco.

Gen. Eisenhower asks his com­
mand for more self-determination 
and speedy action. He ls command­
ing a naval, air and army cordon 
around what ls left of a German 
army, once under Rommel's com­
mand—a cordon without a passage­
way for the escape of a single Nazi.

I f  It succeeds, Paris ls the plum 
for the taking with little effort.

The Pacific fleet chief said he 
might have his headquarters 
there. I f he does, he would be 
closer by 1,000 miles to Tokyo 
than he now is to San Francisco. 
He told newsmen the war might 

be won without invading Japan. 
"This war is a new experience for 
Japan." he declared. “We don’t 
know how much they can take be­
fore they'll throw in the sponge.’’ 

At the southern end of the air 
war, the Philippines took their 
fourth bombing in five days. Gen. 
Douglas MacArthur announced that 
patrol pianos sank a 3,00Ceton 
freighter in Davao gulf Saturday.

Scores of those injured or over­
come were treated at three hospi­
tals. and others were cared for by 
rescue and first aid squads and 
volunteers.

Irving Rosenthal, the proprietor, 
estimated damage to the park at 
¿1,500,000 and said it would be clos­
ed for the remainder of the sea­
son.

Firemen from 14 municipalities 
fought the blaze which destroyed 
about 85 percent of the property 
In two and a half hours yester­
day afternoon.

Meanwhile, three men were listed 
as missing in the pier and ship 
explosions and fire which broke out 
Friday night In Hoboken on the 
Hudson riverfront south of here and 
continued to smolder today.

Hoboken police chief Edward J 
McFeely said the three men, vol­
unteer fire fighters, were last seen 
Friday night and had not returned 
to their homes. He identified them 

1 as Thomas Robinson. 52, of Jersey 
City, a watchman Edward Clarke, 
45, of Hoboken, a longshoreman; 
and Thomas O'Brien, of New York 
City, a longshoreman.

The toll of those Injured or over­
come by smoke in the multl-mil- 
Won dollar Hoboken fire rose to 
almost 700 yesterday as 126 addition­
al persons. Including firemen, long­
shoremen. coast guardsmen and Red 
Cross canteen workers were treat­
ed.

WASHINGTON, Aug 14 —<45— 

The W ar Department has disclosed 
that on August 1 there were 226,416 
AM* prisoners of war In the United 
States.

Lear Recommends 
Implicit Backing 
Of Army Demands

CINCINNATI, Ohio. Aug. 14—(45— 
Lt. Gen. Ben Lear, commander of
army ground forces, said today that 
"much of the army now in Europe 
may return home via the Suez Canal 
and Tokyo, after years of absence."

Lear expressed this view in an 
address prepared for the annual en­
campment of the United States 
Spanish War Veterans in connection 
with an assertion that “a great many 
men will be needed for the decisive 
operations in the Pacific to carry 
through the final assault against the 
Japs.”

“Victory In Europe is in sight— 
how soon I cannot proffer a guess," 
said I .ear, “When this victory is 
gained, we shall turn much of our 
fighting force and all of our strength 
and hatred against our enemies in 
the Pacific. We will wreck them 
completely and permanently in a 
military sense.”

He urged that the people “ realize 
the importance of the continued 
emergency,” adding that "their atti­
tude should be one of supporting the 
recommendations of military plan­
ners—definitely, positively and with­
out the slightest trace of equivoca­
tion.’’

Five San Francisco 
Shops Taken Over

WASHINGTON, Aug. 14 — 145 ■— 
President Roosevelt directed Navy 
Secretary Forrestal today to take 
over nominal control of five ma­
chine shops in San Francisco where 
an AFL machinists lodge has de­
fied War Labor board orders for 
several months.

The union leadership had re­
fused to lift a ban on overtime 
and Sunday work. WLB officials 
have termed this a “ limited strike” 
because the work week was limited 
by the union to 48 hours.

