Half the force was heavy bom-
bers striking from both England
and Italy.

Other flights of tactical air-
craft returned to the Normandy
front in Fraace supporting the
American army advancing on
Coutances by bombing and straf-
ing enemy transport from Paris
to the Atlantic coast. Yesterday,
the tactical units destroyed or
damaged at least 150 Nazi tanks.

Around 1,000 Flying Fortresses
with an equal number of fighters
bombed the Luena synthetic’ oil
plants at Merseburg, for the third
time this month, and ether cen-
tral German targets. Merseburg
is on the Saale river west of Leip-
eiz and is an important rail junc-
tion. The Germans said nearby
Halle and Bessau also were at-
tacked amid great air battles.

WASHINGTON, July 28—(#)—It's
a safe bet that seats 32 and 33 in
the United States Senate won't hold
two such sharply contrasting law-
makers next year as their outwasd-

bound opponents.

Seat 32 is the official home of E.
| D. “Cotton Ed” Smith, the South
' Carolina fire-eater who never both-
ered to dissemble his distaste for
the New Deal and all its works.

Seat 33 has been occupied the
| past 12 years by Mrs. Hattie W.
Caraway, the only incumbent wom-
an senator.

The two Senate neighbors, whose
desks are separated by only a nar-
row aisle, are the latest primary
election casualties.

Shy, mild mannered Mrs. Car-
away rarely addresses the senate,
although she has missed few roll-
calls.

Smith, who next month will break
all records for continuous service in
the Senate, frequently intertains
his colleagues-—and the galleries—
with biting references to the Néw
Deal, President Roosevelt, and bu-
reaucrats — (“Why, most of them
coukdn't tell. the difference ’'tween
a corn stalk and a fishin' pole”).

Smith took the oath as senator
March 4. 1909. Cotton Ed didn't
seem very perturbed about his de-
feat; just told the folks down on
his Carolina farm that he reckoned
he'd better go out and look at the
pigs.

The twin defeat of Senators
Smith and Caraway has raised. the
1944 senate turnover rate to near-
ly 10 percent, with the general elec-
tion still more than three months
away.

As of today, it is certain that
nine of the present 96 senators
will not be back next January.

D. Worth Clark, Idaho Democrat,
fell in an earlier primary, and Rep-
ublican Rufus Holman of Oregon
likewise lost his renomination bid

Gl Dogs Turn To
Detecting Mines

WASHINGTON, July 28—(#)—
The army kas found a new use for
its dogs—they are mine detectors.
The non-metallic land mines,
which cannot be located by me-
chanical devices, are a specialty of
thejse highly trained (M-Dogp”
the army disclosed today, but
they find others, too—metallic
mines, trip-wires and booby traps.

Working on a six-foot leash, the
animals locate mine fields, lead
the way around them, or point a
safe path through them. As soon
as the dogs locate the buried or
concealed explosive devices, the
mines are removed or deactivated,
and the sleared path is marked
with tape

closed, but the special mine-lo-
cating training follows the usual
basic training given army dogs,

General of His

Lieut.-Gen. Lesley J. McNair

WASHINGTON, July 28—#)—Lt.
Gen. Lesley J. McNair, whose death
in Normandy ‘was announced yes-
terday by the War Department, is
the first general of his rank to
be killed in action in the present
war.

Lt. Gen. Frank M. Andrews, com-
mander of U. 8. army forces in
the European theater, was killed
in a plane crash in Iceland, May
23, 1943.

McNair is the fifth American
general officer to die in action in
this war, and the third to die in
France since the Allies invaded
Normandy on June 6.

The others killed in action were
Maj. Gen. Clarence L. Tinker, miss-
ing off Midway June 7, 1942, and
declared dead a year later; Bri?'
Gen. Asa M. Dunecan, missing off
the European coast November 17,
1942, and declared dead November
17, 1943; Brig. Gen. Don F. Pratt,
killed in France on D-Day, and
Brig. Gen. Nelson M. Walker, who
died July 10 of wounds received
in action in France.

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Benefit From Rains

AUSTIN, July 28—(#)—Bountiful
rains fell in the high pl , low
rolling plains and numerous North
Texas counties in the week ended
July 24, but most of the state need-
ed rains for crops.

The U. 8. Department of Agri-
culture reported the remaining por-
tions of the state would benefit from
rain except some northwest Pan-
handle counties where the wheat
harvest was still in progress and
in extreme South Texas where cot-
ton picking, feed and grain sorghum
harvests wereé under way.

The condition of livestock con-
tinued good in the Panhandle, high
plains, low rolling plains, many
North Texas counties and parts of
the trans-Pecos area but some
shrinkage of cattle had started else-
where.

AUSTIN, July 28—(#-—The exe-
cutive ofricer of the war ballot com-
mission. Col. Robert Cutler, will con-
fer with tary of State Sidney
Latham next Wednesday on admini-
stration of war balloting.

Latham reported that he has re-
celved 20 war ballots for the gen-
eral election from members of naval,
marine and amphiblous units.

Arrival of the ballots, some of
them before the Democratic party
had named presidential and vice-
presidential candidates, puzzled him
since a late directive from the war
hallot commission said war ballot-
ing would not begin before October
and then a member of the armed
forces could receive one of these
ballots—for federal office canidates
—only if he swore he had applied
for and not received a state absentee
ballot.

State ballots for absentee voting
in the general election will not be
available until 20 days before the
general election in Novmber.

Latham assumed early arrival of
the ballots from naval units might
have resulted from liberal interpre-
tation of the federal war ballot act
as applied to members of units
whose whereabouts in October might
be problematical. He recalled that
a naval officer addressing a national
conference of secretaries of state
said it might require nine months
in some instances for some units to
complete voting by the war ballot.

The war ballots which are distri-
buted to various branches of the
armed forces by the war ballot
commission do not carry names of
candidates. They are strictly write-
in ballots, the voter writing the
name of the candidates for presi-
dent, vice-president, congressman
and senators of his choice. A vote
for president is considered a vote for
the presidential electors of the party
whom the candidate represents.
