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P ort Chicago Explosion Dead Will Approximate 350
Germans Beg 
To Disagree 
With Hitler
MOSCOW, July 19—(,<P)—'The Rus­

sian press published today a state­
ment by Oen. Edmund Hofmesleter, 
captured commander of the 41st Ger­
man Tank Corps, declaring a dis­
agreement among Hitler’s generals 
over strategy on the Eastern front 
was costing a great toll of lives and 
prisoners.

The captured General's statement, 
as published in Soviet newspapers 
criticized Hitler’s insistence on hold­
ing ground and refusing to retreat 
unless bludegoned from position.

"Field Marshal Ernst Busch, com­
mander of the Central Front between 
the Pripyat marshes and Baltic 
states, the area of the most spec­
tacular RuSlan advances of 300 miles 
or more, told me Hitler forbade 
any retreat,” Gen. Hofmeister’s pub­
lished statement said, “Hitler ordered 
every inch of occupied country de­
fended. Although I considered the 
order wrong, I had to obey.

“ I  want to say the defeat in White 
Rusia is an example of the talent- 
les command of Hller. When Mar­
shals Brauchitisch, List and von 
Rundstert ahd others tried to point 
out errors, they were discharged.”

The capive general said Germany 
had no reserves to hold such a 
large teritory as Hitler is now or­
dering the army to defend.

The Soviet press further quoted the 
statement as saying young Nazi | 
Generals such as Marshal Erwin 
Romel, a field sommander in France, 
and the late Col. Gen. Eduard j 
Deltl, comander in North Finland I 
until his death recently in a plane 
action, sided with Hitler against 
the older comanders. The younger j 
generals, Hofmeister said, “have had I 
little experience in war.”

The captive said there was con- ! 
slderable antagonism between older 
and younger comanders, but that the 
veterans were keeping silent and 
carying out orders because Field 
M&rchal Gen. Wilhelm Keitel, chief 
of the high command, had announ­
ced that any criticism would be 
punished by death.

Much Wheal Is 
Still On Ground

Wheat farmers continue being 
anxious about the weather even 
after a wheat crop has been har­
vested and Gray county farmers 
-twaped an average of 20 bushels 
per acre.

Unless dry weather continues, 
some 25 per cent of the harvest 
yield around the Laketon area 
will be lost. Because of shipping 
car and elevator storage shortage, 
farmers have been forced to pile 
their grain on the ground. At 
one time 200,000 bushels lay out­
side storage bins in the Laketon 
area, it was reported here today.

Farmers are receiving $1.27 per 
bilshfeT at elevators and $1.35 loan 
price on what has been estimated 
as the second best crop in the 
history of the state. Panhandle 
crop alone is valued at $63,000,000.

According to Glen T. Hackney, 
county farm agent, the average 
yield is 20 bushels to the acre and 
more in some spots with only a 
minimum loss.

Reports from grain elevators in­
dicate insufficient labor to cope 
with the deluge of grain Before 
elevator officials can ship the 
wheat to market a definite buyer 
must be secured; special billings 
and permits stating that wheat 
has * been definitely sold and a 
statement that it may be unload­
ed. Elevator owners received re­
ports that the embargo would be 
lifted Tuesday; however, only a 
very small number of cars have 
been shipped.

Around Pampa only 20 per cent 
of wheat has been left on the 
ground, but over the country grain 
elevators are bulging from over­
loads.

A great deal of farming is to be 
done yet, according to county farm 
officials. Farmers are immediate­
ly plowing in preparation for fall 
harvest. Along with other war­
time shortages whffh the farmer 
suffers, is the lack of permanent 
farm hands and plow hands.

No One Left 
Alive To Tell 
Whai Occurred

PORT CHICAGO, Calif., July 19 
—(AV—Reconstruction© f the navy’s 
Port Chicago an.munition depot 
began today as the death toll in 
the nation’s worst wartime explo­
sion approximated 350.

All available construction work­
ers were ur^ed to report imme­
diately to thr̂  devastated area 
where the explosions of two am­
munition ships late Monday night 
shattered the munitions base and 
the town of 1,500 as well.

