WASHINGTON, Oct. 2 — '/»') -  
Donald M, Nelson appears due for 
adoption into President Roosevelt's 
family of personal aides and emis­
saries*, charged with helping restore 
ravaged economics of other coun­
tries and enlisting them as cus­
tomers for American goods

Mr. Roosevelt's let tor accepting 
Nelson's resignation as war produc­
tion board chairman and asking him 
to take a new position described llie 
forthcoming assignment as a "high 
post of major importance" in pav­
ing the way for "postwar economic 
cooperation with other nations."

It  is generally believed that the 
President intends for Nelson to work 
on his own. outside the framework 

) af existing agencies dealing with 
foreign trade—the state and com­
merce departments and thé foreign 
economic administration

In view of this belief, most of the 
week-end speculation r e v o l v e d  
around these alternatives: first, that 
Nelson might head a new govern­
ment agency—a" guess that Nelson 
did not confirm for reporters; sec­
ond, and more likely, that the for­
mer WPB chairman with a small 
staff and perhaps a new title would 
merely expand his present role as 
Mr. Roosevelt's special envoy and 
counsellor on matters of overseas 
trade and economic rehabilitation.
' Patching up the tattered Chinese 

war effort was the primary aim of 
Nelson's recent Journey to Chung­
king. However, he is known to have 
ambitious plans for the industrial 
exploitation of China's vast labor 
resources after the war through the 
purchase of American machinery 
and capital equipment

Associates of the former Soars 
Roebuck vice president have sug­
gested that Mr Roosevelt plans to 
use Nelson's merchandising rxperi-. 
ence on a major scale Nelson's lead­
ership in the world-beating war pro­
duction job of American industry 
would give him tremendous prestige 
as a representative of American 
business.

Polish Premier 
Is Attacked by 
Moscow Group

LONDON, Oct. 2—OP)—Hopes of 
an early settlement of the Polish 
controversy faded today in the wake 
of a bitter new attack upon Premier 
Stanislaw Mikajczyk’s exile govern­
ment in Loudon by the rival Soviet- 
sponsored national committee of 
liberation in Moscow.

Young War Brides Insure Marriage Success With 
War-Time Housekeeping Courses in Afternoon

NEW YORK—Pessimistic parents 
worried about war marriages should
Visit, any-mprnlng, afternoon or eve­
ning tin? Y. W. C. A. here, where 
brides and brides-to-be nre up to 
their ears in wartime housekeeping 
courses.

Girls 18 years old and up are seri­
ously pursuing concentrated courses 
in homcmaking for the knowledge 
that they want and haven't found 
at home or in school. They tackle 
tough recipes u they can't get enough 
cookery» and despite the uneasiness 
of instructors,, come out of the 
kitchens holding up successful souf­
fles and Hollondalse sauces.

They enroll for gtamorless laun­
dry courses. They learn how to 
scour sinks and clean stoves; mend 
sheets; repair bedding; convert old 
clothes into smart new dresses and 
chic hats out of practically nothing. 
They learn to shop on a ration quota 
and to plan a budget on a private's 
or a lieutenant's pay—and make it 
work

These girls arc making excursions

Shop on ration quotas

under Y. W. C. A. supervision to 
maternity centers, where they arc 
learning infant-tending arui child 
care. They go so far as to plan a 
layette—but realistically they realize 
they must wait to sec where the 
baby is to be born and what Its 
needs might be under a wholly un­
expected set of circumstances.

"This practical point of view,” 
says Mrs. Julia Elsen.. director of 
:‘Y ” courses, “ is typical of this gen­
eration, which thinks independently, 
faces facts realistically, and which— 
I believe—can solve its own prob­
lems.”

