Veteran marines were reported
making “completely satisfactory”
progress against ridge-entrenched
Japanese on Pelelin today in the
toughest battle of three recent is-
land invasions by Philippines-
bound American forces.

This is interpreted by the Nether-
lanids information bureau here as a
aistinet switch in the Japanese poli-
tieal strategy, the object being to
depict their departure as voluntary
when military necessity forces them
out of the Indies, and at the same
time lead the Indonesians to look
on the returning allies as aggressors.

Hitherto, the Japanese have given
what they call an “advisory” voice
in the civil affairs to the Indone-
sians but through representatives
who mostly. are appointed by the
Japanese themselves. The Dutch
interpreted this as a move to build
the Indies up into a superficially in-
dependent member of the greater
East Asia bloe.

Although the Japanese have con-
ducted mueh propaganda ballyhoo
gbout the blessings of freedom they

ik the Indies reveals a far different
picture, the Dutch say.

Language for Brevity

The strange conglomeration of
words is an example of ,language
employed in a special order at Pam-
pa army air field, especially created

to save space and time and not to
confuse people as some selective
service hoards are inclined to be-
lieve.

Here is what the order says: “The
following enlisted men, attached but
unassigned to organizations at this
station as indicated, are released
from attached and will proceed tc
Kearns, Utah, reporting to the com-
manding officer, thereat for assign-
ment and duty.”

By practical use of this method,
the army saves hall the space that
would ordinarily be taken for this
type of correspondence. This system
assures both brevity and accuracy
for which it was designed

Special orders control the destiny
of all soldiers. They brought every
man from his previous station to the
local air base. These same special
orders effect the transfer of all ser-
vicemen while they are at Pampa
field, and they will tell the full story
when these men ship out again.

These orders record all promo-
tions, assignments to duty and fin-
ally the ultimate discharge from the
army. .

At Pampa army air field the job
of translating special orders into ab-
breviated parlance 1is handled by
Staff 3gts. Russell M. Bass of Hous-
ton, Texas, and Starr L. Smith of
Texarkana, Texas. Although they
know most of the special abbrevia-
tions they use, a copy of all Army
abbreviations is kept handy. This
list includes more than 700 seperate
brevities.
