Terms Handed To 
British by ELAS  
Forces in Greece

ATHENS, Dec. 15—f/P)—■Greek in­

surgents have handed the British 
terms for ending the 13-day leftist 
revolt, the Associated Press was in­
formed by a reliable source tonight, 
with the possibility the British 
would accept them as a basis for an 
armistice.

Meanwhile, however, the Elas 
hammered British defense positions 
in central Athens with fresh bursts 
of artillery and rifle fire and at­
tacked Indian troops on the main­
land north of Patrai.

Tile Elas reply to British pro­
posals for ending the conflict was 
reported to contain three main 
points—amnesty for the rebellious 
political leaders, a national govern­
ment representing all parties and a 
regency to rule until a plebesc.'e 
decides whether the country will 
remain a monarchy or become a re­
public.

H ie reply was temporarily with­
drawn to meet British insistence 
that it be signed by Elas military 
leaders as well as the parent organi­
zation, the Earn central committee.

British Ambassador Reginald 
Lecper sent for Emanuel Sophoulis. 
Greek political leader who is be­
lieved acceptable to all parties, 
drawing speculation that negotia­
tions for a new government were 
under way.

The possibility that the archbish­
op of Athens might be named regent 
also was reported.

An American newspaper was com­

plaining editorially the other day 
that one-quarter of this year's to­
bacco crop had been allocated to 
the British Bnpire.

"Why,” It wanted to know, "should 
we turn over so much of our tobac­
co to the British when we're pinch­
ed tor it ourselves?"

A pretty good answer to that 
querulous question might be found 
in the British White Paper that was 
made public the next day, even 
though there is no tangible connect- 
Uon between our cigaret shortage 
and the document titled "Statistics 
Relating to the War Effort of the 
United Kingdom' which tells, in the 
quiet understatement of figures, the 
tragic, magniflcant storv of British 
resistance.

The White Paper reveals that war 
casualties in Britain's armed forces 
arc greater than ours even though 
Britain has only a third of our 
population. It  reveals 57.000 civilians 
killed by enemy action, and 85.000 
wounded; one out of three British 
dwellings damaged, and one out of 
30 destroyed.

Statistics tell of the mobilization 
of almost all Britain’s manpower 
and of half its womanpower. Tabu­
lations unfold a story of soaring 
taxes, poor food, worn-out cloth­
ing, complete disrepair of almost 
everything.

But there Is more to the story 
than the White Paper tells. Ameri­
can correspondents who have been 
in Prance. Belgium and Italv report 
that nowhere in these countries did 
they see the marks of strain and 
suffering that they observed in Eng­
land. |

England is tired and hungry and 
nerve-wracked. The people of its 
southern coastal towns were litcrallyl 
tn the front line for four years, un­
der unrelenting fire from planes, 
cross-channel artillery and. finally, 
robot bombs.

But Britain has endured it all 
with courage and with austerity— 
“austerity" fashions and “austerity" 
living. Nor have the English com­
plained like the Italians, who almost 
before they laid down the arms they 
bad borne against us. were finding 
fault because we did not do morel 
for them. ■

Surely wc have helped the English! 
mightily. But did they not help us 
tpo. when they alone in all the 
world fought back the conquering 
nazis? I

Somehow, in the light of all this. it| 
doesn't seem too important whether 
the British Empire will actually gct| 
a quarter of our 1944 tobacco crop 
or not. Pew Americans would think 
it a great sacrifice to offer a cigaret 
to a friend and neighbor who had 
been through a horrowing exper­
ience.

It  seen» rather ungracious that 
some of us should resent it when 
this simple, friendly gesture is per­
formed on a national scale.

Unfinished Business
The present inconclusive stop­

ping point of the Pearl Harbor in­
vestigation should not end the mat­
ter. as some have suggested. We 
accept the decision of the war and 
navy secretaries land the opinion 
of one of the principals of the in­
vestigation. Maj. Oen. Walter C. 
Short) that national security pre­
vents full disclosure of the find­
ings while the war continues.

But the public should nut accept 
anything resembling whitewash

Oen. Short and Rear Adm Hus­
band E. Kimmel are neither accus­
ed nor exonerated, as things 
stand. Secretary Stimson has con­
ceded that there were errors in 
Washington as well as Pearl Harbor 
in connection with the attack.

There is reason to believe that 
present evidence and information 
might reach a considerable differ­
ent conclusion from that contained 
in the Roberts report.

