The British said Zervas charged 
that Albanians were among thr 
force threatening the EDES terri- 
tory.

. Evacuation of 3,000 ELAS prison­
ers by sea to an undisclosed desti­
nation was reported earlier by Brit­
ish headquarters while Lt. Gen. R. 
M. Scobie’s troops were mopping up 
the port of Piraeus.

British troops were reported ex­
tending the area under control in 
Southern Athens against light re­
sistance

Unloading operations at the port 
of Piraeus started again, British 
headquarters said.

Recruiting for the Papandreou 
government's new national militia 
commenced in Piraeus this morning. 
Officials said 2,000 enlistments were 
anticipated.

These developments came as a 
new assault landing was carried out 
across the main harbor on Western

Pampan’s Blood Flown To 
Guam To Save Man’s Life
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Conmittee Will Study Possible Uses lor Gases
AUSTIN, Dec. 22—(ff1)—Prospects 

were good today that a committee j 
of engineers would be named soon 
to make a study of the possibilities 
of utilizing flare gas from Texas 1 
oil wells, which is now generally j 
wasted.

Railroad Commission Chairman 
Beauford H. Jester said that several 
oil companies had responded fav- | 
orably to the suggestion for ap­
pointment of such a committee, and 
that the plan would be followed 
if  others would join in. He said he 
belieyed they would.

The development was the first 
tangible outgrowth of this week’s 
conference to study plans for con­
servation and better utilization of 
Texas natural gas resources. The 
suggestion was made at the con­
ference by William Murray of Hous­
ton, a petroleum engineer formerly 
associated with the railroad com­
mission and the petroleum admin­
istration for war.

Flare gas or casinghead gas is 
that which Is produced incidental­
ly  along with crude oil. It is burned 
or popped off simultaneously with 
such production. Murray told the 
conference that dependable figures 
on just how much of this gas is 
being wasted could lead to concrete 
plans for utilizing it.

He suggested that a committee of 
petroleum engineers study 20 given 
fields where it Is known there is 
much waste of this gas. A study 
made in 1942 showed that at least 
a billion cubic feet of casinghead 
gas was being wasted daily in Tex­
as, Murray said, but the study was 
admittedly incomplete.

No Action Taken At Inter-Racial Talk in Atlanta
ATLANTA, Ga„ Dec. 22—(At—An 

inter-racial conference, sponsored 
by the Committee of Editors and 
Writers of the South, which criticiz­
ed payment of poll taxes as a pre­
requisite for voting, had adjourned 
today without adoption of a single’ 
resolution,

“We have nothing up Our sleeves 
in calling this meeting, but 1 realize 
that attempts to discredit us are 
possible," said Chairman Mark Eth­
ridge. publisher of the Louisville 
< Ky. i Courier-Journal.

Declaring he would "much prefer" 
state rather than federal action on 
the poll tax and other restrictions, 
Ethridge said, "I am certain in my 
own mind what the verdict of the 
South will be—it will be a good ver­
dict.”

"I will be frank; our purpose i^ 
simple. Legislatures in seven of the 
eight poll tax states will meet short­
ly. and we frankly hope that this 
meeting will put useful information 
in the hands of editors and others 
who will do something about it.”

Forty-three white persons and 
eight Negroes attended the all-day 
conference of the committee, de­
scribed as an informal and unaf­
filiated group.

The wounded man. Steward’s 
Mate .1. K. Chaco, a native of 
Guam, was bayoneted in (he leg 
shortly after the Japs occupied the 
island several months ago. When 
the American swarmed ashore just 
a few months ago., he was on 
hand, still in a critical condition 
and suffering from anemia. He 
was removed to a base hospital 
for treatment.
On the bottle of blood suspended 

above his cot was a tag bearing the 
name of Seaman Berry who just 48 
hours previously had gone from his 
naval post at Tanforan. near San 
Francisco to the Red Cross blood 
center at 2415 Jones street in San 
Francisco, as a blood donor.

“I sure want to thank him," 
Chaco said to those standing at 
his beds) ’e, as the Pampan's 
blood flowed <nto his veins.

"This Is pretty good stuff, this 
blood. Isn’t it?"

