Stetfinius Asks
More Inferest in
Plans for Peace

WASHINGTON, Feb, 24 — (&) —
Secretary of State Stettinius,
speaking from Mexico City, tonight
launched a campaign to build up
interest and understanding among
the American people in the Dum-
barton Oaks plan for a world or-
ganization.

In a radio speech which is tho‘
opening shot, he hinted that several
decisions on unanswered questions
of the peace organization, rather
than one decision, were reached in
the Crimea conference. It has been
announced only that Roosevelt,
Churchill and Stalin agreed on
voting procedure for the proposed
security council.

Stettinius noted that as originally
drawn up in Washington the Dum-
barton Oaks proposals were incom-
plete.

“They had to be supplemented in
several important resgpects,” he
said. “This was one of the great
accomplishments of the Crimea
conference.” He did not elaborate.

However, there have been reports
that the Big Three agreed on a
system of trusteeships for the old
league of nations mandates. They
may also have discussed how to
integrate other parts of the old
league organization into the new
machinery.

Stettinius spoke over the Nation-
al Broadcasting Co. network in the
first of a series of seven broadcasts
which he said are designed “to put
before the people of the United
States the facts about the proposed
world organization.” Others on to-
night's program, speaking from
Washington, were Asst. Secretaries
Dean Acheson and Archibald Mac-

naval hospital, near Cavite, in Jan-
uary, 1942, First interned at Santo
Tomas camp, they volunteered to
take over duties at the Los Banos
hospital when the Japanese opened
the latter camp in May, 1943,

The rescue was engineered by
Col. Robert H. Sone with 1,500 sol-
diers of the 11th ajrborne divi-
sion and the guerrillas.

The guerrillas filtered .into the,
area through voleanic country for
several nights before the actual
strike. These jungle-wise fight-
pers were not detected by the Jap-
anese.

Before dawn Friday units of the
11th division moved across Laguna
de Bay in amphibious craft.

As the guerrillas and amphibious
forces closed in, big transport
planes loaded with paratroops
roared away from Nichols field, on
the outskirts of Manila. These
troops, a selected detachment of the
511th parachute regiment, jumped
directly over the prison camp.

All three forces attacked simul-
taneously. The Japanese camp com-
mander, members of his Staff and
243 guards were at morning exer=-
cise. The Nipponese, taken com-
pletely by surprise, were killed to
the last man in a brief battle.

As the Yanks entered the camp,
however, their hopes sagged when
no internees were sighted. A Fili-
pino, bleeding from a Japanese
bayonet wound, directed them to
the barracks. There the internees,
clutching little bags of clothes, hug-
ging children beside them, crying
and yelling greetings came pouring
from the buildings.

One American said: “Oh, God,
it’s been a long time we have wait-
ed for just such Hollywood Ameri-
can stuff.”

In an amtrack -under machine-.
gun fire on the ‘way out of Los
Banos one woman said: “After so
many years of Japanese war what
is one more little affair—give me
another one of those cookies.”

The internees at Los Banos were
in better physical shape than the
3,700 civilians liberated at Santo
Tomas. They had better food sup-
plies than the others until last Oc-
tober. Recently the Japanese cut
the rice allowance to a starvation
170 grams a day.

Many of the rescued were thin
and pale but generally looked bet-
ter than the starved Santo Tomas
people.

The internees, lined up for morn-
ing roll call, wgre ordered back
into their barracks and surrounded
by a defense guard of Yanks. As
speedily as possible they were re-
moved across the bay in Amtracks
to a safe rendezvous.

Japanese snipers fired on the
rescuers and the rescued as they
passed through Los Banos city to
the bay shore.

Liberated were 1589 Americans,
329 Britons, 56 Canadians, 33 Aus-
tralians, 89 Dutch, 22 Poles, 10 Nor-
wegians, 16 Italians, 1 Frenchman
and 1 Nicaraguap.

They
were captured at the Canacao
naval hospital, near Cavite, in Jan-
uary, 1942. First ‘interned at Santo
Tomas camp, they volunteered  to
take over duties at the Los Banos
hospital when the Japanese opened
the latter camp in May, 1943,

The rescue was engineered by
Col. Robert H. Soue with 1,500 sol-
diers of the 11th airborne . divi-
sion and the guerrillas.

The guerrillas filtered into the
area through voleanic country for
several nights before the actual
strike. These jungle-wise fight-
ers were not detected by the Jap-
anese.

