"We are not in competition with 
big business. On the contrary, we 
make every effort to work with big 
business in helping these smaller 
men to get on their feet and keep up 
their production schedules."

Coleman cited the Cabot com­
panies as one of big businesses tha t 
have aided several smaller war 
plants and have shown a willlng-

Wage Hike Invite 
Given Cool Talk 
By Congressmen

WASHINGTON. June 8 .Je 
Members of congress met with cool 
comment and calculating glances 
today President Truman's virtual 
invitation to hike their salaries as 
much as $15.000 a year.

Mr. Truman, however, held out no 
Immediate prospe’t of wage boosts 
lor other Americans. But he said a 
study will be made.

As for more congressional pay. 
typical reaction included the com­
ment of senate President McKellar 
(D-Tenn ) that “I'll have to think 
It over; you know I've always been 
against raising our own salaries" 
And tha t of Chairman Cannon iD- 
Mo.) of the house appropriations 
committee, who said he viewed the 
idea as inadvisable "now.”

Mr. Truman went into the sub­
ject of congressional, and other pay. 
at his news conference late yester­
day, telling reporters:

1. That he would not veto the 
legislative appropriation bill carry­
ing a new expense allowance of $2,- 
500 for each house member.

2. That he thought, however, the 
law-makers ought to come out for 
a straight-out salary increase to 
$15,000 or $25.000 and tha t he would 
sign such a bill. Congress pay now 
is $10.000.

Sr T hat the “little steel” wage for­
mula Will stand, at least until a 
thorough Investigation of present 
wage and commodity rates. This 
study will be undertaken later, Mr. 
Truman said.

Meat Increase To 
Mean Little for 
Average Civilian

WASHINGTON. June 8—(/P)—The 
government's promised increase in 
meat supplies next fall may turn 
out to average wily 36 ounces more 
ner civilian for the entire October- 
Decrmber period.

17 s increase over summer sup­
plies would include meats served 
in public eating places. Consequent­
ly the increase in supplies at butch­
er shops would be somewhat less.

Spread over a 90-day period this 
36-ounce boost would be scarcely 
noticeable, particularly if civilian 
demand continues a t or near pre­
sent levels.

This prospect is based upon la t­
est government meat allocations 
and esiimates of 1945 production.

The bureau of agricultural eco­
nomics — the war administration's 
statistical agency—said today meat 
production this year is expected to 
tola! 22.SCO,000.000 pounds, or nine 
per cent less than last year.

Of the total estimated 1945 sup­
ply about 16.500,000.000 pounds al­
ready have 'been allocated for use 
b!> t'* October 1 Thus the amount 
remaining for the last three months 
Would be about 6.000 000.000 pounds.

Of this, nearly 2.000.000.000 will 
be required for non-civilian uses, 
ieaving slightly more than 4.000,- 
f’-OO/OOO fw  ctvi+ra-nx Tompared with 
3,740 000.000 alloted civilians for the 
July-Scptember quarter.

And even this prospective slight 
increase will be offset by a small­
er supply of eggs — now a prime 
meat substitute—during the latter 
part of tlie y ear and the early part 
"1 1946. the economics bureau said?

Despite reductions in government 
buying, supplies of eggs available 
to civilians probably will be far 
short of demand at ceiling prices 
for the remainder of ihe year, the 
bureau said.

It: is 
reported that although she appear­
ed in concert in many nations aft­
er that time, she never again sang 
in a theater. The one hundredth 
anniversary of the founding of 
Swedish Methodism is now being 
observed at Immanuel Methodist 
church, Brooklyn, N. Y., “the de­
scendant of .the Bethelship." The 
extraordinary missionary influence 
of "Bethelship” is evidenced in the 
fact that twelve Methodist confer­
ences with thousands of members 
were established In various parts 
of the United States by its con­

Preri, U. S. and Russian
An Interesting illustration of the 

difference between the American 
and Ruslans definitions of a “free 
presr" is found in a dispatch to Iz- 
vestla by Evgeny Zhukov, one of its 
reporters covering the San Francisco 
conference.

