Job Booms For

College Grads

The college senior who's looking for a job this spring
and-can't tind-a-geed-one-wil-be-a-taighty-unusual-fellow.,
Graduation time is still a little while off, but colleges
and universities throughout the land report that the cur-
rent employment boom is an all-time record breaker.
Big employers have been flocking to the campuses in
unprecedented numbers since December. They are put-
ting in bids for nearly every senior the schools can
furnish,

The rush has been so great many schools* were forced
to set arbitrary dates for interviewers to prevent inter-
terence with class schedules

Number one on the job list everywhere is the engi-
neering studnet. He can cirtually write his own ticket
anywhere in the country,

At Rutgers, state university of New Jersey, technical
graduates are picking from an average of four to six
offers each. One large aircraft firm hired every one of
the 17 mechanical engineers the placement office could
find for it to interview.

At Yale, one company offered to hire the entire class
of graduate electrical engineering students, virtually
sight unseen.

The University of California reports that many firms
are willing to send an interviewer all the way across the
continent to get just one employe.

Also in demand are scientists, accountants, chemists,
business administration majors, sales and merchan-
dising personnel, students trained in insurance work and
teachers.

Rutgers reports that every student seeking a job should
have one by the end of May. At Duke, seniors have had
more than 6400 job offers, 3000 more than the total for
all 1951, Georgia Tech will be all sold out through next
December’s classes by May 1. And there have been slim
pickings at lllinois since Easter.

Of course, the biggest employer of all is Uncle Sam,
Large numbers of graduates, in some cases more than
half the class, will enter the armed forces soon after re-
ceiving their diplomas.

But this makes little difference to the companies now
seeking their services. Many hire them anyhow, gambling
that they’ll return to work after discharge.

Many firms are trying to get a jump on their com-:
petitors,by offering summer work to juniors, then trying
to interest them in staying on after graduation.

At the University of Kansas, companies are even
talking to sophomores, though their graduation is two
years away and most are certain to be drafted.

Outstanding prospects are often flown to -observe
working conditions first hand. If they take the job, the
firm will find them a house and pay all moving expenses.
However, most firms avoid any out-and-out high pres-
sure tactics, having found that the students resent them.
Recruiters for government agencies have often gone a
bit overboard in picturing their annual leave programs,
sick leaves and similar features because the salaries they
pay are lower than private industry’s.

But the fact that many agencies have been able to
get draft deferments for engirieers could be said to even
the advantage.

Starting salaries are averaging 10 to 20 per cent
higher than last year to compensate for the cost of living
rise. Technical grads are getting $300-$400 per month.
Those in other fields are averaging $25 to $50 less, ac-
cording to survey reports.

The engineering shortage is a product of supply and
demand. In 1950, there were approximately 50,000 en-
gineerig openings and about the same number of grad-
uates to fill them. But,-in the two years since, the de-
mand has jumped to more than 60,000 openings and the
supply has dropped to less than half-that number.

While non-technical supply and demand figures are
not as striking, most students will surely be able to find
suitable employment, the survey indicates.

The shortage of manpower has made even the most
discriminating employers less fussy. Most schools report
that the interviewers seem little interested in how much
a man knows, they just want to hire him before some-
one else does.

Many of the best technical students are turning down
all offers so they can go on to graduate work. They know
that an advanced degree will command a higher salary.
To offset this, many firms allow the students to work and
study at the same time.

The students having the most difficulty in the job hunt
are those in personnel work, advertising and law. Also
scarce are publishing and radio-TV programming offers
and the demand for journalists varies.

This doesn’t mean there aren’t jobs in those categories.
There are jobs, but they're not as plush as the others.

Shingles, or herpes zoster Is a
miserable affliction, It may attack !
those who are in good health a8
well as those who are weak-or aile
ing. In elderly people, in particular, '
the painful symptoms may go on
and on in spite of any treatment
which can be given.

The disease is the result of an
attack by a virus on the nervous
system, The first sign of the dis.
ease is generally pain or a burning
sensation on some area on One
side of the body. Tingling or other
peculiar sensations are frequent. It
is common around the chest, the
hips, the abdomen, and the face.
It can even affect the eyes.

After a few days of this sensae'
tions, blisters appear on the skin,
But it is really not correct to s
of herpes as a skin disease. When
several days have passed the blist«
ers dry up, finally disappearing al.
together. 1

erpes may come with or im-
mediately- after acute infections
like pneumonia or meningitis; it
can come in epidemics or without
any cause which can be identified.

There seems to be some relation
between herpes and chickenpox,
Epidemic of herpes have arisen at
the same time as epidemics of
chickenpox, Occassionally, a person
will develop echickenpox from cone
tact with a patient with shingles,
The opposite has also been ree
ported.

TREATMENTS ARE VARIED~

A great many different kinds of
treatment have been - used for
shingles. Soothing lotions or other
preparations help a little. X-rays
have been used with success-—at
least in some cases, Antibiotics also
may have some value.

Herpes in elderly people is often
a particularly serious thing be-
cause it hangs on so long. One
cannot help but be distressed about
this and hope that some better
and quicker method of cure and
relief will be discovered soon.

NEW YORK — (# Like to
have a charge account at a bank?
A lot of folks on Long Island do.

Only when they say ‘‘charge it,
please’ it's not for more spend-
ing money, alas. Doubtless that's
too much to expect from any bank.

But they do buy shirts or dres-
ses or whatever on charge ac-
counts at small merchants in some
four Long Island towns. And then
[the bank takes®over the account
and bills them. The store never
bothers them about paying. It's
already got its money from the
bank. And the customers them-
selves pay nothing for the serv-
ice.

The Franklin National Bank of
Franklin Square, Long Island, says
it's the first ever to put this
idea into practice. Arthur T, Roth,
president, says the plan helps
small merchants compete with
surburban bxancé‘es of city stores.

Also, he admits,/ it helps the
bank make more money.

Some retailers who are partic-
ipating say their/ business has
increased as much as 30 per cent.
Roth says. He explains that mdst
small merchants lack the working
capital and clerks to handle charge
accounts. The bank does the job
