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Fascist Mussolini’s Body Is Object of Hate to Those Who Once Followed Him

MILAN, April 30—(A*)—Spat 
upon and cursed, the body of Ben­
ito Mussolini was the object to­
day of the vengeful wrath of the 
Italian people whom he had prom­
ised a place in the sun, but had 
led instead to defeat and misery.
The former Italian dictator, his 

eautiful young mistress, CHaretta 
Petacci, and 17 fascist leaders were 
[shot to death by Italian patriots 
at Guilano de Mezzergere, near Co­

mo, Saturday afternoon.
Taken prisoner was Mussolini's 

war minister, Rudolfo Grazianl.
_| Mussolini and his followers were 

attempting to fie« to Switzerland 
Grazianl declared he sought to give 
himself up.

There was no formal trial, and 
after the executions at 4:10 p. m. 
the bodies were piled into trucks 
and brought to Milan for public 
exhibition.
Yesterday the corpse of the 61-

ycar-old former dictator was hung 
by the heels in the Piaaza Quindici 
Martiri in Milan. By his side was the 
body of his mistress, blood smeared 
across her breast. Flanking them 
on both sides were the bodies of five 
other fascist leaders.

Angry Milan citizens pushed and 
rhoved against the partisans 
guarding the bodies. Some suc­
ceeded in breaking through and 
spilling upon II Duee's body. One 
man empties the clip of his au­

tomatic pistol into the lifeless 
form. Another punched the once- 
famed jutting jaw.
Mussolini was shot through the 

head by the partisans after he was 
captured by a sergeant approach­
ing the Swiss border. He and the 
other fascist leaders were fleeing in 
a truck convoy.

Mussolini was garbed in a Ger­
man officer's coat and was driving 
north when the sergeant spotted 
him.

Sati Domingo prison in Como He 
was reported in a tcrri'ole state of 
agitation, and made attempts to 
strike up conversations with Ins 
guards.

“Why is no one here lo defend 
me?” he was quoted as saying. 
Later he was reported to have 
told the p>cn who ordered him 
shot, “ Save my life and I wi I give 
you an empire.”

'■Pi— The U- S. 42nd and 45th d i­
visions captured the infamous 
Dachau prison camp today and 
freed its 32.000 captives.

Two columns of infantry riding 
tanks, bulldozers and long Tom 
rifles—anything with wheels— 
rolled down from the northwest 
and surprised the S.S. (e l i t f  corps) 
guards in the extermination tamp 
shortly after the lunch hour.

Scores of S.S. men were taken 
prisoner and dozens slain.

The American doughboys were 
quirkly joined by “trusties" work­
ing outside the sprawling barbed 
wire enclosure. Poles. Frenchmen 
and Russians seized S.S. weapons 
and turned them against their 
captors.

The most likable people in the world will move Into Pampa to­
night, with an air so charming, so hilarious and so shining with in­
fectious good humor that the town will be glad that they have paid a 
visit in the form of the play, "Junior Miss.”

This account of those blithe spirits, the Graves family and their 
friends, was fashioned by Jerome Chorodov and Joseph Fields out of 
a series of stories by Sally Benson which for several years past have 
quietly amused the readers of the New Yorker Magazine. It was di­
rected by Stanley Woolf, of whom It is said that he found the play 
Irresistible, and was produced by the Civic Drama Guild of New York. 
The stories were titillating, but the play leaps far beyond their original 
gentle amusement and is so inordinately funny that it seems bound to 
beat into submissive laugtyer even those adults who. understandably, 
abhor adolescent brats, especially when they are of the feminine gender.

In making a play out of the spor­
adic crises of Judy's life with her 
sister, l 4>is, and her» father and 
mother, the authors have achieved 
a reasonable unity by concerting on 
Judy’s capabilities for arranging the 
lives of other people. With Judy, 
thought is action. When she sus­
pects her father is in love with his 
employer’s daughter and when she 
thinks her mother's long absent 
brother has been absent only be­
cause the authorities have clapped 
him into prison, she decides some­
thing must be done, and this de 
cision reached with the moral sup­
port of her bosom friend, Fuffy 
Adams, is that Uncle Willis should 
meet the employer's daughter, fall 
in love with her. and thus rehabi­
litate himself while distracting the 
employer’s daughter from all 
thoughts of Mi-. Graves. Only by the 
barest chance does the family es­
cape calamity as Judy's plan comes 
to swift fruition on New Year’s day.

