Secretary Clinton P. Anderson was
urged to break the “bottleneck of
the local slaughter house” to relieve
a serious meat situation in a tele-
gram sent by the East Texas cham-
ber of commerce last night.

“We recommend lifting of beef
quotas on federajly inspected and
on class two non-federally inspected
slAughterers” Anderson was told.
“Our East Texas region of 71 coun-
ties has a surplus of cattle and a

For Grain Storage
E. A. Miller, agronomist for the
A. and M. college extension serv-

ice, recently recommended a few
simple safeguards to prevent, or
at least reduce, insect damage to
grain stored on a farm.

He suggests cleahing grain well
before storage, and storing it only
in clean bins as the first and basic
precautions,

Along with these, bins should not
be filled too full, grmin should be
kept dry and as cool as possible, in-
spected often and fumigated when
necessary,

Thorough cleaning of bins before
filling them with new grain is one
of the most important safeguards,
according to Miller, He points out
that many bins look clean, but ac-
tually harbor thousands of hungry
insects which have burrowed into
the woodwork and come out of hid-
ing only when the bins are re-
filled.

That atomic bomb bids fair to be
the one to end all bombs.

There are two ways of looking at
this terrible new power. The hap-
pler view is that militaristic-minded
nations no longer will dare make
war ‘and so expose themselves to
annihilation. It may be that we
siand on the threshold of an era of
peace, ironically imposed on a mis-
chievous world by fear of the most
awful weapon ever devised.

That's one way of ending all
bombs. But there’s another and less
comforting viewpoint. This was
rather bluntly but succintly express-
ed by an editor colleague of mine
just after news of the atomic bomb
broke.

“It makes me sick to my stomach
{o think of it,” he said, “You won-
der whether man isn't getting too
damned smart, and won't destroy
himself.”

Well, of course you can't discount
that idea. Certainly the time. has
arrived when, if all countries don't
agree to forsake armed aggression,
nations will be liable to desiruction
almost overnight.

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WASHINGTON.—Here' are some
general questions from GI's and
their relatives:

Q. My husband will soon be 42
years old. Does the new navy
release formula chang the old
regulations about getting out
when you get to be 42? :

A. Enlisted personnel 42, years
of age or older will continue to be
eligible for discharge under con-
ditions heretofore in effect.

Q. I am soon going to. be dis-
¢harged from the army. I want
to buy a farm. They tell me there
is a way to borrow enough mon-
ey to pay for it all from the Vet-
erans administration. Is this true?
true? Where can I borrow
enough to buy a farm?

A. All Veterans . administration
can do is guarantee a loan for the
purchase of a farm. If you write
to the farm security administra-
tion, however, officials there will
tell you about other provisions of
government loans to buy farms,
which are more liberal than those
of the GI Bill of Rights.

Q. If a veteran is recelving an
increased pension, or & subsist-
ence allowance for educational
purposes, is he eligible fo receive
readjustment allowances?

A. No.

Q. Can a veteran be disqual-
ified from receiving readjustment
allowances?

A. Yes. A veteran may be dis-
qualified from receiving readjust-
ment allowances for failure to com-
ply with the law and regulations
aprlying in his state of residence.

Q. I am not satisfied with the
decision on my claim for allow-
ances. Is there anything I can
do?

A. You are entitled to an ap-
peal.

In 1942 a group of refugees from
European countries overrun by the
nazis had a meeting in  London.
These refugees were ministers of
education in the countries from
whieh they fled.

They talked about educational
! problems and about those problems
which would have to be faced and
solved after the war. In the begifin-
ing they talked only of Europe's
educational problems.

A number of conferences were
held. Eventually the Uniled States,
Russia and China sent observers (o
sit in on the meetings.

They started thirnking of an in-
ternational organization which
couvld help all countries, not only in
educational problems but cultural
ones as well.

In the spring of 1944 the Uniteda
Etates sent'a delegation of educators
to attend a conference of the educa-
tors in London, There was a charter
drawn up.

