The pilot and mechanic
were sheltered by the Filipinos un-
til the Japanese came looking for
them, When the Americans escaped
by boat and the Filipinos- fled to
the hills—all but Anastacio Ra-
moran,

“He was still in his bed,” Mell-
berg related, “when the frustrated
Japs arrived demanding to know
about the Americans. In a Chris-
tian manner, he courteously told
them he did not know,

“‘For three years I have been
beéd-ridden,” he said. ‘I know they
were here, but I cannot tell you
where they are. I do not know'.”

Mellberg said the Japanese
dragged the Filipino to the sea-
shore and forced him to drink ocean
water until he was near bursting.
“Then,,” he continued, “they placed
his almost lifeless body on the sand
and began to march back and forth
across his face and stomach.

“The sea water gushed forth from
his mouth, nose and ears. Finally
he was abandoned as dead and the
Japanese patrol returned to the
mainland.”

The Filipinos returned from thclr
riding places, Mellberg related, and
carried Apastacio Ramoran back to
his bed, more dead than alive.

“After three days,” he added,
“consciousness returned and eager
hands nursed him back to life
again.

“Anastacio Ramoran, bedridden
for three years, is now working his
rice fields and has full use of his
body., The ailment from which he
suffered was cured. Due to the
atrocity'of the Japanese, the ulcers
in his stomach burst and we can
assume the sea”Whter acted as an
irrigating solutim that cleansed
the abdominal ca¥ity.”

The sixth Japanese, struck by ac-
curate gunfire thrown from the
midst of the smoke and flame, kept
coming, slammed into the forward
stack and more gasoline splashed
into the molten wreckage amidships.
