PARIS, July 31— —Gen. Max-
ime Weygand, commander of
French armies when the Germans
broke through to Paris, assumed
full responsibility today for
French armistice.

He was the first defense wn.ncss
at the trial of Marshal Petain, ac-
cused of intelligence with the en-
emy and plotting against the se-
curity of France. He limped into
court, bowed low to Petain, and de- |
scribed himself as “a prisoner of
Val de Grace.”

“Coordinated resistance no longer
was possible,” the mufti-clad gen-
eral saild when he decided “to ask
the government to demand an ar-
mistice.

“I considered it my duty as com-

* mander in chief to ask for an ar-
mistice. I took the decision my-
self and on purely military grounds.
There was no question of collusion
with Marshal Petain.”

He said, however, that the first
suggestion for an armistice came
from President Albert Lebrun, one
of the first witnesses against the
old soldier. This was made at a
war committee meeting on May 25,
1940, when Weygand said Lebrun

Arthur. These included an aircraft
carrier hit at Kure Sunday. It may
have been either the Amagi

r Katsuragi which Admiral Nimitz
included in his revised toll as still
afloat but minus much of their
flight deck.

Nimitz' communiques for the two
day carrier raids listed 14 warships,
including six capital ships. sunk ahd
39 damaged. His totals are subject-
ed to further revision when Admiral
Halsey furnishes details of yester-
day's strike.

Extensive damage to factories, in-
cluding a powder works, and other
ground installations was reported.
Additionally all types of air sweeps
over Japan, China and Indo-China
knocked out 72 enemy locomotives at
least temporarily.

All Japanese over 14 in occupied
China were reported undergoing
hurried but realistic military train-
ing “in which fire belches forth and
blood is drawn” in preparation for
“the enemy’s coastal landing plan.”
The Japanese expect this blow to
fal north of Shanghai.

The civillan volunteer corps in
the homeland was told by Home
Minister Genki Abe to use suicide
tactics to meet invading forces.
“The sacred soil” of Japan, he said,
“must not be desecrated by foreign
invaders.”
One task of the corps is to in-
crease Nippon's food supply. Wash-
ington authorities sald Japan is very
short of food but is not facing star-
vation.
Fleld dispatches told of well-fed
Japanese troops bitterlly resisting
Allled mop up. forces in the Solo-
mons and the Philippines.
The Nipponese garrison on Bou-
gainville island in the Solomons was
reported reinforced by garrisons from
the Shortland isiands. Half of Bou-
gainville is held by Austfalians who
estimated 85,000 enemy troops are
still alive in the Solonions. In eight
months Aussies have killed 13377
Japanese and captured 337 on Bou-
gainville and New Guihea while
suffering 3,200 casualties of their
own.

FULL EMPLOYMENT AND
WORLD PEACE

Sén, Elbert D. Thomas, of Utah,
chairman of the senate committee
on ‘military atfairs, presents the
need for full employment as a fac-
tor in maintaining world peace.

FDR ABOLISHES STABILIZA-

TION ACT

Shortly after President Roosevelt
took office in 1933, he practically
abolished the Wagner employment
stabilization act by executive order,
Roosevelt then did not believe the
act broad enough to deal with the
crisis in which the country found it-
self.

The 1631 act tried to stabilize em-
ployment only through federal
spending on public wqrks. There was
no co-ordination with state and lo-
cal - governments oh their publie
works programs.

Germans in Palestine
Find Tough Sledding

JERUSALEM. — (#) — That the
Jews were thrown out of Germany
is a fact; whether the Germans
should be thrown out of Palestine
is a hot guestion here today.

The Palestine government has
been conferring with the British on
the problem of readmitting the
Germans to their six settlements in
Palestine and giving them back
their property holdings, which were
considerable.

There are many proposals. Some
say the property should be sold for
the benefit of Jewish pogram or-
phans and the victims of Europe’s
infamous concentration camps. Oth-
ers propose that Palestine Jewry
appropriate this property as com-
pensation for all the possessions
Hitler's followers wrenched from Eu-
rope’s Jews, a number of whom are
finding it hard sledding in Pales-
tine today. A Jewish ex-soldier’s
league put forward the idea that
the German property be given to
Palestine soldiers returning home

The German villages contained
four or five thousand Germans be-
fore the war. Children if the
streets spoke the pure Wurtemberg
dialect of their grandfathers, who
were Christians come to Palestine
out of religious motives. One of
their villages, high in Galilee, is
still named Bethlehim-' in indiffer-
ence to the real Bethlehem south of
Jerusalem.

Twice German life in Palestine
has been interrupted., The first
time was during World War I when
after the Turkish collapse, the Ger-
mans were interned in Egypt by the
British. But later, they returned
and got their property back.

The second interruption came
with Hitler's drive for Lebensraum.
Able-bodied men were interned.
The aged, the women and the chil-
dren were left in their settlements
but guarded.

The sale of German property was
forbidden by Hitler, and most of
Palestine’s Germans became ardent
Nazis.

If such com-
ment does not have these qualilies
then the commentator must answer
for them under our libel, slander or
contéempt laws.

“Under the established law of this
state a person who utters or pub-
lishes comment on a case pending
before any court which is calculated
to block the administration of jus-
tice or to influence the courts rul-
ling is guilty of contempt.”

“Preedom of the press, however,
is ‘mot to be confused with abuse of
