To Get Value From Victory Garden

Pick them young; don’t wait for 
your vegetables to grow old. Gar- 

. den vegetables, to be at their best, 
must be picked at just the right 
time. Many crops such as spinach 
and lettuce, grow bitter with age; 
radishes becoih9 ¡jeppery; and over­
ripe cabbages 'tend to split.

String beans should be picked 
when they snap readily and have 
soft, • pliable tip;; shell beans must 
be left until the pods are well filled, 
but they must not be allowed to dry

• • on the vines or the vines will stop
bearing. I f  thsse beans are kept 
picked the vines will bear until the 
end of the season. Lima beans 
should be picked when still green. 
To determine the exact condition 
of the pods, pr -ss them and, if they 
feel spongy, the beims are fully 
grown and ready for use: if ft is

* hard, the pod still contains material 
to be absorbed by the bean. Yellow 
pods are past their prime.

Harvest broccoli before the bloom
*  buds open. Cut o ff the center head 

with 4-5 inches of stem. This gives 
the side sprouts a chance to- de­
velop Into edible heads.

tor what they say and do.

inds Itself in 
ery Neat Trap

I t  two Installments - this is Part 1
Radio has walked into a trap, 

and as a result, a most bitter hoax 
has been perpetrated on the Ameri­
can people who regard freedom of 
speech and opinion as a basic liber­
ty. Some network executives and 
station owners and managers re­
gret or resent the net in which they 
are caught, but do not know what 
to do about It.

H ie most revolutionary state­
ment made about radio in some 
years is a letter to Broadcasting 
magazine in its issue of July 9 by 
President Truman. He states that 
radio should be and is a competitive, 
private Industry, with the same free­
dom as the press. This is the first, 
statement of principles from theiU  
Chief Executive j f  the country about 
the basic status of radio, and gives 
that facility and its voices the first 
base on which it can build—if it' 
be a solid base—since 1930. Develop­
ments in radio must prove whether 
pr not President Truman’s stand is 
to have real meaning, or remain 
merely an ignored generality. The 
narrow ruling of the F. C. C.. re­
leased about the same time as the 
President's letter, to the effect that 
no time may be sold for the dis­
cussion of controversial public is­
sues, seems to run directly counter 
to the President's stand on the im­
portant matter of freedom of the 
air under private, competitive busi­
ness management.

This brings us to that word “con­
troversial.” and the trap that has 
Aecn cleverly made of it to silence 
anything courageous and bold, and 
then to go beyond that again and 
actually operate to eradicate voices 
which champion the

American system, and favor insinua­
ting, smearing and contemptons 
voices which pervert, destroy and 
tend to the disappearance of the 
American system.

Radio facilities became used to the 
extreme of rabble-rousing—or at 
least so thought a great number— 
in the case of Father Coughlin of 
Detroit. This is where radio stuck 
its head into the trap. Radio sta­
tion owners and managers have a 
trade association called National As­
sociation of Broadcasters. At the 
time of the Father Coughlin upset, 
it was still very new. Trying to deal 
with the pressure put on the indus­
try from the public and also from 
some not-too-gentle places in o ffi­
cialdom. and trying to protect the 
interests of the industry at large 
against the particular stations which 
were quite willing to sell time to 
Father Coughlin, the National As­
sociation of Broadcasters adopted a 
resolution barring sale o f time-for 
“controversial” subjects. Already, 
the National broadcasting company 
had let out among the networks 
with a policy of refusing to permit 
commercial sponsors to use pro­
grams dubbed “controversial.”

