the Month Club to quit advertising that it’ll give you a
“free’’ book if you join the ““club.”

Now, granting that the club distributes a vast amount
of garbage which is better fare for hogs than people,
how about this four-man commissariat telling the club
to quit advertising free books? How grbitrary can an
arbitrary government bureau get?

The answer, kidaies, lies in the purpose of the FTC
itself. (And this is one we're not going to blarne on the
New Deal, Judge.)

The FTC was created out of nothing in 1914, And,
since only the good Lord can create something out of
nothing, the FTC is today what it was at the time of its
birth: Zero. Forty thousand bucks worth of nothing per
year, ’

The original concept of the FTC was to keep every-
body pure as Galahad and noble as Dink Stover at Yale.
(The old-timers will remember Dink. Ask your Pop.)
The act creqing the FTC gave it authority to "‘pre-
vent and correct unfair methods of competition and un-
fair or deceptive acts or practices in inter-state com-
merce.”’

Now, it is one thing to prevent a manufacturer to
label a pair of cotton drawers 100 per cent virgin wool,”
but, it's quite another for a four-man bureau to decide
what. is “fair’” and “‘unfair’’ competition, or to set itself
up as the final authority on semantics

The Book of the Month Club is an outfit distributing
books to its “membership’’ in wholesale lots. Part of
the profits of its '‘clubs’’ are used to distribute “bonus’’
books to the members and to give away books as a come-
on to new customers.

The club’s contract with . members clearly states-—
and so do the club’s ads — that in order to get a “'free”
book, the members must buy at least four a year. It's
the old snake-oil huckster’'s pitch to the rubes at the
county fair: ’‘Buy one bottle, gents, and get another ab-
solootely free!"’

Well, it might be good enough for the county fair,
but it doesn’t come up to the FTC’s interpretatior: of the
word “free.”” The FTC has issued a “‘cease and desist”
order which presumably will apply to all merchants who
give away “‘free’’ merchandise in consideration ot a pur-
case. (Appliance dealers, for example, whe give away
“free’’ boxes of frozen foods to the purcheser of a freez-
er.)
