Ole Bull's America

Few v« generation Americans are familiar with
the of the great Norwegian violinist, Ole Bull.
His love of Americanr ideals of freedom which inspired
a mass migration of his countrymen to the United States,
won him a place in history that may be remembered long-
er than his musical genius

Ole Bull was born in Norway in 1810. He first cgme
to America in 1843 and was so enraptured with the new
land of freedom that he soon became an American
citizen. He returned repeatedly to Norway, which was
subject to the Swedish king, in an attempt to inspire his
homeland with the spirit of freedom that pervaded his
newly adopted country. Finally, discouraged with the
possibility of reviving his own native land, he conceived
the idea of moving Norwegions to America, and he pur-
chased 11,400 acres in Potter County, Pennsylvania, for
New Norwdy. His address of welcome to arriving Nor-
wegian settlers 100 years ago is a stirring message from
a freedom-loving indiVidual that may well be taken to
heart today. He recalled for his listeners early Norwegian
expeditions to the shores of America nearly a thousand
years before, and said

“But since then we learned . . . one of the greatest
nations of the earth had been successful in pianting col-
onies there. That these colonies had grown and flour-
ished, and that, when the mother country had endeavored
to impose tyrannical laws upon them, they had rebelled,
ond standing up boldly in the presence of mankind and
declared before Almighty God, that they were free and
independent — that they had been successful and had
established a government with a written constitution,
based upon the principles of justice and the eternal rights
of humanity, that they had spread over almost the en-
tire continent, and had become one of the leading na-
tions of the earth, and that there a home could be
found for all who sought it, that the right to labor for
ourselves would not be denied us, and that our ‘inclien-
able rights’ of ‘life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness’
would be secured to us.

“Overjoyed with the light and hope which this news
gave us, we have sought this country to be partakers in
this liberty, to enjoy this freedom, and here in this beau-
tiful valley we have selected our home.”

America today?
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Stars Penalized

The Truman Administration has gone global in its fa-
vorite exercise of business-baiting'

Employing such phrases as ‘‘monopolistic practices”
and “‘restrgint of trade,”’ the newest hatchet-man, Attor-
ney General McGranery, accused seven of the world’s
largest oil companies — five American and two British
— of criminally conspiring to establish an international
cartel.

The incredible aspect of the matter lies in the paradox
that the badgered firms have simply and plainly, on the
record, been carrying out the objectives of the Adminis-
tration’s cherished Point 4 policy of rehabilitating the
economies of free peoples over the planet.

The purpose of Point 4 is to encourage U. S. indus-
trialists to invest money, machinery and brains in the
economies of foreign countries. Thus private investment
dollars, instead of U. S. loans, are put to work, under
U. S. business know-how, to help other countries help
themselves to grow strong and independent. To encour-
age this, our government guarantees to reimburse U. S.
investors for any losses in foreign risk ventures.

The oil industry — which is, by its very nature, a
highly competitive industry — has made good in a most
impressive way. It has helped materially in post-war de-
velopment of Venezuela, of Indo-China, of the Middle
East. Even more important, it has increased oil pro-
duction to an extent that offsets the loss from the
Iranian debacle. And all this has been accomplished with.
out a cent of government subsidy or reimbursement for
loss.

The federal action seems precisely parallel to that
of a baseball manager who would penalize a star play-
er for hitting a home run!

Not Good Enough

If the Administration has its way, the Federal govern-
ment will spend $85,400,000,000 of our money this
year. The Treasury anticipates an income of $71,000,-
000,000 which would leave o deficit of $14,400,000,-
000, Even that picture is probably over-bright — the
Joint Congressional Committee on Internal Revenue
Taxation believes that the Treasury’s revenue estimates
are too high by about $4,000,000,000.

Luckily for the present and future strength and se-
curity of this country, Congress seems to be finally open-
ing its eyes to the foct that the budget can be cut —
and must be cut. Many requested appropriations have
been sharply pared, and more will reduce the President’s’
bofll%et by a total of something like $9,000,000,000.

. is is good news — but it isn’t good enough. A great
many experts on govgrnment administration and policy
are convinced that, so far, Congress has only dealt with
some of the more flagront wostes and extravagances.
They are convinced that many more billions can be
saved without impairing any necessary government ac-
tivity — including an adequate national defense ~nd a
reasonable amount of forei?n aid.

The ordinary American fomily is undoubtediy giving
‘more thought to the tax burden than it ever did in the
past. That family must contribute about $1,500 a yeor
to meet the current tax bill. It is the people of modest
means who must carry mipst of the lood now — for the
