Inc., case which cams up in 
1944 and was closed in 1951 without prosecution or recov­
ery of government funds.

Colliar said Millar was indicted July 14. 1944, on six 
counts alleging fraud in that ha had "knowingly and fraud­
ulently charged Indirect time as direct time for his employ­
es in performing under certain governmant contracts."

T h a t is no d iffe re n t from  twisting  
the  law  slightly  and forbidding an  em ployer from  o ffe r­
ing em ploym ent to  o m an because he is o f a  certa in  race, 
religion or color. I f  the governm ent o f the U n ited  States 
can com pel in the one direction, it  con coerce in the  
other. Todav the law  m ay forbid  the  rejection o f a  C a tho ­
lic; tom orrow it m ay compel it.

A n d  if  one low is defensible, so is the other.
It is notable that the FEPC proposals do not carry the 

idea to its logical conclusion. The voter, it would seem, 
should be restrained by law from voting against any 
candidate for reasons of rate, creed or color. That is 
nothing but a logical extension of the policy advocated 
by both parties at the moment. ‘ *

Tho Welfare State 
III

Were is the third Article trom 
the Libertarian Magazine of Bom­
bay. India on “The Welfare State,” 
written by Frank Chodorov.

Mr. Chodorov I* a close reasoner 
and sees the end results of the 
welfare state as well as any in­
dividual I  have the pleasure of 
knowing. , ^

When one Is convinced one 1« 
never lacking in logic. Then the 
political humanitarian supports hia 
denial of private property by one 
of two theses: first, that the prop­
erty in the hands of the Individual 
was come by dishonestly, that it 
was stolen, and the inequity in the 
social order is a consequence of 
this theft; or, secondly, that those 
who acquire property by skill, in­
dustry and thrift are merely cus­
todians of what by right of univer­
sal brotherhood under a common 
Father is common property. The 
first is the position o f the Social­
ists, and those who, disclaiming the 
association, nevertheless are ad­
dicted to the same line o f thought; 
the second is a doctrine frequently 
adopted by organized religion. In 
either case, the unequivocal right 
o f the individual to himself, and 
therefore to the enjoyment of his 
production, is denied.

The Socialists are more forth­
right about It. They assert that 
any act of Charity., as between in­
dividuals Is in itself an immorality. 
(Though how they can speak of 
morals when they deny the pri­
mary of the individual is a contra­
diction they do not deign to dis­
solve.) Tha helping hand is ex 
tended, they maintain, not from 
any compassionate inclination, but 
to soften resentment toward that 
social injustice which put property 
into private hands. Philanthropy, 
as they put it, 1» the purchase 
price of privilege. There would be 
no need of it, if  all that Is pro­
duced were commonly owned and 
equitably distributed. Moreover, 
they go on to say, collective own­
ership Is moral ownership simply 
because ail production is collective; 
society produces everything, the 
individual nothing. Thus they sup­
port on economic grounds their "a 
priori” doctrine of a transcendent 
mass, conveniently overlooking the 
obvious fact that the total output 
of a group is in direct proportion 
to the number of specialists en­
gaged. Omit one specialist from 
the production line and the output 
at the end of it Is proportionately 
decreased. An economy based on 
specialization and exchange cre­
ates the appearance of social pro­
duction, but reason shows there is 
no such thing; everything that is 
produced is produced by individ­
uals. However, reason must be 
denied when it does damage to the 
passion for collectivity.

Christian doctrine, as regards 
Charity, cannot go along with that 
argument, simply because the first 
tenet of the religion is the dignity

of the individual. The devotion of 
the person to an attribute of the 
mass would make of him an au­
tomaton, quite without will or re­
sponsibility, would release him of 
personal allegiance to his God. 
But, with little regard for logic, 
the doctrine attacks the individ­
ual’s absolute right to property by 
posting a common claim to it 
through the common kinship in 
God. Though the doctrine admits 
that the individual acquires prop­
erty by virtue of personal accom­
plishment, his title in it is qualified 
by the needs of his fellow-man; 
and his ownership is reduced to 
trusteeship. Compassion thus as­
sumes the character of a duty 
rather than of an expression of 
personality. This duty - concept 
blithely slithers into tha justifica­
tion for compulsory compassion, 
and the Socialist and Christian 
doctrines, as regards property 
rights, become strange bedfellows. 
Compassion For The "Average”

The Welfare State, however, is 
a practical institution, with a defi­
nite job on hand, and takes to 
theory only when expediency dic­
tates. That job is to channel prop­
erty from private Pockets to a 
central pool, so as to make it 
available for political beneficence. 
The channeling is effected always 

whether Jn the name of Fascism, 
Communism, Socialism or just 
plain democracy—by tha instru­
ment of taxation. In that respect 
all political deologies are alike. 
Experience has proven taxation to 
be the perfect Instrument for the 
purpose; custom, dating back to 
the sacred institution of tithing, 
obscures its objective; legal verbi­
age clothes it with a disarming ra­
tionality; its paintulness can be 
anesthetized with indirection and 
gradualness; its victims can be 
seduced to support by a sagacious 
distribution of tha proceeds. With­
out taxation, without this instru­
ment of confiscation, thera could 
not be a State-*’weliare” or what­
ever pose it affects.

We are not here concerned with 
the economic fact that taxation 
tends to destroy that upon which 
it feeds—that production reacts in­
versely to tha degree of confisca­
tion. Our interest is rather in tha 
ethical’ rationale of the confisca­
tion. For tha Welfare State rest* 
its cask on its capacity to serve as 
"pater families” to society as a 
whole. Its claim to being tha per­
fect agency of Charity is under 
consideration, for It that claim la 
substantiated, any evaluation of its 
methods becomes academic.

First, of course, the element of 
personal interest is eliminated 
from its operation. The well-being 
of the mass requires a formula in 
which tha need of the individual 
can play no part, and personal 
compassion can only ba an inter­
ference. The ministrations of tha 
Welfare State must therefore be 
directed towards an "average” 
person, something that Is created 
by the device «1 splitting sums 
down the middle. Neither the sums
ner the quotient have life, but the 
assumption is that if the well­
being ef this mathematical being is 
assured, ell the humans who con­
tributed their Individual figure to 
it will be provided for.
