of State tax laws, said Paterson.

As the industrialization of the State 
progresses the Legislature should care­
fully examine the posibility of a Corp­
oration income tax.

piration has been to build our home 
of retirement on our acreage in the 
south-west corner of Gail, on the 
brow of the mountain overlooking the 
city of Gail. We already have our 
cabinet work purchased and in storage 
for our all-steel kitchen for this 
home, with our floor plan laid out 
lor this little dream spot, with a 
circling road to the summit.

Grape jelly is an old favorite, 
especially when it’s made by a 
quick cooking process that pre­
serves the luscious color and fla­
vor of the fresh fruit:

Grape Jelly
(Makes 12 6-ounce glasses)

5 cups juice 
7 cups sugar
1 box powdered fruit pectin
To prepare juice, stem about 

3(4 pounds fully ripe grapes and 
crush thoroughly. (Concord grapes 
give the best color and flavor). 
Add 1% cups water, bring to a 
boil and simmer, covered, 10 min­
utes. Place in a jelly cloth or bag 
and squeeze out juice. Measure 5 
cups juice into a large saucepan.

To make jelly, measure sugar 
and set aside. Add powdered fruit 
pectin to juice in saucepan and 
mix well. Place over high heat and

Mrs. D’Aquino, now 42, was grad­
uated from the University of Californ­
ia at Los Angeles.

After the war she was arrested in 
Japan and convicted of treason at a 
trial in San Fransisco. She served 
6 years and 2 months of a 10-year sen­
tence before being paroled in 1956.

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Rice and Egg Casserole Hits an All 
Time High in Eating Perfection

Truly spectacular in' flavor and 
appearance. Every bite of this 
magnificent casserole has “come- 
back -for-m ore”  appeal.

3 cups cooked rice 
iy 2 cups cooked peas 
Z tablespoons diced pimiento

1/3 cup melted buttes 

or margarine 
1 cup grated cheese 
y2 cup milk 
6 eggs
PREPARING THE FLUFFY 
WHITE RICE: To make 3 liberal 
cups of fluffy rice; put 1 cup of 
uncooked rice, 2 cups of cold 
water and 1 teaspoon of salt in a

two-quart saucepan and cover 
with a tight-fitting lid. Bring to 
a vigorous boil and then turn 
the heat as low as possible —  
leave over this low heat for 14 
minutes. Turn off the heat. This 
cooking time results in firm 
grains of cooked rice. For extra 
tender grains, allow the rice to 
steam —  with heat off — for an 
additional 5 minutes before re­
moving the lid.
Never remove the lid nor stir 
rice while it is cooking. After 
rice is cooked, remove lid, lift 
rice gently with fork to allow 
rice to steam, dry to the desired 
consistency. It is then ready —  
perfectly cooked — with all the 
grains separate and fluffy. This 
method allows all the water to 
be absorbed and the full nutri­
tional value of the rice to be 
retained.

METHOD: Mix together the rice, 
peas, pimiento, parsley, onion, 
salt, butter or margarine, and 
half of the cheese.

San Lazzaro Isle 
Cultural Center 
For Armenians

WASHINGTON — Gazeteers tell 

San Lazzaro’ s story in a few ter^e 
words: “ Small island in the La­
goon of Venice.”

To A rm enians throughout the 
world, however, San Lazzaro is a 
fragment of the lost homeland. 
This bit of Italian soil is a center 
of their heritage and culture, and 
one of the richest treasuries of 
Armenian knowledge in the west­
ern-world.

Living on the tranquil islet are 
the Armenian Mechitarists, an 
order of scholarly monks who col­
lect, translate, edit, and publish 
works about Armenia.

Reddish buildings of the monas­
tery rise from the glassy blue la­
goon. The library holds more than 
35,000 volum es, including every 
known book about Armenia and 
Armenians. It preserves Armenian 
translations of world classics, and 
more than 2,000 priceless manu­
scripts dating from the 5th cen­
tury, the Golden Age of Armenian 
literature.

Almost any shred of Armenian 
fact or lore can be found there, 
perhaps a 3,500-year-old recipe 
favored by the ancient gourmet, 
King Shara. Or the origin of a pop­
ular proverb such as, “ Whether X 
eat or not I shall have the 'fever, 
so better eat and have the fever!”

San Lazzaro is the creation of a 
learned priest, Mechitar the Com­
forter, who founded the Catholic 
monastery on the site of an old 
leper colony in 1717.

Time seems to have stood still 
here. The church lifts its curious 
onion-shaped tower above the sun­
ny cloisters and terraces. Gardens 
remain cool and green with vines, 
fig trees,, oleanders, almonds, 'and 
cypresses. __

Trees Are Part 
Of Our Heritage

NEW YORK—America’s inde­
pendence is aged in -the wood, too, 
if the tradition of Liberty Trees is 
any indicator.

Even before the Revolutionary 
War, the English settlers brought 
to this country the custom of 
gathering under village trees to 
discuss public questions. Provi­
dence, Boston, Newport and New 
York planted trees as symbols of 
liberty. In fact, Providence dedi­
cated an elm to the Sons of Liberty 
as far back as July 25, 1785.

One of the cherished surviving 
Liberty Trees is the giant tuliptree 
on the St. John’s College campus, 
Annapolis, Md. It already was a 
giant when the colonies were fight­
ing for their freedom in 1-775. A 
tablet was placed on-the tree*in 
1908 commemorating it as a me­
morial to the Unknown Soldier of 
the Revolutionary War. This mo­
narchy is still thriving although 
one-third of the trunk is gone and 
filled with concrete.

Another famous Liberty Tree is 
the one near Clinton, Pa., under 
which the famous Tiadaughton 
Creek Declaration of Independence 
is said to have been signed at the 
same time the Declaration of Inde­
pendence was being signatured in 
Philadelphia by the founding 
fathers.

Survey Reveals High 
Diphtheria Threat

CHICAGO—Nearly half of the 
new students entering the Univers­
ity of Minnesota in one year were 
not immune to diphtheria in spite 
of a long-time statewide program 
of diphtheria immunization, it was 
reported today.

Three university researchers 
said that 47.2 per cent of 2,899 
students entering the university in 
the fall of 1954 responded positive­
ly to the Schick test. A positive 
reaction to this skin test indicates 
susceptibility to the disease.

The researchers also found that 
adults can be inoculated against 
the disease without suffering se­
vere reactions. The likelihood of 
such reactions has long. b’een a 
deterrent to the routine inoculation 
of adults.

Their study, reported in the 
Journal of the American Medical 
Association, substantiates other 
studies which show a high,degree 
of susceptibility to diphtheria in 
the adult population. It also indi­
cates the need for and the safety 
of routine inoculation of all stu­
dents entering college, they said.

The percentage of positive Schick 
reactions was significantly higher 
in those students 20 years of age 
and over than in those under. 20 
years. It was also higher foremen 
in the age group 20 to 24 than for 
women in the same age group.
