Mr. Truman's statement was made 
in  a welcoming talk read by Secre­
tary of Agriculture Anderson be­
fore an opening meeting of the food 
and agriculture organization of the 
United Nations, called to map a 
broad flight on long-term famine 
conditions.

Auto Prices Due for New Boost
WASHINGTON—(Ab—Prices of new cars, already boosted because of 

higher wages, are going up again—this time an average of four to five 
percent to offset costlier steel and parts.

Disclosing this today, a higji ORA official told a reporter privately 
that the hike probably will go Into effect within 10 days

He said OPA hopes this will bo the last of the auto price increases 
required under the administration's liberalized wage-price policy.

Under it, retail prices for most |------------------------------------------------
cars were boosted from $1 to $60 
,tn Mari h and April to compensate 
for wage increases granted in the 
Industry.

Figuring an average of five per 
cent, the new increase will add $60 
to the price of a »1.200 car. How­
ever the hike for autos in this price 
range may be less than the average.

In any case, the entire increase 
will be passed on to the public. OPA 
haa said dealers' profit margins will 
not be trimmed any more.

One of the principal factors be­

hind the new increase is the aver­
age boost of »5 a ton for steel which 
;he government allowed last Feb­
ruary when the Industry Increased 
wages 18 1/2 cents hourly to set­
tle the steel strike. The auto In­
dustry also Is paving higher prices 
for other materials

The other main reason for the 
imminent auto price increases is 
the higher cost of  parts to car 
makers.

Price ceilings on most new auto

parts »e re  removed several months 
ago. OPA has stated It expected 
some increase and that it would 
have had to authorize higher prices 
if ceilings had been maintained.

These two increases — for wages 
and for parts and materials—have 
blas.od OPA's 1945 predictions that 
new cars would cost the public no 
more than in 1942.

However, even before these in­
creases were granted, one other fac­
tor had upset OPA's forecasts.

This was price increases which 
manufacturers charged for "changes 
In design and engineering specifi­
cations" and for "Improvemanta" 
These are authorised automatloalUy 
by OPA on the ground that a b it­
ter car Is worth more mooey.

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TH E  TIM E  HAS COM E
A t about the same time that John L. Lewis, in his in­

finite mercy, was deciding to let the nation’s life continue 
at a slowed-down semblance of normal for another fort­
night, a statement from Sen. Claude Pepper was read to 
the Amalgamated Clothing Workers’ convention in At­
lantic City. The senator regretted that he could not 
make a scheduled appearance, but explained that he was 
staying in Washington “ to help carry on the fight to 
protect labor.’ ’

That statement, coming when it did, might have 
seemed a trifle ironic to some. But obviously it didn’t to 
Mr. Pepper or to the ACW  convention. Indeed, the 
convention seemed somewhat perturbed.

It sent a message to Mr. Pepper stating that “ it 
would bo nothing short of calamitous if  the forces o f re­
action were permitted to capitalize on the national crisis 
precipitated by the coal strike in order to force through 
ill conceived and hastily considered legislation aimed at 
the destruction of the hard-won rights of labor.’’ The 
message also asked that the coal strike be considered 
and dealt with “ on its own merits.’ ’

There'is much good sense in the AC W ’s warning and 
request. Certainly, there is little to be gained in angry 
legislation aimed solely at Mr. Lewis’s swift and personal 
punishment. One such piece of legislation is still on the [ 
books— the Smith-Connally wartime strikes act, which,' 
directed specifically at Mr. Lewis, was applied general­
ly with harmful and ridiculous results.

By all means, the coal strike should be dealt with 
on its own merits. And in all honesty, the facts and 
merits in the case are these: The strike and its conse­
quences are not basically the fault of Mr. Lewis or of 
labor, but of u law o f the land, enacted by the United 
States congress, which allows and all but invites such a 
«trike.

Under the Wagner Act, any labor leader with as im­
portant a union and as much brain, brass, and bluster as 
Mr. Lewis possesses, could not do the same thing. The steel 
workers could do it. So could the transport workers, 
the teamsters who haul our foodstuffs, the workers who 
supply our communities with light and water, and others. 
It is one of the “ hard-won rights of labor.’’

It seems to us that it will be “ nothing short of ca­
lamitous’’ if this particular “ right”  is not in some meas­
ure curbed and amended. The amending need not be 
done in anger, since congress has only itself to blame for 
the present condition. Nor does it need to be “ aimed at 
the destruction of the hard-won rights of labor” when 
those rights are legitimate and to the public good. The 
remedy does not even need to be drastic.

