ecord High Sei in Expectation of 
Life Span Among Industrial Workers

NEW YORK, N. Y,—A record 
high of C4.95 years in the expecta­
tion of life at birth among .he mil­
lions of industrial policyholders of 
a large insurance company was set 
in 1945, according to the mortality 
(excluding deaths from enemy ac­
tion) prevailing last year. This fig­
ure represents a half year gain 
over that for 1944, and is 1 1 /2 1 
years greater than the mark es- 

■tablished in 1941. ;he last prewar! 
‘ yea)'. In fact, each of the war years | 
made a better record than any year 
before the war.

Astounding gains have been 
bade in comparison with earlier 
years, according to the company 
statisticians. They cite ' an exten­
sion of 4 3/4 years in the last de­
cade; nearly 9 1/2 years in the 
las', two decades; and 18 1/3 years 
in the third of a century that the 
company's welfare program has 
been in operation.

Tile extraordinary record of the 
war years was achieved despite dif­
ficult circumstances. It Is pointed 
out. A very large number of in­
sured men were exposed to the 
hazards of military life, while mil­
lions of civilians migrated \o war 
production centers, worked long 
hours at unaccustomed tasks, and 
lived in overcrowded quarters.

However, two factors are believ­
ed to have contributed materially 
toward bringing about the favorable 
experience. One was the generally 
raised standard of living due to full 
employment at relatively high 
wages. The other was the widspread 
use of sulfa drugs and penicillin ir. 
the treatment of a large varietj 
of infections.

Females made a much better 
showing than males in the longevity 
gain from 1944, to 19(5, due large­
ly to the high mortality from ac­
cidents among men serving in ¡he

armed forces. For example, at age 
20 the gain In the exceptation of 
life among white females was two 
thirds of a year and among colored 
females almost a full year, where­
as among males in each color group 
there was virtually no change. The 
expectation df life at age 20 hi 
1945 was: white males. 46.42 years; 
white females. 52.02 years; colored 
males, 43.55 years; and colored fe­
males. 46.4.1 years.

While both white females and 
whi.e males had very low mortal­
ity rates in childhood, the effect 
of the war is reflected in the rela­
tively high figures for men in the 
draft ages, even when deaths from 
enemy action are excluded. Thus, 
at age 20 the ratio of male to fe­
male mortality in 1945 was 3 1/3, 
as against li.tle more than 1 1/3 

j in the prewar year of 1940.
! Among the colored population the 

mortality continues to be much 
I less favorable than that for white 
i policyholders, particularly at the 
ages of adolescence and early ma­
turity. At age 10, for example, (he 
death rate for colored gills was 
twice that for white girls, at age

WASHINGTON— (NEA> —Oper­
ation “ Winning Friends and Influ­
encing the Public,” with a task force 
composed of all its high ranking 
brass. Is one of the most important 
policy maneuvers on which the navy 
has embarked during the first year 
of peace.

It’s to be a permanent function 
of the peacetime navy. Here are 
the tactics to be employed:

Join the Kiwanis. Get on public 
committees. Take part in civic 
events. Be ready to make speeches 
at the drop of a hat. Radio 
speeches are best. Serve on 
“boards.” Be seen at public func­
tions. Generally, treat the public 
better. Above all, let the taxpay­
ers know that the men who are 
directing the navy are good fellows 
and are eating and laughing human 
being just like them.

The navy has decided that it is 
not enough, every time the coun­
try gets Itself embroiled in a global 
conflict, to steam out on the high 
seas and send all the enemy’s sl)jpi> 
to the bottom. It has to go after 

; that* eiUsiVe something called good 
will or good public relations during 
peace. This is one of the import­
ant lessons it learned from the war 
and during the recent—and still 
present—scare over merger with the 
army.

Looking back over the lean-bud­
gets of the TOs and '30s, the navy 
is determined not to fall back mto 
those uncomfortable economic ways 
if it can possibly avoid it. The old 
officers are the first to admit the 
mistakes and are conscientious^ 
working to mend their ways now 
that World War II is over.
OLD BRASS DIDN’T SHINE 

The traditional habit of the old- 
school high ranking naval officers 
was to shun public appearances as 
much as possible. They might have 
been coaxed out of their shell for 
a few words to a gathering on Navy 
Day, perhaps, but by and large 
they strove to be silent mariners as 
far as the public was concerned 
And their social lives were Just as 
rightly cloistered, too. The old navy 
liked to spend its off-duty hours 
with the old navy. The anonymity

sails by in am admiral's barge, but 
the old navy must shudder to see 
the new navy’s version of atten­
tion. such as the bent-knee stance 
of the third man from right on 
the carrier’s desk.

