ouncil Faces Deadline U.N. Membership
CommiHee of 
Five To Form 
New Coalition

NANKING —  TP —  Gen- 
eralisimo Chian# Kai-Shek 
was reported reliably today 
to have approved the crea­
tion of a committee of five, 
headed by American Am- 
bassdor John Leighton Stu­
art, to clear the way for a 
coalition government taking 
in all parties.

This was regarded here as 
the most hopeful develop­
ment in the Chinese situation 
in recent weeks.

It came as fighting in the 
north increased sharply in 
intensity, and as the com­
munists announced that they 
might set up their own sep­
arate “ National Govern­
ment” rather tnan accep any 
new constitution in which 
they did not have a voice.

The primary objective of Stuart's 
committee would be to bring the 
Kuomintang and minor parties to­
gether in a 40-man state council 
which would serve as an interim 
coalition governing body until u 
more permanent administration is 
formed at the Nov. 12 national as­
sembly.

The committee probably would 
not begin functioning until early 
next week.

The most difficult problem before 
the group would qe to strike an ac­
ceptable voting balance to satisfy 
communist fears of being dominat­
ed by the Kuomintang.

Government Cuts 
Priority Rating
Of Army & Navy

WASHINGTON—(Jpt—The govern­
ment cut the army and navy down 
today to the same building materials 
priority as that reserved for veter­
ans.

Henceforth, by decree of Housing 
Expediter Wilson Wyatt, !iie armed 
forces no longer may use their po­
tent "MM" rating for military bar­
racks, quarters or housing in this 
country.

Another indicator of the govern­
ment’s anxiety to get thousands of 
veterans under good roofs before 
Winter puts a crimp in building ac­
tivity, OPA disclosed that it had 
put its staff of "sijecial agents" on 
the lumber black market trail.

Winding up a whole series of or­
ders designed to squeeze materials 
out of other construction and chan­
nel them into housing. Wyatt an­
nounced theee additional lumber ac­
tions:

Dealers must hold 80 percent of 
their housing-type supplies for pri­
ority orders.

Eighty-five percent of all mill- 
work—doors, window frames and 
similar ready-cut items — must be 
similarly earmarked by both manu­
facturers and dealers.

All residential-type hardwood 
flooring is frozen for the same pri­
ority use.

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OPA Works to Keep Schedule
WASHINGTON—<JP)—OPA clung 

toe.ay to its schedule for restoring 
meat price ceilings September 9 de­
spite the 11th hour snarl that kept 
live animals free of con.rols for four 
extra days.

When the new schedules are post­
ed. however, they will average about 
five and one-half and three cents 
a pound more for pork than June 
30 ceilings. They'll still be below 
current costs.

OPA and the agriculture depart­
ment agreed on those estimates aft­
er differing sharply on what ceil­
ings to clamp on .he livestock mar­
kets.

Secretary of Agriculture Clinton 
F'. Ajiderson resolved that dispute 
by taking advantage of the new 
power congress granted him. He di­
rected OPA Chief Paul Porter to 
hike the June 30 live animal ceil­
ings by $2.25 a hundred for beef 
and $140 for pork In an effort to 
stimulate production.

The CIO cost of living commit­
tee today labeled this action as the 
climax to "a long series of Incidents 
in which Anderson has acted as 
mouthpiece for profiteers."

In a statement issued fcy Chair­
man John Thornton, the commit­
tee said American living standards 
have been dealt "a new and disas- 
trou, blow '

The new live animal ceilings were 
to have gone into effect last mid­
night. but OPA late yesterday an­
nounced a delay until Sunday to 
permit the agency to complete 
work on a new set of price tops for 
packers, wholesalers and retailers.

CPA said ceilings still will apply 
Sunday to slaughterers and pack­
ers. on September 5 to wholesalers 
and on September 9 to ihe butcher 
shops.

