Elias Belmonte. He was Bolivian 
military attache in Berlin and he 

i did hLs plotting with the nazis 
there.

Belmonte's principal representa- 
: tlvF in South America was Dlonislo 
Folanipi, a minister o f mines in the 

i Bolivian cabinet in 1940. Together,
I they planned a real nazi putsch as 
a means of taking over Bolivia in 
1941. It failed, and Foianlni took 
refuge in the Argentine. Poianini’s 
link to. Berlin was Johannes Beck­
er, head of the Nazi SS for all of 
South America and a great pal of 
Col. Juan Peron's.

A f;er the 1S41 plot fell through,
After the 1941 plot fell through, 

Belmonte could not return to Bo­
livia. The Oermans put Mm on their 
payroll at 20,000 marks a year.

IVi 1913 Foianlni advised Bel­
monte. using German secret cables, 
that the time was ripe for another 
putsch. Victor Paz Estenssoro, Bo­
livian Minister of Finance and lead­
er of the MNR (National Revolu­
tionary Movement party), and Gen. 
Angel Rodriguez of Belmonte's ar­
my clique were the leaders. Presi­
dent Farrell of the Argentine and 
Ool. Juan Peron are shown by Ger­
man foreign office records to have 
had full knowledge o f what was 
afoot.

NAZIS MASTER-MINDED 
THE 1913 REVOLUTION

The plan was that the new Nazi- 
Boliviun government would enter 
into the fascist bloc of South 
American countries headed by the 
Argentine. The nazi master-minds 
were so smart, though, that when 
the revolution succeeded It was an­
nounced that the revolution had 
been necessary because the United 
States had lost confidence in the 
ability of the overthrown Bolivian 
government to carry out its war 
commitmenls. That way, the U. S 
v.as blamed for the revolution and 
Germany and tile Argentine stayed 
in the background.

But the plot was that as soon as 
Germany won the war, a nazi-sym- 
pathlzing government would be set 
up in La Paz. Meantime, Bolivia was 
to play along as a good neighbor of 
the Allies.

Belmonte dreamed of reluming to 
Bolivia to become the local fuehrer. 
He tried to get the Germans to fly 
him home, but he had no luck in 
doing so, although in 1944 he got as 
lar •  Spain.

In phony elections last May Bel­
monte was actually elected to the 
Bolivian congress. He- is still in 
Spain, enjoying diplomatic Immu­
nity.

This is the government which the 
Bolivian people have thrown out. 
This uprising is the first hopeful 
sign that, left to their own devices 
and without outside interference, 
Latin American peoples will ulti­
mately give the old heave ho to all 
fascist dictators.

Cause o f Booms And Busts
One of the common expressions 

heard nowadays from those in com 
trol of the administration and 
those who believe in its policies il 
that unless we have government 
regulation of prices we will havd 
a boom and then a big bust.

The fact of the matter is that 
the government is the cause ol 
booms and busts. If  the govern« 
ment did not try to interrere with 
free exchanges by passing so-called 
humanitarian laws, we would noj 
have a lot of booms and busts with 
vast unemployment.

As an example, if the govern-; 
ment did not interfere with men 
who owned wealth from makinjj 
their own loans and did not give 
banks monopolies in manufactur­
ing currency and artificial credit, 
bankers and industrialists who had 
poor judgment in their loans an«; 
expansion would go broke one a( 
a time. They would temporarilj 
injure those whose judgment wai 
had, but this would be a constan! 
way of correcting errors. It would 
be a mild and constant correction! 
There would be no big booms anq 
no big busts. i

But when we, as we are doing) 
try to save all the banks, we patci) 
them up with one fake remedy af-i 
ter another until all the banks go 
•>ut the ceiling of inflation. And 
then we will really have a bust! 
Dooms and Busts in 
Bread and Flour

Here is another illustration of 
the government creating a bust— 
you cannot now buy flour. The 
reason you cannot buy flour is that 
the “planners” fixed the price on 
wheat so low that the animals ato 
the wheat instead of having it 
saved for men. The government 
set prices on wheat so low that 
people fed it to the livestock in­
stead of corn. Then we find we 
need a lot more wheat for human 
consumption. i

This low price also retarded the) 
production of wheat. Had it noli 
besn for government price medJ 
dling men with foresight would 
have seen that the wheat was be­
ing used wastefully. They would 
have foreseen a scarcity. They) 
would have begun to buy up 
wheat, and this would have retard­
ed the use of wheat for feed tq 
animals. Thpn when we found we 
needed it. for human consumption- 
this surplus would be released and) 
as the puce went up people would 
have substituí»! other more eco-j 
nomic things for wheat.

So. we are “busted”  so far aq 
having flour is concerned because 
the govern ment planned to have 
a supply. And the moro the gov­
ernment plans to prevent it, the 
more extremes scarcity or a surplus' 
we have.

