A survey conducted by the Asso-
ciated Press ipn the nation's prin-
cipal cities found predictions re-
garding ample supplies ranging from
“by the coming weekend” to ‘“not
until Thanksgiving.”

Asking prices in New York City
ranged 1rom former ceilings to a
flat “dollar-a-pound for anything
you see” Prime ribs of beef rose
from 44 cents a pound to 6F at one
big market. Porterhouse steak from
57 to 75 cents and hamburger from
29 to 39 cents.

Clyde F. House, U. 8. department
of agriculture market snalyst in New
York, said little meat was sold
“openly” by wholesalers.

He provided these sample prices:
