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RAINS FLOOD PANHANDLE
♦Élurricane Headed for Florida's West Coast4 Winds Place Citrus Crop

MIAMI, Fla.— JP—  The 
entire West coast of the 
Florida peninsula was plac­
ed on an urgent alert to­
day *with hurricane warn­
ings flying as far North as 
Cedar Keys as a vicious 
tropical storm with winds 
of more than 100 miles an 
hour bored into the Gulf of 
Mexico and placed Flori­
da’s $100,000,000 c i t r u s  
crop î i jeopardy.

The weather bureau said the pre­
sent coarse of the hurricance will 
send it1 taking along the resort and 
crop-producing section of the west 
coast. The storm center which has 
veered slightly In its direction at 
least twice since it surged to hurri­
cane strength, very Ukelv will strike 
the .coast somewhere between Port 
Myers and Tampa, but may howl 
tnldnd north of Tampa, it was indi­
cated.

At i0 ’30 a. m.. CST, the center was 
130 miles due west of Key West. Top 
winds of 60 miles an tiour at Key 
West began to diminish, and unless 
a  radical change of direction devel­
ops, the Florida keys and the rich 
Mlnmi-Palm Beach ‘'gold coast" will 
miss anything stronger than heavy 
rainsqualls and moderate gales.

A record citrus crop is nearing 
harvest with come picking already 
going on, and a hurricane could 
wreck maximum damage on it at 
this time.

Gales are predicted for the Green 
Groves which are concentrated in­
land, but many of which slope down 
toward the lashing waters of the 
Gulf.

2500 Ranchers Attend Field Day on Range
Over wind swent. rain soaked roads 

approximately 2500 cattlemen. In­
cluding two ranchers from the Pam- 
pa vicinity, drove and walked to lis­
ten to educational talks on grass­
lands and made inspection tours of 
experimental ranges during the an­
nual Range Improvement Field Day 
and Chuck Wagon Feed held at the 
U. S. Great Plains Field Station, 
Woodward, Okla., and the experi­
mental range. Fort Supply, Okla.. 
on Saturday, Oct. 5.

Shortly after introductory re­
marks at the station by L. P. Locks, 
acting station superintendent, he 
group toured the various grass lands 
of the range. Cars, pick-up trucks 
and buses with cattlemen from 
Texas. Oklahoma. Kansas, Arizona 
and even California, made up a half- 
mile long procession.

Under a sunless sky in the midst 
of steady rains the group wound 
through range lanes inspecting the 
various grass crops, all of which 
were posted as to time of planting 
and time of mowing, of Texas blue 
grass, buffalo grass, weeping love 
grass, imported from South Africa, 
native grass, and other Imported 
grasses.

The cattlemen were shown on 
what grasses cat' lc gained on or 
6howed improvement over an ex­
perimental number of years. During 
the Informal talks the cattlemen 
were permitted to ask questions on 
matters not clear to themselves.

Ice Cream Makes 
Its Comeback

Ever since the government lifted 
restrictions on use of milk fat in 
frozen dairy foods, shortly after 
V -J Day. the American passion for 
old-fashioned creamery ice cream 
has had its fling.

Ice cream manufacture hit a new 
stride during the last months of 
1945, and as for this year, the 
USDA Bureau of Agriculture Eco­
nomics says that during the first 
3 months of 1946, production of ice 
cream in the United States totaled 
134 million gallons. This was al­
most double that of the same 3 
months in 1945 and more than 3 
times as great as the prewar 5 year 
average (1936-40).

During April, May and June, the 
high level of production was main­
tained—about 80 percent over the 
second quarter in 1945 and some­
what more than double the 5-year 
average for those months.

The production of sherbets, ices 
and similar products dropped sharp­
ly, however. The reasons for this 
are the apparent preference of con­
sumers for old-fashioned rich ice 
cream, plus the sugar shortage. 
Much more lie cream than other 
frozen dairy foods can'be made with ] 
a given amount of sugar—twice as 
much, in fact.

A few of the reasons given for 
our enlarged ice cream appetite are: 
more widely distributed buying pow­
er. an increased number of children 
ice cream eaters, and the craving 
for this food on the part of return­
ing veterans.

