Being Predicted

BOSTON—l/P)—Commercial use of 
atomic energy within five years 
was predicted today by a group of 
Mew England experts providing the 
government gives the “ green light" 
to industry.

These views were expressed in a 
report by a New England Council 
Committee which includes Karl T.
Oompton. president o f Massachu­
setts Institute of Technology and 
one Of the developers of the atom 
bomb, and Bradley Dewey, president 
of the American Chemical Society.

Although no atom power plants 
have been built, they said, "there 
now seems to be no question, from 
the purely technical standpoint, 
about the possibility of generating 
large amounts of power from the 
heat liberated during the operation 
o f atomic piles.''

Many factors, they added, would 
affect the speed with which the 
atom is put to commercial use— 
among them government financial 
support for research and develop­
ment, full release of technical in­
formation commensurate with se-

The co-pilot of one, a big. four- 
engined DC-4 Eastern Airlines craft 
carrying 56 passengers, said he saw 
the other, a two-engined Universal 
Airlines C-47. approaching from the 
left three or four miles north of 
Aberdeen.

Byrnes has advised interested 
8 ( nators he wants to place the pacts 
with Italy, Bulgaria, Romania and 
Hungary before the foreign rela­
tions committee shortly after they 
are formally signed Feb. 1. A fifth 
Allied treaty—with Pinland—has 
been drafted, but will not come be­
fore the Senate 'oreoaatdMation.

While he Is expected to ask speedy 
consideration in an attempt to clear 
this hurdle before the March 10 
meeting of Foreign Ministers in 
Moscow, there are indications that 
some Republicans will want to go 
deeply Into the whole matter of 
treaty negotiations.

Because it normally takes several 
weeks for Senate committees to pro­
cess an important matter of this 
kind. Senator Vandenberg (R- 
Mirh) has told friends it probably 
will be impossible for him to accom­
pany Byrnes to the opening of the 
Moscow meeting.

The Michigan Senator apparent­
ly leels that he and Senator Con- 
rially (D-Texas), both of whom 
have served as Byrnes’ advisers at 
past Foreign Ministers' discussions, 
cannot leave until the Senate acts 
finally. Vandenberg is slated to suc­
ceed Connally as Foreign Relations 
Chairman Jan. 3.

WASHINGTON— (A»| —The Su­
preme Court refused for the second 
time in two days to stay execution 
of the death sentence on Joseph 
D Medley.

Medlev was due to die before 1 p. 
m. (CSTi, and the court action ap­
parently exhausted his last legal re­
course.

A new appeal to save the life of 
Medley, 45, convicted killer o f a 
Washington divorcee, was carried to 
the Supreme Court as the time set 
for his execution began running 
out.

James J. Laughlin, Medley's attor­
ney, sent t lost minute petition to 
the Supreme Court, where It was 
rushed to the chambers of Chief 
Justice Vinson.

Jail superintendent Curtis Reid 
proceeded with the electrouction of 
two Negroes who were to die with 
Medley, but stayed the latter's sen­
tence at least until Laughlin's latest 
appeal was acted upon.

The district law requires that exe­
cutions be carried out between 10 a. 
m. and 1 p. m. (CST) on the ap­
pointed day.

Jail superintendent Curtis Reid 
ordered the electrocution of Medley 
delayed at least until later in the 
pending action by the Court of Ap­
peals on a petition for a lunacy 
hearing.

The court denied a similar ap- 
•pnrt last night.

It was Medley's fatal affinity for 
redheads that headed him toward 
the electric chair.

William Copeland, 38, convicted of 
the fatal shooting of his sister-in- 
law. and Julius Fisher. 32, the so- 
called Washington Cathedral mur­
derer, died in the District of Colum­
bia electric chair at 0:39 a. m. and 
9:46 a. m. (CST) respectively.

Medley was sentenced to death for

Hospital Site 
Nay Be Selected

A decision on a site for the Gray 
County General Hospital may be 
reached at a conference of city and 
county officials this afternoon. 
County Judge Sherman White said 
today.

Judge White said he could make 
no statement as to a possible deci­
sion until he had conferred with 
city officials and -members of the 
county commissioners' court.

Several definite requests are ex­
pected to be made of the city dur­
ing the meeting. Judge White in­
dicated that the overall picture had 
improved considerably since the 
discussions started several months 
ago.

The trend of previous commission 
meetings have indicated strongly 
that the hospital will be erected 
at a site at the north end o f Frost 
Street, north of Central Park.

Should the hospital be erected 
at that site, several blocks of pav­
ing would have to be laid, mainly 
on Frost and short connecting 
streets.

The city commission discussed the 
site at its Tuesday meeting but did 
not come to any definite conclusion 
as to the city's part in the erection 
of the hospital.