The union ban covered 104 shops. 
WLB Chairman William H. Davis 
told Mr Roosevelt in a letter, how­
ever, that the five companies or­
dered taken over "employ the great­
est number of machinists and have 
been affected most by the refusal 
of Lodge 68 to withdraw the over­
time ban. The members of the board 
are hopeful that the seizure of those 
five plants will result In the removal 
of the ban."

WASHINGTON, Aug. 14 — —
Senator Andrews (D-Fle ) reported 
today that officials of the United 
States, Cuba and Mexico are talk­
ing up a new, "good neighbor su­
per-highway”—one featuring two 
water hops via ferries.

He said the new route, designed 
to boost postwar tourist travel and 
commerce between the Americas, 
would have the following links:

(1) Through Florida to Key West 
on road* already built; (2) A so­
mite Jump to Havana by ferry; (3) 
West across Cuba for about 100 
miles on a highway which must 
be Improved; <4> A  178-mlte ferry

hop to Puerto Morelos on Mexico's 
Yucatan peninsula; and (5) Across 
Mexico, via Merida, to San Cristo­
bal. on a trial needing consider­
able work, to meet the regular 
Pan-American”  roadway.

Andrews told a reporter the proj­
ect "stems entirely practical, since 
we already are ferrying whole trains 
from Florida to Cuba, and would 
be very inexpensive, since most of 
the roads are already built and we 
will have a great surplus of these 
ferries after the war.” He plans 
to introduce legislation soon to 
create a congressional committee to 
pflPftáfT the idee.

Congress Looks 
Toward Second 
Vacation Soon

WASHINGTON, Aug. 14 — <45 — 

Four congressional committees ham­
mered away today at a three-point 
reconversion program, hopeful of 
getting it out of the way in time 
to permit a pre-election recess start­
ing about September 1.

Should bills dealing with surplus 
property, unemployment and dem­
obilization machinery be disposed 
of within the next two weeks, lead­
ers said, there would be no reason 
why Congress could not take a sec­
ond vacation. The legislators con­
cluded a five-week recess August 1.

Both the House rules and expen­
ditures committees called meetings 
today to clear the way for floor 
consideration starting tomorrow of 
the Colmer bill setting up proce­
dure for disposing of an estimat­
ed $15,000.000,000 in surplus war 
materials which the House postwar 
economic committee believes will fit 
into the civilian economy after the 
war.

A postwar economic subcommit­
tee headed bv Rep Cooper (D-Tenn) 
turned to the full committee today 
with a bill setting up an office to 
supervise the demobilization pro­
gram. Cooper said the proposal 
agreed on by his group follows gen­
erally the lines of a demobiliza­
tion section written by the Senate 
into the unemployment compensa­
tion bill of Senator George (D-Ga) 
it passed last week.

Still to be decided by the House 
leadership was whether to divorce 
the demobilization section from the 
George bill and consider it as a 
separate measure.

Roosevelt Maps 
Future Course 
Against Japan

BREMERTON, Wash., Aug. 14— 
Í/P)—President Roosevelt, tanned and 
healthy looking beneath the for­
ward guns of a modern United Stat­
es navy destroyer, gave his solemn 
assurance here Saturday that never 
again would the Japanese empire be 
given the leeway to start another 
Pacific war.

The President spoke less than an 
hour after the destroyer had dock­
ed, bringing him from Alaska on 
the last leg of a Pacific tour of in­
spection that had taken him from 
California to the Hawaiian islands, 
up to the Aleutians, through the 
fringe of what the Japanese call 
their "sphere of influence," and 
back down to the Puget Sound navy 
yard here, where he made his report 
to the people.

Twenty thousand shipyard work­
ers and naval personnel were his im­
mediate audience, gathered around 
the drydock where the destroyer 
tied up. But through the radio, the 
world could hear him when he 
declared:

“The word and honor of Japan 
cannot be trusted.”