The blasts, two seconds apart, 
shook 14 counties and their earth­
quake-like effects were felt 80 mil­
es away.

The cause remained undetermin­
ed. Navy and Federal Bureau and 
Investigation agents were on hand 
for an investigation but the de­
vastation left little to investigate.

“There arc no c lose survivors to 
give evidence of what happened,’’ 
said Capt. N. H. Goss, who had 
jurisdiction over the depot.
Official sources gave this approxi­

mation of the known death toll: 
200 to 250 navy enlisted men; 9 naval 
officers; 70 maritime commission 
seamen; 36 members of navy armed

On the 13th consecutive day of 
air and warship attack on this

The Japs have 
been slipping troop-laden vessels, 
ammunition and fuel into the Hal- 
mahera area lately, suggesting en­
emy concern MacArthur may soon 
move against this island guarding 
the Philippines. Halmahera lies 
northwest of New Guinea, most ol 
which the Allies control.

MacArthur announced today that 
787 Japanese were killed In recent 
vain attempts to break free of the 
Allied pocket near Aitape, New Gui­
nea.

All German Lines 
Face Catastrophe

N early  2,500 U. S. warplanes seared the German  
inner fortress like a mighty blow  torch today as German  
bastions toppled on the three major land fronts of Eu­
rope.

In Northern Italy, the great seaport of Leghorn  
(L ivorno ) fe ll to American forces.

In Norm andy British forces attacking in the central 
sector captured Hottot-les-Bagues, wiping out a stub­
born barrier in that sector. The Americans erased a  
Germ an pocket north of St. Lo, made a two and one- 
half mile advance and destroyed 16 Gorman tanks 
counterattacking in the St. Lo area, supreme headquar­
ters announced.

The Germans launched heavy tank counterattacks 
against very strong British and Canadian mobile forces 
that had broken through enemy defenses south Mid 
southeast of Caen. A  front dispatch said A llied  arm or 
had driven forw ard  at least five miles, reaching Cagny  
on the road to Paris.

In coordinated attacks from  Britain and Italy, Am er­
ican heavy bombers with fighter escort smashed again  
at the Munich area and at rail yards, air fields and w ar  
plants in Southern Germany.

Reds Storming Brest-Litovsk
Moscow dispatches said that Russian forces were 

storming the outer defense* of Brest-Litovsk, gateway  
to W arsaw , and other Red army troops were,said  to 
have crossed the Curzon line into Poland proper 45 
miles to the north. At the southern end of the active 
eastern front the Russian offensive was reported sweep­
ing upon the Polish rail center of Lw ow  like a tidal 
wave.

Apparently in an attempt to divert Allied air pow er  
which blazed the way for the break-throughs on the west­
ern front, the Germans bombarded London and Southern 
England in the greatest 24-hour robot bomb attack since 
June 15.

As German military setbacks piled up, reports from  
Europe told of dissension among high German officers 
over Hitler’s strategy.

U. S. fifth army troops entered Livorno (pop. 130,- 
000), Italy’s third largest port, after forcing the Ger­
mans out in a wide pincers movement. Ancona, seaport 
on the opposite side of the peninsula, fell yesterday.

9 German Cilies Hit ii
The air offensive against Eiwtope set a record pace 

with 13 attacks on nine German cities in about 12 hours. 
Britain-based planes alone were estimated to have drop­
ped upwards of 15,000 tons of bombs on targets in France  
starting about dawn yesterday.

On five fronts— the east, west and south land offen­
sives, the aeriai war against the Reich itself, and the 
underground in France— the Germans absorbed punish­
ing blows.

On the basis of official Allied counts, at least 266 
enemy planes were destroyed yesterday on European  
fronts against a loss of around 100 craft. ~ ~ -$

The Allies mounted a major offensive on the western  
front— 1940 blitz warfare in reverse— exactly four years 
after Hitler predicted to the Reichstag that Britain would  
be destroyed.