The girls trudge to testing labora­
tories to learn facts about food, 
fabrics and household products that 
they think they should know as 
future consumers. With baskets over 
their arms and stamp books In their 
hands—many have never heretofore 
been allowed to handle them—they 
go to meat markets and grocery 
stores to learn how to shop on ra­
tion quotas and how. by consulting 
previously planned menus, to make 
last-mlrjUte switches to alternate 
foods.
, Because some of these girls come 
from homes wrecked by divorces, 
they delve as extracurricular activi­
ties into studies on family relations 
and quite often ask their Instructors 
to set them sralght on quesions con­
cerning religious and racial differ­
ences that might threaten the secur­
ity of their marriages or the mar­
riages they plan.

The gloomy view of war marriages 
taken by parents, according to Mrs. 
Elsen, explains the barrier that so 
often exists between the older and 
the younger generation. It explains 
why so many Intimate questions afe 
asked "Y ” instructors which should 
be popped only to mothers.

But because forthright young 
women ask direct questions and

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Learn infant-tending

won't take ••no” for an answer, the 
" Y ” has had to inaugurate a method 
of sparing blushes on both sides, 
especially when there is a S64 ques­
tion such as "Will my having a baby 
spoil my deferred honeymoon?” The 
”Y " method devised is a Question 
Box, for which experts arc called in 
to give the answers.

To those viewing war marriages 
with alarm, Mis. Elsen, who sees 
over 300 girls through courses every 
four months, has this to say: "Be­
cause they were born and grew up 
between two wars and weathered a 
depression in-between, today’s young 
women are mueh closer in spirit to 
their pioneer grandmothers than 
their mothers arc. These girls show 
every sign of taking things in their 
stride—including the possibility of 
having to earn a living for their 
husbands who will have to return 
to school to finish their education 
after the war is over. Nor do these 
young women refuse to face grimmer 
facts, such as the need to take care 
of disabled husbands or bring up 
fatherless children.”

"Night Unto Night," by Philip 

Wylie (Farrar & Rinehart; $2.75).
When a “popular" writer like 

Philip Wylie goes serious, he is likely 
to go very serious Indeed, and that 
Is what has happened in the case 
of "Night Unto Night." Mr. Wylie 
has not done a “philosophical'' novel 
since he published "Finnley Wren: 
His Notions and Opinions" 10 years 
ago. I  should say that the new 
book would be as much a shock to 
people who associate Mr. Wylie with 
such books as "Fish and Tin Fish" 
as was “Finnley Wren." Possibly 
more.

The great question in such a book 
as "Night Unto Night" probably 
never occurs to the author. It Is, 
what shall the reader believe? What, 
that is, among the utterances of the 
characters is the author's own idea, 
and what is merely the filling mat­
ter. the abrasive, the mechanical 
skeleton and the detail included to 
make characters live? I'm not able 
even to guess. In "Night Unto Night,” 
nor will Mr Wylie’s readers ever be 
sure. This is because everybody, 
Irom the chief male character <who 
is threatened with epilepsy and mad­
ness) to the chief female character, 
w'hose husband has been lost at sea 
and, she believes, returns to speak to 
her—everybody talks about the cen­
tral problem but with variations. 

,And everybody talks and reasons ex­
actly as Mr. Wylie does.

The central problem is an enigma. 
It is death. Mr. Wiley sets the story 
in Florida, with throwbacks to Chi­
cago, and he is at considerable pains 
to make the setting clear and tan­
gible in the reader's mind. He goes 
much farther, because ho provides 
an integrated and neat plot that 
may be very different from his Sat­
urday Evening Post blots, but is lust 
as efficiently contrived. And then 
the final step Is taken—he puts him­
self into the cast.

Mr. Wvlie is the artist, Shawn, 
whose mind ranges over vast and 
unexplored territory while his hands 
concoct illustrations for stories in 
the -slick magazines. The parallel 
is obvious, although I don’t suppose 
Mr. Wylie acts as father confessor

Vast supplier of ammunition, medi­
cines, parachutes, rubber boats, soaps and other 
battlefield essentials must keep on going to our 
fighting men in a steady stream. These ail require 
fats to make.