Much water has gone over the 
dam since Pearl Harbor, and the 
war Is still far from over. It might 
be easy to forget this investigation. 
But we cannot forget that some 
3000 of our army and navy men 
were killed on Dec 7, 1941. That is 
reason enough to insist on an even­
tual telling of the full and true story 
of Pearl Harbor

The National Whirligig

SURPLUS— Uncle Sam's excessive 
purchasing of semimilitary and ci­
vilian goods will create such a ter­
rific postwar surplus that it will 
make the “harness scandal" of the 
last conflict seem like a five-and- 
ten-cent transaction. The glut may 
seriously handicap the efforts of a f­
fected industries to keep their heads 
above the economic flood.

Overstocking is especially acute on 
items such as office equipment 
home furniture, uniforms, unfabri­
cated textiles etc. Since the govern­
ment paid high wartime prices for 
these things, the loss through liqui­
dation will probably run into hun­
dreds of millions of dollars.

Desks which were listed at thirty- 
five dollars will be marked down to 
five or less. Bedroom rurniture for 
fitting up various housing projects 
or service-women's barracks will 
have to be disposed of for one-third 
of the original expenditure. Worst 
feature is that most of these arti­
cles are of inferior workmanship 
and second-grade materials.

Warehouses throughout the coun­
try are stuffed from cellar to roof 
with excess supplies. In many in­
stances these will not be used, and 
are filling storage space sorely need­
ed for current operations.

In part, this state of affairs de­
rives from the necessity for obtain­
ing commodities in feverish haste 
after Pearl Harbor. But it Is due 
also to slipshod business methods 
and duplication of purchasing agen­
cies.

When a young child, look* inno­

Yet, when in later years 
he learns that war and unjust 
peace-time practices are employed 
to “ free” lands .then he becomes 
an accomplice in crime. It is im­
possible to be happy over bloody 
victories.

It is possible to be happy only 
over victories of the spirit, which 
are not won in a cowardly way. re­
fusing to discuss the injustices 
which are the roots of war. Vic­
tories of the spirit are won cour­
ageously, as Christ demonstrated. 
By His life, death, and continu­
ance, He showed that the only 
practical defense and offense con­
sist of attitudes and spiritual qual­
ities. such as the breast-plate of 
righteousness and the sword of 
love.

It may have been difficult, dur­
ing the lull in the storm of injus­
tice, which lull we called “peace.” 
to find one's way in the quest for 
the kingdom of peace. But now the 
injustices of our old selves are 
written plainly in characters of 
armaments, starved, wounded, and 
outraged. That way is plainly 
wrong, and *c we strive more ear­
nestly to see the living meaning In 
Jesus’ words and acts, which are 
also like bold writing on a black­
board or paphr.

We must build now a world in 
which young men are not asked, 
nor are even willing, to commit 
crimes abroad which we do not 
Intend tc tolerate at home. Such a 
world can be built only by the 
force of loving attitudes, by un­
armed love. Each day In our deal­
ings with each other, with white 
people, Negroes, Japanese-Ameri­

The Greek contretemps, as con­
stituting one of the moves in the 
formation of spheres of influence by 
majer European powers, continues 
t*> be Ute gravest danger of the mo­
ment—a danger which grows hourly 
41 flgtjjlng continues in Athens.

It's widely recognized In both 
hemispheres that the questions of 
political blocs and self-determina­
tion must be threshed out—and 
threshed out fast. Two world-threats 
are growing out of this situation:

1. There was been created a 
widespread fear that the Atlantic 
Charter has been challenged, or re­
pudiated in part—and this charter 
represents aims for which men are 
dying in battle.

1. There has been created a 
in Europe most certainly will create 
a potential threat to the peace or­
ganization which we hope to see es­
tablished to maintain global order, 
by force if necessary. I'll develop 
that further on.

Take first the matter of the A t­
lantic Charter. Not so long ago I 
made a trip covering twenty coun­
tries—clear through to Chungking^ 
Everywhere in the Middle and Far 
East I  found the peoples pinning 
their hopes to that charter, which 
stands for independence and nation­
al well-being.

I  believe it isn't going too far to 
say that failure of the western pow­
ers to substantiate the charter might 
easily alienate the Orient from us 
and cause the creation of a hostile 
Oriental bloc.

And what of the threat to the 
new United Nations security or­
ganization?