Then he smiled and turned his
eyes upward toward the partially- 
emptied bottle’

Then he told thr story of how 
he had been bayoneted by the J: 
and subsequently mistreated

Mr. and Mrs. Berry are proud of 
what their son has done, although 
they don't have all the particulars. 
A graduate of Groom high school, 
he has been in the service of his 
country for the past 15 months. He 
is 19 in a recent letter lie inclosed 
a clipping of the details of the 
event as they have been related In 
this story. •

Woman Says She Only Buried Body
LOS ANGELES, Dee 22—(cT*)— 

District Attorney Fred N. Howser 
has declared that Mrs. Louise Peete 
Judson.63, who was paroled from a 
state prison after being convicted of 
slaying a man in 1920 and has now 
been booked on suspicion of murder 
in another death, has furnished him 
with a statement saying that she 
buried Mrs. Margaret Logan in a 
backyard grave but had nothing to 
do with her death.

Mrs. Logan, 60-year-old real estate 
dealer v.’ho had employed Mrs. Jud- 
son as her housekeeper, disappeared 
about, last June 1 and police discov­
ered her body in a shallow grave in 
the Logan backyard Thursday. Au­
topsy Surgeon Homer R Keyes said 
an examination disclosed that Mrs 
Logan has suffered a skull fracture 
and that a bullet had pierced the 
back of her neck.

Governor Calls On Citizens To Accept War Jobs
AUSTIN, Dec. 22 —(A>)—Because 

the nation needs 300,000 more work­
ers in vital war jobs, Gov. Coke 
R. Stevenson has appealed to Tex­
ans to act quickly upon their 
knowledge of the nation’s need.

Officials of the war manpower 
commission have told him there is 
a "desperate shortage of manpow­
er," the governor said in making 
these suggestions to Texans:

“ 1. I f  you are not now engaged 
in a war job. go to your nearest 
United States employment service 
office and ask to be referred to a 
war Job. either in your own local 
cn— Biintty, «  ..Gata&ere in the 
state or nation, where your services 
are needed.

"2. I f  you are now employed in 
war work, do not quit your war 
job under any circumstances, but 
stay with it until the job is com­
pleted. and the victory is won. Do 
not be an absentee but take your 
place at your job every working 
day that your absence is not ab­
solutely unavoidable, just as your 
fellow Texans in the fighting forces 
are giving full-time every day, and 
often 24 hours a day, to the light­
ing at the front.

”3. Observe strictly and to the 
letter the voluntary manpower con­
trols which are in effect—on a 
vountary basis as a result of 
agreements between employers and 
workers—in every Texas community. 
Do not accept employment from an 
employer, if you are a worker, un-i 
less you know that your action 
does not violate the voluntary 
WMC controls. Do not hire any­
one, if you are an employer, un­
less you are certain your action 
conforms to the regulations.

“The people of Texas have some

Eisenhower Issues Clain,s10 Superiori! Are Shot DownOrder of the Day

Field Marshal Von Rundstedt's seven-day old counter­

offensive has penetrated the American lines to a depth of 
40 miles at one point, but in the past 48 hours has lost a 
great deal of its momentum, a 21st army group headquar­
ters spokesman said today.

As the Americans appeared to have blunted the westward 
drive into Belgium and Luxembourg, Gen. Eisenhower, 
classifying the Naxi oush as a last great gamble, called upon 
his troops in an order of the day to destroy the enemy.

The main force of the enemy drive, field dispatches said, 
has been turned aside 01 slowed down, but fighting flared in 
another area 20 miles south of the city of Luxembourq last 
night

A  field report said American armored units were fighting 
to hold the Belgian town of St, Vith against a frontal assault 
by a full division of Nazi SS (Elite Guard) troops A German 
broadcast claimed capture of St Vith. Fifty-five enemy tanks 
were destroyed along the northern flank of the attack yester­
day and doughboys fighting t'nroug'n tog, snow and mud, took

a heavy toll of Germans.
JAP BAN LIFTER Meanwhile on the Eastern front,

the Berlin radio said, the Russians 
have launched a great new armor- 
supported attack on the long-dor­
mant northern sector, hurling 27 di­
visions against the Germans on a 
22-iniIe front south of Saldus (Frau- 
enburg) in Latvia, about 60 miles 
southwest of Riga.