Before dawn Friday units of the
11th division moved acgposs Laglna
de Bay in amphibious craft.

As the guerrillas and amphibious
forces closed in, big transport
planes loaded with paratroops
roared away from Nichols field, on
the outskirts of Manila. These
troops, a selected detachment of the
511th parachute regiment, jumped
directly over the prison camp.

All thrge forces attacked simul-
taneously. The Japanese camp com-
mander, members of his staff and
243 guards were at morning exer=-
cise, The Nipponese, taken com-
pletely by surprise, were killed to
the last man in a brief battle.

As the Yanks entered the camp,
however, their hopes. sagged when
no internees were sighted. A Fili-
pino, bleeding from a Japanese
bayonet wound, directed them to
the barracks. There the internees,
clutching little bags of clothes, hug-
ging children beside them, crying
and yelling greetings came pouring
from the buildings.

One American said: “Oh, God,
it's been a long time we have wait-
ed for just such Hollywood Ameri-
can-stuff.”

In an amtrack under machine-
gun fire on the way out of Los
Banos one woman said: “After so
many years of Japanese war what
is one more little affair—give me
another one of those cooOkies.”

The internees at Los Banos were
in better physical shape than the
3,700 civilians liberated at Santo
Tomas. They had better food sup-
plies than the others until last Oc-
tober. Recently the Japanese cut
the rice allowance to a starvation
170 grams a day.

Many of the rescued were thin
and pale but generally looked bet-
ter than the starved Santo Tomas
people.

The internees, lined up for morn-
ing roll call, wgre ordered back
into their barracks and surrounded
by a defense guard of Yanks. As
speedily as possible they were re-
moved across the bay in Amtracks
to a safe rendezvous.

Japanese snipers fired on the
rescuers and the rescued as they
passed through Los Banos city to
the bay shore.

Liberated were 1589 Americans,
329 Britons, 56 Canadians, 33 Aus-
tralians, 89 Dutch, 22 Poles, 10 Nor-
wegians, 16 Italians, 1 Frenchman
and 1 Nicaraguap. ’

Los, Banos was the last knowry
Japanese prison camp on Luzon
island. In previous dramatic res-
cues of American and other United
Nations nationals, the rangers and
guerrillas freed 51 military pris-
oners while doughboys liberated
3700 civilians at Santo Tomas apd
800 military prisoners and 550 civil-
fans at old Bilibid penitentiary in
Manila.

Forty-Hour-a-Week Scarcity

When one cannot get necessary
things in the stores, most people
believe that it is because we have
a war on. This is particularly the
excuse the New Dealers use,

In fact, the scarcer things be-
come, the more people become sub-
servient to the government and
the more the government has the
power to tell each man what he
can have, the better the bureau-
crats in the government adminis-
tration seem to like it. They en-
Joy unearmed power. They never
had much power as a result of
thelr own production; they have
done little producing in private life.
So this power affects them the
same as it often does the man who
inherits a fortune. He generally
uses it recklessly.

And This Is Government
Planning

No rational person objects to the
scarcity that is due to the war.
But those who have had some ex-
perience in competitive production
realize that there are many un-
necessary shortages due to bad
government planning.

A lot of the things we cannot
get are lacking because of the gov-
ernment’s 40-hour week laws and
the government’s price-fixing.
Nearly everyone would rather
work a little longer and have more
of the necessities and comforts of
life than hé would to work only
40 hours a week and then be
obliged to go without so many of
the comforts,

With all these shortages the gov-
ernment still exacts a penalty from
most employers who use labor more
than 40 hours a week. The result
is that billions of dollars’ worth
of products are not produced be-
cause of this short-sighted govern-
ment planning.

While most of the urban em-
ployes working on an hourly basis
are working 40 hours a week, the
farmer is working 60 or 70. If the
farmers worked on the same basis
the government planners' establish
for the city workers, we would be
close to starvation.

And r~~ther than repealing’ the
40-hour week laws, the President
is advocating conscription of labor.
He wants more powers fo plan
when hLis planning is every day
causing millions of people to do
without many things that they
would not have to do without if
the government stopped economic
planning and let the planning go
back to an economic hasis with all
the people planning instead of the
inexperienced government bureau-
crats doing the planning.