Mr. Zhukov pictures American and 
British reporters as a gossip-mong- 
cring. sensation-hunting. hard- 
drinking. irresponsible lot. a h d  
blames their sorry plight on com­
mercialism of the privately-owned, 
capitalistic press.

"A newspaperman, trembling for 
his position, cannot write what he 
thinks,” says the Russian reporter. 
“If his views do not correspond to 
these of his publishers and editors 
his dispatches remain unpublished."

Then he makes note of the ex­
ception .in the case of “well-known’’ 
writers, who are paid for writing 
pieces whi:h the publishers and edi­
tors don't agree. And he. finds two 
opinions on the same subject just 
as distressing as one.

Probably Mr. Zhukov finds noth­
ing incongruous in the fact that if 
his convictions and those of Izves- 
tla ’s publishers and editors did not 
coincide with the convictions of the 
Kremlin, his dispatches would also 
remain unpublished. And. we might 
add, doubtless it puzzles him that 
Americans are distressed at the of­
ficial Russian attitude which rules 
that there is only one side to every 
question.

and a cruel buoying of the hopes 
of subjugated and oppressed peo­
ples from one end of the earth to 
the other, who heard anything at 
Ul «bout it.

There is something at once 
■musing and patnetic about the 
efforts of certain colored leaders, 
self-appointed and otherwise, to 
make their followers believe that 
some progress has been made in 
the direction of freedom, justice 
and equality-

Actually nothing has come out 
of the San Francisco conference 
except words, words, words and 
more words; and what is more 
sinister, nothing but words was 
intended to come out of it.

We hear of such “gains” as mem­
ber nations being obligated to 
“observe” as well as “respect” hu­
man rights and fundamental free­
doms without distinction as to race, 
language, religions and sex.

We are told of the addition Qf 
"higher standards of living” and 
“full employment” as economic 
goals of the United Nations---------

Then there is something about 
adding problems of “health” to 
those of "economic, social and cul­
tural problems” which the United 
Nations are to solve.

A great .number of amendments 
to the original Dumbarton Oaks 
document have been offered and 
over them the remaining delegates 
are now debating, but in essence 
they amount to simply nothing as 
against the grim facts of power 
politics. e

All the words about trusteeship 
add up simply to saying that each 
of the three great powers is going 
to do as it pleases, whether the 
other people of the world like it 
or not.

All the chatter about each na­
tion, large or small, being equal 
In the new w o r l d  organization 
aborning is beside the point when 
the big nations can veto actions 
of small nations while the latter 
are denied that privilege.

Speaking much louder than the 
avalanche of words are the actions 
Of the militarily powerful States, 
each of which is keeping all the 
territory it has grabbed, regard­
less of the wishes of the inhabi- 
tfnj«, and intends to keep it. __

For the billion colonial peoples, 
mostly non-white, to expect these 
three great powers to change their 
policies because of a few glitter­
ing generalizations enunciated at 
San Francisco would be childish 
in the extreme.

Talk is cheap and the various 
committees at San Francisco have 
done a lot of it and will do more 
before the conference breaks up 
or falls apart, but while the dele­
gates are talking, Messrs. Eden and 
Molotov have returned to Europe 
to act—and they are not thinking 
of freeing anybody.
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This newspaper has offered to 
send to anyone a copy at “Raising 
the Workingman's Scale of Living” 
by Dr. Willford I. King, professor 
of economics. New York university. 
This is a small eight-page circular 
with charts explaining how wages 
are raised.

This circular so impressed E. F. 
Hutton, whose company is a mem­
ber of the New York Stock Ex­
change. that he has bought and is 
sending out 20,000 copies..