But this sketchy outline can scar­
cely hint of the full warmth and 
content of “Junior Miss” and its 
captivating picture of the lovable 
brat, Judy; the vidlent results of 
her Innocent aspirations, and her 
charming and utterly unselfish plot­
ting. Nor can it give more than a 
faint suggestion of what a burden 
she Is to her parents, of the angelic 
yet demoniac quality of her tones 
as she advises her father what to 
do for a New Year’s Eve hangover; 
of her recurrent flights of pure Joy 
and of her moments of gloom, alle­
viated only by the consciousness 
that similar and even worse dilemas 
have been solved by the movies and 
that Hollywood, therefore, is a bot­
tomless source of wisdom.

Judy Graves, played by Rita Mann 
is already a national heroine, an un­
happy standard of adolescent beha­
vior. Clothes, hats and shoes have 
been named for her. songs have 
been written about her. but all of 
this doesn’t matter—she will remain 
a  lovable little girl, pleasing to ob­
serve, but observed with a prayer of 
thanks that she doesn’t hold a place 
in the observer's household.

• The Far Shore.” by Max Miller
(Whittlesey House *2.50).
Miller's " I  Cover the Waterfront" 

has been a favorite of mine for 
a long lime and I always look for­
ward to a new Miller book with 
a great deal of pleasure.

“The Far Shore." also about a 
waterfront, two waterfronts, in Nor­
mandy and Southern France, does 
not quite come up to expectations. 
It's a philosophical - ruminative 
work, sort of written from the side 
lines though Miller,, a lieutenant 
commander in the navy, was in 
the thick of it. The Jacket calls 
it “grim, splendid and incredible.” 
It is none of these.

The best lines are those which 
Miller, whose car Ls as sharp as 
ills eye is observant, quotes from 
service men. One sailor looking 
over a smashed Normandy town 
remarks: “ We sure liberated the 
hell out of this place." Another, 
accused of taking a cigar that did 
not belong to him. retorts: V’A  cigar 
don’t care who smokes it." And 
then there was the oi: ,cer who. 
the day before he died at Anzio, 
sent out this dispatch: "We've got 
the Germans exactly where they 
want us.”

For the next best, I enjoy M il­
ler's apt, sensitive comparisons. 
Beachheads arc like circuses, he 
finds, only turned around: they 
open with the slambang of a fi­
nale and then peter out. He sa.vs 
navy pcrsoonel would be censored 
right out of Boston for some of 
the words they use.

There is little or no material 
here for the historian, except per­
haps the official navy and coast 
guard photographs. It's a kind of 
running commentary on an intel­
ligent observer's sensations tn the 
course of the two great landings.

Miller is interested in the men. 
not the machine. I f  he has a theme, 
it is that America is where Amer­
icans are. The sailors are not find­
ing foreign places romantic.

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Visit to Buchenwald

The American people have been 
accused of reacting coldly or In­
differently to stories of atrocities, 
even of atrocities against their own 
countrymen This is not wholly 
true. And, It seems to us, there 
1* an explanation for the measure 
of truth the accusation contains.

First of all, it might be recalled 
that the atrocities of Hitler's nazis 
were what turned most Americans 
against the third reich in the days 
o f peace, even when they were 
Ignorant or Incredulous of the sin­
ister nazi plan for world conquest. 
It  was Hitler’s blade heart as re­
vealed through pogroms and con­
centration camps that first roused 
our indignation against him.

As for American coldness and In­
difference, It is likely that numb­
ness would be a better description. 
We are all familiar with the fact 
and sight of death. We know how 
It comes on the battlefield.

But death by slow starvation and 
unspeakable torture we cannot vis­
ualize, evbn though trustworthy re- 
liarts and photographic evidence of 
the result is before us. Nor can 
we visualize or imagine the in­
human cruelty that decrees it.

Hence our reaction as incredible 
story after Incredible story of at­
rocity Is brought to us. Our in­
dignation becomes impotent and In­
tellectual. We are reluctant to 
rredit such deeds to members of 
the human race. And, confronted 
with unassailable proof, we remain 
stunned and a little incredulous.