Germans |
Rule Themselves
For Many Years

We must agree with the Russians
on the methods of re-educating the
Germans or the work will fail, be
cause: it will be many years before
the German people will be able
to govern themselves, says Vincent
Sheean. Declaring .that we must
treat the German® without hate,
love or fear and explaining why the
Germans are still politically “un-
born”, Mr, S8heean writes in Red-
book Magazine for August:

“How did we feel about Ger-
many in 1935-1939-&8hat is, during
the period when Hitler was quite
openly preparing to conquer the
whole of Europe and eventually the
world?

“I saw the process going on with
sheer horror, but I did have an il-
lusion, with which I have only late-
ly parted, most regretfully, that
ther# existed powerful anti-nazi
forces %vithin the German people,
who would be ouyr allies in the in-
evitable struggle, and to whom we
could entrust the inevitable ruins
when the whole thing was over.

“This illusion was based on long
acquaintance with some German
workers and intellectuals of - the
democratic and left parties. I have
also known, in Austria, Czecho-
slovakia, Spain and China, brave
and honest Germans who fought
for freedom. Nabedy could ever
forget how they fought in Spain.
These were exiles, of course—social
democrats, communists, republicans
of one kind or amother, and there
were Jews among them as well.
They were certaily brave and hon-
est men, they saved Madrid in 1936
—the German Brigade, and no oth-
er, was the best«trained part of
Maija's force.

“There .are hu{dreds of these
brave and honest Germans but
they do not count at all in a na-
tion of seventy million people who
followed Hitler through six years
of Hunnish and degrading war. The
Jews, as a force or a constructive
element in German society, have
been wiped onut; the' brave and
honest social democrats went into
exile or were wiped out in Ger-
many, since there was little hope for
most of them to ‘go underground.’
And the rest, all the cultivated and®
fair-minded Germans whom one
used to meet in Berlin and Munich,
simply acquiesced in the most in-
human scheme of racial dictator-
ship ever evolved on earth. In so
doing they lost their social existence

and value, along with their self-re-
spect.

Geneul Pattons Third nrmy 1
was, of course, seeing Germans
every day, both prisoners of war
and civilians in the territories our
army entered. During the preceding
two and a half years I had seen #
good many German prisoners, when
I was an officer our own army. And
the result of this rather extensive
experience is this: I have not yet
encountered one single German
who bhas any sense of social] re-
sponsibility in the vast historical
crime of Hitlerism. Not one, »
“I have spoken to plenty who
knew, long ago, that the war was
lost, but who kept on fighting. I
have spoken fto plenty who pro-
fess' to be anti-nazi in some ob-
scure way, or non nazi., And I
heard plenty of jokes about Hit-
ler, Goering and the rest. But all
this seems to be quite. apart from
the war. If you ‘speak of the war,
these people say ‘Oh, there were
too many against us.’ Or, else:
‘We were too poor to win against
such rich enemies’ Or: “We had
to go to war because we were en-
circled by enemies.’

“Not a single man or woman toO
whom I have talked realized that
Germany as a whole planned and
executed this frightful tragedy.

“At the present moment Germany
does not exist. Hitler created one
Germany the nazi Germany which
is now in ruins because it was
created for war upon the world.
We have to create another Ger-
many, starting at the very begin-
ning, which is the birth of the in-
dividual German child. This is a
program so comprehensive that no
simple political settlement could
provide for it. It is also a pro-
gram which the Americans, British
and French alone cannot undertake.
We must do it with the Russians.

“Life has not provided the Ger-
man people with any phychological
machinery for dealing with their
own destiny. They have been nt,
the mercy of every fakir who came
along. In this permanent dilemma
of a whole nation, it is relatively
easy for any mountebank to get on
2 white horse—or to a radio micro-
phone—and delude the millions, be-
cause they long for delusion.

“We cannot treat this problem
with hatred, because that is a use-
less and wasteful passion. Let them
be chastised for years to come,  if
necessary, but let them know why
they are being chastised and what
their crime has been.

“We must be ready for two dis-
tinct and successive contentions on
the part of the Russian government.
First, they will want to punish Ger-

The
Germans have to be treated as

“Let us go at this complicated
and  troublesome = task without
hated, prejudice or illusions. With-
out hate, without love, without
fear, but with a simple recognition
that this is a pathological case on
a very grandiose scale, me must deal
with Germany and we must come to
terms with Russia on what we will
do with Germany,’