This word, “ controversial,” is the 
lever which springs the trap. When 
the shrewd strategists of the left- 
wing groups—particularly the com­
munist party and the P. A. C —be­
gan to study how to take over radio, 
which is the substance of one of 
their pamphlets for their workers, 
they hit upon this double-edged 
sword. They stole it from the ar­
mory of the vadio industry itself, 
and therewith cut out radio's back­
bone. I t  is, of course, easy to make 
any subject “ controversial” by hav­
ing a concentrated or scattered 
group of devotees, or stooges, set 
out to raise hell about the mention 
of it. You could do it about the Mar­
xian creed, or you could do it about 
the Hinted States constitution; you 
could do it about one of the Old 
Testament precepts such as “an eye 
for an eye and a tooth for a tooth,” 
or you could do it about the Golden 
Rule. The left-wing groups which 
wish to scatter American resources 
and which decry all American tra­
ditional economic and political "thé5“ 
thods, have been carefully instigat­
ed and worked up to raise all the 
outcry possible, and to put all the 
pressure possible on radio executiv­
es to disapprove those voices which 
lean to the established American 
thought. The left-wingers accom­
pany that with political pressure 
when they can bludgeon, blackmail 
or impress public officials to aid 
them, and they accompany it with 
either openely proclaimed or subtly 
promulgated economic pressure in 
the form of boycotting campaigns 
against sponsors who purchase time.

We keep repeating (and with 
sound reason) the truism that wortd 
peace depends on the units of the 
Big Three, but when there arises 
any question of Just what might 
cause a rupture of good relations 
we are Inclined to take cover in 
order to evade a delicate subject.

We come naturally by this cau­
tion. I t ’s a heritage from the Euro­
pean war — the Idea of avoiding 
the discussion of controversial mat­
ters which might make hard feel­
ings among the allies In the midst 
of a life or death s.ruggle. Howev­
er, the Hitlerian war is finished 
(we hope), so what w e  the tender 
spots?

To begin with there’s a com- 
letcly new and bewildering align­
ment of power on the continent of 
Europe. Russia has emerged as the 
dominant force.

Well now. this shift has brought 
an in.erlocking of the British and 
Russian spheres of influence h* 
some places and might easily affect 
others. Here then is one of the dan­
ger spots.

Closely Identified with this are 
the self-determination and sover- 
eignty of small nations to which 
all the Big Three subscribe. Im ­
pingement on these cardinal rights 
could cause a break among the 
trio.

Continuation of confidence among 
the Big Three depends on dissipa­
tion of any suspicions they may 
have of one another’s intentions. 
Western Europe long has had pro­
nounced suspicions that Moscow 
was bent on spreading communism 
throughout the continent-through-

W ASHINGTON-Don’t be in too 

much of a hurry about trying to 
buy a ticket for an airplane ride to 
Europe. Best dope seems to be that 
it may be three months. possibly six 
months or a year, before the three 
V. S. airlines can get going on the 
new trans-Atlantic air routes Just 
authorized by President Truman 
and the Civil Aeronautics board. 
Pan-American Airways, American 
Export Airlines' and Transcontlncntl 
and Western Airlines are all anxious 
to begin, but three things are hold­
ing them up.

1. Lack of planes, Pan-Am has 
five Boeing Clippers, Export two Si- 
korskvs, all under contract to the 
military, and TW A has five Strato- 
lii#rs in domestic service. But if 
lt can get replacements for them in 
two-engined planes. TW A may get 
the Jump with service to Paris via 
Newfoundland and Foynes, Ireland.

2. Need to arrange for air bases, 
communications systems, weather 
reporting service and ground crews 
in European countries. U. 8. army 
air force installations in Europe 
can’t be turned over to commercial 
airline operators without a lot of 
dickering.

3. U. 8. department of state must 
complete agreements with some 24 
foreign countries to which routes 
have been authorized. This is the 
most Important requirement Of all.

Agreements for landing rights 
liave now been completed with Can­
ada, Iceland. .Sweden, Denmark and

Spain. In addition, the state de­
partment made agreements with 
France and Great Britain before the 
war, and Pan-American has landing 
rights in Portugal and Marseilles 
France,

Briefly, the new routes approved 
are these:

American Export to operate over a 
northern route to British Isles, 
Scandinavian countries, Berlin and 
Moscow.

Pan-American lo operate via Brit­
ish Isles and middle Europe to Tur­
key. the Near East, and Calcutta.