The time has come, however, when employe repre­
sentatives, no less than employers, must be held account­
able for failure to act in good faith. The time has come 
to revoke the license which permits John L. Lewises to 
engage legally in practices which would be illegal if 
they were not John L. Lewises.

Until that is done, Mr. Lewis can continue or resume 
his cannily stage-managed role of economic boss of the 
United States, when and as it pleases him. Until that 
is done, no one, not even the President, has the legal 
power to raise a hand to stay him.

CONTRACTS—The nation's rec­

Leaves From a 
Correspondent's 
Life Notebook

BERLIN-(A*)—Adolf Hitler, alive 

or dead, is becoming a German leg­
end-comparable to Siegfried or 
Friedrich Barbarossa.

One year after his weird and 
cloudy downfall, the little man with 
the mustache still has a strange 
hold upon the affections of his de­
feated people.

They don't curse him as the Ita li­
ans curse Mussolini. Hitler has a 
secure place in their minds and 
memories because the Teuton clings 
to his leader longer than other folk.

Many Germans who disliked nazi 
extremes and now foresee decades 
of humiliation and economic slav­
ery for their nation still look back 
lorgivingly on the man who brought 
them to this story dilemma. They 
find excuses for the inhuman excess­
es practiced in his name. They want 
to keep him in their hearts without 
»stain out of old loyalty, as a fond 
son would overlook the sins of a 
senile father. This applies to young 
as well as to middle aged.Oertnans.

“Hitler was a sincere idealist who 
tried to do the best he could for 
his country," one intelligent, well 
educated girl told me. “He was 
German through and through. He 
didn't know all the cruel things 
that were done in his name. He was 
betrayed by men around him who 
wihheld information from him.

"In  the last months of the war 
he broke down under the strain and 
did things he normally wouldn't 
have done. He wasn't crazy, but 
sometimes he didn't know quite 
whqt he was doing.”

There is no widespread wish to 
have Hitler back, but even those 
who opposed him are glad of one 
faci—that he isn't being tried as a 
war criminal.

" I t  is well that he died on the 
battlefield,” said one German. “ It 
would have been a national shame 
to have had our fuehrer sit before 
a foreign court to be condemned to 
death. We wouldn’t like that.’’

Mast Oermans believe Hitler is 
dead. Among the lower classes, how­
ever. there are thousands who think 
him .still alive and perhaps still 
even in tills country. Some fanati-

WASHINGTON (NEA) — The 
first steps toward doing something 
about the hunger and famine which 
threaten the world next year and 
the five or 10 years after that will 
be taken at an emergency meeting 
o f the international Food and Ag­
ricultural organization, convening 
in Washington on May 20. Food min­
isters of countries expecting to have 
exportable food surpluses have been 
summoned to this urgency meeting 
by Sir John Boyd Orr, FAO di­
rector general.
The prospect which faces jhis gath­

ering is dismal.
The world food shortage will not 

be ended with the harvesting of this 
year’s crops.

The earliest relief may be expect­
ed Is in the harvest of 1947 crops.

Studies by FAO food experts, 
economists, and statisticians who 
have been working on the problem 
Indicate that Europe and North A f­
rica will be a third short on grains 
next year. It  may be three or four 
years before seed and fertilizer are 
available ln quantities adequate to 
supply feed for poultry and dairy 
and meat animals for normal food 
supplies.

In the Far East, particularly Chi­
na and India, it may take 10 years 
of concentrated effort to remove the 
threat of famine.
IMMEDIATE NEEDS BLOCK 
FUTURE CONSIDERATIONS

Alarming as these appraisals are, 
they are lost sight of in the needs 
for the immediate present. What a 
family is going to eat next year br 
the year after that is of small con-

h -i
cern if it doesn’t have enough' food 
for today and tomorrow.

UNRRA and CFB—the United Na­
tions Relief and Rehabilitation ad­
ministration and the Combined Food 
Board—have been grappling with 
today s problems. But both these or­
ganizations will go out of business 
within a year. Both are agencies to 
deal with war emergencies. There is 
little likelihood that their authority 
will be extended.