#  *  *
of the navy was highlighted on a 
radio guiz show just before the 
war. More than 14 members of the 
audience were asked to name the 
men who was chief of naval op­
erations and none of them could an­
swer.

The navy is going about this en­
lightenment project with traditional 
navy efficiency, too. Once a month, 
at every sit Ore station, a progress 
report has to be made to the chief 
of naval operations. One man, 
usually the public information offi­
cer. has to make the report. He 
lists the speeches, public appear­
ances and similar functions in which 
the various dfficers take part. 
Strictly social events with the out­
side world ware encouraged but 
don't count as far as the official 
report goes. Officers faffing to 
show a good public relations report 
are told about it from Headquar­
ters.

In addition to public appearances 
of officers, other acts of good grace 
on the part of the navy are en­
couraged. For instance, at the navy 
yard at Norfolk, Va., a section of 
land, filled Jp with sand to enlarge 
the base, had been particularly ob­
noxious to neighboring summer re­
sorts all during the war. On dry 
windy days the drifting sand liter­
ally covered tne resorts nearoy.'Pre- 
vious complaints were unheeded.

Most persistent Accusation Is that 
the policemen, G5 percent of whom 
are of Italian extraction, are partial 
to the Italians in an grga where im­
partiality is the sine qua non of 
Allied policy.

Richardson readily admits that 
complete freedom from bias in the 
increasingly hectic local situation is 
an ideal, rather than an actuality.

“ You’re bound to have some ex­
cesses,” he says.

New Varieties of 
Winter Wheat Are 
Used in Panhandle

TOPEKA, Kans. —Superior new 
varieties of high*-yielding winter 
wheat are adding millions of dol­
lars to farm incomes in the hard 
•winter wheat belt which stretches 
up the Plains states from Texas 
Panhandle to Western Nebraska, ac­
cording to George A. Montgomery 
In an article in the current issue 
of a farm magazine.

These new varieties are adding 
extra bushels to the world grain 
supplies when food is badly needed, 
he declares.

Foremost among these varieties | 
are Pawnee, Comanche. Wichita 
and Westar, all products of a new | 
era In winter wheat production. 
That era had its start when Ten- 
marq variety was released by the I 
Kansas station in 1932.

"To that time,” writes Montgom­
ery, “virtually all improved hard 
winter wheats were selections, most 
of them from Turkey. Tenmarq was 
a cross of Marquis and a selection 
from Crimean wheat. Its breeder 
was Dr. John H. Parker. Parker's 
success in combining in it good 
traits from both parents shifted 
interest from selection to breeding 
as the more practical way to im­
prove wheats.”

Tracing development of the su­
perior new varieties from ihls point 
on, the article points out that suc­
cess of these already developed has 
not slowed the effects of breeders 
of still newer types.

"They have seen new varieties 
that showed resistance rushed out 
of the pic.ure because diseases to 
which they were susceptible increas­
ed rapidly when competition of oth­
er diseases was removed," Mont­
gomery declares. “ In less than 10 
years, one spring wheat was elim­
inated from a large section of north­
ern areas. The same thing has hap­
pened, though less spectacularly, to 
other wheats."

Among the tests a new variety 
must meet before it is released are 
these: milling and baking quality, 
disease resistance, good straw, win­
ter hardiness and fly resistance.

FREEDOM IS NEVER*COMPLETELY SAFE
The question of military influence in our social and eoo* 

nomic life, as raised by Donald M. Nelson in his forth­
coming publication, “ Arsenal of Democracy,” is pertinent.

In any nation and at any time, it is always important to 
raise the question of just how much power and influence 
the military should have. It is generally granted that-the 
armed forces should wield a great deal of “ weight” dur­
ing war, for it is their conceived duty to defend the land.

Although we have not seen this book by Mr. Nelson, 
who was production chief during the crucial first years of 
war, we can imagine it would be rather interesting, since 
he should know whereof he writes.