To complete the program, the re­
construction finance corporation 
announced last night that efiectlve 
Sunday it is restoring the slaughter 
subsidies which lapsed with price 
control June 30.

Patrols Look ior 
Yacht Survivors

SOUTH HAVEN. Mich. — (JP) -  
Coast guard patrols today searched 
for survivors of the lavish yacht 
Verano. mysteriously sunk in the 
rough seas Lake Michigan yesterday 
just as a lifeboat bent on rescue 
reached her.

The 92-foot vessel, owned by 
Baynard Dowell, Park Ridge. Ill- 
manufacturer. went down "without 
a sign of life aboard" three quar­
ters of a mile o ff shore.

A renewed search of the waters 
by plane and boat was ordered at 
daylight today in the hope of find­
ing the three men believed to have 
been aboard.

The Verano, which seamen said 
cost perhaps $100.000 to build, left 
Chicago early yesterday for Hol­
land. Mich., where she was to get 
repairs.

Aboard were Chester Granath of 
Chicago, an employe of Dowell's 
company, and an engineer and cook 
known as ''Fred" and "Ben "

Shore watchers saw the Verano in 
trounble seven and a half miles 
north of here, but already awash, she 
went down stern first as coast 
guardsmen who sped to her side were 
about to fling a line aboard 

The guardsmen glimpsed loose 
lines hanging from one side, indi­
cating, they said, that the dingey 
she carried had been let down and 
that her passengers had abandoned 
her sometime before.

Pampa Rotarians yesterday noon 
heard part of the intriguing story 
oi radar and the electric gun direc- 
Lw which were used extensively by 
the Allied forces in winning the war.

The strange story, far above the 
layman's understanding, was told by 
George Hutson, from the informa­
tion department of the Bell Tele­
phone system, Dallas.

Hutson, who. going in with the 
forces at Normandy on D-day, serv­
ed through France. Belgium, Luxem­
bourg, and Oermany, said there'Nvere 
lour outstanding developments dur­
ing the war: the A-bomb, radar, the 
electric gun director, and the pro­
ximity fuse.

His talk dealt primarily with the 
electric gun director and radar. As 
an example of the effect of the di­
rector. he cited figures. It required 
about 1,900 shells to down each ene­
my plane before the director was 
developed after 3 years of work 
by 600 scientists. But after it as 
put into use, and when the Aar 
ended in the Pacific, only 99 shells 
per plane downed were being fired.

The buzz-bomb, which was em­
ployed with such deplorable effect 
by the Germans, a as also beaten by 
the director. In all there were 2.080 
buzz bombs sent over bv the Nazis. 
Over 1,700 of them were brought 
down oy the electric gun director, j 
Watson said.

Radar, which means radio direc- ; 
tion and range, is one of the strang­
est means of milking war that came 
out of the recent conflict, its mys­
tery. of course, being superseded by 
that Of the atomic bomb. Hutson 
showed a photographic copy made of 
a radar ‘‘picture" ol New York City. 
The "picture" of New York City, 
which is really not a picture in the 
sense as we know it. was made 
through one of the densest fogs ever 
eeen over that city and when visi- j 
bility was but 209 feet. This strange i 
beam of energy penetrated that fog 
from a plane thousands of feet in 
the air, and returned the “picture" 
on the screen within a fraction of a 
second.

Radar, some of the ideas for 
which, he said, were obtained from ; 
both the British and the Germans, 
aided immensely in the war against 
the Germans, being responsible in 
great part for the American break­
through at St. Lo and Avranches. 
France, and for the end of many j 
Japanese ships in the Pacific.

Radar sets, still being made, range i 
in size from 35 tons to 180 pounds. I 
Bell delivered 57.000 sets to the arm- | 
ed forces during the war.

That, he said, with the delivery of 
thousands of other items, is the 
reason why there are more people 
wanting telephone service today, 
than there are sets and exchange 
equipment to accommodate them

But even as workers are striv­
ing to produce the equipment about 
which we know so well, there arc 
new advances being made in the 
field of communications.