It is a free market and a govern­
ment that tries only to protect, 
man's life and property, and does 
not try to take from one to give 
to another, and does not try to 
plan the lives of men, that makes 
it possible for us to have relatively 
continuous employment and an 
ever-increasing standard of living.

Keep the government out of 
planning and we will have fewer 
booms and fewer busts.

Few people realize that the be­

lief in tax-supported schools is 
nothing but pure materialism. It' 
is a belief in a form of force and 
compulsion. T h e r e  is nothing 
spiritual about it.

It is material because it uses the 
material wealth of the taxpayer 
to pay the county officers to col­
lect the «taxes—orders for wealth— 
to pay the teachers and build the 
buildings. There is nothing volun­
tary about it.

In fact, it is a 
form of worship of materialism. A 
form of worshiping the state. In­
stead of ‘‘In God we trust,”  we 
substitute. “ In the State we trust.”

It is denial of principles. It is 
n denial of God’s law that all men, 
are equally free. It is a denial of 
God’s law that men must live by 
the sweat of their brow. It is a 
denial of God’s law that men can­
not reap figs from thistles. It is 
a denial of the law that men reap 
what they sow.

It is little wonder that we aré 
having so much juvenile delin- 
«luency when public schools aré 
operated on purely materialistic! 
ideals. We are reaping exactly 
what we have sown.

LOCAL-COLOR MUSIC 
PROMISED IN PULLMANS

CHICAGO— (/P) —A new note in 
railroading is a plan to regale pas­
sengers with tunes issuing from wire 
recorders, which record sounds on 
wire spools that can be played like 
phonograph records.

In the event o f a democratic 
triumph next autumn, the average 
age of the chairman of eleven key 
senate committees will be sixty- 
seven plus. The youngest will be 
Senator James E. Murray of Mon 
tana, who will head the committee 
on labor. He Is fifty-one.

The oldest «will be Senator Ken 
neth McKellar of Tennessee, who 
will supervise enactment of laws 
governing the expenditure of public 
money. Like so many colleagues on 
his side of the aisle, whose almost 
spinsterlike pride makes them shy 
about revealing their birth dates, 
"Mac” does not tell his age in the 
congressional directory. But he is 
eighty or thereabouts.

PENSION—The same pattern will 
hold In the house il the present ma­
jority party is returned to power, 
Oldest chairman v.ill be Robert L. 
Douglfton of North Carolina, who 
has bossed revenue legislation for 
many years. He has passed eighty, 
and shares Mr. McKellars biogra­
phical reticence.

The youngest will be Representa­
tive Emanuel Ceiler ol Brooklyn, 
who will top the Judiciary commit­
tee. He Is fifty-eight. And he at­
tains such an important , assign­
ment only because Representative 
Hatton W. Summers of Texas, an­
other septuagernaiian with a worn- 
man's complex on the subject of 
age. is voluntarily retiring.

The pension feature of the La

Follette-Monroney bill, which ac­
counted for its acceptance by gray- 
beards of house and senate, will
transform the congressional com­
plexion between now and 1948, how­
ever.

Many oldsters are running for re- 
election because they do not .want 
to appear to be too eager to grab
this benefit. But as soon as they 
have demonstrated their civic un­
selfishness by standing again, they 
plan to do a Cincinnatus.

LESS—The republicans are not ex­
actly kindergarteners on either side 
of the Capitol, but neither are they 
imminent prospects for a home for 
the aged and feeble.

The average age of G. O. P. chair­
man of the same eleven key senate 
committee chairmen, assuming that 
trie minority become the majority 
(in 1946 or 1948, will be only fifty- 
nine plus. I t  would be far less if it 
were not for the inclusion of Sena­
tor Arthur Capper of Kansas, who 
is eight-one and doesn't care who 
knows it, and Senator Raymond R. 
Willis of Indiana, who is seventy- 
one.

The Kansas publisher may have 
llie charmanship ol Foreign Rela­
tions if he wants it and the republi­
cans make a comeback; and Mr. 
Willis would probably head up Agri­
culture if he and his party are 
lucky at the polls.

DISTRIBUTION—The geographi-

cal division of senate-house • chaii - 
rnanships under the legislative reor­
ganisation is also counted on by
republican strategists as an asset. 
They mean to harp on the sectional 
clash of Interests involving New 
England, the North generally, the 
Midwest, the Far West ad the South 
as they never have before. They will 
run a Ku Klux Klan campaign in 
reverse.

In event the democrats retain
congressional control, their eleven 
key chairmanships will be allocated 
as follows: South and Southwest, 
six; Far West, two; New York and 
New England, three. There will be 
none from the central or northern 
Midwest.

The republicans would distribute
the same eleven key posts as fol­
lows: Midwest, seven; Far West, 
one; New England, three. Inasmuch 
as the .G. O. P. does not expect to 
carry any states in the deep South 
anyway, they should—and will— 
peddle these La Follette-Monroney 
wares eLsewhere.

Thus two of the nation's historic 
issues—age versus youth and North, 
West and Far West against South­
ern suzerainty on Capitol Hill—will 
dominate the forthcoming cam­
paigns.