Most of our plums 
come from California and never de­
cline to a price level that can be 
called cheap because of handling 

and transportation charges.
Plums must be treated almost as 

carefully as eggs. The fruit is pick­
ed when it has reached a stage of 
maturity which will insure comple­
tion of the ripening process. It takes 
about 10 days for shipments from 
California to reach the farthest dis­
tribution outlets in the East, and 
this period is adequate to complete 
the ripening. In fact, so that the 
process won’i  be too rapid, the fruit 
is kept under refrigeration all the 
way.

There’s Still Tea
Tea stocks In the United States 

declined more than 8.000.000 pounds 
in the second quarter of this year, 
but were adequate to meet con­
sumption needs. While the decline 
is seasonal. It can be attributed in 
part to a drop in imports from In ­
dia and Ceylon during the change­
over from government to private 
importation of tea which became ef-

fective on April 1, the survey point­
ed out.

Only a small amount of 
ly imported tea has 
States ports since, that date. A 
percentage of this came from Ch 
and represents the first shipments 
from that country since the start 
of the war.

Of the total stocks of tea iin whole­
sale distribution channels on June 
30. packers held 19,542.000 pounds 
or more than half of the total: 
chain grocery companies 9,202,000; 
jobbers and wholesale grocery'com­
panies 4,162.000; and importers 2,- 
573 000

Retail outlets, including restau­
rants and other publir rating estab­
lishments were estimated to have re­
ceived 27.063.000 pounds during the 
second quarter. This was approxi­
mately 1.000.000 pounds more than 
that l-eceivrd by the retail trade 
during the first quarter and 4,000.- 
000 more than during the second 
quarter a year ago.

Schacht and Pritzsche were free to 
come and go as they please “pend­
ing trial” by German denazification 
courts, but reports from all over 
Germany told of demands that all 
three be brought before German 
tribunals on charges of crimes 
against their own people.

PROFITS—Incidentally, LaGuar- 
dla’s speech didn't go over too well 
with many New Yorkers.

That was an amazing speech 

vhieh former British Prime Muns­
ter Winston Churchill delivered at 
the week-end when, as leader ol 
England's conservative party, he 
painted a gloomy picture of a 
•shrinking British empire.

Churchill was bidding for a con­
tinuation of his leadership at’ a 
party conference «a leadership 
whieli waa confirmed with deep- 
throated cheers», and he was charg­
ing the present socialist government 
with making grievous mistakes to 
the detriment if the empire. Still, 
It must have been hard for him — 
the quintessence ol British imper­
ialism—to make these admissions.

The famous war-time premier a t­
tacked the socialist government es­
pecially on two lines—PalestUie and 
India. He charged that the govern­
ment was “vascilluting without plan 
or policy” for the Holy Land and 
was "holding on to a mandate in 
which they have no vital interest.” 
lie declared such a course was 
“gaining the distrust and hostility 
both of Arab and Jew."

It  was regarding mighty India, 
however, that which he really let 
himself go. He accused the Attlee 
government of so mishandling the 
situation that “no one can measure 
the misery and bloodshed which will 
overtake these enormous masses of 
humble, helpless millions, or under 
what new power their future des­
tiny will lie” (this last, was a ref­
erence to Russia).

Well, now, what about this em­
pire which "is being reduced” sd 
»■harply—the empire upon which the 
sun never sets? Whitaker’s Alman­
ack »published in London) says:

' The Britisi) "mpire occupies over 
one-quarter of the known surface of 
the globe, and its population ex­
ceeds one-quarter of the estimated 
number of the human race. ' Most 
of those millions are in India.

Of course mother England herself 
made a major imperial change when 
she conceded the sovereignty of the 
great dominions—Canada, Austra­
lia, New Zealand and the Union of 
South Africa—-which became mem­
bers of the "British commonwealth 
of nations.” Now the socialist gov­
ernment in London has offered In­
dia this same dominion status, with 
the same privileg1 of withdrawing 
from the commenwealth if she so 
desires.

Still, since all the signs are that 
Russia is going to wield vast influ­
ence in the Orient, we can see what 
Churchill has in mind. Also one 
might make the observation that il 
India’s interests seem to her to lie 
with England, then Hindustan will 
remain within the commonwealth. 
If she thinks she belongs exclusive­
ly in an Asiatic bloc—not unlikely 
dominated by Soviet Russia—then 
the British empire will be the loser.