Bonds totaling *550,000 were issued 
here last spring to pay for the 
structure. The bond issue received 
overwhelming support of the voters 
in the north part of the county but 
residents of the southern commun 
lttes were strongly against it.

3. Require all collective bargaining 
contracts involving public utilities 
or essential industries to contain a 
provision to submit all differences 
to aroitraticn without cessation of 
operation. Failure to sign such a 
contract would constitute an unfair 
labor practice and deprive the refus­
ing party of protection unter the Na­
tional Labor Relations Act. In ef­
fect. Smith said, this would amount 
to indirect compulsory arbitration.

'Tis ihe Season 
Of Year, Judge 
Softens Sentence

Gilbert Amos. 30. yesterday nar- 
nowly missed being sentenced to life 
imprisonment after he plead guilty 
to charges of auto theft before Dis­
trict Judge W. R. Ewing, but in­
stead was sentenced to two years in 
the state penitentiary.

This was Judge Ewing's alst sen­
tence before his retirement from 
the bench on January 1.

Amos, charged with the theft of a 
pickup truck here November 1. has 
served time in the state peniten­
tiary on two previous occasions and 
was not eligibe for a suspended sen­
tence. After pronouncing sentence 
Judge Ewing informed Amos that 
he could have been sentenced to life 
imprisonment on the grounds of be­
ing an habitual criminal, but be­
cause of the season of the year, and 
his plea of guilty, the sentence would 
be the minimum of two years in the 
state penitentiary.

E. L. Wellman, former taxi driv­
er here, was given a three-year sus­
pended sentence after he plead 
guilty to charges of removing and 
selling mortgaged property. This 
was his first offense, Wellman told 
the court shortly before sentence 
was pronounced. Judge Ewing in­
structed Wellman later that at the 
end of three years he must again 
appear before the court and show 
proof that he has not been ar­
rested and convicted on any 
charges.

NEW Y O R K —(JY—Sugar Ray 

Robinson, the “ uncrowned cham­
pion.’’ gets his delayed chance to 
make it official tonight when he 
takes on Tommy Bell of Youngs­
town, Ohio, with the welterweight 
title In the balance.

After five weary years of waiting 
lor a shot at the 147-pound crown, 
the Harlem sugar man is a prohi­
bitive 1 to 5 favorite to whip Bell 
and earn recognition by both the 
New York Commission and the Na­
tional Boxing Association after 
their 15-round Madison Square Gar­
den bout.

Partly because they figure Robin­
son deserves a title chance and 
partly because they know Bell as a 
capable workman who never has 
been knocked out. the fans are ex­
pected to turn out 15,000 strong for 
a $90,000 gate.

Beaten only once In his career of 
76 1 ights, and then by middle-weight 
Jake Lamotta, Robinson had been 
matched with Marty Servo for a 
championship scramble before the 
Schenectary welter abdicated his 
throne because of a sore nose. Bell 
finaly was selected as a logical foe 
and all agreed to recognize the win­
ner as the new king.

The two welters met before, in 
January of 1945, with Robinson 
earning a decision on his boxing fi­
nesse and class. In his last outing. 
Sugar Ray got off the floor to stop 
Artie Levine in Cleveland. Bell lost 
two of six 1916 fights, both to mid­
dle-weights, Cecil Hudson and La­
metta. The 23 year-old Negro boy 
has been beaten 10 times in his ca­
reer.

ience or Intimidation in labor dis­
pute«; mass picketing in such form 
as to threaten violence or intimida­
tion; secondary boycotts and sym­
pathy sirikes.

5. Require labor unions to register 
and file annual financial state­
ments.

0. Make provisions of the Lea-Pe- 
trillo Act—restricting activities of 
union musicians In the radio indus­
try—applicable to all business in­
stead of to the broadcasting indus­
try. A Chicago federal court held the 
act unconstitutional because it 
singled out radio workers.

7. Prohibit discrimination against 
workers because of membership or 
non-membership in a union.

8. Create the post of administra­
tor of the National Relations Act, 
with the duty o f investigating and 
prosecuting violations of the pro­
posed law. with the .National Labor 
Relations Board itself to serve as 
the trial body.

In addition, Sml.h said, the legis­
lation ‘ restores to employers the 
right of freedom of speech which 
the (National Labor Relations) 
board over the years as a fixed pol­
icy has sought to deny.”

While it proposes no criminal 
penalties on employers or employes 
the legislation would deny to viola­
tors the protection afforded by the 
Wagner Act, the Norrls-LaGuardia 
anti-injunction law and the Clay­
ton anti-trust act.