The President told of his visit to 
defenses in California and the wat­
ching of amphibious landing practice 
at a training base there; of his con­
ference with the Pacific war lead­
ers at Pearl Harbor, where “ com­
plete nccord both in the understand­
ing of the problem that confronts 
us and in the opinion as to the best 
methods for its solution" was reach­
ed, and of "playing hookey" to catch 
a flounder and a halibut in the wat­
ers off Juneau, Alaska.

But throughout the speech ran the 
thread of determination that the 
defenses of the United States and 
of all the Americas must be so 
strong in the future that no would- 
be aggressor dare attempt to disturb 
the peace of the continent from the 
Antarctic to the Arctic Circle.

At Hawaii, the President noted the 
rise of an island outpost to a major 
war base. He outlined the struggle 
for the Aleutians. Invaded early in 
the war by the Japs, and the build­
ing of the bases there, adjacent to 
the shortest (great circle) route 
from Puget Sound to the Orient.

"From tlie point of view of na­
tional defense,” he said, “ it is essen­
tial that our control of this route 
(the great circle) shall be undis­
puted. Everybody in Siberia and 
China knows that we have no am­
bition to acquire land on the con­
tinent of Asia. We as a people are 
utterly opposed to aggression or 
sneay attacks—but we as a people 
are insistent that other nations 
must not under any circumstances 
through the foreseeable future com­
mit such attacks against the United 
States. Therefore, it is essential that 
we be fullv prepared to prevent 
them for all time to come. The word 
and the honor of Japan cannot be 
trusted, x x x

■“ It is is an unfortunate fact that 
other nations cannot trust Japan, 
it is an unfortunate fact that years 
must pass before we can trust Ja­
pan and before we can classify Ja­
pan as a member of the society of 
nations which seek permanent peace 
and whose word we can take."

'Big Inch' Begins 
Second Year of Use

WASHINGTON, Aug. 14—(45— 
The world’s biggest oil pipeline, a 
$95,000.000 project of 1.363 miles 
from Longview. Texas to the New 
York-Philadelphia area, begins its 
second year of operations today, Pe­
troleum Administrator Harold L 
Ickes announced.

A total of 86,292,000 barrels of 
crude oil have been delivered by the 
“big inch” line, which has done the 
work of 23,000 tank cars operating 
on an 18-day turnaround schedule, 
Ickes said.

MOSCOW. Aug. 14—(45—The So­
viet government, indicating resent­
ment over reports that the Red 
army had abandoned Warsaw's un­
derground army to its fate, declar­
ed yesterday the Polish government- 
in-exile in London never had at­
tempted to establish liaison with 
the Russian military command re­
garding the patriot forces.

A statement released through the 
official news agency Tass asserted 
that the exile government, said by 
the Russians to be the source of 
the reports, was responsible for 
events in Warsaw.

100,000 Germans 
Face Destruction

American, British and Canadian closed in with annihilat­
ing blows today on a bloody Normandy pocket whare up­
wards of 100,000 Germans had fought and then triad to 
run a gantlet of bombs and steel. The major design‘of 
destruction of a great portion of the German Seventh army 
appeared within Gen. Eisenhower's grasp.

An American-Conadian pincers had closed to 16 miles 
the Nazi escape hatch, flailed by bombs and artillery shells, 
south of Falaise. The U. S. First army in a lunging offen­
sive at the western end of the bulge had crashed forward 
seven to 12 miles by noon today.

Vise Closing From Boih Ends
Canadians menacing Falaise struck ahead two miles. The 

British Second army on the Canadian right flank bit deeper. 
U. S. columns which had swept wide at surprising speed in an 
outflanking drive had come 55 miles up from Le Mans, and 
surrounded Argentan, only 13 miles below Falaise.

Between these jaws Field Marshan Von Kluge's men and 
armor still raced fpr safety, torn viciously by Allied air fleets,

before the trap sprang shut. 
A dozen German divisions were 
retreating, still in generally 
orderly fashion, leaving rear 
guards for suicide stands.