Gen. Sir Bernard L-. Montgomery, whose forces crack­
ed the Caen defenses yesterday, estimated that 156,000 
Germans had been “ written o ff”— killed, wounded, or 
captured— so far in fhe Normandy campaign. He declar­
ed that the Allies would “ have no difficulty in defeating  
the Germans in France.”

"W e can no longer regard oursel­
ves as a sturdy, healthy nation; the 
country is ailing,’ ’ says Col. Leonard 
Rowntree, medical director of Selec­
tive Service. He brands American 
youth as “soft and Uabby,” Instead of 
*a country of rugged, virile men” 
the draft examiners expected to find.

Speaking of mental diseases, res­
ponsible for the rejection of one- 
fourth of our four million 4F's MaJ.- 
Gen. Lewis Hershey, Selective Ser­
vice chief says, “ I  cannot help feel­
ing that you are J’ ist talking of de­
mocracy when such a condition ex­
ists.”

The situation is undoubtedly seri­
ous, but these statements contain Im­
plications that are likely to mislead. 
Apparently Colonel Rowntree means, 
In his first s'atement, that we are 
like a seemingly healthy man who 
discovers through a physical check­
up that he has a lung spot or a 
tricky heart. I t ’s a nasty shock, but 
Isn’t it better to know about per­
sonal or national ailments, rather 
than be deluded until too late?

And by what comparison are our 
youths soft and flabby? Are we. as 
a nation, softer man the enemies 
we are beating in battle, flabbier 
than the enemies we are defeating 
on the product’on front? Are the 
sufferers from heart disease for 
which they ere not responsible, or 
from tuberculosis induced by over­
work and undernourishment, are the 
athletes with militarily serious de­
fects all to be lumped together In a 
contemptuous imputation of defi­
cient virility?

General Hershev reveals that 75 
per cent of the million mental re­
jectees were first thought to be 
Sound, but later showed that "their 
emotions were In such a state that 
they could not stand modern war.” 
Isn’t that rather a condemnation of 
war than of a democracy’s neglect?

Our national health can and must 
be improved. Let us go about it as 
well as we can now, and thoroughly 
when the war is over. But let’s stop 
acting like breast-beating supermen 
who regard Illness as personal weak­
ness and shame. I t  is tiresome. Illo­
gical, and unfair to too many people.

The risk was too 
great.

“Some months ago In a talk 
entitled ‘While Free Men Slept' I 
submitted to a group of lawyers 
what I had observed in Germany 
as to how in that unhappy land 
this dreadful power of govern­
ment unlimited was there un­
leashed. By every subtle means 
known to seductive demagogues it 
was laid hold upon, and when 
finally in their grasp it was used 
not only to lash the German people 
into complete submission but also 
to throw the entire world into 
conflict.

“As patriotic Americans we do 
well to ponder our present plight 
in the light of the lessons of the 
past. Those lessons are written 
large in the blood of men and 
women who yearned to be free, 
men and women vd>o in their folly 
entrusted themselves to govern­
ment unlimited.

“We are going to win this war, 
but we are naive, indeed, if we 
think that will mark an end to 
our perils. It can be that in the 
winning we shall lose the most 
precious heritage a people ever 
knew. To paraphrase a scriptural 
passage, what s h a l l  it profit a 
nation, if it shall gain the whole 
world and lose its own soul? 
American can lose her soul. She 
will lose her very soul when gov­
ernment unlimited is set up in 
the land.”

Pity the poor radio newscaster. 
From all accounts, the British and 
Americans In Nonaandy are having 
a rather terrible time with the 
French language. The deeper they 
get Into France, the worse It will 
be. For the average American doesn’t 
know any French, and the more he 
tries to team the s^uff, the more the 
sounds don’t seem to make any 
sense.

Take, for Instance, that place In 
Normandy named “La Have du 
Puits” that has been so much in the 
fighting and the headlines lately. A 
normal American would Just natur­
ally call it “Lay Hay do Pwlts” and 
let It go at that And possibly a 
bright Frenchman might be able to 
understand. But the sober truth Is 
that the blamed place Is called some 
thing like "Lah Eye du Pwee.” Add 
there’s nothing that a novice can do 
about It except to twist his face out 
of shape and trust that somebody 
will guess what he means.