2  W e must help in the rehabilitation of lib­
erated countries, such as Greece, Norway and the 
Netherlands, with medicines, machinery, etc,

3  Many factories now producing for war w ill 
turn to manufacturing the civilian goods we nerd 
so urgently. These factories will consume vast 
quantities of industrial fata.

American farmers are doing every­
thing possible to build up domestic 
production o f fats and oils. But dur­
ing the next 12 months, because o f a 
smaller hog kill and reduced yields o f 
some oil-seed crops, we expect that 
approximately a billion-and-a-lhird 
pounds less of fats will be produced.

Need Greater Than Ever

Therefore, more than ever, salvag­
ing used cooking fats is an important 
resource on which the country must 
continue to lean in order to tide us 
over.

Saving used fats is not a glamorous 
task. It takes effort. But it is one that 
only you, the American housewife, can 
perform for the country. W e a^leyou 
to continue the wonderful job'you are 
doing to help speed final Victory.

um. the poet Archibald MacLeish 
*nd the Architect Charles Magin- 
nts debate the question of what forth 
the memorials to the dead of thi war 
should take. Mr. McLeish holds for 
a “useful” monument, while Mr 
Moglnnls favors the purely com­
memorative type of structure.

Mr. McLeish suggests that most 
American communities will be faced 
With a choice between “monuments 
of a kind Which are already far too 
familiar, and structures which may, 
by their usefulness, make up in part 
their lack as works or art."

A  “ useful" memorial, Mr. Magin- 
nls insists, is a hypocritical sort of 
economy, like giving a child a pair 
o f rubbers for Christmas. He holds 
that no dedication can spiritualize 
it or make it anything more than a 
useful building. He cites "an audi­
torium in ah important city in Mas- 
sachusetts, built as a monument of 
o f the last war. (which) has twice 
Ween the scene of dog shows, to the 
considerable disturbance of the re­
verent atmosphere Intended lor it."

There wouldn't be much need for 
debate i f  a Lincoln Memorial or an 
Are de Triomphe or a Tomb of the 
tfoknown Soldier could be assured 
for each commission.

STALIN  AGAINST DEWET

(The Chicago Daily Tribune)
The soviet magazine, War and 

the Working Class, has published 
Bn article denouncing Gov. Dewey 
and his candidacy. The soviet gov­
ernment owns and runs the paper; 
the denunciation is therefore the 
official expression of the Russian 
government’s attitude. It Is, in 
effect, an instruction to Stalin’s 
followers in this country to re­
double their efforts for Mr. Roose­
velt in the CIO unions and politi­
cal action committees.

Evidently Mr. Stalin did no* 
heed the advice given him recently 
by Mr. Eric Johnston when they 
met In Mosaow. Mr. Stalin con­
tinues to meddle in American pol­
itics. By doing so he can only suc­
ceed in keeping alive the distrust 
o f his regime here.

The soviet government, in its. 
comment on the issues to be de­
cided at the election in Novem­
ber, says that the Republicans are 
Isolationists. This is an astonishing 
position for Stalin to take. He is, 
in fact, the arch-isolationist of the 
world today. No Republican, and 
least i f  all Mr. Dewey, has Inti­
mated anything but the firmest 
determination to see the war 
against Hitler to a victorious con­
clusion. When has Mr. Stalin ever 
given any one reason to believe 
that he is going to Join in Amer­
ica’s war against Japan?

Does the soviet government's 
Polish policy offer any sign of a 
willingness to compromise for the 
sake of achieving a common goal 
in Europe? Russia is going her 
own way, taking the lend-lease aid 
that we have lavished upon her, 
but making no concessions to her 
allies. Stalin was unyielding a« 
Teheran He w ill not sit at the 
same conference table with Gen. 
Chtang end he win . not do what 
he might toward bringing the 
Chinese Communists Into accord 
with the Chinese government.