For one thing any bloc of nations, 
banded together under the influence 
of a major power, will represent a 
solid urit. It will act in all Inter- 
nations matters as a unit. It  will 
vote in the peace organization as a 
unit. Thus when the dominant pow­
er of a bloc casts its vote it won't 
be handing in one ballot but just 
as many as there are nations In the 
bloc.

The possible complications of such 
a situation are obvious. A major 
power which didn't have a suffi- 

' ciently large bloc of small nations 
‘ behind it might find itself voted In­

to an impossible position. There 
would be times when several blocs 
would unite against a single bloc 
and out-vote It. The United States 
doesn't believe in power blo"s. but 
suppose just for the sake of Illustra­
tion, that the other major (Towers did 
form blocs—where might our Uncle 
Sam be when It came to a vote In 
the security organization

That may seem far-fetched, but 
the League of Nations was the vic­
tim of power politics. That’s one ol 
the main causes of the league's fai­
lure.

Rochets Played Big Part D-Day
WASHINGTON. Dec. 15—(A1)— 

Rocket ships, one of the most secret 
of naval wcai>ons. played a large 
part in the shattering of German 
defenses along the Euro; 
beaches

Tills was disclosed In a navy re­
port of the use of rockets in the 
Atlantic and Pacific. It  followed 
an announcement that the undis­
closed production of rockets will be 
Increased nearly 300 per cent Im­
mediately.

November output of rockets was 
262 per cent above the June figure, 
a WPB spokesman said.

Large landing ships, designed 
orglnally to carry tanks to enemy 
beaches, were converted secretly 
last winter into rocket-firing craft, 
the navy disclosed. Moving ahead of 
the first waves of landing craft, 
they worked with battleships, cruis­
ers and destroyers in the bombard­
ment which preceded landings.

"Standing offshore and with great 
naval shells howling overhead," the 
navy reported, "the rocket craft 
blazed away time after time, leav­
ing sections of the defenses a danc­
ing floor of fire. Their action «as 
one of the most amazing sights of 
the invasion."

WLB PA Y  DECISION IS INDUSTRY-WIDE
By PETER EDSON 

Washington Correspondent
A big step toward elimination of 

differentials in wage rates paid for 
the same work in different parts of 
the country was contained In one 
section of the War Labor Board's 
decision granting wage adjustments 
to the United Steelworkers' union. 
This particular section did not get 
the full attention it deserves, for 
it really represents a major victory 
for the labor leaders who for years 
have been working against North- 
South wage differentials, though tile 
recent WLB ruling in the Big Steel 
case applies to all regional differ­
ences in wage rates.

Furthermore, it sets a precendent 
which may be applicable in the auto 
workers', packing house workers', 
textile workers' and other cases still, 
pending before the WLB.

I f  the precedent set in the steel 
workers' case is carried through, it 
may eventually mean practically 
equal pay for equal work in every 
part of the country. That gives a 
gauge to the importance of this 
part of the WLB's big steel decision.

Although the WLB denied a spe­
cific demand that geograpliicai 
wage differentials be eliminated, the 
grant of rights to bargain (or elim­
ination of intra-plant inequalities 
drives in a Mg wedge to achieve this 
very thing.
S-CENT L IM IT  FIXED

In simple language, the decision 
calls for elimination of Intra-plant 
pay inequaities by collective bar­

gaining, with any adjustments not 
to exceed an average of 5 cents an 
hour per man. It would work out 
.something like this:

Suppose that in a northern steel 
mill, the average wages are 78 cents 
an hour for unskilled labor. $1.05 
an hour for skilled. Then suppose 
that in a southern steel mill the 
average wages are 60 cents an hour 
for unskilled labor, and $1.05 an 
hour for skilled. In general, skilled 
labor In both North and 8outh are 
now paid approximately the same 
rates, the differentials being largely 
in the unskilled labor rates.

Under the WLB decision, the steel 
workers' union representatives 
would be empowered to bargain col­
lectively to raise the 60-cent rate 
up to the 78-cent rate, provided 
that the average wage rate of all 
employes In the southern mill, skill­
ed and unskilled, was not Increased 
more than 5 cents an hour.

It will probably work out that the 
full Increase can be given to the 
unskilled employes at the lower rate 
without going over the 5-cent maxi­
mum, because in moat steel mills 
today only about 10 per cent of the 
workers are unskilled.

In effect, therefore, the way has 
been paved to eliminate the North- 
Eouth wage differential as it affects 
some 25,000 or 30,000 steel workers.