It was disclosed in Washington to­
day that Soviet Russia had promis­
ed to meet the rising demand of 
the Allies for Red. army action 
by throwing some three army groups 
against the Germans in the east. 
This onslaught may mark the be­
ginning of Russia's fulfillment of the 
promise.

Gen. Eisenhower addressed his or­
der of the day to all members of 
the AEF.

Atlantic Charier Is Reaffirmed By Pres. Roosevelt
WASHINGTON, Dec. 22—(2*̂ — 

President Roosevelt asserted today 
he thought “ the objectives Of the 
Atlantic Charter are as valid as 
when they were announced in 1941."

He permitted direct quotation on 
; that noint during a news conference 
discussion of the rharter—which he 
said T uesday never existed as a for* 
mal document.

A reporter had remarked that
some people thought the Charter was 
losing its purposes or was slipping 
away and that he would “ like to hear 
what the President thinks.”

The President would have prefer­
red to think it over for a while, Mr, 
Roosevelt replied, but he said that 
'hrough the years certain docu­
ments had seemed to maintain a 
good deal of importance, some a f­
fecting public thinking on objec­
tives of a better world.

The objectives of the Atlantic 
Charter still stand, the President 
said, just as do objectives of docu­
ments which go back many cen­
turies.

The objectives in some instance 
have never been obtained, Mr. 
Roosevelt continued, but they still 
are good. People don’t live up to all 
the Ten Commandments and all the 
doctrines of Christianity, he went 
on, but they still are something 
pretty good to shoot at.

The President said he was not 
comparing the Charter with the Ten 
Commandments or the Christian re­
ligion. But, Mr. Roosevelt said, he 
thought the Charter would take Its 
place !n history as a major step for­
ward— iust as Wilson’s 14 points con­
stituted something we all would like 
to see attained. They, too, he. said 
were a step toward a better life In 
the world.

The shortening in 
recipes is lard—a plentiful, eco­
nomical fat which makes delicious 
cookies stay fresh longer.

Here are a few hints on packing 
the cookies. Wrap individually In 
waxed paper. Fill the box full, so 
they won’t jostle and break. Use 
strong box with plenty of outer 
wrapping. (O f course, an airtight 
metal container is best.) I f  the 
cookies have far to travel, choose 
the kinds that keep best. And by 
the way, be sure to send enough 
so GI Joe can pass them around 
and still have a few left for him 
self!

1/2 cup flour
1/2 teaspoon salt
1/4 cup lard
1/2 cup chopped nuts
2 squares chocolate.
2 eggs
1 cup sugar
1 teaspoon vanilla
Sift flour once, measure, add salt 

and sift again. Cream lard until 
soft; add warm melted chocolate 
and stir until thoroughly blended 
Beat whole eggs Until very light 
and fluffy; add sugar, a small 
amount at a time, beating after 
each addition. Add egg mixture to 
chocolate mixture; fold In flour, 
nuts and vanilla.

George Noble, regional director of 
the war production board, said that 
at a meeting at Dallas with a dele­
gation from Pampa early this week 
it was found that housing was one 
of the problems in attempting to 
increase the production of carbon 
black in the Pampa area.

This report 
said the Germans kept the initiative 
Thursday and that only on the 
flanks in Luxembourg to the south 
and on the Malmedy-Stavelot line 
had the advance been contained.

Full depth of the enemy penetra­
tion in those two countries was 
cloaked by a security news delay 
as weather continued to keep the 
Allies’ air might in virtual idleness. 
RAF heavy bombers hit Trier, Ger­
man supply funnel, yesterday, and 
attacked Bonn and Cologne on the 
Rhine during the night.

Red armv troops hammered to 
within 14 miles of the Losonc (Luc- 
enec) citadel in southern Slovakia, 
seizing Rimaszombat on the Kass- 
Losonc highway and more than 30 
other communities, while to the 
south two powerful Soviet army 
groups struck out to seal off Bud­
apest from the west. Capture of 
Rimaszombat opened a gateway to

When General de Gaulle signed 
the new Franco-Soviet treaty of 
mutual assistance and security, he 
accomplished perhaps the most bril­
liant act of hia short political care­
er. His signature did much to restore 
France to her former place among 
world powers, to take his govern­
ment out of the “provisional" class, 
and to enhance his own position and 
International prestige.