Again the government is making
things scarce by keeping millions
of unneeded bureaucrats on the
government payroll producing none
of the necessities of life.

No, it is not the scarcity due
to the war that the people should
rebel against but the scarcity due
to the government attempting to
plan things that neither it nor any
other government. is able to plan.
The longer people submit to this
kind of government planning,
which is bound to result in more
and more scarcity whether we
have a war or not, the less capable
they will be to free themselves

from the tyianny of government
planning.

Disregarding the Thirteenth
Amendment to the Constitution,
President Roosevelt is urging the
Congress to pass a law which will
cast millions of the men of the
United States into the involuntary
servitude of a labor serfdom; into
slavery.

In-
stead of going first to court to de-
cide the question, President Roose-
velt ordered the Army to seize
units of Montgomery Ward & Co.,
in grder to compel the company to
carry .out certain directives issued
against it by the War Labor Board.

Kilgore Had 18
Residences, 8
Saloons Then. . .

(The romance of East Texas oil is
told in a series by the Texas Mid-
Continent Oil and Gas associa-
tion.)

When Ed Bateman was drilling his
well on the Crim, Kilgore was a town
fof perhaps 800 inhabitants. The
school enrollment was 325, a good
many of the students of course liv-
ing in the surrounding country.
The town had a bank, three drug
stores and several other mercantile
vstal)lisl\mol\t.s. of which the prin-

f Kilgore: “I lived in the town |
when it had 18 residents, two busi-
ness houses and eight saloons.”
Citizens hoped for oil, years be-

fore the actual discovery. Shack
Laird recalls that along in 1928 or
1929, landowners got together a block
of 12,000 acres and an oil company
tested the possibilities by “shooting”
—they used black powder, 900 |
pounds at a blast, and tore out three
big holes and knocked the dishes off |
the tables in farm houses half a
mile away—and then, announcing
that there was no sign of oil, the
crew departed

Laird specifically recalls that a
major company was offered this|
large amount of land for a drilling
contract, Yut refused.

In 1929, the Humble did take
leases at $20 an acre—(the Joiner
discovery well of the East Texas
field was not drilled until the next
year)--but Kilgore did not benefit
by this leasing campaign as the
Henderson highw iy to the east was
fhe deadline.

Sam W. Ross, who entered the
drug business in Kilgore in 1913, as-
sembled a block of 8,000 acres in the
fall of 1930—on the eve of the
Joiner discovery. But he couldn't in-
terest any company in taking the
lease 1In return for a drilling con-
tract. Then the Crim well came in
and the land was turned back to the
respective owners.

After the Lou Della Crim well was
completed, Kilgore was engulfed in
a great rush. The town grew with|
such rapidity that an election was
held to incorporate and J. Malcolm
Crim was elected mayor

As merchant in the peaceful little
town before the boom, Crim had
been a leader in affairs and was ac-
tive in aiding Bateman in his un-
dertaking —the drilling of a well on
Crim's mother’s land.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 24 — (#) —
Che war labor board cooled a seri-
us threat to the no-strike pledge
Wednesday revealing its decision to
wost “substandard” pay of textile
workers and spread uniform wages
unong meat packers.

The board abandoned its previous
substandard level of 50 cents an
hour and substituted a new one—55
ents—--in the cotton and rayon tex-
ile field. This represented a major
milestone in the board's three-year
history. ~Added te this was a five-
ent general increase aimed at re-
taining present geographical and job
differentials.

By granting to the 145,000 workers.
involved in the meat packing cases
a plan for establishing uniform
wage schedules, the board likewise
wrote a new chapter in the history
of that industry. In addition, it de-
cided the companies shou)d furnish
work clothes and tools and sharpen
the tools, upsetting established prac-
tice.

While the decisions were made
contingent upon the outcome of the
board's dispute with economic sta-
bilizer Fred M. Vinson over “fringe”
or secondary issue policy, they came
at a time that:

1. FThe CIO-packinghouse work-
ers' officers, who had paced the
board's corridors since Dec. 1 wait-
ing for a decision, were serving no-
tice a strike of their 125,000 members
at - Swift, Armour, Wilson, Cudahy,
and John Morrell packing compan-
ies would be called last night in the
absence of a decision.

2. Emil Rieve, president of the
CIO-textile workers, was relieving
his 100,000 members of further ad-
herence to the no-strike pledge—a
genuine threat to vital military
cloth and tire production.