I am reproducing his letter, that 
was sent with the folder:' 
Gentlemen;

"Because I believe it so highly 
important, I am sending you, and 
20,000 leadership individuals, .the 
enclosed article, at my own ex­
pense. I am not identified frith 
Dr. King rro rthe  Committee for 
Constitutional Government.

There's a world-wide avalanche 
to the left, affecting all Europe, 
even France and England. Here, 
recent events have applied some 
brakes, but when demobilization 
begins our system will be tinder 
greater pressure than ever before.

Stalin stated; “The sharpest and 
most powerful weapon of the Com­
munist Party is the Printed Word.” 
It is time for us to protect our 
American way of life and indulge 
in the printed word.

Your product, whatever it may 
be. must have consumer accept­
ance, or you would not stay in 
business. Would you ? Yet, the 
system which permits you to be 
in business—the American System 
—is under attack and in danger, 
here and elsewhere. Unless we 
can get mass” consumer recognition 
of the superior benefits of our 
system of free enterprise, we will 
be but a nation in serfdom.

I know, as you know, that we 
prefer the system which has built 
this country from nothingness to 
the greatest nation in the world. 
Only mass education—facts, proof, 
convincing, understandable proof— 
can stay the avalanche which will 
continue even after those who set 
it in motion are gone.

Fcr that reason, I enclose this 
article, “R a i s i n g  the Working­
man s Scale of Living." If you re­
ceived t his from some corporation 
in which you were a stockholder, 
wouldn’t your reaction be favor­
able, and wouldn’t you feel that 
this was definitely a public rela­
tions e f f o r t ,  particularly if it 
awakened you in respect to some 
figures and facts which you did 
not have?

That being so, why is it not 
proper in these days, when educa­
tion is so vitally needed, for you, 
representing management, to see 
that y o u r  stockholders, office- 
workers and the workers in your 
plant, receive this information? 
Don't you think they would be 
appreciative of this infqrmation— 
as you are?

This is striking proof of w h a t  
our system has done—that no other 
system can do. Is it not construc­
tive to give your stockholders, et 
al, these facts? In this way you 
are selling truths to the American 
people. Education and more edu­
cation is the only way to save our 
system, which you and I know is 
the best form of society ever de­
veloped.

Beyond peradventure, represent­
ative government cannot continue 
unless the people are informed. 
You cannot expect them to defend 
that w^t i ch they do not under­
stand!

Industry—all of us—must honor 
the people with educational facts. 
If the blind are to lead the blind, 
our economy and the people will 
fall in the ditch. Only by dis­
semination of facia can we. vindi­
cate the justice of our system and 
personal freedom. Free and fair 
discussion will always be found 
the firmest friend of truth.

If I were asked to  analyze Pres­
ident Truman’s announcement that 
he had asked Judge Samuel Rosen­
man to remain as Wlilte House se­
cretary and that Judge Rosenman 
had said he would stay for one 
year, I would say:

I think President Truman, whose 
true heart is that of the concilia­
tor, and who among other resigna- 

I tions. has accepted the resignations 
l of several former White House fav­
orites of Jewish blood, or rather 
closely associated therewith, does 
not wish it to be assumed that 
he Is building his administration 
on any racial bias or counter-bias 
at all—which Is right. H ie changes 
to date have been concerned with 
personal abilities a n d  political 
values, which had been somewhat 
neglected or overweighted in the 
administration that was handed to 
him, and these required correction. 
President Truman could demon­
strate his lack of bias by retain­
ing Judge Rosenman, who, hap­
pily, has not become a political 
figure, or even a controversial one, 
but who was purely a symbol of 
personal loyalty to President Tru­
man's predecessor. He was, too, 
Fresldent Roosevelt’s best speech- 
writer and perhaps his most in­
offensive lobbyist.

I think Judge Rosenman, on his 
part, would personally have liked

his attitude toward business and in­
dustry warrant the belief that he is 
partial to private enterprise' and 
rilies on its impulses for postwar re­
covery. He believes that reconstruc­
tion should not depend upon fed­
eral funds or centralized planning.