In that we are probably not too 
different from other peoples of the 
earth. Surely the middle-aged civ­
ilian German, even after 12 years 
of Hitler, has been reluctant to 
believe the bestiality of his own 
kind and kin. He may have had 
to turir his head to avoid the evid­
ence before his eyes, and yet he 
might well persist In his disbelief 
—especially since the American in­
vasion o f his homeland, when the 
urge for fawning innocence has 
been upon him.

It was this German, his wife 
and young children and friends, 
to the number of 1200, who were 
made to Journey from their homes 
in Weimar, hallowed city of Ger­
man culture, to the infamous nazi 
concentration camp ut nearby 
Buchenwald.

There they were made to look 
and smell and retch and faint 
at the evidence of the incredible, 
subhuman deeds of their "master 
race." Enough of the dead, dying 
and maimed remained there to con­
vince the most stubborn "patriot” 
among them that there was not 
much use In lying any more.

We cannot expect a miracle from 
the visit to Buchenwald. But the 
tortured and forgotten there have 
not died without purpose if enough 
Germans can be brought to see the 
place of their pain and ignominy.

It is a profound pity that every 
German cannot be made to see 
Buchenwald as the Americans 
.found it. But ut least those who 
did can never again extol the Ger­
man race with the' same convic­
tion. however fiercely they may try 
to forget.

They 
would see giant corporations get­
ting enormous profits on war con­
tracts and labor at the same time 
aiding and abetting in strikes and 
a lowering of production standards 
that sickens the heart of the aver­
age conscientious man, and all this 
Is promoted and abetted and Is 
definitely the program of the gov­
ernment. How can the citizen* have confidence?

Further quote* from an address 
made by Henry Ford I I  ojNjghl- 
cago.

Here U a statement that shows 
young, Ford has a sound moral 
foundation:

"Y i will find in industry, also 
a tendency to question the strange 
optimism which assumes that once 
the war is over, we shall have 
nothing to do but move smoothly 
and gaily into new green fields. 
That indicates a hazy conception 
of just what this war is. What 
is this war?—is it a penalty as­
sessed for the world's past errors, 
or is it an option paid down on a 
brand new, patented and guaran­
teed future? Many incline to 
the sober view that this war Is- 
paying an old debt to the Moral 
Law, and is not the first install­
ment paid on a golden future.

" I f  we learn anything from it, 
that may be a ’ good beginning 
from which to rebuild the world, 
but that is still a very big ‘.if.’ In 
looking ahead, Industry is inclined 
to discard the view that we al­
ready have the makings of a new 
world in the qew materials with 
which the war’ has provided us. 
As a matter of fact, materially the 
war has produced n o t h i n  g—at 
most very l i t t l e —that can be 
called new. M ost'o f Us instru­
ments and methods had been in 
existence before the war.”
Hope the Cause of Progress

This young industrialist figures“ 
we can rebuild the post-war world 
in this way:

"And, basically, the force that 
makes the people active is intang­
ible—it is a hope, a confidence, 
expectation, an assurance, a trust 
that effort brings reward—a fac­
tor which cannot be stated in 
economic terms, but which, just 
the same, ts the very basis of eco­
nomic well-being. Confidence cul­
tivated in a people will generate 
the necessary enterprise and ef­
fort. Destroy confidence, and ev­
erything else withers. When I 
say ’the people,’ I mean ‘people’ :

Here is a statement made by 
this young man that should cause 
those who seem to believe wages 
can be based on the workers’ needs 
to reanalyze their proposals and 
see where this theory of artificial 
wages will lead us. I quote:

"There seem to be some who 
still worry About wages—’high’ 
wages, they call them. How does 
Industry look at this Question of 
wages for the future? How does 
it regard ‘high’ wages? Its atti- 
ture is very clear: no wages are 
•high’ that are earned. Wages are 
•too high’ oniy when they are not 
earned. Fifty d o l l a r s  a day 
EARNED would be none too ’high’ 
and would p r o b a b l y  build a 
foundation for.still higher earn­
ings; whereas one dollar a day 
UNEARNED would be much too 
high, and in time would ruin the 
source evbn of that. For wages 
are simply a part of the product, 
and until they are produced they 
cannot be paid. Wages are not 
the result of the employer’s gen­
erosity, nor of the ability of the 
employee to bring pressure to 
bear; they derive from the accept­
ance of a product by the public.