TW A to Paris, Spain, the Medi­
terranean countries and Bombay. - -

In negotiating for transit and 
landing rights along these routes, 
the international civil aviation 
agreements worked out at Chicago 
last IaU now appear to be of con­
siderable ad/.village

For instance. British aviation in­
terests mny liave a natural desire 
to block American competittlon in 
Europe. The prewar Brltlsh-Amcrl- 
can agreement permits airlines of 
the two countries to operate on an 
even basis. That Is, British Overseas 
Airways corporation can now op­
erate only four ochedulcs a week to 
the United States, so U. 8. airlines 
may operate only four schedules s 
week to the British Isles.

But the British government sign­
ed the so-called “two freedoms” 
agreement at Chicago. This gives 

U. 8. airline the right to op-
through the British L iu  t«

points beyond, just so the U. 8. 
airline does not pick up or dis­
charge passengers and cargo at 
British airports. Under this deal. 
Pan-Am and Export airlines might 
run 50 flights a week through Lon­
don to refuel for points beyond. The 
hope is that when the British see 
all this traffic going through with­
out their getting any benefits from 
it. they’ll want a piece of the busi­
ness and let down the bars. — 
FEW PLANES WOULD DO 
THE TRICK

All three airlines given postwar 
commercial rights to Europe are op­
erating services for army and navy. 
There Is terrific pressure on the 
army to release some of Its four- 
engined transport planes for com­
mercial service. So far this pressure 
has been resisted because the air 
transport command has been given 
the Job of flying back some 50.000 
troops a month. After that, many of 
these planes may be assigned to the 
Pacific. But it would take only a 
dozen planes to put the airlines In 
tntcrnàtional business.

Even when the airlines have the 
planes and even when all the neces­
sary treaties are signed, there will 
beo ther obstacles. Foreign com­
mercial airports must be designated, 
radio communication and weather 
reporting services established, and 
crews trained to operate them. Fin­
ally, all these p lan «, crews and ser­
vices will have to'fee Inspected and 
licensed to operate tn the United 
States and foreign countries to In­
sure the safety of the traveling pub­
lic.

“Our company went in there with 
68 men and came out with 60 We 
lost two company commanders.“

Hamilton served with E company. 
307th infantry, 77th division,

"My outfit liad started out across 
the open field when the Japs upen- 
ed up on us,” he .said. “ We dived 
into a ditch. —

"Soon a jeep came by and we reo- j  
ognized Ernie Pyle hiding with Lt 
Col. Joseph Coolidge of Arkansas.

“One of the boys in my platoon ’ 
remarked, 'they’ve got their nerve 
driving otit through there»’ ”

As the machine guns opened fin  
on the jeep, the reporter and the ¡ 
colonel took cover. A tew minutes 
later Pyle was struck three times in 

“ the temple.
“We ran that, .hill on Je three 

times before we took it ” Hamilton 
said.

“ A Texas flag was raised on the 
hill in honor or the Texans w ho 
died on Corregldui 1 was there and 
took a great deal ul razzing about 
being from Texas.”

PARIS, July 17—(44— Since Mar­

shal Petaln's return, the question 
frequently is asked of me: "Did 
Petain Interfere with your ad­
ministration while you were su­
preme commander?”

My answer at once Is simple and I mission districts 7-C and 9 In West 
complex. It Is simple because, if it 'r° v“ « Total oerHrteottnn tn, w„ct 
Is a question of direct interference.
J pan say he never at least openly 
opposed me. Quite the contrary, he 
consistently approved of what I  did.

He was the last of three com­
manders in chief of the French 
army. Joffre and Foch, unfortu­
nately for us, having passed away.
Those who, like m yself, understood 
the situation in Its entirety, knew 
that public opinion was under an 
illusion about him. »He belonged 
to the procession of our glories.

I  never thought he would be call­
ed to reappear In the domains of 
action. His authority was very great 
in the army and throughout the 
country: there was every reason to 
use it for the cause I  had to de­
fend I therefore kept him fully In­
formed about my intentions and ac­
tions and he always expressed agree­
ment.