In this situation, it Is essential 
that somebody go to work on the 
long-range problem, and FAO is as­
suming that responsibility at its 
forthcoming Washington meeting. 
This action is being taken at the 
request of the United Nations as­
sembly which met In London last 
winter. There was some feeling 
among tjie 42 FAO member coun­
tries that no action should be taken 
until the 1947 crops were harvested. 
But the world food crisis is now be­
lieved to be so acute that delaying 
action for a year would be disas­
trous.

No effort will be made by FAO 
to deal with this year’s food short­
ages. They are being left entirely 
to UNRRA and CFB. The Food and 
Agriculture organization will, there­
fore. begin with measures to hus­
band the stocks of food that will 
have to carry 'the world through 
next winter. From there, FAO will 
go on to consider how the 1947 har­
vest may be increased in all coun­
tries. -------- - ■

Finally, it will consider a four 
-or five-year food plan to take the 
world through the present crisis and 
work out a smooth shift to a per-
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manent world food policy.
FOOD POLICY NEEDED TO 
PREVENT OVER-PRODUCTION

This last is tremendously impor­
tant. Under present food shortage 
conditions, all food prices are ab­
normally high. The desire of many 
countries to buy ahead, to contract 
now for 1947 purchases, only tends 
to drive prices higher.

High prices are a normal stimu­
lus to increase production. But if, 
at the end of a four or five-year pe­
riod, most countries were back in a 
more or less self-sustaining basis, the 
danger of over-production and a re­
sulting collapse in food price levels 
would be great. It could well lead to 
world-wide financial depression.

The Job cut out for FAO is to 
keep a constant survey of world 
food requirements, production and 
distribution. Then it can advise In­
dividual countries on action that 
can be taken to avoid disaster.

The Food and Agriculture organ­
ization Itself may prove to be too 
unwieldly to take over the problems 
of world food allocations. Considera­
tion is being given, however, to the 
idea of setting up commissions or 
corporations which might do the 
necessary International trading ln 
fertilizers, farm machinery, feed and 
livestock, and human foodstuffs.

Such corporations. It is believed, 
could take over the Jobs now done 
by CFB and UNRRA and carry 
them on until world agriculture is 
rehibilitated. Proposals for such an 
organization may rome out of this 
month’s FAO meeting in Washing­
ton or its 15-nation executive coun­

cil meeting in June.

(NBC in New York quoted BBC 
as saying that the Tabriz radio re­
ported that casualties had been in­
flicted on an unspecified number 
of central government forces, and 
that 40 central government soldiers 
had been taken prisoner.)

sian participation or direct assist­
ance to Azerbaijan.

The reported outbreaks came on 
the eve of the deadline fixed by 
the United Nations security council 
for a report by the Iranian central 
government on whether Russian 
troops had been evacuated from 
Iran.

Premier Ahmed Qavam of Iran 
informed the counc;; Saturday 
night that he was still unable to 
ascertain whether the Russians had 
withdrawn.

Negotiations between officials of 
the self-styled Azerbaijan demo­
cratic government and the Iranian 
central government on the possible 
return of 9zerbhian to the Juris­
diction of Tehrln  broke down last 
week.

Joseph C. Goodwin, Associated 
Press correspondent in Iran, re­
ported in a delayed dispatch from 
Tabriz that the city was an armed 
rama with the three-monthrold 
Azerbaijan army preparing for any 
eventuality.

Goodwin's dispatch, which was 
written Saturday but was delayed 
24 hours in a telegraph office in 
Hehran, .‘« id  the uniformed Rus­
sian army hau completely evacuat­
ed the strength of the Azerbaijan 
Jan.

He said that there was some 
doubt, however, whether all of the 
Russian armor had been removed 
from Azerbaijan and quoted infor­
mants as saying that some armor 
waA seen moving southward last 
week.

Every second man in Tabriz is in 
uniform, Goodwin said. Troops witli 
tommyguns patrol the streets and 
airport. Troops who marched in a 
review last Friday were followed by 
warriors and Azerbaijan youth 
wearing bandoliers. Small boys, 
goose-stepping and carrying toy 
guns, brought up the rear.

Previous dispatches had estimat­
ed the strenlgth of the Azerbaijan 
army at about 24,000 men and the 
Iranian army at between 60,000 and 
80,000. The Azerbaijan troops haev 
been reporten attired in Russian- 
type uniforms. v

Goodwin said that a Tehran com­
mission arrived in Tabriz Friday to 
check on whether Russian troops 
had withdrawn, and was met at the 
airport by Azerbaijan oficiáis.