It is not surprising to have Mr. Nelson tell us, as he did 
a day or so ago, that he fought a continual behind-the- 
scene battle during those days with the “ brass” and de­
partment heads in the capitol in their effort to seize more 
power over the home front.

One portion of that fight comes closer to us than any 
other— in fact, it should come closer to the people as a 
Whole. That was the squabble ove,r controls of newsprint 
and what freedom should be denied newspaper publishers 
in their papers. The now secretary of war, Robert Patter­
son, is declared by Nelson to have advocated denial of 

' comics and Sunday supplements to newspapers. Nelson 
had held that it was proper to curtail use of news print 
during the crucial times, but that publishers should con­
tinue to use their allotment as they wished.

Nelson writes in his book : “ I fought back, for I felt that 
if we attempted t odictate he use o which publishers 
should put their paper they were authorized to buy, we 
would be paving the way for government control of the 
press in its tightest and most acute form, no matter what 
name we gave it.”

All Americans should realize that, that is a man-sized 
statement, and that there is always the possibility that our 
freedom is never safe beyond the shadow of a doubt.

UNRRA has operated very largely 
on the basis of need, and has even 
baack attacked for the blindness 
of the justice under which it may

.contributors.

Recent public flareups over con­
tinued shipments to Yugoslavia, and 
the attention paid by the U. S. 
government to the protests, make it 
pretty obvious that ,he new policy 
will take into consideration the 
premise of some that help should 
be continued only to our friends, 
and perhaps be denied even to 
some of them if It would also bene­
fit those with whom we are at 
odds.

Th£ United States traditionally 
has acted as good Samaritan. Best 
indications are that the new policy 
Will be more what some would term 
realistic and. perhaps, what some 
will term selfish

This probably means that coun­
tries like Austria, Greece and In­
dia will receive major attention, 
with our attitude toward the former 
enemy countries and the Russia 
sphere considerably’ influenced by 
the benefits we will receive in re­
turn.

The journalistic 
enterprise would not be so good 
for those who make a profit from 
writings selling confusion, hate 
and covetousness by way of 
escapist literature.

Answer to No. 3 is, I do not 
know.
General Answer

Now the writer of the above 
letter would leave the impressions 
that things should be decided as 
to whether they are right or wrong 
by how they temporarily affect 
the individual materially. That is 
not my rule by which to deter­
mine right. If that would be the 
Standard of determining whether a 
thing were right or wrong, there 
would be as manv standards o f 
i.g..i ana wiong u  there are In­
dividuals, But the material well­
being of an individual for the 
moment has nothing to do with a 
moral law.

This same individual would leave 
the impression that learning td 
read and write was the highest 
good; that'it was more important 
that people be able to read and 
write than it is that they know 
the difference between right and 
wrong, or that they believe in 
respecting the dignity of every 
other human soul, or that they 
believe in equal freedom for every­
body.

Certainly t h e  tax-supported 
schools cannot teach respecting 
men’s rights in property, or re­
specting the digm.y o f man, or 
recognizing that each man is own­
er of himself «nd all ho produces, 
when they are saying by their 
deeds that the individual is not im­
portant and that the majority lias 
a right to coerce the minority to 
support the majority’s ideas of 
goodness or of education.

When the state uses compul- 
*inn to make the youth attend 

| school and the parents to pay for 
i it and does nbt use compulsion to 
\ have the youth taught morals or 

religion, is it not the natural thing 
for the youth to think that religion 
or morals are not important and 
that reading is more important? 
When the child sees the state 
forcing him to go to school, and 
forcing his parents to pay for it, 
but leaving his moral education to 
his own volition or the volition of 
the parents; then it is only natural 
for the youth to think that morals 
are not important.

It is little wonder that juvenile 
delinquency is growing by leaps 
and bounds when the parents make 
the learning to read compulsory 
and the learning to be good, de­
cent, honest a n d  dependable 
opt ional.

The Russian people, it is claimed, 
are highly literate. Yet they have 
no conception of freedom or the 
rights of the individual.

Now let’s ask the writer of this 
letter a question or two and see 
If he can answer without con­
tradicting himself. Would Mr. 
Butler contend that he as an in­
dividual, or anyone else as an 
Individual, ever had the right to 
use force or compulsion to make 
other people help pay for the 
tmtning o f hts children ?