As for the future, he said, we may 
expect many things in our country. 
Among them will be telephones in 
automobiles, trains, and in the air.

(The press reported that yester­
day the ftrst long distance tele­
phone call was made from a mov­
ing auto, to a point 135 miles awai 
That was in Wisconsin.)

Soon, Hutson said, the telephone 
customers will be able to lift his 
receiver and dial the number of 
some person on the coast. The call 
will go through in about two sec­
onds.

These are only some of the many 
progressive steps we may expect, 
he explained.

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Photo Exhibition 
To Be at Canyon

The Texas Centenary Photograph­
ic exhibition will be on display in 
the Panhandle-Plains Historical 
Museum for two weeks, beginning 
Sept. 7. The collection of photo­
graphs were made available for 
the museum by the library of con­
gress. Following their showing at 
the museum, they will be shipped 
to the Hall of State. Dallas, for a 
two-weeks showing there.

The patrons of art and photog­
raphy are cordially invited to visit 
the Panhandle-Plains Historical 
museum and see this fine collection 
of seventy-three photographs. Ac­
cording to Dr. L. F Sheffv, exec­
utive secretary of the Panhandle- 
Plains Historical society, this col­
lection is of unusual interest to 
Texans and to students of photog­
raphy, and many visitors are an­
ticipated during the brief showing of 
the collection.

This exhibition of photographs 
was assembled from the collections 
of the library of congress in honor 
of the hundredth anniversary of the 
admission to the Union of the 
State of Texas. In the first part 
may Be seen examples of the his­
toric architecture: the old missions 
of the Spanish period, which have 
become famous, the forts, ranch 
houses, and other secular buildings 
of the nineteenth century.

The remaining photographs pre­
sent a picture of contemporary 
Texas. The great oil and cotton 
Industries are represented in two 
dominant groups. Another is de­
voted to a selection of agriculture 
and smaller industries. The char­
acter of the land, the cities, and the 
people, are revealed in the vivid 
photographs which are covering* the 
period just prior to and in the 
first years of World War II. A 
true picture of Texas thus emerges, 
the picture of a state concerned 
with the economic welfare of her i 
people at the end of a long de-1

prsssion, but moving rapidly toward 
e. fierce activity where in she was 
to contribute her great industry and 
her resources to the war effort.

The photographs were made un­
der the Farm Security administra­
tion. and the negatives are now in 
the collections of the library of con­
gress. Identification numbers of 
the negatives are given not only for 
those, but also for photographs 
made by the Historic American 
Buildings survey, for the benefit of 
those who may desire reproduc­
tions.

GI Menial Cases on 
Indrease in Europe

FRANKFURT. Germany— (IP) — 
The United States army said yes­
terday that ' progressively larger" 
number of American soldiers were 
developing mental disturbances as 
a result of "sexual promiscuity.”

Two days ago the army said the 
venereal disease rate had climbed 
to an all time high in Germany of 
305 cases among every 1,000 soldiers 
a year.

Constellations F lew  
Far With No Injuries

{JEW YO RK—The much public­
ized Constellations, which landed in 
the aviation doghouie temporarily 
last month, had flown 182.758.090 
passenger miles without an injury in 
about tliree-and-ahalf years, it has 
been disclosed.

They have carried an estimated 
50,000 passengers from the first 
commercial flight in December until 
the grounding.

"A total of 121 Constellations have 
been ordered," the article says, 
“ and 75 have been built according 
to Lockhead. Air carriers with them 
on order have shown no inflination 
to cancel or even postpone deliv­
eries.

"Lockheed admits that something 
is wrong, but not with the Con­
stellation herself.

Elections in Eastern Europe 
promise to produce continued fric­
tion in the coming weeks. Between 
now and winter a series of contests 
is scheduled that can hardly fail to 
produce new points of disagree­
ment.