Hydrocarbons Are 
Used in Producing 
Some Chemicals

AUSTIN—Among the new Indus­
tries being established in Texas are 
several utilizing hydrocarbons sup- 
ulied as by-products from petroleum 
refineries or from natural gas. Elmer 
H. Johnson of the University of 
Texas bureau of business rsearch, 
reports. Mr. Johnson is the bureau's 
authority on natural resources and 
industrial geography.

Prospects are also good In Texas 
for expanded production of chemi­
cals from oil and gas hydrocarbons. 
Mr. Johnson added and sea water 
is again being utilized for the pro- 
luction of magnesium.

Three new plants are being con­
structed and will be in operation 
early in 1947. DuPont is erecting 
a $30.000.000 plant at Orange for 
the manulacture of the chemical 
intermeediates for nylon, presum­
ably from petroleum hydrocarbons.

The Jefferson Chemical company 
is constructing a huge plant at Port 
Neches for the production of chemi­
cal intermediates from hydrecarbon 
gases supplied from the nearby 
Texas company refinery, and Amer­
ican Svanatnid will construct a 
'•hemical plant at Port Neches also 
lor the manufacture of a variety 
of industrial chemicals.

In the field of inorganic chemi- 
als. Diamond Alkali company has 

announced it will build a $9.000,000 
plant on the Houston ship channel 
which will manufacture caustic soda, 
chlorine, hydrogen and hydrochlor­
ic acid, all lrom salt brine.

8tephan Dolata. Ruhr -oal miner, 
used to weigh 170 pounds

He weighs 120 pounds now. He 
gets the rations of a heavy worker, 1 
but he turns most of them over to 
his wife and their two sons. 11 and 
eight years old. All four sleep In the 
same bed in their one-room “home,"! 
about 15 square feet in the base­
ment of a brick building that for­
merly was a vegetable storage house.

The Dolata’s living quarters were 
described by a British officer as 
"about average" for miners' fami- 
)i« «  in th<« bomb-wrecked Ruhr in­
dustrial city.

What Dolata and his fellow min­
ers need—If they are t,o increase 
the output of Ruhr coal needed for 
next winter in Europe—is more food 
and homes.

I  nthls they are backed up by 
British officials of the north Ger­
man coal commission.

Frau Dolata displayed her fur­
nishings: One bed, a small stove 
which bums either wood or coal, 
two portable wooden closets, one 
Wicker chair, two boxes that serye 
as chairs, a couple of pictures on 
the wail and a vase of blue and 
white flowers on the window sill.

"How do four persons sleep in one 
bed." she smiled and shrugned.

“ What do you do for food?"
Frau Dolata. a gaunt, blonde wom­

an. put her hand to her head and 
laughed heartily.

"Nicht." she said, using the Ger­
man word that sounds like "nix" and 
means about the same.

It's not quite that bad. Her hus­
band ,as a heavy worker, gets be­
tween 3.000 and 3,500 calories a day. 
Frau Dolata and the children arc 
supposed to get about 1,000 calories, 
the normal ration.

She contended, however, that be­
cause of a lack of potatoes and ce- 

• reals those on noimal rations ac­
tually get about 700 calories a day.

At this lower rate the combined 
rations of husband, wife and child­
ren would be 5,600 calories a day. or 
1,400 each, but, it isn't divided that 
way. Most of the family's rations go 
to the children, who also get food at 
school.

ROMANIAN RESORTERS

Over 50 Percent 
Of Legislators To 
Be New Members

AUSTIN—(iPI—There will be even 

more new faces in the legislature 
than it appeared after results of , 
the first primary were made known.;

The turnover in the house of rep- I 
resentatives is already more than 
50 per cent, and It could come close 
to 60 if many incumbents in run­
off races are defeated.

The senate picture is different.
There will be just nine new mem­

bers of that 31-man body. Four 
were elected in the first primary, 
and five will come out of the run­
off. No incumbent is involved in a 
run-off race, but several house 
members or former members are 
seeking promotion. They include 
W. R. Cousins, Jr., of Beaumont, 
DeWitt Kinard of Port Arthur, 
Calvin Montgomery of Houston. R. 
L. Proffer of Justin and Obel L. 
McAlister of Fort Worth.

There are 15 holdover members 
not up for re-election in the sen­
ate, and seven incumbents were 
re-elected in the first primary.

Analysis of Texas legislative serv­
ice's compilation of winners in 
house races produces this:

There will be a minimum of 77 
new members among the total house 
roster of 150. There could be 89 
new members, depending on the re­
sults of run-off races Aug. 24.

Of the 77 new members, 57 were 
elected in the first primary. W ith­
drawal of incumbents in run-off 
races brings it to 61. But in 16 of 
the run-off races for house posts, 
the incumbent is not a candidate 
That gives you 77. I f  all 12 of 
the incumbents involved in run­
offs are beaten, the new member­
ship would jump to 89 but that is 
not considered probable.