MAVERICK—Fiorello LnGuardiu 
UNRRA boss, is a maverick is poli­
tics who usually runs with the demo­
crats, But his gift of invective and 
his ability to hone a sharp phrast 
has done the democrats a disservice.

THE FUTURE OF AMERICAN FREEDOM
The rising- tide of inflation is sending ominous chills 

tingling along the spines of the American people, it is 
not pleasant to see the value of savings and pay checks 
dwindle as the price indexes climb. Two thousand dollar 
mitón and fifteen thousand dollar homes were not in­
cluded in the postwar plans of most people. They indi­
ca te  hardship, not prosperity, in the future, and not so 
far  in the future at that. In fact hardship, real hardship, 
is already here for the great number of “ unorganized” 
workers and those who live on fixed incomes.

The feeling is inescapable that only now is the home- 
front beginning to come face to face with the conse­
quences of the “total” war. With inflation developing, 
the question arises of how strong are our ideals of free 
enterprise and free government. Repeatedly, supposed 
realists express fear that should depression sweep the 
country, it would inevitably shake the foundations of 
basic American institutions. They point to other lands 
where desperate, .hungry people turned to despotic gov­
ernment for direction.

The people at home, for the first time in over a cen­
tury have a chance to demonstrate their faith in the gen­
eral idea of individual initiative and opportunity. If the 
realists are right in the theory that economic trouble 
■will lead to the kicking out of private industry and in­
struction of principies oí government that have lifted the 
individual in this country to an eminence never before 
known, America and all her people will get just what 
they deserve— serfdom.

It is difficult to believe that the future of American 
freedom will turn on material considerations. More than 
that, it is fantastic. It is, in effect, believing that the soul 
of the greatest nation on earth will perish if the .people 
cannot have all the refrigerators and automobiles and 
gadget* they want.

DILEMMA—It is almost impos­
sible to estimate the importance of 
meat on current politics. As has 
been pointed out here before, the 
democratic administration is on the 
home of a dilemma. I t ’s too bad the 
democrats can’t slaughter the di­
lemma and cut It up for steaks.

'Author Of liberty"
(Continued)

I  am quoting further today from 
the book “Author of Liberty” by 
the Rev. Carl Mdntire.

Under “False Gods” he makes 
this statement:

“Nazism, fascism, communism, 
totalitarian orders are forms of 
idolatry. They demand: allegiance 
and service from the people which 
should be given by the people to 
the one true and living God. There­
fore, the first and most serious 
charge that can be made against 
any form of collectivism is that 
it is idolatry. When a man wor­
ships and serves the living God, he 
is free. When mah bows down and 
worships and serves any other god, 
he is enslaved. All who have bowed 
down to idols of wood and stone 
have been enslaved by their su­
perstition and fear and wickedness. 
The totalitarian State is just a dif­
ferent form of idolatry, and what 
many a heathen has asked his 
idols to do for him. modern man 
today is expecting his government 
to provide.

“The Christian believes and re­
joices in the charter of his liberty: 
‘The Lord is my shepherd; I  shall 
not want.’ But the present-day 
idolater repeats this prayer in the 
following form: ‘The State is my 
shepherd; I  shall not want.’ In 
America we print on our coins, ‘In 
God we trust,’ and yet we are 
evolving a government that will 
create a situation in which we 
wUl be forced to trust it for -our 
help, our food, our security, our 
all. We shall be forced to place on 
our coins—if not the actual words, 
to interpret the present words to 
read, ’In the State we trust.’ ”

Again he says:
“One might suggest that, if there 

were many gods, we could make 
a place for the god of the State. 
But even this would not vvoflk be­
cause, when the State puts itself In 
the position of attempting to be a 
god. It insists on being the only 
god! Just mention God’s existence,- 
and we bump squarely into this| 
question of freedom versus tyran­
ny. This explains to us just as 
clearly as could possibly be ex­
plained why communism is anti- 
God. Hitlerism was anti-God, anfl 
so was fcseism. When a State sets 
itself up in the place of God, natur­
ally it is going to be against the 
only God there is. The true and 

)the living God is against it, and 
j t  is against Him. Totalitarianism 
Js basically anti-God and atheistic. 
It cannot possibly believe in hny 
other kind of god with any thor­
oughness or sincerity,'because the 
god in which it believes is itself.”