Harry Holt, a treasury special 
agent, said he had Interviewed both 
Dr. Podesta and a man he Identi­
fied as John Carr. Dr. Podesta told 
him. Holt said, that he had sent 
the request for a narcotics permit 
to Bilbo and that later Carr told 
him he wanted to “do something” 
for Bilbo.

A  MAN OF HIGH PURPOSE

It doesn’t tiAe a fervid advocate of decentralized 
government and slates’ rights to admire the industry and 
determination of Rep. Hatton W. Sumners.

This Texan was on his way home today, quitting the 
(Congress, with some 34 years and no small amount of ex­
perience behind him.

He told the press yesterday there was one thing 
clear about his future: he intends to continue his fight 
for a return of governmental powers from Washington 
to the states.

That has been his fight for a decade, and he has 
been no inconsiderable antagonist for those who have 
believed in and sought for more and more power vested 
jn the national government, with subsequent largess of 
patronage.-

Perhaps there are those who wish that he would 
stay at his post; perhaps he should. But, being a man 
quite obviously of his own mind, he has said he could 
do more outside the legislative halls than in them.

It goes without needless repetition that the country 
is in dire need of more men like stalwart Rep. Sumners 
of Dallas. Draining a parallel in a somewhat less pala-j 
table subject, he has in some ways a bit Of the innate, 
patent courage that made Abe Lincoln a great man at 

a  time when the country needed someone to hold to­
gether the frayed parts.

Sumners, like a distant contemporary. Sen. William 
fiorah, took his stand on the battlegrounds of controver­
sy, and he did not “ flinch nor cry aloud.”

Moreover, his head is bloody, “ but unbowed.” May 
he carry on.

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VETO BUGABOO S^ILL  
HANGS OVER ATOMIC 
CONTROL COMMISSION

The U. N. Atomic Commission M 

resuming its search today for a set 
of controls which will outlaw the 
A-bomb but not Interfere with the 
Big Five veto power in the Security 
Council.

The immediate issue is the de­
sire o f the United States to provide 
for swift and sure sanctions against 
any country which might violate the
rules.

The natious now envisage a sys­
tem under which watchmen all 
over the world would be on constant 
guard, reporting any infraction to 
the council. Everyone has agreed, 
tentatively at least, that the veto 
shall not apply to the activities o f 
these watchmen; that they shall be 
free- to come and go, to investigate 
as they will and report as they see 
f i t  Up to that point the United 
States has attained its objectives,

But what of the report after lt 
reaches the council?

There, under the present system, 
nothing can be done unless the Big 
Five are unanimous. Although dif­
fering as to how the veto should be 
used, ihe powers are still agreed on 
the principle.

The Russians apparently feel that 
by the time someone is detected 
breaking the treaty the decision fpr 
war will hsfvg been made, veto or no 
.veto, and there is no use scrapping 
the veto system in an attempt to 
¡cover such an eventuality.

The American view is that there 
must be no veto on atomic controls, 
regardless.

WHO'LL M ILK  
THE POIAH HHAft?

CINCINNNATI, Ohio— UP) —For 

three generations the Stephan fanr 
lly has been trying to hand-raise a 
captive-born pol&r bear cub—some­
thing never yet accomplished.

Their latest effort failed this week 
v.hen "Boao”. one-pound offspring 
of the Cincinnati zoo's polar bear 
lady, “ North Sts’-," died of malnu­
trition three days after birth.

Sol Stephan, third in line in a 
famed midwest veterinarian family, 
kept a day and night vigil over "Bo­
zo.” Glumly he lias decided there 
is only one way to solve the problem 
of bottle-feeding infant polar bears:

“We're Just golnt, to have to milk 
an adult female polar bear under 
ideal conditions. Then we ean break 
down and analyze the milk and du­
plicate i t ”  —

Milking a full-grown lady polar 
bear, however, is to men what bel­
ling a cat is to mice. It's a good 
idea, but who wants to step forward 
to get the first pail? Polar bears— 
without regard to sex—are mcan- 
knipered. vicious and can hit with 
either paw.

He believes polar bear milk is rich 
in fish proteins, but little “Bozo” 
couldn’t make the grade on a sub­
stitute diet of homogenized cow's 
milk, cod liver oil and sugar.

I thought Bozo would make it.

fte had the wffl U> live. Re squawked
like, a spuplc of kittens. I  fed him 
o ff my finger. He took it but it 
might as well have been water. Uc 
couldn’t digest It. I  pepped him up 
a  little on the third day with some 
weak whiskey, corn syrup and or­
ange Juice—but he died in six 
hours.”

Stephan took the loss hard—the 
family has tried 40 times to save po­
lar bear cubs—but his 98-year 
grandfather, Sol. A. Stephan, who 
has been treating zoo animnls for 62 
years, looked at him with twinkling 
eyes and said:

"Well, son. Just keep trying."