Americans who reached Le 
Mans had turned away from 
Paris to form this trap. Now 
had come a "definite oppor­
tunity for a major Allied vic­
tory," the ruin of the German 
Seventh army, Eisenhower said. 
If the trap succeeds, Paris 
may fall as a by-pgxluct.

Allied air forces in Britain 
and Italy sent more than 3,500 
planes meanwhile in punish­
ing attacks on war production 
cities and other targets in 
southern France. Up to 1,500 
U. S. heavy bombers struck 

Mannheim and Ludwigshafen in Germany. -
"The victory we can now achieve is infintely greater than 

any it has so far been possible to accomplish in the west," 
Eisenhower asserted in an order of the day to land, air and 
sea arms.

Overhead the skies were filled with bombers and fighters 
taking terrific toll of Nazi armor and men fleein gon con­
gested roads in every type of vehicle. They were scoring al­
most without hindrance as Field Marshal Kluge’s legions 
were flushed from cover onto open roads.

As the German stand in the west broke down, Soviet armies 
gathered in a threatening arc before East Prussia, and Mos­
cow dispatches said the zero hour apparently was approach­
ing for the offensive into that Junkers homeland.

Farther south, other columns menaced the communications 
center of Lomzo between East Prussia and Warsaw, and 
northeast of the Polish capital they seized Mostowka, M miles 
from the city, along with more than 180 other settlements.

Cigarettes, Scarce Bere Al 
Borne, Used On Fronl lo Trade

Cigarettes in Texas are all fagged
out.

The shortage first became appar­
ent In January, but has developed 
to the point where smokers from 
the Valley to the Panhandle no 
longer ask for favorite brands. They 
merely ask hopefully for cigarettes.

There’s no relief in sight, ac­
cording to Ed Brown of Dallas. Per­
sonally. he’s hopeful for more clg- 
arttes by December but admits this 
is Just wishful thinking.

‘The further the Allies penetrate 
occupied countries, the worse off 
we'll be for cigarettes, because that’s 
what has caused our shortage,”  he 
explains. “They're being used for 
bartering.”

The main reason you can’t get 
cigarettes except once a week, when 
distributors dish them out, is be­
cause .cigarettes have gone to war.

quota at home and save the over­
head of delivering 100 miles away. 
Trucks and tires are wearing out, 
and drivers are hard to get and 
expensive, he said. The smaller cities 
are out of luck. Their shortage is 
becoming acute everywhere except 
along the Mexican border, where 
Mexican-made cigarettes may be 
bought cheaply and In any quantity.

“Natives in formerly occupied ter­
ritories have been victimized by 
worthless German and Japanese pa­
per money," said Brown, "and prefer 
to barter for material things, like 
cigarettes. Consequently, our service 
men are receiving about 5 pack­
ages of cigarettes a day, for which 
they pay a nickel each. They use 
them like money, and far easier. 
For example, in Italy they'd have 
to pay gio cash for a chicken, but 
can get It for 10 packages at cig­
arettes or fifty cents."

factories where smoking is either 
prohibited or curtailed. He said sales 
of snuff and chewing tobacco have 
gone sky-high.

"Confirmed smokers obtain their 
nicotine that way quite readily.” he
said.

Brown suggested two things which 
might help spread the available
supply.

"Whether you buy from cigar­
ette machines or over the counter, 
buy Just one package at a  time. 
Second, quit the nervous habit of 
lighting up. taking a couple at puffs 
and throwing away the cigarette. 
Don’t light up until you know you 
have time to smoke the whole cig­
arette and then smoke It down to 
the last half inch. In other words, 
don't be greedy, and don't be waste­
ful."

Another solution, of course, Is to 
quit smoking.

Peacetime use of an international 
air force with Its swift and deadly 
striking power operating at the com­
mand of a council of nations ls° con- 
sided certain to come up lor dis­
cussion at fortlmqming united na­
tions security ta fv  here.