It will be much easier for the army 
and the newscasters when we get 
Into Germany, whose language Is 
more generally umerstood by Ameri­
cans, and more easily learned.

Immediate medical 
care checks tbe crippling and dis­
abling effects of the disease.

A final pointer Is—do not be a- 
frald, or let the child be afraid. The 
illness may be only a trifling upset. 
But call the doctor anyhow.

York representatives of .the Euro­
pean underground disclose that the 
patriots of the various countries are 
ganging up nn the Nazis. A decided 
swing toward international union has 
lately developed among resistance 
groupaj>

A t first partisans were simply na­
tionalistic. Now continental coopera­
tion Is both spontaneous and organ­
ized.

Sumner Welle* recently called the 
situation abroad “a people’s revo­
lution.” The latest information from 
overseas shows how the uprising has 
spread beyond state boundaries and 
has been fused Into an instrument 
which not only is dangerous to the 
Axis but may also have a profound 
effect upon peace settlements. A 
spiritual "Uhited States of Europe” 
is being formed.

MAQUIS—Not so long ago officials 
of the American State Department 
and Whitehall were mistrustful of 
the groups that had surged up from 
the bottom. London, especially, fear- 
eda narchy would result. Many au­
thorities here were alarmed lest 
Communism foUow In the wake of 
popular outbursts.

But no single polititcal group 
dominates the scene today. It  Is true 
that Communistic cells have been 
very active In fomenting revolt a- 
galnst the usurpers but believers In 
other Ideologies have had fully as 
Important a part in thwarting the 
Brownshlrts.

A common grievance has united 
the Socialists. Popular Democrats, 
Republican Federatlonists, C om - 
munlsts. Radical-Socialists, Catholic 
Center Parties. La norites and simi­
lar factions—taf«£d by different la­
bels in different lands—Into the nu­
cleus of a European brotherhood.

Naval Flier Killed 
In Oklahoma Crash
NOBLE, Okla., July 19— t/P) — 

Lieut. (Jg> James Mitchell, 25- 
year-old naval flight Instructor at 
the Norman naval air station, was 
killed In a crash at an outlying 
auxiliary airfield south of here 
Monday.

Mitchell, the son or Mrs. Mabel 
Mitchell of Denver, came to the 
Norman naval base In February, 
1943, from Corpus Christl, Texas.

GUERRILLAS—Belgian headquar­
ters In New York this week receiv­
ed a report that the Gestapo had 
raided a cleverly camouflaged log 
cabin In the Forest of Ardennes and 
had captured some French and Rus­
sians. The haven w as one of a count­
less number or hideouts by means of 
which Allied escaped prisoners and 
refugees are passed along from Nor­
way to the Spanish and Turkish 
borders.

Even the Tollsh govemment-in- 
exile radioed order to Its partisans 
to assist the Red Army as It advan­
ces Into Poland.

PROSPERITY—Thanks to favor­
able weather, a bumper wheat crop 
Is expected to roll a billion dollars 
Into farmers’ pockets this year.

I have one daughter married to 
a man of science, sense, virtue and 
competence; In whom Indeed I have 
nothing more to wish. They live 
with me. I f  the other (Maria) shall 
be as fortunate, in due process of 
time I  shall Imagine myself as bless­
ed as the most blessed of the patri­
archs.” ♦ • •
JEFFERSON TO WASHINGTON 
From a letter to 
President Washington;

Pec. 31. 17*3.
“Having had the honor of com­

municating to you . . my purpose
of retiring from the office of Sec­
retary of State » t  the end of the 
month of September, you were 
pleased, for particular reasons, to 
wish its postponement to the close 
of the year.