Collective Bargaining Groups
Here Is a statement made by a 

very thoughtful person but which 
causes untold confusion. It is a 
statement usually made by inex­
perienced people. Since it was 
made by a person, for whom I  
have great respect I  am taking 
the trouble to answer it. I  quotei 

“ I  think a wage earner has the 
same natural right to organize and 
act in free mutual agreement with 
other wage-earners, that a capi­
talist has to do the same thing; 
that a labor union per se is pre­
cisely the same thing, as a cor­
poration. . , . General Electric has 
some 400,000 stockholders; when 
a General Electric employment 
manager offers a man a job and 
a wage, he represents those stock­
holders; he is not Bargaining in­
dividually as himself personally, 
lie is bargaining collectively. Elec­
tricians, I  believe, have the same 
natural right as stockholders to 
act collectively, through a repre­
sentative whose relation to them 
is what the employment mana­
ger's relation is to the stockhold­
ers.”
Quite Different

There is all the difference in the 
world between a corporation and 
a group of men organized for col­
lective bargaining. The difference 
is in the objectives of the orgaa- 

A corporation is nothing, 
but men combining their capital 
or tools in order to save human 
energy. They art on the same 
principle that applies when two 
men can lift a plank when work­
ing together fhat they could not 
lift if working separately. They 
must work as a unit in order to 
be more useful to themselves and 
those they serve. In order words, 
they are joifled together to create 
wealth and for no other purpose. 
They are willing to sacrifice their 
savings if they do not fulfill the 
bargain they make. They are 
willing to compete with other 
laborers.

This is not the case with a group 
of men joined together for collec- • 
tive bargaining. T h e y  ure not 
joined together to save waste or 
to create wealth. They are joined 
together when they seek a collec­
tive bargain to get a larger share 
of a fixed amount of production 
than they could get if they were 
not joined together. They will not 
agree to forfeit anything if they 
fail to fulfill their contract nor 
will they permit any member to 
agree to any forfeiture if he fails 
to do his work.

The members of a cui poralior 
cannot increase production with­
out acting as a unit. The members 
of the collective bargaining group 
can act separately and production 
would be no less. In fact, produc­
tion would be a great deal more 
if  the collective bargaining unit 
did not interfere with the wisest 
use of the energies of the indi­
vidual.

In fact, the results of collective 
bargaining groups and- corpora­
tions are exactly opposite. The 
corporation is formed to increase 
production and the collective bar­
gaining unit is formed to get a 
larger portion for that unit even 
if it reduces total production.

In other' words the corporation 
thinks of the customer and is will­
ing to compete with other pro­
ducers ahd hopes to win by being 
efficient while the unit for col­
lective bargaining as practiced 
universally throughout America, 
hopes to win by threats and mono­
poly and by taking away from 
others their natural rights, with­
out any regard whatever for the 
customers.

So it is not proper to contend 
that collective bargaining groups 
have the same right to organize 
for the purposes they universally 
attempt, as do corporations. They 
have no more right to attempt to 
put in operation collective bar­
gaining. which takes away from 
certain individuals their natural 
lights, than )hey have to organize 
In roii a grocery store or a rail­
way train. Tt. is important that 
people come to learn the true ob­
jectives and thus the true mean­
ing of collective bargaining as it 
is attempted in every case by or­
ganized labor.

Of .course organized labor that 
attempted to assist, its own mem­
bers by educating them, finding 
them better jobs and taking care 
of them in trouble without at­
tempting to set wages by collec­
tive bargaining'is desirable and to 
the general interest. But no labor 
union that I know of in the United 
States stops with this worthy mo­
tive. They invariably use this 
motive as a shield to attempt, to 
practice collective bargaining le 
fix wages for others b e s i d e s  
themselves

Ambitious returning veterans and 
others should find plenty of open­
ings in manufacturing, distributing',' 
installing and servicing the products 
of these two industries. One-half 
the nation’s dwellings are without 
central heating systems. Seven of 
every ten ranges and furnaces are 
obsolete and will require replace­
ment or modernization.

Gas_ 
and stoker experts are optimistic,' 
too.

There will be many opportunities 
ire the air conditioning field bat 
these will be fewer in number than 
in the thermal enterprises.