PLANT COMPARISONS 
CAN BE MADE

This WLB ruling goes even be­
yond that. As a hypothetical case,

suppose that even in the North the 
average rates in Bethlehem Steel 
plants were slighty beow the aver­
age in U. S. Steel. The unions arc 
now given the green light to make 
comparisons on a company by com­
pany, plant by plant, or area-by­
area basts and open negotiations to 
raise the Bethlehem rates up to the

broke sharply in futures markets today 
with wheat at times showing losses o f 
three cents under a fh>.Ml o f selling or­
ders. Rye frequently was more than two 
cents lower and corn and oats were down 
a cent- or more.

Stop-loss orders were uncovered by the 
persistent liquidation in the wheat pit. 
The heaviest pressure was on the new 
crop months. July and September, which 
started the day as much as two cents 
lower.

Chiefly responsible for the sell-off was 
a bade report that the department o f 
agriculture would suggest a -two-price plan 
for marketing wheat intended to increase 
industrial use o f the grain and to expand 
foreign markets.

The plan, as explained by trade aourc«. 
would guarantee farmers parity p r ic «  
only for that portion o f the wheat crop 
raised on allotted acreage for d om «tir  
rood u s«, requiring them to dispose of 
the remainder in open, competitive mar­
kets; or would remove all government 
rmtrictiona on whent planting, guarantee, 
ing producers parity priem only for that 
percentage o f their crop required to sup­
ply the domestic flour market.

Amohg poets MacLelsh Is a very 
distinguished guy. but not to Sena-i 
tor Clark of Missouri. Clark says:

“I  don't think much of his poetry 
—or his prose either. I  don't think 
he's qualified to be an assistant 
secretary of state.”

i Some government people didn’t 
think much of Walt Whitman, 
cither. But he just had a small Job. 
He was a clerk in the interior de­
partment. He wrote “Leaves of 
Grass.” He was tossed ont on his 
ear for it.)

So. suspecting that any poet has 
three strikes on him in times when 
football brawnies win the girls ahd 
poets disappear in little magazines. 
I  asked MacLelsh:

“I f  you become assistant secre­
tary of state, would that be the 
highest government job a poet ever 
get in this country?"

“Oh. no.” MacLelsh said, right 
off. "John Hay who wrote the 
‘Pike County Ballads.’ you know, 
was an assistant secretary of state 
and later secretary of state."

Right now two writing men in 
top government jobs are Elmer Da­
vis, OW1 directQr who won his 
greatest fame as a radio commen­
tator. and Claude G. Bowers, histo­
rian and amoassador to Chile.

There's no sense stopping now. 
The English took pretty good care 
of some of their shining lights with 
pencil and paper. For instance:

Chaucer, Spenser. Milton. Addi­
son, Macaulay, Francis Bacon. Dis­
raeli. Philip Sidney all had good 
spots in government.

solid joint 15-mile front on the 
west bank of the Rocr river ex­
tending north from Duren and 
that bastion was shelled heavily.

The Third army penetrated 
Germany again six miles east of 
Saareguemlnes, capturing heavily 
fortiiied Habkirchen and pushing 
a mile beyond, while to the north 
heavy fighting continued in the 
area near Saarlzutern.

Russian tanka and motorized in­
fantry engaged nazi Elite forces 
in n savage battle along the Ipoly 
river north of the Danubr bend, 
a little morr than 85 miles east of 
Bratislava. Slovakian capital. Ber­
lin said the Russians attempted to 
storm Ipolysag, a half-mile north 
of the border.
The strong thrust was coordinated 

closely with Red army operations 
seeking to cut o ff the Germans In 
eastern Slovakia, and the Germans 
were said to be rushing reserves to 
meet the threat to natural defenses 
euarding the shortest Invasion route 
to Vienna, 115 miles to the west

Budapest quivered under Russian 
siege guns, and 95 miles to the 
northeast. Soviet troops drove to 
within two miles of Szendro. rich 
coal and iron center nine miles from 
the central Slovakian frontier.

Greek Premier George Papand- 
reau called three additional classes 
of militamen to the colors, bringing 
to seven the age group's called up 
by his government, as bloody civil 
strife continued in Athens. Fighters 
of the ELAS. armed wing of the 
EAM (national liberation front) con­
tinued meanwhile to filter into the 
capital, and it was uncertain wheth­
er they would attempt another as­
sault on British-defended inner 
Athens.