But the international importance 
o f this alliance has diverted atten­
tion from its potentially equal im­
portance within France, where it 
gives promise of continued political 
••lability and orderly recovery. *

Thus far General de Gaulle's per­
sonal strength and popularity have! 
helped to prevent the tragic civil 
disturbances that have followed lib­
eration of other occupied countries 
in Europe. But these qualities could 
not guarantee that such disturban­
ces would not occur.

Underlying the bitter feeling be­
tween patriots arid collaborationists 
In the liberated countries, there has 
been a lesser but still noticeable 
resentment by patriots toward fellow 
countrymen Who escaped the Ger­
man occupation. This has extended 
to heads and officials of government, 
even those who may have been more 
useful in the comparative safety 
of England or Africa or North 
America.

Soviet Russia saw the fruits of a 
similar resentment 20 years ago in 
the spilt between Stalin and Trotsky 
I t  wasn’t the only cause of the split, 
or even the chief one.

But men like Stalin and Molotov 
could not forget that between the 
1905 uprising and the 1917 revolu­
tion they had worked inside Russia, 
living a Ufe of suffering and con­
stant danger of imprisonment and 
Siberian exile, while Trotsky and his 
circle lived and worked abroad, and 
in comfort.

Some European patriots feel the 
stane way today. They had their 
choice and they chose not to escape 
or collaborate, but to fight the 
enemy at the risk of death and tor­
ture. Thus they feel that they have 
earned the right to the dominant 
voice In present and postwar gov­
ernment.

This feeling was particularly 
strong In pre-invasion France, even 
though It did not break out in vio­
lence. as in Belgium and Greece. 
And In France as elsewhere. Com­
munists have had a strong voice in 
these militant groups. Thev Sre not 
necessarily in the majority. and 
tlu ir motives may be spotlessly pat­
riotic. But with their noted genius 
for organization, the Cotnmunists 
are considerably in evidence

Now Oeneral de Gaulle is far 
from being a Communist, and it is 
most likely that this new treaty will 
Change his views. But the treaty 
and the atmosphere of reciprocal 
regard In which It was conducted 
should have a conciliatory effect on 
French Communists, especially those 
within the FFI.

I t  remains to be seen how this 
treaty Will affect Mr. Churchill's 
hope of strong alliances in western 
Europe. The immediate prospect, 
however, is one of benefit to France 
and to the vigorous prosecution of 
the War against Germany.

THE DE MILLE SUIT

(The Chicago Dally Tribune) Ì

Cedi B. De Mille, the motion 
picture and radio producer, has 
made a test case of the power of 
labor unions to tax and regiment 
their members for political pur­
poses. He has been granted a tern-1 
porary injunction restraining offi­
cials of the American Federation 
of Radio Artists, an AFL union, 
from Interfering with the radio 
program which he directs or from 
expelling him from the union be­
cause he refused to pay a political 
assessment of SI to the union.

Mr. De Mille's plea, in his own 
Mon-legal language, is that no or­
ganization has the right ‘to mtke 
Up a voter’s mind for him." In all 
but one respect the De Mille case 
parallels the circumstances under 
Which CIO unions tax their mem­
bers for the support of the political 
action committee and the AFL In­
ternational Ladies’ Garment Work­
ers' union imposed a similar for­
mal assessment, on its membership. 
The exception in the De Mille case 
was that the AFRA assessment was 
Hot for general political activity, 
but w a s  m a d e  specifically to 
finance opposition to a measure in 
which the union could make some 
rialm of direct interest, because of 
Its effect on union activities. This 
was a proposed amendment to the 
California state constitution which.
In the opinion of unions, forbade 
the closed shop.

The question is one which de­
mands adjudication and if Mr. De 
Mille fails to find protection under 
the laws as they now exist a sta­
tutory remedy w i l l  be required. 
There can be no quarrel over the 
right of union leaders and union 
members to engage In political ac­
tivity at individuals. That, obvi­
ously, 1« their right as citizens. The 
expediency of trade unions engag­
ing in politics as backers of a 
political p a r t y  is questionable. 
Samuel Compera maintained that 
It would eventually harm unions to 
tie them to either of the major 
political parties, and until the for­
mation of the PAC the American 
labor movement, in and out of the 
AFL, almost Invariably followed 
Gomper’s maxim o f rewarding Its 
friends and punishing Its enemies 
Rt the polls.