It is fair to conclude from his 
earlier remarks that, unlike his pre­
decessor. he stands squarely on 
center or slightly to the right.

But he. like President 
Truman, felt, I think, that the best 
thing for the administration and 
for the nation was for him to stay 
on. Judge Rosenman is highly re­
spected by the most active and po­
tent of all Jewish organizations, the 
B'nal Brith, whose supreme lodge 
president (since 1938) is the social- 
minded and politically alert Henry 
Monsky of Omaha. By remaining 
with President Truman. Judge Ros­
enman prevents on the one hand 
a quite unfounded resentment from 
arising among Jewish people who 
are so watchful against any poli­
tical discrimination here af.er the 
experiences passed through by their 
race in the last decade, and he 
prevents on the other hand an 
equally unfounded vaunting by 
race-prejudiced persons.

And for any bit of political man­
agement that prevents both these 
extremes, we can only say: “Thank 
God!” And it doesn’t matter, 
whether the Christian or Jewish 
God. I believe His name is Jeh­
ovah In both religions, and one 
religion is historically the father 
of the other. Father and son can 
live peaceably in the house called 
“America,” regardless of what fana­
ticism transpires in the rest of 
the earth. All they—or any other 
factors, whatever—need to get along 
in America is to be American, first.

In retaining Judge Rosenman, 
President Truman has no great 
problem outside of the problem of 
Judge Byrnes. There's a feud be­
tween the two Judges. *It may not 
be as sharp as when Byrnes quit 
as war mobilizer—virtually assis­
tant president. The feud might 
wither and die since removal from 
,“he White House of some of the 
characters who so enjoyed instigat­
ing hatreds and exacerbating per­
sonalities. Still, it was a pretty 
strong feeling that made.

"Byrnes demand of F.D.R. that he 
leave Judge Rosenman behind in 
Europe before Byrnes consented to 
go along to Yalta, and that caused 
him to resign with a declaration 
that killed legislation that had been 
asked for by the late president 
when Rosenmaff did not so remain 
behind.

President Truman can get along 
without Byrnes politically, but for 
him to get Byrnes back would be 
a stroke that certainly wouldn’t 
hurt Truman or the democratic 
machine — wi*t with the poll tax 
measure hitting the southern demo­
crats in the face again—and all. 
And Truman craves his most cher­
ished oIcTTnends and guides of the 
senate around him now—and par­
ticularly those who are at the same 
time the most gifted in administra­
tion—which Byrnes is, by general 
recognition.

That President Truman sees no 
immediate working out of this prob­
lem is indicated by his answer to 
the newspapermen on the possibility

But Truman will 
have to solve that, too, before his

Judge Rosenman Is no rugged capi­
talist In political philosophy, but. 
he is no Browder communist eith­
er. He has given ear to Harold 
Laski, philosopher of the British 
socialist-laborites, whose question­
able offspring here was the new 
deal. But Frankfurter r a t h e r  
than Rosenman, was Laski’s spon­
sor at the White House. Judge 
Rosenman Is fortunate In that he 
has escaped the direct radical label. 
As Truman's administration con­
tinues-to tend toward a mild and 
governed conservatism—which cer­
tainly seems in the cards—Rosen­
man will take on the same colora­
tion.

The Russians are told to show a 
conciliatory attitude in the inter­
ests of the success of the conference.

That is the one thing needed. 
Once every worry over methods, 
every nationalistic desire, is subor­
dinated to the one necessity of es­
tablishing security, then the goal 
will be in sight.

Russia is doing some things un­
ilaterally, apparently with the main 
view of establishing her own se:ur- 
lty, which is alien to our way of 
thinking. It seems obvious that she 
does not yet trust the western pow­
ers.