From the above it is evident 
that this young man at the head 
of a great industry Is doing some 
clear thinking. He is not contra­
dicting himself. He is not dream­
ing. He Is a realist.

The National Whirligig

CRIMINALS —President Trurrmn 

has shown a willingness to “ talk 
turkey” to Stalin several -times since 
he took over the backstage manage­
ment of the San Francisco confer­
ence. But an unpublished anecdote 
involving punishment of Axis war 
criminals depicts the new chief exe­
cutive at his American studiest.

On April "2, Representative Cecil 
R. King of Los Angeles introduced 
a resolution committing congress 
and the government to an extremely 
stern policy toward international 
lawbreakers. It, proposed that the 
United States pursue and drag 
them to trial without regard to 
questions of sovereignty or tradition 
treaties, and to use force If neces­
sary.

So) Bloom, chairman of the house 
foreign affairs committee, opposed 
this. He was backing a milder prop­
osition sponsored by Representative 
Emanuel Cellar of Brooklyn. Under 
the Brooklynite’s scheme, the Presi­
dent would have appointed a special 
unit to cooperate with the United 
Nations war crimes commission now 
Sitting in London. Members suspect 
that had this idea bee/i adopted it 
would have meant a free ride to 
Europe for Mr. Bloom or Mr. Cel- 
ler.

TRUMAN—Secertary Edward R. 
Stettinius J r . and Secretaries Grew 
and Acheson, gave quick support to 
the Celler-Blooni suggestion, be­
cause they feel it advisable to keep 
in the good graces of the foreign 
affairs chairman.

They raised serious objection to 
Mr. King’s resolution. The state de­
partment people point out that such 
a forcefully worded proposal would 
make us appear as hard-boiled as 
the rest. They took the position that 
the United States should, not assert 
itself so forthrightly. Delicate mat­
ters. they explained, should be dealt 
with more quietly and politely be­
hind the scenes at the Golden Gate 
conference.

When state’s fears were laid be­
fore President Truman, he dismiss­
ed them and gave his complete ap­
proval to Congressman King's ex­
pression of Capital Hill sentiment. 
Answering the statement that this 
country must not be as realistic as 
Russia, he asked, in effect, “Why 
not?”

The Presidential nttitude meant 
no disrespect to our great Ally or to 
Stalin's representative at San Fran­
cisco. Foreign Commissar V. M.
Molotoff. The two hit it off extrem-i tary stettinius. and through 
ely well in their White House con- j wph the members of the American 
versations. But the fact is that Mr. delegation. Unless republican lnem-
Tiuman was advised by Roosevelt 
aides such as Harry Hopkins and 
James F. Byrnes that Uncle Joe ap­
preciates men and nations that stand 
up for their rights.

London, however, 
wants to maintain a sole and firm 
mandate In this vital area—the 
bridge between Europe and. Asia. 
With Moscow enjoying hegemony 
over the Balkans and possibly Tur­
key. 10 Downing Street insists on 
postwar domination in Palestine, 
Iran. Iraq and Egypt.

These knotty International ques­
tions may not lie raised openly at 
San Francisco as the Polish situa­
tion has been; but they will have to 
be faced by the peacemakers.

POWERS — President Truman's 
overruling of the state department 
in thj? Bloom-Celler-Grew contro­
versy reveals what many Washing­
ton obesrvers had expected would 
happen—namely, that the San Fran­
cisco conference would be directed 
and stage-managed by the three 
state heads in the Capital, Ixmdon, 
and Moscow.

The Russians have a ship in the 
Golden Gate harbor. It  has direct 
wireless communication lines with 
the Kremlin and contact with the 
tenth floor of the St. Francis hotel, 
where the Soviet delegation is lodg­
ed. It  is obvious that Molotoff will 
not make a move or a decision with­
out prior consultation with Stalin. 
He has no plenipotentiary powers.

| WAR TODAY |

The European war lias produced 
a weekend budget of questions which 
have been dancing about as elusive- 
ly as the shimmering heat-waves 
over a country road In August.

Why has Hlmmler-the-hangman 
offered to surrender to the Western 
Allies but not to the Russians? Is 
he likely to bow to the demand for 
unconditional surrender to all three 
of the Allied powers- Is Hitler dead 
or incapacitated?