To define his mentality, you can 
turn once again to the opinions of 
Marshal Foch. From his own mouth.
I  one day heard the following for­
mula recited. "When there is noth­
ing to do, it is Petain’s job.”
, To be sure. Petain was the 

“Victor of Vedun.” But if his de­
mands for reinforcements had 
ever been satisfied, llie whole 
French army would have been 
squandered iri that one defensive 
battle.

It is simply that his is a "defen­
sive" mentality. Moreover, Petain 
is what I  would call a “negative.”

He only knows how to take nega­
tive decisions. He does not like to 
shoulder responsibility. When things 
go badly, it is always the fault of 
his subordinates. Since 1940, with 
some rare exceptions, he has suc­
cessfully dropped all those who serv­
ed him. His ideal from 1940 onward, 
as he himself presented it, would 
have been for France to do nothing 
more__ .

As If France could remain neutral, 
conteht to wait or just to hope, 
while the tremendous drama was be­
ing played out between fascism and 
Hitlerism on one side and human 
liberty on the other! The Germans, 
quickly demonstrated to him that 
you can not remain indifferent and, 
moreover, that as soon as you range 
yourself beside them it is to be­
come their slaves. He submitted, only 
too happy to retain power. For his 
personal ambitions were very great.

Marshal Petain’s theories on 
“ the power of the defensive” pro­
foundly influenced the army, des­
pite what my colleagues and I did 
to counteract them. They appear­
ed to agree with our French paci­
fist policies

Was it not Petain who. after 
1919, allowed our whole industrial 
war potential to be liquidated, in­
stead of carefully preserving it and 
modernizing it? And as I have said, 
what appropriation for armament 
did we get before 1935? Was it not 
he, who in 1927, agreed to a mili­
tary service oi one year instead of 
three? And, as it was shown at the 
Riom trials, he would not permit us 
either to Instruct men or to form a 
nucleus of officers. For France, the 

dvtiizatwmrtt was neces­
sary to have the army always ready.
In fact, while he was commander in 
chief, did he not let the army fall- 
asleep?

And in the sphere of aviation, 
with which he particularly concern­
ed himself after he became inspector 
general of air defenses, did he see 
the dimensions of modern war when 
in 1932, he wrote in an official docu­
ment: “The day when,we have for 
our defense 200 fighters to defend 
against enemy attacks and 200 bom­
bers, each capable of carrying one 
or two tonsf or 1,000 kilometers (621 
miles), peace will be assured” ?

WLB Defines Payments To Discharged Workers
DALLAS, July 17 — War labor 

board approval is not necessary in 
order to pay accrued vacation pay­
ments and non-production bonuses 
on a pro rata basis to employes 
who are discharged without cause, 
according to advice received and 
released by A. Langley Coffey, 
chairman of the Eighth regional 
war . labor board.

Employers who desire to adopt 
a different plan, however, are re­
quired to obtain WLB approval.

The clarification is Intended to 
facilitate payments to employes 
who may lose their Jobs due to 
cutbacks or reconversion, Coffey 
explained.

The text of the statement fol­
lows:

“Accrued vacation payments and 
the payment of accrued annual 
and similar non-production bo­
nuses to employes discharged for 
other than cause do not require 
approval of the war labor board 
If such payments are made on a 
pro rata basis. I f  an employer 
wishes to .adopt a different plan, 
war labor board approval must be 
secured.”

Texas. Total certification for West 
Texas was 513,000 barrels daily.

The West Texas boost makes a 
total increase of 30,000 barrels pro­
duction from that area In two 
months.

Commenting on this situation 
Commission Chairman Olin Cul­
berson reiterated that it demon­
strates the need for construction of 
a West Texas-Caltfornia pipe line.

Culberson asserted that railroads 
currently are unable to move west­
ward present West Texas produc­
tion  and increasingly heavy de­
mands upon the carriers for west­
ward movement of war materials 
will add to the problem of tank car 
movement of crude.

He said that West Texas can pro­
duce 114,000 barrels more crude oil 
daily within Its maximum 'effi­
cient rate of production to meet 
Pacific war needs and that only 
pipeline movement will ease the 
situation.