He raid the Tabriz radio and 
newspapers were urging last week 
that the dispute with Iran be set­
tled on a friendly basis, with the 
provision that what was termed the 
“ Azerbaijan Liberal Program” be re­
tained and even extended to the 
rest of Iran.

Byrnes Launches 'Offensive for Peace* Giving Russia a Choice
By JOHN M. HIGHTOWER
WASHINGTON — UP) — Secre­

tary of State Byrnes gave Russia 
its choice today:

Stop blocicing a European peace 
conference this summer, else the 
United States will walk out of the 
dragging big four treaty talks and 
carry the whole matter before the 
United Nations.

Proclaiming on American “o f­
fensive for peace,” Byrnes left no 
doubt in his tadio address to the 
nation last night that it would

be carried out even at the ex­
pense of the basic postwar ideal 
that the great victor nations 
should act in unison to fashion 
the future.

The cabinet officer made it per­
fectly plain that he held Russia 
responsible for the disappointing 
outcome of the foreign ministers 
conference which recessed in Paris 
last Thursday until June 15.

His formal report on tin t con­
clave listed a half dozen outstand­
ing issues with Moscow on which

he indicated the United States 
would not compromise.

From the aggressive but con­
fident tone of ills speech, however, 
it was apparent — and officials 
confirmed this—that Byrnes is 
counting on Moscow conferences, 
between Soviet Foreign Minister 
Molotov and Premier Stalin dur­
ing the recess to reverse or modify 
the Russian position on these 
questions.

On tile one looming biggest in 
ills estimate—the making of peace

*  *  *

treaties so that the nations of Eu­
rope can begin to “ live and 
breathe" again. Byrnes declared 
he was confident that there would 
be a peace conference of the Eu­
ropean nations and other- inter­
ested powers this summer.

Recalling that at Paris Molotov 
blocked such a proposal, Byrnes 
said this power to stop ‘ ell e f­
forts toward peace” must not be 
left to any one nation.

The half dozen top problems 
which Byrnes listed as involving

Russia are these:
1. The holding of a peace con­

ference. He said that when the 
big four reconvene June 15 the 
United States will insist on a peace 
conference for either July 1 or 15, 
whether or not the big powers 
have agreed on treaty drafts.

2. Solution of the problem of 
Trieste. Tills is the main ob­
stacle in writing a peace treaty 
for Italy, Byrnes said the United 
Slates. Britain and Fiance favor 
a settlement of tilts boundary-

territory dispute along an ethnic 
or nationality line which would give 
Trieste, but not ad the surround­
ing. to Italy. Russia uncomprom­
isingly backed Yugoslavia's claim 
to the entire area.

3. Future economic arrange­
ments in the Balkans. Byrnes raid 
the United States is insisting on 
economic clauses in the Burgarian. 
Romanian and Bulgarian treaties 
which would develop free com­
merce in tlic eastern and central 
European liatons. Particularly he

*  *  *

declared that if Russia opposes 
“ exclusive political and economic 
blocs" Molotcv will not continue 
to refuse to allow these nations 
“ to open their gates to the com­
merce of all.”

4. Long range suppression of 
Germany. Byrnes said that while 
his proposal for a 25-year, big four 
alliance to control Germany re­
ceived British and French support 
•he also had thought Russia would 
go along because Stalin had prom­
ised to do so at Moscow last Ue-

cember. .Molotov, however, oppos­
ed the treaty, and it did not go 
through.

5. A German peace treaty. 
Eyrnes proposed at Paris, but the 
Russians blocked, a plan for creat­
ing a council of special deputies 
who would begin at once the task 
of drawing up permanent peace 
arrangements with the beaten 
reich. ’The Russian objection to 
this was that Molotov could not

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Big Hungarian 
River Fleet Is 
Raided by U. S.

VILSHOFEN, Germany—UP)—Four 
thousand American troops, striking 
by surprise at dawn today, raided 
a Hungarian river fleet suspected of 
smuggling SS fugitives, ammunition 
and black market supplieuilong the 
Danube river in SoutheaKei n Ger­
many.

Vilshofen Is on the Danube 12 
miles northwest of Passau. which 
is on the Austrian-German border.

Nearly 400 boats. Including many 
former units of the Hungarian navy, 
wefe boarded and searched by heav­
ily armed U. B. constabulary troops.