If his answer is Yes, then he 
would be in constant war with 
others.

If his answer is No, then would 
tie say that two, or three, or four, 
or five, or a million, or the major­
ity, would have a right to do a

That wo«Id be an ah- 
sui-dlty because thdh right changes 
as often as the majority’» willj 
changes.

It is just about as dangerous to 
teach people to read and write 
without teaching them moral prin­
ciples, as it would be to give a 
wild man a gun. It just makesi 
them more efficient exploiter*, 
mbre efficient tyrants. The world 
would have been better off If men 
like Hitler, Stalin, Mussolini and 
Franklin Roosevelt could not read. 
Their influence in destroying their 
countries was grsatly amplified by, 
their being able to read but not, 
knowing how to live In harmony 
with God’s law that all men are 
equally free and have equal right* 
to pursue happiness.

Leaves From a 
Correspondent's 
Life Notebook

BUDAPEST—’/Fi—Fabulous Buda­

pest. where only weeks ago the U. 
S. dollar would buy anything for 
sale and some things that were not, 
has become so expensive that the 
average American family here Is 
spending about ?1,000 a month.

In July a family of three could sit 
in the lap of luxury for $200.

The effect of the Hungarian gov­
ernment's stabilisation program on 
Americans in Budapest was start­
ling. During Hungary’s inflation—a 
precedent-shattering economic disin­
tegration in which one U. S. dollar 
would buy five hundred qulntUlion 
pengos—every night was Saturday 
night in Budapest. As one GI put it: 
“ Americans never had it so good.’’

Villas rented for *10 and *15 a 
month and owners with an eye on. 
the Russian occupation troops some­
times would hand them over for 
nothing just to get the American 
flag on the door. Servants would 
work for *5 a month Just to be near 
a kitchen. Street merchants did a 
rushing business in cameras, pistols, 
binoculars, diamonds and luxury 
goods.

August 1 brought new m on ey - 
florins worth nearly 12 to the U. 8. 
dollar—and the long-promised “sta­
bilization.'' with higher prices and 
wages and strict anti-black market 
laws. It changed the American dol­
lar from king to court Jester.

Restaurant prices jumped first 
A formal dinner for two—cocktails, 
steak, vegetables, salad, wine, des­
sert and coffee-skyrocketed from 
*4 to $20 Bar drinks went from 30 
cents to SI.50. beer from 15 cents to 
$1 a bottle, sidewalk cafe coffee from 
fiv£ cents to 20 cents.

An American major, his wife and 
daughter, got a cleaning and press­
ing bill for *329. Americans spoke 
about this in shocked tones. The 
major could not even talk.

There was some talk of a new 
diplomatic exchange rate somethin®' 
between 20 and 40 florins to *1- 
for Americans in Budapest, but the 
who claim to have Information sajr 
that it is unlikely at present. They 
say that there is apprehension that 
Rrrsians would use such a rate 
propaganda gainst the west.

German History 
Will Come From 
Documents Found

WASHINGTON— (>P>—When the 
Americans and British found 450
tons of German documents—on Ger­
man foreign aflairs—they started 
comethlng which will take years to
linish.

Those documents were found scat­
tered all through the German areas 
oc: upied by the Americans and 
British; in cellars, bundeld up In 
old clothes, hidden away in boxes.

The Germans, as the war neared 
an end, took the documents out of 
the foreign office in Berlin and scat­
tered fhem throughout the country, 
hoping they’d not be found.
. These records of what Oermany 

did in foreign affairs—and what 
other nations did or didn't do in 
agreements with the Germans— date 
back more than 50 years.

They are a record of German ac­
tivity before, during, and between 
the world wars of this century.

Those among the documents con­
sidered worthwhile will be photo­
graphed on microfilm and the film 
will be brought here to the state 
department.

The department Is hiring a staff 
of about eight exiierts—Americans 
who are German scholars and men 
deeply familiar with the diplomacy 
of middle-Europe—to work on the 
records.

The scholars will go over the ma­
terial and eventually—it probably 
will take at least four years—they 
wil publish them in 15 or 20 volum­
es.

These books will deal mostly with 
what Germany did in the 20 or ao 
vears which led up to the World War 
II.

They'll be a record for those thou­
sands of men who in future years