Nothing has shown so clearly as 
this election question that the 
spokesmen of the great powers were 
not speaking the same ideological 
language when they met at Yalta 
and Potsdam to plan the futures 
of the Eastern lands. The word 
election means one thing to Amer­
icans and Britons, quite another 
to the Russians and those who fol­
low them.

Here are some of the impending 
elections:

Bulgaria holds a plebiscite Sept. 
8 to determine whether she shall 
abandon the monarchy or become a 
republic. On Oct. 27 an election of 
a constituent assembly is scheduled. 
Secretary Byrnes recently said that 
politics in Bulgaria was not pleas­
ing to the United States.

Romania's premier some weeks 
ago declared that free elections 
would be held in Septemebr. This 
week, however, he said the elec­
tions must wait on the arrival of 
large grain imports.

Both the Romanian and Bulgar­
ian governments are under Mos­
cow's sponsorship.

In the Russian zone of Germany 
communal elections are to be held 
Sept. 1 and the two following Sun­
days.

Greece is voting Sunday on 
whether to restore King George I I  
to the throne. Britain and Amer­
ica are trying to ensure a free, se­
cret ballot, but the full play of 
democratic processes can not be 
expected. Russia already is making 
her displeasure known by permit­
ting her ambassador, to leave 
Athens.

The major election quarrel of the 
moment concerns Poland. A na­
tional election, intended to produce 
a new parliament, has been set 
tentatively for November. However, 
the election laws have not yet been 
enacted and Tuesday the Warsaw 
government announced that the 
parliamentary session which was to 
have framed them, set for August 
31, had been postponed indefinite­
ly-

The United States and Britain 
last week told the Poles that re- 
ports of the June 30 plcbescite had 
not been reassuring as to the fu­
ture of true democracy and asked 
for certain guarantees as to the 
November voting.

K IIL E R  INSECTS HAVE INFES­
TED COTTON THIS YEAR

This season's insect history, as re­
ported from the Waco, Texas experi- 
ne nt station to the department of 
agriculture's bureau of entomology, 
gives a faint idea of what the cot­
ton, farmers have 1 ten up against.

The crop started with an infesta­
tion of fleahoppers. Then came the 
weevils. Then the aphids. The honey 
dew given o ff bv tiie aphids attract­
ed and fed the moths of the preda­
tory boll worm.

Applications of DDT. to kill o f f  the 
boll worms, apparently destroyed 
other predatory insects which -feed 
on red spiders. So the windup is 
a plague of ted spiders, to sav noth­
ing of an abundance of cotton leaf 
worm. When six insects gang up 
on one cotton plant, what chance 
has mere man?
• Entomologists at the department of 
agriculture like to say they’re mak­
ing progress in man's endless war 
against the insects And they can 
point to a couple of cases where in­
sect pests have actually been des­
troyed.

First was the Mediterranean fruit 
fly. which found its way into Florida 
In 1929 and 1930. By quarantining 
Florida and destroying its entire 
fruit crop, they actually finished off 
the'fru it fly. By ¡931 it had ceased 
to exist as an American pest.

Then there was the date palm 
scale that hit California. By dint of 
spraying the tree- with kerosene and 
retting fire to them, the scale was 
destroyed.

These entomologists say the boll 
weevil could be similarly destroyed If 
everybody would agree not to grow 
a single cotton plant for one year. 
All the weevils would starve to death 
and it would serve them right, too, 
for having dared to cross the U. S. 
border from Mexico way back in 
1892. In 40 years they reached -Vir­
ginia, taking it easy and eating 
their way as they went. 
SOUTHERN FARMERS WON’T  
TAK E  A COTTON HOLIDAY

But you can just Imagine how 
much of a howl would come out of 
the South if anyone proposed pass­
ing a law to prohibit the growing 
ol cotton for even one year. That’s 
where the insects have the advantage 
over the atom in this race to destroy 
civilization.