Tl»e author goes on to show how 
the Ten Commandments proclaim 
liberty. He observes: »

“The entire private enterprise 
system rests upon the Ten Com­
mandments, especially t h a t  one 
which says, ‘Thou slialt not steal.’ 
It guarantees the right of property 
as a divine right instituted and 
guaranteed by Almighty God for 
the individual.”

He very clearly explains the par* 
able of the talents. The man who 
returned to the master only what 
the master had given him he des­
cribes thusly:

“This is the man who is afraid 
of competition: he is afraid to go 
into the market. He wants the 
security of collectivism—someone 
else providing for him. For he said, 
‘I  feared thee’—endeavoring to 
shift the responsibility and the 
blame back upon his master—‘be­
cause thou art an austere’ man: 
thou takest up that thou layedst 
not down, and reapest that thou 
didst not sow. And he saith unto 
him, Out of thine own mouth will 
I  judge three, thou wicked ser­
vant.’ "

This passage is better explained 
by Moffatt’s translation w h i c h  
quotes Jesus as saying to the ser­
vant who buried his talent, “ ‘You 
rascal of a servant, I  will convict 
you by what you have said your­
self. You knew, did you, that I 
was a hard man, {licking up what 
I  never put down, and reaping 
what 1 never sowed ! Why then 

' did you not put my money Into the 
I bank, so that I could have got It 
with interest when I came back?’ ”

The King James version and the 
American translation might leave 
the Impression that the Jesus said 
of himself that he was an austere 
man, reaping where he had not 
sown, but the real meaning, <ps 
shown by Moffalt. Is that the ser­
vant thought that of his master.
I The author of the book contin­
ues by saying:

(Pnnlinued F ro m  P a g e  )1
buns and coffee. After an estimated
three-quar'.ers of the crowd were 
supplied and comfortably seated it 
began to rain. This time in earnest. 
Men scurried hither and yon seek­
ing to find a dry spot only to dis­
cover that the wind was lifting the 
rain and throwing it out Instead of 
letting it come down straight. Buns 
were soaked. Steaming hot meat 
and beans cooled off in a matter ol 
seconds, and the coffee became di­
luted in the cup with sky juice. The 
crowd held throughout the meal in 
the downpour, but dispersed quick­
ly after dinner when the program 
was read to resume. Several talks, 
muffled by the wind and rain, were 
given before the remainder of the 
party visited the stock pens.

Here they were shown several 
small herds fed on different grasses 
and mixtures of grasses. These dem. 
onstrations were accompanied by 
tlie history of each group of cattle 
including the weight gained from 
start to completion of the experi­
ments.

Some of the groups showed good 
increases while o.hers showed fair 
increases and still others made very 
little impressions on either the ex­
perimenters or the cattlemen.

At the close of the demonstration 
the last group of cattle was put 
through the dipping vat, one of the 
uncomfortable parts of a cow> short 
life.

Some of the outstanding results 
of the technical work deals with the 
seeding of pasture grasses on culti­
vated lands, controlling of sage 
brush by mowing, spraying of cat­
tle with DDT to control flies, and 
the feeding of cattle on the various 
grasses.

It was pointed out that cattle fed 
on native sand love grass produced 
103 pounds of beef per acre while 
cattle that grazed on the weeping 
love grass produced only 82 pounds 
of beef per acre. Cattle that were 
grazed on a mixture of winter and 
summer grass produced 84 pounds 
of beef as compared to those grazed 
on native range gained 42 pounds 
of beef per acre.

The experimenters told the group 
that the weeping love grass did not 
graze as readily as the others, but 
that the weeping love grass can pro­
duce enough food to graze twice the 
amount of cattle that had been used 
on it. The sand love grass could 
have been stocked 25 or 50 percent 
better than it had been.

It  was also shown that cattle 
grazed on native sandy range where 
the grass was mowed gained 89 
pounds of beef as compared to the 
17 pound gain on untreated pas­
tures.

Spraying cattle with DDT also 
aided in the weight gaining. Those 
spravrd once a mon,h gained 27 
pounds more per head than those 
that were not similarly treated 
against flics.

Prior to the demonstration a new 
weed mower was demonstrated by 
the range hands. This machine was 
built on the range and tore up the 
weeds and sage brush in quick or­
der without disturbing the feeding 
grass.