The idea has recently been put 
forward in Russian quarters which, 
at the same time, express opposition 
to the creation of any International 
police force such as ground troops 
and naval units.

Sir Alexander Cadogan, British 
delegate to the peace talks, told a 
news conference It had been talked 
about and added that "use of force 
is one of the large subjects” on Which 
the talks will be concentrated.

Cadogean, meeting reporters at 
the British embassy yesterday, pro­
fessed frank optimism about the ac­
complishments of the conference 
opening a week from today and dis­
closed that much preliminary work 
has already been. dene.

As a  result, he made clear, British 
and the United States are In accord 
on the main outUngg ot their world 
peace organization plans and Rus­
sia and China have been kept in­
formed of the British and American 
proposals. Last week the Russians 
submitted a document presumably 
setting forth their plans but Cado- 
gan said he had not had opportunity 
to study It.

Congress would be asked to auth­
orize In advance the use of a part 
of the nation’s armed forces for em­
ployment anywhere In the world to 
suppress aggresstori and enforce 
peace any time the world organiza­
tion called on the United States for 
such forces.

The day the war ends, there'll 
be shouting In the streets. The 
day the war ends there'll be hap­
piness In every American heart. The 
day the war ends every American 
soldier cm a dozen far-flung fronts 
will turn his eyes in hope and joy 
toward home.

But none of this hope, none of 
this happiness, will be a reality 11 
ate allow peace and Inflation to 
arrive together. Every extra dollar 
we spend thoughtlessly makes peace 
a delusion. Every dollar we spend 
thoughtlessly betrays the postwar 
hopes of an American soldier. Ev­
ery dollar we spend thoughtlessly 
makes It more difficult to build 
a decent postwar world.

There Is a lot of loose change 
around now and the temptation Is 
to keep It circulating. Resist that 
Impulse. Put that extra dough Into 
W ar Bonds, into Insurance policies 
or Into the bank. You're going to 
need it later on and your country 
Is going to need the economic stab­
ility that will come about as a 
result of your self-control.

Think It over. Every dollar you 
spend on '.something which gives 
you a momentary pleasure now is 
going to hurt you later. Inflation 
Is a dreadful monster who spares no 
one. When he arrives he is uncon­
trollable.

You can prevent him from ever 
appearing on the scene by watch­
ing your dollars. Watch them for 
your sake, for the sake of our sol­
diers overseas, for the sake of the 
decent postwar world we hope to 
build.

No Easy Faith
“The old easy days are gone, and 

we are not going to weep." said Dr. 
John W  Flynn, a District Super­
intendent of Methodist churches, 
the other day.

"The future does not belong to 
those who are afraid, or who are 
held back by doubts, or who lack 
the spirit of adventure. In the days 
to come what we most need to learn 
la contained in the great words, 
•Nothing shall be Impossible to 
you.’ ”

Dt. Flynn pointed out that when 
the leaders of France ran away, that 
nation soon collapsed. But Winston 
Churchill said, ‘‘Let them come! We 
will fight!” Flynn hopes De Gaulle 
has the kind of spirit which will 
restore to Prance her character and 
strength.

“For nations, as well as people, 
the need comes for the refreshing 
of spirit which will enable them to 
stand on their own feet and be mas­
ters of themselves and controllers 
of their destiny. The spirit of man, 
If lifted by faith, will defy circum- 
stances.”

But It will be no easy faith, says 
Dr. nynn. In which most thinking 
Americans will agree with him. It 
wUl call for backbone and persis­
tence.

A  political commentator who

Personally, they are delightful 
gentlemen, but the machinery 
back of them includes some of the 
toughest and most c o r r u p t  ele­
ments in American political life.