The powerful Allied offensive in 
Normany may be the beginning of 
our major effort to break out of the 
Peninsula onto the open road to 
Paris. The British and Canadians 
have achieved a notable gain by 
smashing the Nazi defenses In the 
strategic Caen sector—gateway to 
the hinterland. And the Americans 
have added another fine contribution 
by the capture o f 3t. Lo at the other 
end of the flaming battle line.

Again air power has blazed the 
way. The Normandy offensive was 
preceded by a tei rifle aerial bom­
bardment by more than 2,000 war-

{'lanes. Significant indeed la the 
act th a t■ there was no opposition 

from German planes.
Over on the Russian front the Red 

armies have swelled their already 
furious offensive to a scale which is 
likely to precipitate the grand crisis 
of the Russo-German war.

A  new drive launched by the Rus­
sians in southeastern Poland, in the 
Lwow sector, liis  set the entire long 
front to rocking clear up to the 
Baltic states.

This is the grimly precarious posi­
tion of Hitler's armies. But we 
shouldn't mistake this danger of 
disaster as the actuality of defeat. 
The Germans are expected to offer 
fierce resistance, for they axe de­
fending the shields to the Reich it­
self.

We have given the enemy forces 
«  tremendous pounding and we 
know from prisoners what great 
losses they have suffered. We have 
enlarged and extended our lodge­
ment area and In that area we 
are very firm and secure.—General 
Montgomery, Invasion commander.

There Is unfortunately an 
sclous decline In Interest on the part 
of a surprising number of citizens
not only In this war and the awful­
ness of the issues, but In planning 
for the future as well.—Secretary 
of State Cordell Hull.

But the enormities of the times In 
which I have lived have forced me 
to take a part in resisting them, 
and to commit myself on the boist­
erous ocean of political passions. I  
thank God for the opportunity of 
retiring from them without cen­
sure, and carrying with me the 
most consoling probf o f public ap­
probation. I  leave everything In 
the hands of men so able to take 
rare of them that W W* are de­
clined to meet misfortune» it will 
be becaone no human wisdom could
avert them.'

guard crews; 5 coast guardsmen; 3 
civilian railroad workers.

Additional deaths were quite pos­
sible. An exact count of the dead 
was difficult because the explosions 
were so terrific they killed without 
leaving a trace of identification, 
Only four bodies had been recovered 
last night.

Most of rhe navy enlisted men were 
killed while loading the ammuni­
tion ships. Many seamen and mem­
bers of the navy gun crews died 
aboard the /essels. Others were kill­
ed or Injured when the barracks, a 
mile away, was shattered.

Twisted hulls of the two freigh­
ters, the new 10.000-ton Quinaull 
Victory and the 7,500-ton Liberty 
ship E. A. Bryan, protruded today 
from the channel offshore from the 
tom dock area which gave the ap­
pearance, as a war correspondent put 
lt, of Tarawa Island In the Marshalls 
after an American naval shelling.

The ships were loading ammuni­
tion when they were blown to bits. 
Jagged hot steel flew over a wide 
area. One piece weighing 300 to 300 
pounds was found two miles away. 
An anchor landed a half mile from 
Its ship. Ammunition, some explod­
ing, scattered wildly.

Hardly a person at the base and 
att he nearby town of Port Chicago 
escaped Injury of some nature. Hun­
dreds were treated for fractures and 
bad cuts from fly Inc glass, which was 
everywhere.

The town, Its lights extinguished 
and its water supply disrupted, was 
a horrible scene of pain and bewil­
derment unttl the military and re­
lief agencies came in and restored 
a semblance of order by daylight.

esldent,”  he was not a candidate. 
Previously he nad been one of the 
leading contenders for a nomina­
tion which Wallace Is campaigning 
for personally.

The president’s reported listing 
of Truman, who has the support 
of the 32-vote Missouri delegation, 
gave swift impetus to a drive by 
his friends to make him the lead­
ing contender against Wallace. 
Byrnes was said to have promised 
Truman his support.

There has been little apparent 
activity for Douglas and his friends 
have said he probably would be 
reluctant to accept a second place 
nomination.

Truman, who conferred during 
the morning with Byrnes, told re­
porters he had not changed his 
stand that he was not a candi­
date and did not want the nom­
ination.