The chilling 
trade is thirty-eight years old but 
it hp-s been retarded by initial and 
maintenance costs, which can be re­
duced after V-E day. Its executives 
anticipate sales five times better 
than those of the best prewar year.

LOOKING AT THAT CIVIL SERVICE LIST

U. S. Civil Service commission's 
admission that it had investigated 
personal records of 10 out of the 
141 original members o i Sidney Hill­
man's national citizens’ political ac­
tion committee has started specula­
tion in Washington as to who' these 
10 men might be. The question was 
first raised by labor writer Benjamin 
Stolberg of New York, who tossed a 
political hand grenade into the air 
during a broadcast in which he de­
clared 110 out o f the 141 P. A C .  
members had b^en branded by the 
Civil Service commission as “par­
ticipants in sundry communist 
fronts.” In denying Stolberg’s 
charges, the commission makes clear 
it had found all of the 10 P. A. C. 
leaders it had investigated eligible 
for government employment, but it 
refuses to name the 10.

225,000 persons, of whom 32.980 have 
been declared ineligible for service 
in federal government. About 1,100 
or half of 1 per cent, have been de­
clared ineligible because there was 
reasonable doubt as to their loyalty 
to the United States. Of these. 500 
were found to oe pro-Nazi, piro-Fas-. 
cist or pro-Japanese, and 600 were 
pro-Communist.

The commission admits that there 
may be others on the government 
payroll today who are un-American, 
but the commission has not had the 
resources to Investigate every new 
government, employe so it has con­
centrated on key personnel In war 
agencies.

In making what It sails the Com­
munist party line test, the commls- 
sicn lias sought to determine if the 
applicant has blindly followed Com­
munist doctrine all through its vari­
ous shifts — anti-capitalistic and 
world revolutionary from 1929 to 
1935. anti-Hitler from 1935 to August. 
1839, pro-Hitler from then until 
June. 1941, and violently anti-Hitler, 
pro-war and pro-American after 
that.

"When it can be established that 
an individual lias followed this party 
line through one or more of its sig­
nificant changes,” says Arthur S. 
Flemming of the commission, “ Cicn 
wc believe such a person has no bus­
iness occupying a government posi­
tion."

TF- we are to protect ourselves
from Hitler’s system we must 

thoroughly know his technique. 
Thera cannot be the slightest 
doubt that in the period o f unrest 
and revolution following World 
War II, imitators of Hitler w ill 
spring up like toadstools all over 
the globe. His method seems al­
most a foolproof way to sufccess 
for the man who can create 
enough' uncertainty and chaos to 
make a bewildered people lose all 
sense of responsibility and initia­
tive.

Soon after the Armistice of 1918, 
Hitler went to Bavaria to rejoin 
his repiment. possibly to be de­
mobilized. His first step toward 
becoming a politician made him 
that lowest e< political tools, an 
agent provocateur.

As a spy, Hitler first went to the 
little 3ierstube where the Work­
ers’ Party met. Munich, the capi­
tal o f the beer-drinkers of the 
world, v/ith big and little saloons 
all over the city, had at least one 
political faction in every Biers- 
tubn. A ll the factions fe lt certain 
that they knew how to handle the 
problems of the day better than 
anyono in Berlin— a city to be dis­
trusted anyhow, since it was in­
habited by Prussians, whom every 
stout-hearted Bavarian hates. ,

daring officers, Cupt. Ernst Rodim, 
was in Munich.

new secret army, a Black Reichs- 
wchr.

In an army training course for 
speakers, Captain Roehm found 
Adolf Hitler. Spouting his hatred

He 
was less lucky with the Munich 
citizenry, until he worked out a 
technique of promising everything 
to everybody.

A LREAD Y H itler had developed 

what is known in German 
initiated circles as his “ als ob”  or 
“ as i f ’ formula, based on the 
theory that you must act as if  
you already had what you wanted. 
Hitler spoke to the Munich mob 
as i f  he were a great political 
leader. In 19#0, he boasted to his 
aides that he had successfully used 
this technique all his life. Then 
he ordered them to take all neces­
sary measures as i f  Germany were 
at war with the United Stated.