Eighth army Canadians in Italy 
who two davs ago crossed the La- 
mone river due west of Ravenna es­
tablished a bridgehead west of the 
steep-banked canale Daviglio and 
held it against strong opposition 
The action threatened Bagnacaval- 
io, road center 10 miles northeast of 
Faezna in the Po vallev.

Churchill said lie had no doubt 

"that the great powers. It they 
agree, can effect" the transfer of 
imputation implicit in the assign­
ment of pan of East Prussia to 
Poland. It  was here he added that 
he found “ great difficulty in dis­
cussing these matters because the 
attitude of the United States has 
not been defined with the precision 
which the British government have 
thought it wise to use."

Churchill took Poland's exiled gov­
ernment to task for what he call­
ed its delaying tactics.

As a result, he contended the 
authority of the rival, Soviet-spon­
sored. Polish national liberation 
committee will "grow and its con­
tacts with the Soviet government 
will become more intimate and 
strong."

Although suggesting Britain as a 
meeting site for the big three. 
Churchill agreed to go to "any 
place" if such a session could be 
arranged.

"There ought to be a meeting 
of the three great powers at the 
earliest moment." he said. "So far 
as I and the foreign secretary (An­
thony Eden) are concerned we will 
proceed to any place at any time 
under any conditions where we can 
meet the heads of our. two chief 
allies.

“ We should welcome above all a 
meeting in this island—a meet­
ing in Great Britain which has 
waged the war from the outset and 
risked without flinching national 
annihilation in the cause of free­
dom.”

As Churchill opened debate on 
the “ grim bare bones of the Polish 
problem." he indicated he had lit­
tle hone that the newly-reorganiz­
ed Polish exiled government In Lon­
don could reach an accord with 
Russia or with the rival Soviet- 
sponsored Polish committee o f na­
tional liberation.

The Prime Minister in effect toss­
ed overboard the newly-formed Po­
lish exiled government and demand­
ed that Poland accept Russia's west­
ern border demands in return for 
territorial compensation in Ger­
many.

"Anything like a prolonged delay 
in the settlement can only have 
the effect of increasing the divi­
sion of the Poles in Poland." he 
told the House of Commons. “ I  hope 
no time will be lost In pressing 
these discussions to n successful 
conclusion"

He implied strongly that Presi­
dent Roosevelt had ngreed to this 
solution of the Rttssian-Polisii prob­
lem.

"The TVrsIdent. is aware of ev­
erything that has passed." lie said, 
"as well as what is in the minds 
lioth of Russia and the British, x x x 
Al! I can say is that I  have received 
no formal disagreement during all 
these long months upon the way 
in which the future of Poland seems 
to be shaping itself, or is being 
shaped. No doubt, when the time 
comes, the Untted States will make 
their own pronouncement upon 
these matters.”

That must not be for­
gotten." of Poland’s loss In land in 
the east, he said flatly “this is 
a great gift they have to give to 
Russia.”

" I  cannot believe such an offer 
cculd be rejected by Poland.” he 
emphasised, adding that lt would 
have to be accompanied "by a dis­
entanglement of populations in the 
west, and the nnrth and the trans­
fer of several millions of people from 
the east, to the west and north and 
the total expulsion of the Germans.”

Standing before a tensely atten­
tive House. Churchill drew a new 
map of central Europe

“ I f  Poland gives Lvov and the 
surrounding area on the south 
known as the Curzon line—if Poland 
makes this concession and these 
lands are joined to the Ukraine, 
Poland will gain in the . north all 
of East Prussia south and west to 
Koenlgsberg, including Danzig, one 
of the most magnificent cities in 
the world, famous for centuries and 
a great gathering place for the trade 
of the Baltic, and indeed, of the 
world.”

He said that "instead of the 
threatened and artificial corridor 
built up so laboriously after the 
last war. Poland would stretch 
broadly across the Baltic along 200 
miles. The Tf >les are free so far as 
Russia and Britain are concerned 
to extend their territory at the 
expense of Germany to the west.”

Japanese bodies counted num­
bered 33,801. some 30,000 more 
drowned in the smashing of 10 
convoys trying to get into Ormoc 
on Leyte’s west coast, now In 
American hands; an estimated 
18.500 dead inside ehemy lines, and 
253 prisoners.

American dead numbered 2478 
killed, 7,976 wounded and 257 m in­
ing.

Fighting on Leyte continued vi­
cious as ever with the Americans 
registering small but consistent
gains.