It is on this substructure of pow­
ers granted for economic uses that 
the PAC and kindred organizations 
undertake to regiment union mem- 
ben politically. They can and they 
have taxed members of unions to 
Mpnort candidates, parties, and  
political cause* to  which some of

should be come curtailment in 
competition. I want to quote from 
“Social Fallacies.” This is a book 
written by Frederic Bastitu which 
has been republished recently and 
which John W. Scovillc. economist 
for Chrysler Corporation said is 
“ the bible of all who believe in hu­
man liberty.’

Bastiat quotes the usual argu­
ments advocated for 'irtiling com­
petition and attempting to equal­
ize the conditions of production. 
We hear constantly that our work­
ers cannot compete with each oth­
er or with workers in other coun­
tries and that we need labor un­
ions to protect workers from com­
peting with other local workers 
and a tariff to equalize this ine­
quality in wages in other countries.

Bastiat quotes the following 
from an advocate of thus equaliz­
ing conditions: “ It has been 
thought that protection in our 
case should simply represent the 
difference which exists between 
the cost price of a commodity 
v hieh we produce and the cost 
price of the same commodity pro­
duced by our neighbors. . . .  A 
protective duty calculated on this 
basis would only ensure free com­
petition; free competition exists 
only when there is equality in the 
conditions and in the charges. In 
the case of a horse-race, we ascer­
tain the weight which each horse 
has to carry, and so equa’ ize the 
conditions; without that there 
could be no fair competition.”

Then Bastiat goes on to answer 
this argument as follows; "In this, 
as in other cases, we shall find 
protectionist tlieorists v i e w i n g  
their subject from the producer’s! 
standpoint, whilst we advocate the 
cause, of the unfortunate consum­
ers, whose interests they studiously 
keep out of sight. They institute 
a comparison between the field 
of industry and the truf. But as 
regards the latter, the race is at 
once the means and the end. The 
public feels no interest in the com­
petition beyond the competition It­
self. When you start your hortes, 
your end, youiy object, is to find 
out which is the swiftest runner, 
and I see your reason for equaliz­
ing the weights. But if your end, 
your object, were to secure the 
arrival of some important and ur­
gent news at the winning-post, 
could you, without inconsistency, 
throw obstacles in the way of any­
one who should offer you the 
best meavs of expediting your 
message ? This is what you do In 
commercial affairs. You forget the 
end, the object sought to be attain­
ed. which is material prosperity.”

This is a nice illustration of the 
errors that are bound to follow 
attempting to reason by figures of 
speech. At first thought, the idea 
that you must weight the strong­
est and fastest horse sounds like 
a rational excuse for adopting a 
tariff or having Collective bar­
gaining in order to have an equal 
race.

But as Bastiat points out, it is 
not the race that Is desired but 
the production, and tariffs instead 
of benefiting the consumer only 
harm him.

Bastiat points out in another 
part of his great book that the 
temporary benefits are concentrat­
ed in a few people, and therefore, 
are easily seen, while the higher 
cost the consumers have to pay be­
cause of the tariff are so broadly 
diffused that they are not so easily 
seen.

It is a mathematical fact, how­
ever, that all increased rewards 
must be paid by someone. Th* 
total increased price to the con­
sumers must equalize the total ad­
vantages to the protected produc­
es . Besides, the expenses of col­
lecting the protective tariff must 
be added to the price. Thus the con­
sumer has to pay much more, that 
is ,he has to devote more hours of 
labor to satisfy a human want, 
because of the tariff than he would 
if he were permitted to exchange 
his services with any person who 
would give him the most for his 
labor.

This belief in attempting to pro­
tect people from competition has 
resulted in one discriminatory law 
after another and has finally led 
the people of the United States 
into two world wars.