Also, Russia can easily remember 
when France, Britain and the United 
States, of the present Big Five, sent 
armies to Siberia and (although lt 
must be said that Japan was by far 
the worst* either directly or Indi­
rectly supported some of the worst 
cutthroats of record in their opposi­
tion to the founders .of the present 
regime. And lt was only four years 
ago that Winston Churchill told the 
RuSSiiroff, In effect, that Britain 
«ficir't like them, but of course would 
be glad to have them kill Germans.

Japanese-Americans will return to 
the west coast areas where they 
lived before the war. Half of those 
cleared from th<* WRA centers up 
to June 1 have sought to make 
new homes in other parts of the 
country. They have settled in every 
state in the Union, South Carolina 
being the last one to receive a 
WRA evacuee. While they have 
scattered widely, biggest concentra­
tions are in Denver, St. Louis. Mil­
waukee, St. Paul, Chicago, Cleve­
land and New York. Many of those 
going to the Manhattan area are 
California farmers who expect to 
hoe out new existences on the many 
truck farms supplying the fnetro- 
polis.

Before clearing any of its charges. 
WRA has tried to do a Job of 
giving Information as to what con­
ditions will be found In every part 
of the country, says Cozzens. Then 
lt is up to the Individual to decide 
where he wants to go to make his 
new home.

The problems of wartime living 
have been too much for some. Get­
ting gas rations, food ration books, 
overcoming the opposition of other 
Americans who view all people of 
Jap extraction as enemies even 
though they are native-born citiz­
ens, Is more than they can cope 
with. They try to get back Into 
the camps to be taken care of 
for die duration, but WRA Is hav­
ing none of them. It impresses on 
every departing detainee the fact 
that once he leaves camp, he's 
on his own.

WRA officials have of course tak­
en a terrible beating on the whole 
program, but lt was admittedly one 
of the toughest Jobs of the home 
front war effort. The three- to 
four-year detention of th

downpour hit crowd, 2,500 workers 
scurried like wet hens, but when 
dripping Pidgeon gave bird to 
weather and refused to duck for 
cover, they returned and signed for 
bonds while the eagle screamed.”

A new "secret weapon" Is provinp 
effective in the war on howling 
predatory coyotes.

In Gray county alone there are 
400 less chicken and calf-killing coy­
otes than a year ago. Toni L. Waters 
government trapper, has teen ac­
tive in the LcFors. McLean. Alan- 
reed and Pampa area.

• * *
Waters uses two methods of ex­

termination-steel traps any cyanidf 
guns. He calls the cyanide gun “onr 
of the greatest inventions of all 
time." They are his “secret weapon."

He places the guns beside coyote 
runways. Cyanide and a small 
amount of powder is put in a .38 
caliber shell which is inserted in a 
hollow tube equipped with a firing 
pin. The tube is driven into the 
ground.____ __________________ ..

Over the shell he places a piece 
of rabbit .skin smeared with grease 
or some other substance. Waters 
says when the coyote bites into the 
bait, the pin fires thtf shell, shoot­
ing the cyanide into the animal's 
mouth. Death is instantaneous.

♦ • >
Steel traps are used to. They also 

are’ placed along the coyote" run­
ways. But the new gun is Waters' 
favorite.

During the winter, he skins the 
animals and sends them to Austin. 
During the summer the skins are of 
no value, so he merely sends the 
scalps. In this way. state officials 
know how many coyotes are killed 
each year, and also derives Income 
from the skins during the winter.

One day recently Waters had 176 
coyotes hung on fence posts for 
more than a quarter of a mile — 
and he didn't miss a single post.

"This system, .vhereby the banker, 
the person asking the loan and the 
SWPC talk the • ituation over col­
lectively, has not failed ns yet;" 
Coleman said. "We have suffered a 
loss of only $12.00 in our district 
since the SWPC was set up.” 

Referring to the obtaining of sur­
plus war property by small war 
plants and essential civilian pro­
ducers, (he SWPC, in some cases, 
may make loans to enable this indi­
vidual or company to obtain these 
materials.

However it was pointed out 
these surplus commodities are ex­
tremely limited in most cases.