These queries remained withodt 
definite answer but there was this 
gratifying certainty; Nazism has the 
death rattle In its throat, as a token 
of this the U. S. Seventh army today 
is master of Munich, whelping 
ground of this unholy Ism. Across 
the Alps In nothern Italy. Milan, 
birthplace of the fascism which 
partnered nazlsm. also was occupied 
by American troops, and Mussolini 
lay dead at the hapds of his own 
peoplew ho condemned him and shot 
him through the back.

As regards the fuehrer, the Indi­
cations long have been that l^yat 
least wasn’t in normal health. I t ’s 
generally accepted that he was badly 
Injured In the bomb attempt on his 
life last year and has been failing 
ever since. Substance has been ad­
ded to this by the fact that Him­
mler -and Propaganda Minister 
Goebbels have been in the saddle for 
a long time, and we now have Him­
mler apparently speaking In his own 
name in the vital matter of nation­
al surrender.

And what of Himmler? He’s 
frightened of the Russians because 
of the awful atrocities he committed 
against them while Germany was 
winning, but gambled that the Wes­
tern Allies might be soft enough to 
let him off with his life.

However, that may not be the 
whole story. Himmler is a crafty 
devil and is quite well aware that If 
Britain and America accepted Ger­
many's surrender, while leaving Rus­
sia out of the picture, it might cause 
a rupture of the alliance.

Anyway, the next move is up to 
Himmler. Swedish count Bernadotte, 
who is reported to have relayed the 
nazi offer to surrender to America 
and Britain, is said to have made 
a new contact with him.

So nothing ever happens In your 
home town? So tt’s pretty quiet to­
day, and there's no news except the 
war stories?

On an average day in Texas there 
are 3 murders. 5 traffic deaths. 2 
cases of rape, 53 burglaries, 5 rob­
beries, 33 auto thefts and 150 other 
thefts with a loss of $29,000 In stolen 
property and $136,000 In economic 
loss through aeddents.

The Texas department of public 
safety says so in an annual report 
just issued.

Heretofore, says the report, no­
body has known the extent and cost 
of criminal offenses In Texas. But 
now the statistics are available:

During the calendar year 1944 
property loss was $10,284,344, 'there 
were 1,040 murders and homicides, 
64 rapes, 19,444 burglaries, 2,046 
robberies, 12,040 auto thefts and 
52,392 assorted thefts.

Combatting crime In Texas Is the 
busy department of public safety. 
This includes, among other things 
the highway patrol, the Texas rang-, 
ers, the state bureau of identifica­
tion and records, the drivers license 
division, the license and weight di­
vision.

The war has complicated the de­
partment’s work. It works with the 
federal bureau of Investigation ir 
tracking down prisoners of war. In 
investigating espoionage, sabotage, 
subversive propaganda, selective ser 
vice violations and military deser­
tion.

S. F. PRESS CONFERENCES TRICKY AFFAIRS

SAN FRANCISCO. April 30-At 

nearly every press conference held 
thus far In connection with this 
United Nations love feast, some 
screwball pops up with a trt:k ques­
tion tin t darn near wrecks the pro­
ceedings,

Of course these press conferences 
aren’t like any press conference that 
were ever held before. In addition 
to a couple hundred honest to gosh 
working news people, an ■vquaf num­
ber of lobbyists and the idle curious 
drift in. making the whole affair a 
fantastic mob scene from some bad 
dream

At Foreign Secretary V- M. Mol­
otov’s first interview in San Fran­
cisco, one of the few he has ever 
given, a Broadway smart alee 
named Earl Wilson bobbed up to 
ask the distinguished leader cf 
the Soviet Russian d ’ - . .«on  
whether he pronounced U “ vodka" 
or "wodka.”
Now this would undoubtedly rate 

as a cute trick In a night club In 
New York or Hollywood, but at a 
United Nations conference the gag 
fell flat as one of the corniest cracks 
ever uttered. Obviously annoyed, 
Molotov broke o ff the interview, with 
a number of other more Important
questions still unasked.

* * *
This kind of monkey business gives 

American press an awful black
eye.