Two years ago PAW  denied ap­
plication for construction of a 986- 
mile pipeline from West Texas to 
Los Angeles. Oil transported from 
West Texas to Houston and then 
shipped to Los Angeles by water 
traverses 8.812 miles, Culberson said.

PAW's August certification for 
production of all petroleum liquids 
from Texas, including condensates 
and natural gasoline, was 2.356,000 
barrels daily, an increase of 13,000 
barrels of which 3,000 was other 
than crude oil.

WASHINGTON, July 17 —(AV- 
United Gas Pipe Line company was 
authorized by ’ the federal power 
commission Monday to construct 
a $7,261,221, 1‘•3-mile pipeline from 
the Carthage, wxas, gas field to 
the Monroe, La., Held. Some of the 
gas to be handled will go to the 
Appalachian area.

The 24-inch line is to connect 
with the Tennessee Gas and Trans­
mission company’s existing, 24-inch 
line at Monroe, and then with 
United’s existing faciltes in the 
Monroe field.

The commsson also authorzed 
constructon by United of about 
four and one-half miles of 18-inch 
line from its gasoline plant In the 
Carthage field to connect with the 
proposed 24-inch line.

United is authorized by the 
FEPC to operate the facilities, which 
will have a daily capacity of 310,- 
000,000 cubic feet of gas, and to 
transport for the Tennessee com­
pany a maximum of 114,000,000 
cubic feet daily from the Carthage 
field to Tennessee’s Monroe com­
pressor station. ___ •_

During the war emergency. FEPC 
authorized United to transport a 
maximum of 65,000,000 cubic feet 
daily from the Texas field for serv­
ice to its present customers.

Gas to be transported to the 
Tennessee company by the propos­
ed line, the commission said, was 
termed necessary by the war pro­
duction board to supply pipelines 
in the Appalachian area before 
the beginning of this winter.

This wUl be the final touch— 
because the house already has ap­
proved—except for the signature of 
President Truman. He’U sign. He 
wants to.

After the last war there was lit­
tle attempt to set world currency 
systems on an even keel.

Some of the nations did tricks 
with their currency. This may have 
helped the tricky nations. It  hurt 
others.

As Senator Wagner (D-N. Y.) 
says, "the decade of the 1930s wit­
nessed the development of econom­
ic warfare in its most destructive 
form."

In May, 1944. President Roosevelt 
issued invitations to the then 44 
United Nations and associated na­
tions to meet in a New Hampshire 
summer resort, called Bretton 
Woods, in July, 1944.

A month before that meeting 
American and British experts and 
experts from 15 other countries got 
together in Atlantic City. They 
went over the plans, ironing out 
some kinks.

All went directly from Atlantic 
City to Bretton Woods. They all 
worked there most of July.

They came up with a two-fold 
plan called: The international mon­
etary .fund and the international 
bank for reconstruction and devel­
opment.

FortyTrour nations are involved 
in this. I f  the senate approves 
them this week, the United States 
will be the first country to give 
the plans its blessing.

the third to feel the sting of 16-inch 
shells within four days.

Tokyo worried about a possible 
new invasion in the Dutch Indies 
and American commanders pointed 
out U. S. assault forces could read­
ily land on the Asiatic coast where 
Chinese troops invaded Indo-China 
and captured Moncay, not far from 
the Gulf of Tonkin.

They could just as readily land 
on ■ the Asiatic mainland another 
American commander pointed out 
as Chinese troops invaded Indo- 
China and captured Moncav.

■Revised figures on the U. S. Third 
fleet's combined air and naval bom­
bardment of northern Japan showed 
that, in addition to two steel pro­
ducing cities wrecked by naval guns, 
carrier aircraft:

Destroyed 140 Japanese vessels, 
84 locomotives. 37 planes and a great 
variety of ground installations;

Damaged 234 ships and surface 
craft, 45 locomotives, 45 aircraft 
and military and manufacturing 
facilities.

Nine small warships were sunk 
and ten damaged. They ranged 
from destroyers to picket craft. 
Twenty-five freighters were sunk, 
34 damaged. One oiler was sunk, 
nine oilers and a transport damag­
ed. All other ships hit were smaller 
craft, about all Japan has left, in­
cluding the 12 train ferries upon 
which the Nipponese relied to move 
vital raw materials from Iokkaldo 
Island to steel plants on northern 
Honshu.