Hundreds of the boats' occupants 
were removed for Investigation by 
U. 8. army counter-intelllgenct 
agents. The report said that many 
machlneguns and other weapons, ra­
dio transmitters and receivers, quan­
tities of U. S. army food, clothing 
and other contraband were found.

No armed resistance was encoun­
tered. The only shots fired were by 
American troopers at three German 
river patrol boats cooperating in 
the raid. whi:h were improperly 
marked and slow in heeding com­
mands to halt. One German patrol­
man was wounded.

The raids covered a 45-mile 
stretch of the Danube from the 
Austrian border to Deggrndorf.

At least 30 of the vessels seized— 
including 12 gunboats—were part of 
the Hungarian navy and fought 
alongside the nazis against tlic Rus­
sians, army officials said.

Aboard them were believed to be 
several hundred ex-enemy sailors 
and high ranking officers of the 
Hungarian navy who fled from the 
Black Sea up the Danube ahead of 
Soviet forces near the end of the 
war and found sanctuary in the A- 
merlcan occupation zone. There 
they remained compartively unmol­
ested for a year.

Reuters said the broadcast an­
nounced an 11 p. m. curfew and 
proclaimed the death penalty for 
violators.

BBC oild the Tabriz station in­
terrupted a transmission in recorded 
music at 6:30 p. m. London Time) 
(1:30 a. m. Central standard Time) 
yesterday to announce the alleged 
attack.

(NBC in New York quoted BBC 
.is saying that the Tabriz radio re­
ported that casualties had been in­
flicted on an unspecified number 
of central government forces, and 
that 40 central government soldiers 
had been taken prisoner.)

¡There were no reports of Rus­
sian participation or direct assist­
ance to Azerbaijan.

The reported outbreaks came on 
the eve of the deadline fixed by 
the Untted Nations security council 
for a report by the Iranian central 
government on whether Russian 
troops had been evacuated from 
Iran.

Premier Ahmed Q&vam of Iran 
Informed the council Saturday 
night that he was still unable to 
ascertain whether the Russians had 
withdrawn.

Negotiations between officials of 
the self-styled Aserbaijan demo­
cratic government and the Iranian 
central government on the possible 
return of 9zerbkian to the Juris­
diction of Tehrln  broke down last 
week.

Joseph C. Goodwin, Associated 
Press correspondent In Iran, re­
ported in a delayed dispatch from 
Tabriz that the city was an armed 
ramo. with the three-month-old 
Azerbaijan army preparing for any 
eventuality.

Goodwin’s dispatch, which was 
written Saturday but was delayed 
24 hours in a telegraph office in 
Hebron, said the uniformed Rus­
sian army hau completely evacuat­
ed the strength of the Azerbaijan 
jan.

He said that there was some 
doubt, however, whether all of the 
Russian armor had been removed 
from Azerbaijan and quoted infor­
mants as paying that some armor 
was seen moving southward last 
week.

Every second man in Tabriz is in 
uniform, Goodwin said. Troops with 
tommyguns patrol the streets and 
airport. Troops who marched in a 
review last Friday were followed by 
warriors and Azerbaijan youth 
wearing bandoliers. Small boys, 
goose-stepping and carrying toy 
guns, brought up the rear.

Previous dispatches had estimat­
ed the strenlgth o f the Azerbaijan 
army at about 24,000 men and the 
Iranian army at between 60,000 and 
80,000. The Azerbaijan troops haev 
been reported attired in Russian- 
type uniforms. \

Goodwin said that a Tehran com­
mission arrived in Tabriz Friday to 
check on whether Russian troops 
had withdrawn, and was met at the 
airport by Azerbaijan oficials.

He taid the Tabriz radio and 
newspapers were urging last week 
that the dispute with Iran be set­
tled on a friendly basis, with the 
provision that what was termed the 
“Azerbaijan Liberal Program” be re­
tained and even extended to the 
rest of Iran.

FORT WORTH—j»*)—The South­
west's wheat crap Was moving to 
market by truck in volume today.

Worth, was unloading the truckloads 
of wheat at the rate of 3,500 bushels 
per hours.

The truck shipments started Fri­
day. By this morning some 230 trucks 
had hauled more than 100,000 bush­
els into the elevators, officials esti­
mated. In all. almost 1,000,000 bush­
els are expected at the mill by tn*:k 
before the run tapers o ff In about 
10 days.