The inaect-cxuprls aren't a bit dis­
couraged, however. They say that 
insects have been here since long 
before the days o f the Old Testa­
ment and Aristotle. Modem, scien­
tific, economic entomology, on the 
other hand, has been here less than 
50 years.

No perfect Insecticide could be 
found in that time, of course. But 
the entomologists ere constantly dis­
covering new ones and making im­
provements on the old.

Agricultural experiment stations 
k,eep on trying and hoping they'!’ 
get a kill-all-cure-all for insects, if 
it takes 15 or 50 or 500 years. After 
all. the atom was finally split. The 
law of nature which says there have 
to be insects may be busted too.

HOW REAL WAGES 
ARE INCREASED

Since this column has been re­
peatedly stressing the importance 
i f  more and heller tools und stat- 
,ng ine impossibility of I bor unions 
raising wage levels, I want lo cite 
a concrete illustration of how 
wages have been raised.

This citation is taken from a 
new booklet on "Profits and the 
Ability To Pay Wages” written by 
Fred Rogers Fairchild, Knox Pro­
fessor of Economics Emeritus of 
Yale University. The book was 
published by The Foundation for 
Economic Education, Inc. I quote: 
Labor's Stake

“ It is as part of the gener. 
consuming public that labor itsel. 
has most at stake. A,s we Have 
seen, labor has been able, whe i 
investment of capital was increas­
ing faster than the labor supply, to 
belter its relative position among 
the several sharers of the income 
produced by American industry. 
However, this would have availed 
but little if the total product of in­
dustry had been stationary or de­
clining. What has so greatly en­
hanced the well-being of Tabor has 
been the tremendous increase in 
the flow o f goods and -services for 
the satisfaction of human wants;

“The way I his works might be 
Illustrated from the record of any 
major industry. Take, for example, 
rubber tires. In the year 1908 the 
average employee of one of the, 
principal American tire maker: 
was receiving 40 cents an hour.. 
He was engaged in making a tire 
that sold for $35 and would run 
during its lifetime about 2,000 
miles. This made the cost l-'Ji cents 
a mile. An hour’s wages would pay 
for 23 miles operation of one tire.. 
To pay merely for the wear and! 
tear on lour tires, the laborer had| 
to work four hours, or half a day,1 
for every 23 miles he drove his car

"This is one reason why laboroi 
did not own automobiles in 1908.

‘ By 1936 the average wage for 
employees In this plant had risen: 
to 88 cents an hour. This was a 
gain of 120'>i. Not so bad. Bui 
even so, if no other change had 
occurred, tho laborer would have 
still had only 50 miles operation of 
his four tires (instead of 23) for 
half a day’s work.

“ He still could not have afford­
ed lo drive- a car.

"But other things did not rc 
nuu.i unchanged. More capital,’ 
better machinery, improved pro-' 
cesses, lowered costs, and increased 
production in the tire industry had 
brought these two major results:; 
(1) The tire that formerly cos!; | 
$35 could now be bought for $3 1 
and <2> instead of wearing out in, 
2,000 miles it now had an average 
life of about 20,000 miles. Now for' 
half a day’s labor the workeij 
could buy the service of four tires' 
for 2,200 miles. Here is the com­
parison in a nut shell:

“ When we multiply this instance 
by the vast number of similar ac­
complishments to the credit of 
American industry, it can easily be 
seen that, while doubling or even 
quadrupling wage rates is sor,:»- 
'fc.ing, it is after all only secondary 
to the gain in the standard ol 
iicing that comes to all of us 
from progress in the efficiency of 
induslry, as measured by the 
volume, tiie quality, and the cost 
of goods produced.

“This is the way labor makes its 
principal gain from the progres­
sive development of national in­
dustry under conditions of fffcc 
rioni. It is not a gain filched from 
the shares of the other factors of 
production. It is labor’s portion of, 
a gain that benefits the whole 
community.”