At the cldse of the day-long dem­
onstration the cars, buses and pick­
up trucks pulled out in various di­
rections for home. Throughout the 
;our autos and some pick-up trucks 
had to pull to the side of the road 
from breakdowns, flats or overheat­
ed motors. The cavalcade was es­
corted from start to finish by Ok­
lahoma state police and county 
sheriff office attaches.

Alfred, eldest son, seated on the 
arm of the chair, dressed In a 
gray tisiness suit with black and 
red striped tie — director of the 
Krupp works in Essen, he was ar­
rested at Villa Huegel when Amer­
ican troops took the town shortly 
before the war ended.

Kansas Dost 
Bowl' Gels Bath

LIBERAL, Kans.—</P)— Western 
Kansas rivers were near bankful 
following heavy rains today which 
made stories of the “Dust Bowl” 
hard to believe.

Over $200,000 damage was done 
at Liberal in the southwestern cor­
ner of the state, where 5.93 inches 
of rain in 28 hours sent creek 
flood-waters cascading through a 
third of the city. The creek is a 
tributary of the Cimarron river.

The Upper Solomon, Saline, 
Smoky Hill and Republican livers 
rose following heavy general rains.

The rains ceased late Friday, and 
cold weather moved in, with a pos­
sibility of light snow in North­
western Kansas.

(Continued Krta Fax« 1)
ves would knock off millions of mil 
lions of oranges, grapefruit and 
tangerines which are well along lit
development but not ripe enough 
for harvest.

The storm gained In speed from 
12 miles an hour yesterday to 15 to 
18 miles an hour as it approached 
Florida today.

As the storm approached, Flori­
dians recalled the state’s past dis­
astrous hurricanes.

The 1926 storm hit the Miami 
area and crossed the state in the 
Lake Okeechobee region, lulling 450 
and injuring 6,000. Some 18,000 were 
left homeless. Property damage in 
the Miami area alone was about 
$75,000,000, and elsewhere, $20,000,- 
000.

Two years later anothar big storm 
roared into Florida at Palm Beach 
and swept across the Everglades. 
More than 2,500 were killed as 
dikes holding back Lake Okeecho­
bee broke, allowing the waters to 
sweep on unsuspecting laborers in 
the rich vegetable country. The 
damage was estimated at $75,000- 
000.

A 1935 storm of small diameter 
ripped through the Florida keys 
killing 500 persons, many of whom 
were World War I veterans build­
ing the old sections of the over­
seas highway.

As the storm approached the 
Florida keys, a fleet of Red Cross 
trucks, escorted by state highway 
patrolmen, rumbled over the over­
seas highway to bring out all who 
cared to leave tlieir island homes 
for shelter in either Miami or Key 
West.

Residents of Key West and Fort 
Myers braced for the blow. Disaster 
and relief workers were alerted.

Others in the southern sector of 
the necklace of islands stretching 
southward from mainland to Key 
West were instructed to secure 
their homes and boats and board 
busses for city shelters.

The storm center was 140 miles 
southwest of Havana at'm idnight 
with winds of 60 miles an hour a t 
Dry Tortugas. a group of 10 coral 
islets 65 miles west of Key West.

At that time the Cuban town of 
San Julian was being buffeted by 
112 mile winds.

W. O. Johnson, federal storm 
forecaster, urged the more populous 
areas of the rich “Gold Coast” from 
Miami northward and the West 
Coast above Fort Myers to remain 
on the alert.

Ominous black and red hurricane 
warning flags flapped over the area 
from Key Largo. 40 miles south of 
Miami, to Key West, and along the 
Florida West Coast to Fort Myers.

Army and navy establishments 
cancelled liberty and shore leave
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for all personnel and began an 
emergency alert.

Dozens of airplapes flew north­
ward to escape the storm, and two 
blimps scurried from the Key West 
naval air station to Glynco, Ga­
te seek haven.

Small boat owners headed for 
protected coves and rivers. Pan- 
American Airways cancelled all Its 
Clipper flights to Havana, Guate­
mala and Merida, Yucatan, but its 
longer range schedules—the Pan­
ama Canal Zone and South Amer­
ica-departed on schedule and sped 
around the hurricane.

It was the first real hurricane 
threat/ to the Florida peninsula 
since the beginning of the storm 
season in August.