Mr. Truman is a delightful gen­
tleman who started out as a pro­
tege of Boes Pendergast of Kansas 
City, who finally landed In the 
penitentiary. To meet him, per­
haps you wouldn’t think of him as 
a part of a city machine. But the 
realistic Kelly, Flynn, Hague, et el, 
knew exactly where they were go­
ing at the Chicago convention and 
they knew exactly why they want­
ed Mr. Truman for vice-president. 
Potentially, he Is a president, and 
Just think how nice it would be to 
have “one of the boys” in the 
White House!

G o v e r n o r  Thomas E. Dewey 
made his big reputation by smash­
ing the very same kind of ma­
chines that these amiable gentle­
men are now running. They ere 
desperately afraid of Dewey, who 
Is ruthless when he gets on the 
trail of a racket. No wonder they 
are rallying to the Roosevelt-Tru- 
man standard. N o t h i n g  would 
change the present smug and pros­
perous dty bosses into a state of 
gibbering, chortling panic as to 
have a real racket-buster In the 
White House.

Strange But True
What we fall to understand U 

that the real purpose of business 
is not make work but to reduce 
work. Strange as it may seem, 
the more business is successful In 
reducing labor—that is, In produc­
ing something in one hour In­
stead of 114, 1H, 2 or 10 hours— 
the more real jobs with good pay 
there will be.

It is not the business of business 
to create jobs. It is the business 
of business to get jobs done with 
less time and effort so that work­
ers can have time and effort to 
produce something else they want 
and need.

On the other hand, the objsctlv« 
of all labor unions and most gov­
ernments is to create work or tc 
keep a job from being done With 
less expenditure of energy.

The strange fact is that th* 
more labor unions and govern­
ments try to create work, the less 
real Jobs there are. 1-abor unions 
and government are the great 
killers of real jobs, even If they 
are trying to create good jobs.

The sole purpose of the indus­
trialist or employer is to reduce 
work; the sole purpose of good 
government Is to protect people 
In their equality of freedom and 
liberty. Only under such an ar­
rangement can there be more 
good jobs.

The error In our economic 
thinking largely comes from the 
belief that people want work. 1 
do not know of a single solitary 
person who likes to work. What 
every person wants Instead ol 
work 1j the fruits of work Peo­
ple work only to satisfy human 
wants.

The objective of all legitimate 
business is to reduce the work, the 
human effort, the sacrifice neces­
sary to satisfy a human want. Our 
record In this country shows for 
150 years before government at­
tempted to create jobs for the 
least efficient that business wa9 
able to reduce the average time 
or average cost of satisfying a 
human want by 1H per cent a 
year. Since the labor unions and 
government have interfered with 
this great record, business, of 
course, has not been able to re­
duce the cost of living or to 
furnish better jobs. Take off the 
shackles, the discriminatory laws, 
and there will ever be a constant­
ly increasing number of Jobs that 
will pay an ever better real wage.

The victories we are rolling up 
In Prance, Italy, and In the Pacific 
make glorious news But there Is 
a grim and tragic side to those vic­
tories. a grimness and tragedy that 
Is coming home to every community 
here in America.

That does not exclude Pampa. We 
are having our casualties, too. With­
in the past month there have been 
at least Are, and there will, no 
doubt, be more.

The casualties have been printed 
on the front pages of the News. It 
Is a respect that we pay to those 
who have given all they have to 
give.

Most of those blazing the way to 
Berlin, according to a recent re­
port from the Office of War In­
formation, are little more than boys, 
and the great majority of them In 
the 21-26 group—lads who have Just 
begun to live.

Foreign battlefields are remote 
until someone we knew—with whom 
we had talked, laughed, and lived 
— pays for the victory to come with 
his own life.

This has been said before— but 
we think It cannot be said too oft­
en, le t ’s make our own community 
just a little bit better, in partial 
payment for what they have paid 
and what countless others will pay.

Ana these men will still be In 
the fight As the enemy retreats 
and destroys railroads, these sup­
plies must be moved by truck. 
Trucks mean tires. And since syn­
thetic tires wear out more quickly 
than those of natural rubber, and 
are frequent casualties along with 
the trucks that they carry, there 
must be added production, and 
quickly.