Another rival for Wallace's job. 
Senate Majority Leader Alben W. 
jlaildey of ■Kentucky, remained 
silent but was huddling with la­
bor, big city organizations and 
New England spokesmen.

The destination of Truman and 
Douglas a sthe president’s second 
and third choices was regarded 
by mo6t delegates as putting Wal­
lace under a disadvantage, since 
lt likely would concentrate the 
opposition to him.

There were indications, however, 
that the vice president would re­
main In the race to the end. With 
strong labor backing, he was re­
ported to have picked up some del­
egate strength over night. His 
friends said he will have a min­
imum of 250 of 1,176 votes. A  to­
tal of 589 Is needed to nominate.

Originally, Mr. Roosevelt declar­
ed for a free and open convention 
insofar as the vice presidential 
nomination is concerned—although, 
of course, his own nomination has 
been foregone since he announced 
his availability.

The reference of Byrnes to hav­
ing bowed out “ in deference” to 
the president but an entirely dif­
ferent complexion on the possible 
convention outcome as early ar­
rivals began trickling into huge 
Chicago Stadium for the opening 
session.
, Jake ' More, Iowa State Demo­
cratic chairman, said the Byrnes 
announcement and other develop­
ments coining through the day 
"will clinch renomination for Wal­
lace.”

“ I t ’s going to help Wallace,” he 
commented on the Byrnes letter.

“They're going to threw those 
votes to Truman, however.

'Flying'Swede 
Cnb'DownTime 
On the Mile Run

STOCKHOLM. July 19—(/P>—Arne 
Andersson, the flying Swedish school 
teacher, ran a world record mile of 
4:01.6 yesterday, an indication that 
the elusive four-minute mile is Just 
around the corner.

In  clipping a full second off the 
world standard of 4:02.6 that he 
set a year ago July 1, Andersson 
beat his more famous countryman. 
Gunder Haegg, by two meters. 
Haegg was timed in 4:02, his fastest 
speed for the distance.

I t  was the fourth world record 
that the Swedish runners have 
broken within the last month. On 
June 25 Haegg set a new standard 
of 8:46.4 for the two-mlle and on 
July 7 sped the 1,500-meters In 
the record time of 3.43. A  few days 
later Andersson, who used to be 
known as Haegg’s shadow because 
he always ran second to Gunder, 
hung up a mark of 2.56.6 for the 
three-quarters mile.

Andersson’s 4:01.6 mile was the 
latest development in the running 
of the event that has become a 
monopoly for him and Haegg. They 
have shatered the mark four times 
In the last two years, cutting near­
ly five seconds o ff the 4:06.4 turned 
in by Sidney Wooderson, of Eng­
land, In 11937.

“ I  cannot Imagine anyone running 
the mile in four minutes or less 
during this or the next few years,” 
Andersson declared a year ago aft­
er his 1:02.6 feat. However, If he 
can shave a full second o ff the rec­
ord in one year's time the four- 
minute mile may soon become a 
reality.

When a number of yolks are wait­
ing to be used, make a soft custard 
or a cooked salad dressing, using 2 
or 3 yolks In place of each whole egg 
called for In the recipe. Or If gold 
cake is a family favorite, here’s a 
good way to put 3 or 4 egg yolks to 
good use: Blend 1/2 cup fat and 1 
teaspoon orange rind or vanilla. 
Gradually add l cup sugar, creaming 
well after eacn addition. Add 3 or 4 
egg yolks and beat well. Sift togeth­
er 2 cups of sifted cake flour, 2 
teaspoons baking powder, and 1/4 
teaspoon salt. Add alternately with 
3/4 cup milk or orange Juice to 
creamed mixture, beginning and 
ending with dry ingredients. Pour 
into greased loaf pan about 9 inch­
es square. Bake In a modreate oven 
(350 degrees P.) 40 to 45 minutes.