When H itler started out as qn 
orator, anti-Semitism was the 
fashion o f the day in Munich. 
Russian Communists, employing 
Russian Jews among their agita­
tors for their knowledge of Ger­
man, had made it possible for the 
anti-Semites to claim that all Jews 
in Germany were Communists. 
None was more deeply convinced 
than General Ludendorff, who was 
then directing the enemieg o f the 
Republic throughout Germany.

When Hitler ranted against 
“Jewish Marxists,”  his superiqrs 
decided that he would please Gen­
eral Ludendorff. They gave him 
special assignments that could be 
used to build up a future career.

Interpreting the War News

Associated Press War Analyst
September moved off the Euro­

pean war sgene this week-end leav­
ing behind it no conclusive evidence 
either way on whether struggles 
sould reach a decisive stage on any 
front, east, west or south, before 
winter set in to checkmate Russia 
and Allied hopes of a quick victory.

Botli President Roosevelt and 
Prime Minister Churchill reflected 
that in specifically refusing even to 
guess when or how German collapse 
might come. Had the Arnhem bridge 
across the Ncdcr Rhine, seized..then 
lost with heavy British "Itcfl Devil 
casualties, been held like those over 
tlie Maas and the Waal-Rhhir it is 
probable that neither man would 
have voiced his warning against 
over-optimism. «

Botli know, oi course, what Eisen­
hower is jiow preparing in the west 

d e s i r a b l e  front bedroom convienent to I Everybody, including the nazis,
--------------  -------- ----------knows that the directives under

which he is operating call for vic- 
tpry at the earliest possible moment 
to cut Allied battle losses. That suf­
ficiently dismisses the thought that 
a west front stalemate has yet been 
reached, or that the limited present 
Allied activity from Holland to the 
Swiss border is mere Jockeying for 
position for a winter sit-dqwn cam­
paign.

It is anything but that in fact. It 
requires no inside information nor 
more than a lavman's knowledge of 
the lnilitary art to be certain ttiat 
Eisenhower and his Anglo-American 
subordinates are as eager noV to 
force a decisive break-through into 
Germany before bad weather sets in 
as they were in June to force their 
way onto the continent via Nor­
mandy. Bad weather did not stop 
them then. The Arnhem disappoint­
ment, an operation that by every 
military criterion was 80 percent suc­
cessful. will not halt them now. It 
only delayed them.

Nor should it be forgotten that 
theirs is another vitally important, 
quart"!' in Europe to be heard from 
as to probable duration of the war 
there. That is Moscow. Neither Sta­
lin nor. any other accredited Soviet 
spokesman has had a recent say on 
that. Events in the east from the 
Baltic to the Danube gateways to 
the Balkans indicate -that Russian 
thought on that point will be said in 
action, not words

Anti-Aircraft War 
Material Proving 
To Be Invaluable -

Army ordnance anti-aircraft artil­
lery Is proving highly successful in 
helping to knock out what remains 
of the buttered German Luftwaffe.

Maj. Richard Crammer of Phila­
delphia. who has Just returned to 
this country from a special ordnance 
mkvIon to England and France, to­
day informed Capt. R. M. Smith, 
commanding Pantex Ordnance plant, 
Amarillo, of which Certalnteed Prod­
ucts corporation is prime contractor, 
that highly mobile anti-aircraft bat­
teries accompany American combat 
columns and render excellent pro­
tection to our ground forces.

"German air raids still have a 
nuisance value,1' he said. "During 
the month of June, for example, en­
emy air attacks on First army po­
sitions numbered 251. The number 
qf German planes participating in 
these attacks was only 362. or an 
average of less than two planes per 
raid. In July, the number of raids 
declined to 225. and the number of 
participating planes to 282.