As Bastiat stated some 95 years 
ago when his great masterpiece 
was written, "When goods do not 
cross border lines, soldiers will.”

those members, as individuals, are 
opposed. So long as the secret bal­
lot prevails they cannot actually 
make up a voters’ mind for him, 
but they can and they have cir- 
circumscribed the r i g h t  of union 
members to engage in political 
activity.

They can and they have forced 
members of unions to participate 
in demonstrations for candidates to 
whom they are opposed as indivi­
duals. They can and they have 
punished union members for en­
gaging in political activity on be­
half of candidates to whbm the 
unions were opposed. The sanction 
by which they enforce these as­
sessments and destroy the political 
independence of union members is 
the loss of union membership, and 
with it the denial of the oppor­
tunity to earn a living.

There is only one name for this, 
and that is political slavery. That 
kind of regimentation and f r e e  
government cannot continue long 
to exist in the same c o u n t r y .  
Either the abuses will be curbed 
judicially or legislatively, or politi­
cal freedom will die in America 
and free government, as we have 
en joyed it for a century and three- 
quarters, will perish with It,

COAL.—Hitler's latest loss is a de­
cided gain for us.

At last the Saar coal basin is un­
der our guns and bombs. We captur­
ed mines in northern France be­
fore the nazis could destroy them.

This deprives Reich war industries 
of vital fuel. General Eisenhower's 
forces have more than two million 
tons which thé Supreme Command­
er would otherwise have had to im­
port—and a million tons a month 
will be available from now on. Ship­
ping space can be diverted to ur­
gently needed ammunition.

Such in brief is the situation as 
described by Louis DUpert, chief of 
the French mining mission, now un­
officially visiting the Bituminous 
Coal Institute in New York.

RU IN—Twenty-five per cent of 
Germany’s fuel resources have been 
cut off in France and the Saar—a 
tremendous blow to her synthetic 
gasoline plants and steel foundries.

So valuable were the black nuggets 
to Reich economy that when pro­
duction slumped, owing to depre­
ciated machinery, starving pit pon­
ies and exhausted laborers Russian 
war prisoners were drafted to dig. 
Now Anglo-American soldiers can 
stoke locomotives and heat barracks. 
French factories will have power 
for rebuilding salvaged tanks, trucks 
and guns.

The Allies were not so fortunate 
in the last war. The Huns held the 
Nord, Pas de Calais and Moselle 
pits, which produce the bulk of the 
output. When the Germans were 
driven out they wantonly ruined the 
mines. It took ten years to repair 
the damage. Refuges miners, who 
had enjoyed a new life, never went 
back and foreigners—mostly Poles 
—were brought in.-

SCORCHED—The resent Anglo- 
American high command realized 
that the properties would be extreme 
lv useful if taken intact. Hence 
USAAF and RAF lanes never bom­
bed them.

In fact, one of the reasons for 
choosing Normandy as the invasion 
point rather than the closer Pas de 
Calais area was that an attack di­
rectly across the Channel would 
have wrecked the coal fields.

The enemy itself delaved employ­
ing scorched earth methods; every 
possible shovelful was needed. As as­
sault was expected from the front, 
but foxy Montgomery crawled 
around the rear and freed the pits 
before the nazis knew he was at 
their backs.

It is not simple to demolish a coal 
mine, especially in France where 
diggings have been worked for years 
and innumerable galleries are inter­
laced as in an ant hill. In the 
Moselle area some shafts are six 
thousand feet deep.

The Germans did not operate the 
nfir.es themselves. Headquarters 
was at Lille where dragooned French 
managers were assigned quotas: if 
production fell off. they and the 
slave labor under them were pen­
alized.

Lonely mining towns were not 
healthy places for nazis. The aver- 
—walks through his village at night, 
age miner—in Europe and America 
his ear always on the alert for the 
sound of cracking timber that spells 
tragedy. Every stranger is watched 
suspiciously.

Word was passed to the Germans

that the French had hidden axes in 
the caverns for butchering anyone 
who attempted to destroy the prop­
erties and that desperate Maquis 
armed with dynamite lurked in the 
subterranean blackness. Not even 
hardboiled nazis had any desire to 
venture underground.

HORRIFIED—With the conni 
vance of their bosses, workers stole 
coal which they exchanged with 
farmers for vegetables and meat.