Fortunately, not all the silly qties-

tlon come from this country. It  was 
a Canadian, an ex-member o ¡Parlia ­
ment named G. I. Carrlck, of Ot­
tawa, who threw the monkey wrench 
at the British deputy prime minister. 
Clement Attlee’s press conference, 
earlier in the week. Noting a line 
In a biographical sketch put out by 
the British minister of information, 
saying that Attlee had been influ­
enced by the views of John Ruskin, 
this Carrlck got up and asked At­
tlee his present opinion of a quote 
from Ruskim whi:h began, "When I 
tell youttjajJ war Is the foundation 
of alFartsj 1 mean also it  is the 
fuiuidation of all the high virtues."

The reporters tried to howl 
Uairick down, but he went on un­
daunted: "The common notion 
that peace -n.l the virtues of civil 
life flourished together. I found 
ko be wholly untenable . . .  I found 
that all great nations learned 
their truth of thought In war.” 
And so on. Imagine this at a con­

ference to end wars.
.  • • •

Another stinker of this kind hap­
pened at a press conference arrang­
ed for Mrs Vljaya Laksmi Pandit, 
sister of the Indian National leader,' 
Nehru. There is was a native of In ­
dia. one K  A. Kahn, who started to 
beckle the lady about uprisings 
against the British war effort In 
1942. It turned out later that this 
Kahn was registered with the reg­
ular pro-Brltlsh delegation from In ­
dia, but that didn’t prevent him

from being Invited to leave.
* * *

With the press corps accredited to 
the conference now numbering 1875, 
while the delegates and advisors 
number only 1320, there Is now one 
and forty-two one-hundredths of a 
news hound present for every o f­
ficial. This makes the publicity del­
egation Itself something worth cov­
ering.

Never was there *»:h  a press 
gallery as this. Gallery is right. 
First, second and third gallery- 
Only a few of the photographers 
are allowed on the delegates' floor. 
Wire services, spot radio men and 
news reels are in the boxes. 
8pootal correspondents are In the 

ti-rir above them, and up under the 
roof Is an assortment of legitimate 
b i*. dlsgrunted foreign correspon­
dents, string corespondents from ev­
ery shopping news throwaway on the 
west coast, contributors to unheard- 
cr labor weeklies In the east literarily 
inclined ladles with social back­
grounds who wheedled some pub­
lisher to send them out here and no 
kidding—even a girl reporter from 
the magazine of the Junior League.

The wild predictions about what's 
going to happen and the utterly 
irresponsible experttng by amateurs 
and cookoos pouring millions of 
words out on this conference In the 
apparent intent to put it in the 
worst iioslble light In order to make 
it faU, certainly don't reflect any 
credit on the once-proud fourth « 
tate.

C PR IN G  brought open roads, and 
travelers.

A  good many of these were 
drummers, who either drove their 
own horses from place to place or 
hired transportation from the liv ­
ery stables along their route. 
Those who sold standard stock 
were only a few  hours in each 
village, while those who had 
samples to display stayed longer. 
There was hardly a night that we 
didn’t have one or more o f them 
registered at the American House.

A  few  were, undeniably, sporty. 
They made us feel countrified and 
a little prim. Mr. J. Francis 
Simms wore very high laced 
shoes, tight trousers, and a ruby 
ring. He kept up smart talk in 
the dining room, even in the face 
o f Ada’s discouragement. "A in ’t 
it awful, Mabel?" he said over 
and over. "A in ’t it awful?”  Mr. 
Benjamin W iggle was very fat 
and always smelled o f SenSen.

"W iggle’s my name,”  he would 
say in introduction and then pro­
ceed to demonstrate in a way you 
could never forget.

However, most of the men who 
came were sensible and industri­
ous. Feeling sorry for anyone 
who had to be away from home, 
my mother went out o f her way 
to make them comfortable.

The first and third Saturdays 
o f every month brought Dr. B ill­
ings, the dentist from the Junc­

tion. In his regular office he had 
an upholstered chair that tipped 
backward, but if  you came to him 
in the parlor of the American 
House you had to content your­
self with the organ stool borrowed 
from the church vestry. You al­
most never had a tooth filled. You 
had it out, or you put up with it, 
one way or the other. I f  you 
needed gas, my father gave it in 
his office. This happened very 
rarely. Gas cost money, as we 
saw it. Grit was cheap.