These carrier attacks were press­
ed ’  through extremely adverse 

WestTrcf y l;hout— the -toss - o f- an- 
American shin. Slx«een airmen and 
24 planes failed to return.

These same carrier forces were 
Included in the mighty sea armada 
—the greatest ever assembled, which 
lay perhaps 200 miles o ff the coast 
of Japan today while American 
and British pilots broke through a 
thick haze for an eight hour at­
tack on the network of airdromes, 
military installations and indus­
tries around Tokyo.

The combined assault which 
brought together the mightiest units 
of the American and British naval 
forces was carried out under com­
mand of Adm. William F. (Bull) 
Halsey. Jr , without any apparent 
sign of Nipponese retaliation, des­
pite an appeal by Emperor Hlrohito 
to his air forces to do something 
to protect his throna.

Halsey sent his fighters and bom­
bers roaring In over a 35 stretch 
of the enemy »ast, approximately 
50 miles from the Mikado's palace, 
shortly after nearly 500 Superforts 
set fire to four industrial cities. 
Roaring fires were set In four cities. 
Three, all on Honshu Island south­
west of Tokyo, were hit for the first 
time—Hiratsuka. arsenel and air­
craft center: Numazu. armaments 
town, and Kuwatita, tool center. The 
fourth target Oita, is a repeatedly 
attacked naval air depot and rail 
center on Kyush'i, southernmost is­
land on Japan.

In  previous strikes, B-29s have 
lost about one plane a mission—a 
total of 291 Sufcerforts since last 
Thanksgiving day.

Japanese fighters which have been 
notably absent for a month reap­
peared yesterday ciVer Nagoya and 
engaged Iwo Jima Mustangs in a 
spectacular air figh t Forty Japa­
nese planes were knocked one.

Other air strikes accounted for 
42 Nipponese ships. A single Libera­
tor sank or damaged 37 of them, ali 
two-masted cargo carriers trapped 
southeast of Hongkong as they 
tried to sneak along the China coast.

It  wasn’t called the wild west just 
for the heck or it.

Oldtimers like Fred White, jus­
tice of the peace of Tucumcarl, N. 
M.. recall little events that — well. 
If they happened today we’d prob­
ably call out the stale guard, whis­
tle for the FBI, wire for a few 
planes and maybe end up with a 
congressional investigation.

In those days, even a tenderfoot 
could handle the situation.

White was bom in Young county. 
Texas, near Oraham. and moved to 
Billy the Kid’s old stomping grounds 
in New Mexico when he was quite 
young.

He remembers one time when the 
owner of a Tucumcarl saloon hired 
a Kentucky tenderfoot at a barten­
der. Standard equipment was a pair 
of brass knucks and two revolvers.

A tough gang blew Into town and 
began shooting up the Joint. The 
tenderfoot grabbed his two guns 
and partially protected by the bar 
hegan shooting with both hands. 
The affair became public and shoot­
ing was pretty general.

The next day eleven corpses were 
tossed into an empty box car on a 
passing freight train. A few days 
later railway officials found the 
bodies in Kansas and wondered 
where they had picked up such an 
unusual cargo.

Then there was the time cut- 
rate merchandising was introduced. 
A man was wholesaling whiskey and 
beer to a saloon, but somehow his 
customer quit . The salesman was 
stuck .with a oarload of beer and 
booze.

So he put out handbills advertis­
ing beer at five cents a glass. For­
merly, the price was 25 cents a 
bottle.

Well, this resulted In a shooting 
and the saloon keeper was killed. 
The former salesman was acquitted 
on a self defense plea, and went in­
to the saloon business himself.

Another incident was the case of 
the man who was run out of town 
for stealing money off a dead man's 
eyes. Two quarters had been placed 
on the eyes to close the lids. They 
disappeared. So did two more.

Finally the character was caught 
red-handed and citizens lined up, 
kicked him out of town as he was