Yet we seem to want t he govern­
ment to step in and interfere with 
such progress as this made in the 
last 38 years! Or we seem to w.:n; 
the labor unions to step in and 
take tho management out of the 
hands of business that has had 
such a record! Wc do not seem to 
realize the great industrial pro­
gress made in the last few dec­
ades. And the progress would be 
a great deal more if government 
and/or labor unions had not het-n 
interfering with natural laws that 
took away men’s equal freedom.

He was particularly exercised over 
our willingness to give Cliiang Kai- 
shek a higher credit rating than 
Moscow. He evidently regarded our 
financial assistance to Chungking as 
a "purely political loan”.

The 
orchestra played the Marseilles for 
him and for Russian-born Dr. Os­
sip Bernstein, but both were more 
than casually acquainted with the 
Russian anthem played for the five 
Soviet representatives.

The Philippine islands are also of 
strategic value to us tn our perim­
eter of defense and in the basic leg­
islation the United States retained 
the right to keep and develop them 
as long as we so desired. The pop­
ulation of the Philippines is ap­
proximately 18 million people which 
represents nearly all classes or 
castes. Manuel Roxas was recently 
elected by an overwhelming major­
ity to be the first president of the 
Philippines.

There is a question in my own 
mind, however, as to whether the 
Philippines were actually leady for 
or could discharge the obligations 
which their independence carried. 
Their economy was of course ruined 
by the Japanese and tliey still 

1 seemed groggy from the brutality 
of the Jap occupation. However. 
President Roxas assured us that in 
spite of these handicaps they could 
and would do everything within 
their power to convince the world 
they could stand on .their own feet 
and take their place in the world 
of nations.

They depend In large measure 
upon the export of sugar but most' 
of the mills were destroyed by the 
enemy and Mr. Roxas said they 
needed at least 150 thousand tons 
of ammonium sulphate qs fertilizer 
but had been able to secure but 15 
tons as yet from the United States.

Prices in the Philippines are 
high, as they seem to be all over 
the world. As you can imagine, 
there is not very much to buy ar.d 
in such a chaotic economy prices 
naturally rise .

The Independence Day ceremony 
itself was very Impressive. Because 
of the extreme midday heat in the 
Philippines, most affairs are sched­
uled. for early morning, consequent­
ly we were on hand at 8 o'clock 
the next morning. July 4 Among 
the speakers was Senator Tydings 
of Maryland, Commissioner McNutt, 
President Roxas and General Doug­
las MacArthur, who occupies a very 
high place in the hearts of the F ili­
pinos. The squarp was parked and 
jammed with Filipino people and 
despite another rain during the

middle of the ceremony, the Phil­
ippines became a living republic 
that morning.

There was a state dinner that 
night which was attended by am­
bassadors and other dignitaries 
from Russia, Bor land. France and 
nearly all other countries.

The next day we saw at first 
hand Bataan, ruined Corregidor. 
Subic Bay, and other U. S. installa­
tions which gave mute testimony to 
the bloody battles which were 
fought there.

The Islands themselves are most 
impressive in their tropical produc­
tivity but they could do with the 
know-how which the American 
farmer could supply. Incidentally. 
Mr. Roxas also said they welcomed 
with open arms any and all Amer­
icans who could provide such know- 
how and industry.

From the Philippines, we left for 
Shanghai—a distance of 1,250 miles, 
arriving there late in the afternoon, 
flying along the 'edge of Formosa 
which had been in Japanese hands 
during the occupation. In order to 
get a better look at the rice pad­
dies and crops and people living 
along this shore, we dropped to an 
altitude of 200 or 250 feet.

Wlrile airplanes arc not exactly 
a novelty out there, one native who 
saw the giant four-engine plane 
skimming over his head, threw up 
his hands in consternation and be­
gan running toward us and then 
turned and started the other way. 
When we passed over him he was 
still running. Although we dipped 
one wing in friendly salute he must 
have thought it was the enemy 
coming back.