The National Whirligig
COMPENSATION—Sidney Hill­

man threatens to become the most 
expensive luxury In the history of 
the United States. The C.I.O. chief­
tain, who has risen almost over­
night as a dominant figure In the 
Administration and the Democratic 
Party, did not enter politics for his 
health.

A complete tabulation of the costs 
which his activities will Impose on 
the taxpayers Is unavailable at the 
moment, but here Is only a pre­
liminary summary:

The needles trade boss is the 
sponsor of the Kilgore Reconversion 
Bill with its provision for a thlrty- 
five-dollar-a-week maximum unem­
ployment compensation payment to 
the jobless for two years after the 
war. It Is estimated that the charge 
for this sort of program Would run 
from ten to twenty billion dollars.

Even though this proposal may 
be defeated in the long run. It will 
force the Congress to pass a far 
more costly scheme than It would 
have enacted otherwise.

• * •
INFLATION—With President Phi­

lip Murray as their spokesman, the 
CJ.O.’s steel unions are demanding 
a heavy boost in pay which, if 
granted, will be retroactive to Jan­
uary 1, 1944. They also Insist that 
the present peak wages and em­
ployment totals be carried through 
1945, even through the need for this 
product declines fifty per cent.

I f  the Hillman-Murray demand Is 
granted— and If It Is not, their fol­
lowers may break their no-strike 
pledge— all the A. F. of L. units 
will request the W ar Labor Board 
for similar raises. No adding ma­
chine can compute the amount of 
money, involved in this transac­
tion. but it will soar to additional 
billions.

The outcome of this politico-eco­
nomic maneuvering may be the 
worst sort of inflation; the move­
ment may destroy the middle class 
and eventually react adversely on 
the workers themselves.

CONNECTIONS—The coup which 

two political absentees staged ¡it the 
recent convention of Connecticut 
Democrats may make it difficult for 
President Roosevelt to carry that 
and other New England states in 
November, although they have been 
listed in the fourth-term column 
by White House aides.

The two who may embarrass F. 
D. R are former Attorney General 
Homer S. Cummings and Brlen Mc­
Mahon, former assistant attorney 
general In the Cummings regime.

They have not lived in the Nut­
meg Btate since 1933, but they di­
rected a blitzkrieg which resulted 
in the nomination of young Mr. Mc­
Mahon as an an opponent of Sena­
tor John A. Danaher. The latter, 
together with his Democratic op­
posite— 8enator Francis Maloney—  
comprise the ablest team of upper 
chamber men that Connecticut has 
had at Washington for many years.

Messrs. Cummings and McMahon 
revisited the old diggings about 
three months before the election. 
They spent money freely in enter­
taining the local bosses and pros­
pective delegates. They tied up with 
the C I O. and A. F. of L. groups. 
Since quitiing the D. of J., both 
have cleaned up on the strength of 
their supposed high connections, 
and they could afford the expendi­
ture.

SCUTTLED —  Although neither 
has been known as a supporter of 
New Deal reforms— Mr. Cummings

was frequently assailed as a reac­
tionary while he was the chief law 
officer—Mr. McMahon was parad­
ed as a fair-haired boy at the White
House.

So far as is known, th* Presi­
dent did not lift a finger to aid 
the Cummlngs-McMahon blitz; he 
probably knew nothing about it. Yet 
he may suffer from the fact that 
his name was bandied about by his 
erstwhile, ambitious assistants.

At the convention Mr. McMahon 
promised to "support the President’s 
peace plan without wavering and 
without qualification” Ironically, It 
was his sponsor who, as chairman 
of the Resolutions Committee of 
the 1924 Democratic National con­
vention, scuttled Woodrow Wilson’s 
League of Nations program.

SAN JOSE, Costa Rica—«PV -G i­
gantic tropical turtles are helping 
Costa Ricans solve the problem of 
high living costs.