Kerr Is Staunch 
Backer of FDR
Bv NEA Service

OKLAHOMA CITY, July lft-For 
their keynoter the Democrats have 
selected a rising politician who pos­
sesses at least three unusual claims 
to distinction.

Robert Samuel Kerr Is the first 
native-born governor Oklahoma ever 
had. Also—ppd this Is becoming 
very rare—he was bom Uterally In a 
log cabin, on September 11, 1896. 
His birthplace was 60 miles—three 
days by Wagon—from the nearest 
railroad station.

Bob Kerr Is a big man In more 
ways than one. He Is huge physi­
cally. six feet three inches tall— 
which is an inch shorter than his 
17-year-old son Bob, Jr., and an inch 
taUer than his 15-year-old son 
Breene—and weighs 245 pounds.

He is big as a sell-made business 
man, head of his own $5,000,000 
Kerlyn Oil Co., one of the most 
substantial of the smaUer Independ­
ents. The company’s majar busihess 
is driUlng wells for other operators 
in Kansas. Oklahoma. Texas, Arkan­
sas, Louisiana, Montana. Wyoming 
and Colorado. In addlton, Kerr's 
firm annually sells about $1,000,000 
worth of Its own oil.

And he is big politically, up to 
now highly usccessful in his own 
state and bosted by his admirers 
as a man who will leave his Imprint 
on national Democratic politices. 
There are those who think that he 
would make an excellent running 
mate this year for President Roose 
velt. ,,
BORN IN  LOG CABIN

Bob's father, Sam Kerr, took his 
wife and infant daughter Lois from 
Texas to Indiah Territory In a cov­
ered wagon, lived that first winter In 
a tent, and then built the 14-foot 
square log cabin in which Bob was 
born. The cabin still stands and is 
occupied. , ,

The elder Kerr was farmer apd 
rancher, taught rural school, kept 
a st ore and was a cotton buyer. 
Bob helped his father and went to

W. Marland
as governor. In 1938 he was giver
much credit for the election of Leor 
0. Phillips as governor. He brokt 
with Phillips In 1940, when Kerr be­
came Oklahoma's most ardente ac- 
tlv, Third Termer while Phillips op­
posed Mr. Roosevelt's re-election 
lgorously._
As newly-made national commit­

teeman, Kerr led the successful New 
Deal drive In his state in 1940; and 
in*1942, successfully bucking an antl- 
Democratlc tide that sent the Wlll- 
kie-Democrat, E. H. Moore, to the U. 
3. Senate as a Republican, Kerr was 
elected governor.

Out of many ancedotes told about 
Bob Kerr, perhaps the one concern­
ing his courtship most nearly epito­
mizes his character and 'methods. 
In the summer of 1925 he noticed a 
tall blonde visitor on an Ada tennis 
court. He wangled an invitation 
ind obtained a date for horseback 
riding. That led to a tennis date, 
which In turn led to a proposal date. 
On this third encounter, Bob In­
formed Grayce Brene that they were 
going to be married, and she could 
.elect the date if she had any 
choice. Miss Breene kept him de­
manding for a few weeks, but they 
were married the day after that 
Christmas.
PROSPERS IN BUSINESS

When he first left the army, yotmg 
Kerr went Into the produce business. 
Burned out, he studied and prac-

tlced law. Soon after he was mar­
led, he formed a partnership with 
i brother-in-law in the oil well 
Irllling business. They, worked In 
he fabulously rich Oklahoma City 
leld. where ulmo6t any hole In Ulte 
¡round spouted oil, and by taking 
jart of their drilling fees in the form 
if equities In the wells, they shared 
In that wealth.

Prom this grew the prosperity Of 
the Kerlyn Oil company, and l » b  
Kerr's position as a leader In the 
industry. Prom 18?S until he ran for 
governor, he was president of the 
Kansas-Oklahoma division of the 
Mid-Continent Oil & Gas Associa­
tion.

Kerr Is a Baptist, a prohlbltlo list,
an ardent Red Cross, Y. M. C A  
and civic worker. Besides the two 
older boys, the Ker children include 
Kay, 13, anc\ Bill, fl.