"In  June. American anti-aircraft 
gunners destroyed or were credited 
with the probable destruction of 88 
enemy planes; in July they knocked 
32 enemy plnnes out of the sky. 
This is very creditable shooting be­
cause the Germans Invariably em­
ployed violent evasive tactics and 
came in at altitudes varying from 
20,000 feet to tree-top level. Most 
of the air attacks- were at night."

Commenting on anti-aircraft, ar­
tillery, Captajn Smijjh said, "an in­
creasingly Important role of the 
anti-aircraft artillery is reinforcing 
the field artillery. Anti-aircraft ar­
tillery has, been used against tanks 
and other armored vehicles with 
good effect for many months. On 
the Italian front, the anti-aircraft 
gun units have shown versatility 
knocking out pill boxes and strong 
points as Well as armored vehicles.’'

"Thousands of ordnance workers,” 
according to Captain Smith, "are re­
quired today to keep 37mm guns 
shooting." Nicknamed “Little Poi­
son” because of its hitting power and 
mobility, this caliber gun Is used as 
a tank and anti-tank weapon, as an 
airplane and anti-aircraft cannon. It 
Ls a fast firing, light and maneuver- 
able artillery piece. “This little 
giant," said Captain Smith, "throws 
a 2-pound projectile about the, di­
ameter of a silver dollar in an al­
most flat projectory for more than 
l.coo yards.”

Captain Smith also stated that the 
army has called for an Increased 
effort by management and labor to 
bolster lagging war production de­
liveries. Failure now to meet these 
schedules will mean delays in mili­
tary operations which may cost 
many lives and prolong the struggle 
for victory. .

"We are fighting for liberty, the 
most expensive luxury • known to 
man, and the men who win this war 
are the fighting men. I t  is our 
sacred duty to serve them no matter 
how much we have to give—no mat­
ter how much we have to labor, or 
how hard, our sacrifice cannot ap­
proach the sacrifice and suffering

Bose-Colored Glasses 
Won't Help Your Hens

WASHINGTON. Oct. 2 — (*•>— 
Utile rose-colored siieriaclee. might 
look very attractive on white leg­
horn hens, but the department of 
agriculture has advised a woman 
correspondent they aren’t really 
necessary to prevent th« chickens 
from pecking each other to death.

The lady had heard that if the 
chickens became accustomed to see­
ing red from sun-up to dark, they 
wouldn't get excited at the sight of 
blood and indulge In cannibalism.

The department said its poultry 
experts have discovered that peck­
ing fcather-plcking can be stopped 
bv Increasing the amount of salt in 
the poultry feed for two or three 
days.

Busy every minute investigating 
things like that, the department's 
research staff has developed a sheep 
without wrinkles in it* skin, a win­
terized peanut oil and a waxv corn 
described as “a whollv .satisfactory, 
substitute for tapioca."

Sheepmen used to figure a wrink­
led skin and an abundance of wool 
on the face and legs of a sheep made 
heavier and more valuable fleeces 
Matter of fact, experts from the bu­
reau of animal industry found that 
sheep with wrinkled hides were har­
der to shear and that the ones with 
long bangs got so much wool in their 
eyes they couldn’t see to eat properly 
and often wandered away from the 
flock.

Through scientific cross-breeding 
the bureau developed two smooth­
skinned. high pompadoured varie­
ties which excel in production of. 
wool, lamb and mutton.

Texas Fourth In 
Pilots Training

Texas has slipped from second to 
fourth place in number of student 
pilots training in the lower class at 
the local air base, although only 
three youths less from the Lone Star 
state are represented than in the 
upper class. Fifteen Texans are in 
the class.

The group, whose members ar­
rived from basic schools recently to 
begin their final training leading to 
officers’ bars and silver \ wings, has 
representatives from 36 states.

Leading in number of favorite sons 
training at the local air base is 
California with 34 tyro army pilots. 
Second is Illinois, with 21, and third 
is Michigan with 16.

Among the cities of which there 
are 16 represented, Chicago leads 
with eight. Second ls Los Angeles 
with seven, and third ls a tie be­
tween Detroit and Portland, each 
with four.