Once a month a man volunteered 
to admit his theft. His superiors 
made out a lot of papers and report­
ed that the culprit had been' fined. 
Nazi officials, noting that the docu­
ments were in order, nodded appro­
val. Outside, the managers returned 
the fine.

As punishment for production lags, 
the Germans sometimes revoked 
Sunday rests or stopped cheese or 
sausage rations. On other occasions 
thev got tough—as in Bully Grenay 
irt, Pas de Calais when they caught 
miners listening to the British ra­
dio.

They clamped a sudden curfew on 
the town. An eighteen-year-old 
youth, unaware of the decree, rode a 
bicycle. A soldier yelled at him in 
German to halt, but was not under­
stood. A bullet mortally wounded the 
boy. His mother and a French doc 
tor tried to aid him but were kept 
back by bayonets. The lad was allow­
ed to bleed to death before his hor­
rified neighbors.

“That will teach you folks to obey 
hereafter,” roared the nazi.

The great German counter-offen­
sive hasn’t yet reached its crisis but 
remains in that nervo.torturing, 
betwlxt-and-between period of un­
certainty which tries the morale of 
generals and anxious home-fronts 
alike.

German military commentators 
say the offensive has reached the 
phase which they characterize as 
the battle of materiel. That covers 
the situation fairly well. The ele­
ment of big-scale surprise is past, 
and now comes the test of resources 
—manpower, weapons, supplies. Nazi 
Marshal von Rundstedt struck with 
his full weight when he launched his 
great gamble, throwing his opponent 
off balanoe. However, the Allied 
superiority in all categories of re­
sources is increasingly making Itself 
felt, and even Berlin commentators 
are warning their public Rgainst 
over-optimism at this crucial stage.

Morale and resourcefulness of 
course will count tremendously, and 
right here I  want to read the ap­
praisal of “ that great fighter G. I. 
Joe” made by Stanley Baron, British 
war correspondent of the London 
Daily News with the American First 
army. This assay is important be­
cause it ’s the First army front that 
has been smashed by the Germans. 
“What do I  think of the Ameri­
cans?” asks Baron, and then ans­
wers:

“Out of the line they will go to 
the utmost length to convince you 
that they really are civilians under 
the khaki and that they only want 
to be civilians. Then you arrive at 
the front line and you get the other 
half of the picture, the soldier half, 
the half which fights and which, if 
need be, dies grimly, deperately, ear­
nestly, with bravery as uttery com­
plete and selfless as any man can 
show anywhere. Then you realize 
ihe two halves are not incompatible 
but in a way are symbolic of all the 
American soldier believes that he 
stands for.”

Highway Program Is

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Peter Edson's Column:U. S. AVIATION GAINS ARE UPHELD

other executive agency technical ex­
perts and delegates to the Chicago 
Civil Aviation conference have re­
turned to Washington prepared to 
aelend their work to the limit, re­
gardless of whetner criticism comes 
from Congressional or private com­
mercial aviation interests.

regulatory power to assign routes 
and detemtne rrequencles of flight. 
The U. 8. delegation view on this 
point what that international flying 
should be on an unlimited frequency 
basis, the number of schedules be­
ing determined only by tbe amount 
of traffic there Is to carry. The 
British. Idea was restrictive and 
would have resulted to a lot of tin-

economic flying. The U. S. idea was 
expansive, to prevent planes having 
to fly with empty seats or cargo 
space if passengers or freight are 
available to haul. 
“ESCALATION>«UPPORTED 

On this tóSue there arose the 
controversy over a so-called “esca­
lator clause," which would permit 
international airlines to increase 
their capacity to carry traffic as it 
was offered. The British were will­
ing to permit this to apply to traf­
fic developing at the ends of a line, 
but not to traffic developing along 
the route. The U. S. delegation, 
keeping its shirt, refused to budge 
from its position that there should 
be escalation of frequencies as traf­
fic developed at intermediate as 
well as at terminal points. This be­
came known as the fifth freedom.
. The conference was deadlocked 
on this point for two weeks and 
compromised by the decision to let 
those countries which wished to do 
so withhold their acceptance of the 
lifth freedom while accepting the 
first two. Third and fourth free­
doms. tying in with the fifth, 
would permit unloading and loading