On alternating Saturdays Dr. 
Snow, the oculist, took over the 
parlor. You could buy your 
glasses ready-made from him for 
25 cents, or I f  you were more 
particular (and prepared to pay a 
dollar) you could have a pair 
made to your special order with a 
10-year, gold-filled frame.

• • •
Q N L Y  one other person used the 

parlor for business. That was 
Mrs. Carrie Carter, who sold cor­
sets. Up to the time she came, 
women had purchased such things 
by mail order, having, of course, 
too much delicacy to ask for them 
at a store. But mail order wasn't 
entirely satisfactory, for a corset 
box, being long, low, and nar­
row, was always recognizable 
when you took it  from the Poet 
Office. So Mrs. Carter, being a 
married woman and bringing her 
wares (which you could carry 
home in your Boston bag), had 
quite a following. The greatest 
deterrent to her trade lay in the 
undeniable fact that her custom­
ers might be seen and detected.

She owed a great deal of her 
business to my mother. Instead 
of openly approaching the parlor, 
one customer after another would 
con** into the office, ostensibly to 
make a call. " I ’ve been intending 
to come and see you ever since 
you moved,”  they might say. Or 
“ It  has taken me long enough to 
get here.”  Then, a brief visit 
over, they would announce in a 
casual manner, that, now they 
were here, they might stop for a 
minute in the parlor and just say 
hello to Mrs. Carter.

Mrs. Carter knew her trade.
She measured her customers in Ik 
white cheesecloth robe with long 
flowing sleeves which gave thd 
illusion o f modesty and graced 
She had technical names tor every  
spot on your anatomy. “ Yout 
mammary glands need a slight 
support,”  she would say. Ofc- 
“ There is a little dilatation f f  
your abdomen.”  She was very 
patient. The Kangaroo Bend was 
outmoded in 1909, and the neW 
lines demanded a corset with ft 
low  bust and a long sk irt It  
wasn’t an easy change. She had 
a little song she used to sing to 
cheer her disgruntled customer^. 
I t  went something like this:

“I  do not need a country teat,
Because I  can't »it down."

fp iLERE were itinerants, toot 
1  most of them agents and ped­
dlers. Around the first o f June 
a young man arrived selling light­
ning rods.

European War

lng the newspaper Dagens Nyheter 
said Count Folke Bernadotte. who 
was described as the man who last 
week relayed Himmler's offer to 
surrender Germany to the United 
States and Britain, had made "a 
new contact" with the Gestapo head.

Red army men battled over the 
burning wreckage of Berlin only a 
half mile from the Reichschanccl- 
lery, and at the northern edge of the 
Tiergarten, presumed headquarters 
of tiie German command and pos­
sibly Hitler himself. The Germans 
held only an 18-squarc mile area of 
the 431 in greater Berlin.

The Germans’ Oslo radio declar­
ed Soviet tanks had battered into 
»he Tiergarten. the "central park" 
converted into an underground fort­
ress.

U. 8. Seventh army troops mop­
ped up in Munich, birthplace of 
nazism, entered Sunday when 
Americans in Italy pushed into pat­
riot-liberated Milan, the cradle of 
Italian fascism and Italy’s largest 
city (pop. 1.115,900). Other units kill­
ed or seized the S3 guards at Da­
chau concentration camp, freeing 
some 32,000 prisoners. Americans of 
the Third army crossed the Isar 
rived in a new push toward Berch- 
tesgaden, 75 miles or less away.

Still other ¡Seventh army men 
fought south of Fussen on the Aus­
trian border, 135 miles from Ameri 
cans at Bergamo in Italy. The Fifth 
army was in Genoa; British troops 
seized csnal-coursed Venice, and 
pushed on to within 75 miles of 
Yugoslav partisans who reportedly 
had entered Trieste. Turin was en­
tered this afternoon.

The northern German pocket was 
crumbling as well. The British Sec­
ond army was across the Elbe 20 
miles east of Hamburg and 30 miles 
south of Luebeck, whose fall would 
seal o ff Denmark. A Russian offen­
sive was cutting west of Stettin to­
ward a British-Soviet linkup. Ameri­
cans of the Ninth army captured 
Zcrbst beyond the Elbe, 47 miles 
southwest of Berlin and about 11 
miles from Russian units.