Three months ago two railway 
workers vacationing at the Atlantic 
port of Limon saw gigantic turtles, 
weighing 200 to 400 pounds, as 
abundant as bananas. They got a 
small loan and began shipping tur­
tles from Limon. Turtle meat be­
gan to be sold In meat markets and 
soon became an acceptable substi­
tute for beef—at nine cents per 
pound. Turtle meat sales also have 
brought down the prices of eggs and 
beef nearly 25 per cent.

Inside this trap 
Is a large force of Germans strug­
gling to escape.

The Allies are attacking furiously 
to close the mouth of their trap, 
which is only a few miles wide as 
this is written. Canadian and Brit­
ish troops are driving down from 
the bloody Caen sector while Ameri­
can armored forces are striking 
north from Argentan.

We don’t know— nobody knows—  
how many Germans there still are 
within that trap, but there may be 
100,000. They are battling fiercely to 
escape—the primitive fight of man 
for a chance to live. They’re report­
ed to be doing this grimly and me­
thodically—still exhibiting the dis­
cipline and training of what once 
was an almost perfect fighting ms 
chine.

Can they avoid panic and get 
away? 8ome certatinly will, but only 
time will tell how many. This great 
battle, or which the cul-de-sac Is 
only a part (though a very Impor­
tant one) Is one of the thrilling mo­
ments of the war. Its outcome will 
mean much to the hopes of an early 
end of the Hitlerian conflict. The

West Point. He attained the Hall 
of Fame, in the great tradition of 
the institution, on the field of com­
bat as an athlete. Here valor and 
unconquerable spirit are intrinsic 
qualities in the measurement of a 
man. Ike came from a rugged stock 
of pioneers. Fortitude, hardiness, 
and courage were bred in him.

It was in this gymnasium and 
out on the athletic field that young 
Eisenhower made his first con­
quests. In boxing, wrestling, fenc­
ing, he met his adversaries with 
«kill and prowess. And here, in 
the swimming pool, he developed 
the endurance which was to stand 
him in good stead.

The coveted “A ”  won at West 
Point wag the first decoration 
Dwight Eisenhower ever wore. 
Little did ha realize that this in 
future years would be followed by 
the highest decorations of his own 
country and the leading nations of 
the world.

Elsenhower on the football grid­
iron was “fast and furious.” As a 
halfback they dubbed him the 
"Kansas Cyclone.”

It was a grievous disappoint­
ment to Ike when a gridiron injury 
put him on the sidelines. Football 
experts said that the Arm y and 
the football world had lost "one 
of Its greatest promises.” The Kan­
sas Cyclone had been destined for 
tha football hall of fame.

His love for the game, however, 
quickly found a new outlet far 
hit enthusiasm. Ha became a cheer 
leader. Long will ha be 
bered aa he stood before the 
b l e a c h e r s  and aroused huge 
throngs te vociferous outbursts 
that echoed over hills and valleys.

To his classmates he remained al­
ways a leader, a man whose views 
and decisions on any important 
matter were to be considered 
fully, and usually to be accepted. 
His position in his class was some­
thing quite unrelated to chevrons. 
He did not need them.

For four years "Ike” maintained 
a fairly uniform academic average 
which finally graduated him at the 
top of the middle third of his dsss. 
His best showing in any subject 
was in English. Even now his 
former instructors recall his tren­
chant and frequently unorthodox 
style, a characteristic which has 
grown more pronounced with the 
years. He has never wasted words, 
nor left any doubts of the mean­
ing of what he had to say.

Except for a brief 
as a high-ranking corporal at the 
outset of his yearling year, this 
future commander of our armed 
forces in Britain was not over­
burdened with chevrons. Frankly, 
he was not Interested. Trite, in the 
final year he re-emerged as a color 
sergeant. Perfect physique and a 
bit of dash are called for In the 
proper handling of the colors at 
ceremonies. Ike had both.