What the United States did give up 
was the right for other nations to 
fly over Alaska and Hawaii. These 
lights were given up in exchange 
for the rights to fly over Canada 
and the United Kingdom en route 
to other countries, which rights the 
United States did not have. The

United States therefore gives up 
its rights in the Pacific in exchange 
for rights in the Atlantic. In justi­
fication of this swap it’ is held that: 
first, the bulk of the business will 
be over the Atlantic,.£o the United 
States stands to gain more than lt 
loses; second, that the logical route 
for the British in operating to Aus­
tralia is by way of Europe, the Mid­
dle Bast and India—not across 
America and the Pacific—so the 
U. s  has nothing to lose by per­
mitting the British to use the Paci­
fic route if they choose to do so, 
and couldd not prevent the British 
from flying overland to Australia 
even if Hawaiian rights had been 
withheld.
NET GAIN FOR U. S.

The net result of the Interim and 
permanent conventions proposed at 
Chicago is that the United States 
can now start to do business with 
any country that accepts the fifth- 
freedom document. With other na­
tions, It will still be able to conduct 
negotiations for bilateral agree­
ment*. which lt could have done 
rnvway, so there is no loss there 
and considerable gain.

Perhaps the best appraisal to put 
upon the achievementa at Chicago 
Is to Judge them as a temporary 
expedient which gets us going. The 
results can be measured best after 
they have been put into effect. 
There U protection In that the Unit­
ed States can cancel any single pro­
vision on six months' aatlee-or can­
cel it all on a year'* notice.

Joy to tile world! the laird is come:

I et earth receive her King.
Let every heart prepare Him room.

And Heaven und nature sing.
It was thus 1hut Isuuc Watts wrote in 

the grout hymn, that with ita reverberat­
ing tun* ANTIOCH, has been sung around 
the world with fervent exultation. It 
emphasizes the theme of our lesson, for 
its note is that of universal joy, a’nd 
the universal joy is in the coming of 
JesuK. th« King.

That universal joy was first proclaim­
ed in the carol of the angels, heard »by 
the shepherds in the field: “Behold 1 
bring you tidings of great joy. which l 
shall he to all people.” Those are universal 
words, und the angels might have added 
to all people, of every time.

Jesus brings joy because He saves from 
sin. Broken and discouraged men and 
women, who had lost heart und hope, 
Ijave found new life as they have look­
ed to him. “Joy shall be in heaven,” said 
Jesus, “over one sinner that repenteth." 
But there is joy in the soul of the sinner 
himself. Nor need we think of pin in 
terms of khihs. degrading, befouling char­
acters and actions, when we stress the 
joy of redemption. There are respectable 
sins, sins of pride, and Pharisaism, and 
intolerance, that are none the lesB sins 
against God and against mail, and hurt­

fu l to the sinner, who is often least con­
scious of sin. in alienating him from God 
and man, and in limiting his life’s out­
look and work.

Paul was such a sinner, zealous, living 
in all good conscience; but in his blind 
devotion persecuting his fellowmen. hate­
ful instead of loving, holding the garments 
if those who stoned Stephen to death.
Is it any wonder thut Paul after his 
conversion writes a great deal about joy? 
He knew the joy of having his spiritual 
blindness removed. He wrote of “joy un­
speakable an«l full of glory.” Why should 
he not ? It was the joy of a great, over­
whelming experience.

“We know that we have passed from 
death unto life, because we love the brelh- j 
ion. ’ it was John who wrote thos<$ 
words, but they accord with the words 
in which PauP described the same rich 
experience. “If any man be in Christ he 
is a new creature; old things have pass­
ed away, all things have become new.”

And this stresses the positive joy that. 
Christ brings. It is joy not only in what 
the Christ suves us from, but’ in what 
He saves us to. “ I am come,” said He. 
"that they might have life, and may 
have it more abundantly." The joy that 
Christ brings is in the consciousness of 
a right direction «if living, in the sense 
of life as worth while, and of life at its 
oest ns the working out of God's plan. 
Here there is no defeatism, no apathy, 
no halfheurlednes. Life is a daily prayer, 
and what u prayer! Daily bread is the 
sustenance of great endeavor, and great 
goals the Kingdom of God. and the mak­
ing of earth like heaven.
