Joseph D. Roc, 35, was fatally 
injured late yesterday at San An­
tonio when a switch engine struck 
him on the railroad tracks under­
neath a viaduct.

H. J. Golightly, 50, 8 tephcnvillc, 
Joyce Hartley, 12, and J. C. Kuy­
kendall.

Cassell reported the first train 
had pulled to a stop just west of the 
stock track at Higgins to check and 
inspect for hot b'xes. The brake- 
man, R. C. Elsea of Canadian, had 
walked toward the rear of his train 
to place warning signals, and had 
gone only a few car lengths when 
the second train came roaring out 
of the night and plowed in the rear 
of the freight.

Visibility was poor due to a driv­
ing and almost blinding snowstorm 
at the time.

The impact sent at least 25 cars 
lolling off the track and piling up 
others, spilling their contents over 
the area. Six of the cars were laden 
witli fresh head lettuce, Cassell said.

The three dead men were found 
wedged in the cab of the demolish­
ed locomotive and had to be re­
moved by burning the cab with 
torches. Cassell said the presence of 
spilled oil at first made rescuers 
wary of using that method, but 
they later had to remove the bodies 
from the wreck.

Communications were practically 
nil as all wires were down following 
the havoc wreaking tornado of Wed­
nesday night. Snort wave radio 
again had to be used to get the first 
meager reports of the rail wreck 
through to Amarillo and Pampa.

At least six inches of snow lay- 
on the ground at the time of the 
v. reck, and snow, sleet and rain kept 
banging the wreck socle.

All of the bodies were taken to 
the Boxwelt Funeral Home in Ama 
rillo.

The engine of the second train, 
according to all reports, was a total 
wreck as Santa Fe workmen im­
mediately started to clear the main 
line. Meanwhile other freight and 
passenger trains were being rerout­
ed through Sattuck. Amarillo. Etter, 
Cllntoh and Fair view. The main line 
vva; expected to be cleared by noon 
today. Cassell added.

Officials of the railroad indicated 
that it was impossible to see any 
signals and the regular signals were 
knocked out by the death dealing 
tornado.

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General Labor Bill 
Provisions Approved

WASHINGTON— /P— The Senate Labor Committee to­
day approved provisions of a general labor bill authoriz­
ing issuance of court injunctions Lo block “ national paral­
ysis”  strikes.

The committee also voted to establish a new federal 
mediation agency, independent of the Labor Department.

Chairman Taft (R-Ohio) said provisions of a prelimi­
nary draft covering both the strike situation and the me­
diation agency were approved “ substantially without 
change.”

He told reporters no formal vote was taken.
Tlie reijtalnder of the 15 cents-will

be used to cover the cost of six paid 
holidays and other economic items. 
Assignment of 3 >4 cents holiday 
pay to meet oUier economic issues 
was one of the original demands 
o f the union which was agreed to 
In negotiations.

The holidays for which GM will 
pay employes represented by UE are 
New Years, Memorial Day. Fourth of 
July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and 
Christmas.

Thc union's demand for a health, 
welfare and retirement program 
will continue a subject for discus­
sion In negotiations. The agreement 
must be ratified by membership of 
the four unions Involved. Under the 
terms of the agreement, thc Inter­
national union must notify General 
Motors of ratification bv the local 
membership not later than April 
21.

The divisions of General Motors 
covered by the agreement are frig- 
idaire. Dayton. O.; Delco Products, 
Dayton; Packard Electric, Warren 
O.. and Delco Appliance, Rochester, 
N. Y.

Thc statement issued by H. W 
Anderson, vice president of General 
Motors in charge of personnel, and 
James J. M vtles.' director of organi­
zation for United Electrical, Radio 
and Machine Workers, said:

“This agreement settles Uie eco­
nomic issues raised by the UE-CIO 
and the new agreement may con­
tinue indefinitely unless either or 
both of the parties choose to ter­
minate thc contract or reopen it for 
modification. Thc earliest date upon 
which the contract may be reopened 
or terminated is April 28, 1948.

“This agreement, arrived ai 
through direct collective bargaining 
by tlie parties, recognizes increased 
living costs and the necessity for 
maintaining continued, maximum 
and uninterrupted production to 
Meet the demand for General Mo­
tors products.

A General Motors spokesman said

Because wages are at issue in the telephone 
strike, let’s take a look at what operators and 
plant craftsmen are now getting. Almost all 
telephone people are in these groups.

The basic work, period is a 5-day, 40-hour 
Scheduled employees are paid overtime for 
tirpe worked over 8 hours a day, premium 
time for Sunday and holiday work, and add­
ed money for evening and night work.

OPERATORS

A girl just out of High School with no pre­
vious experience starts at the beginners rate 
of $26.00 a week. But if she works after 9:00 
P. M. she gets $27.50 a week, and if that 
week includes Sunday work, she gets $80.10.

The beginning operator gets a raise in pay 
every six mofiths for the first year. An opera­
tor with 12 months ̂ experfcnce, for example, 
gets $28.00 for a normal 40-hour week. If it 
includes evenings and Sunday, she earns 
$32.30.

Periodic increases bring the operator to 
the top rate of $34.00 a week. If she works 
evenings and Sundays, her weekly earnings 
are $38.90.

But the union wants to increase the .begin­
ners rate of pay from $26.00 to $41.00— up 
$.15.00 a week. Also, they would increase the 
top wages from $34.00 to $51.00, that's an 
increase of $17.00 a week.

PLANT CRAFTSMEN

Linemen and installers starting in right out 
of school with no experience begin at $28.00, 
for a basic 5-day week. In two years they are 
earning $85.50 a week. Periodic increases

raise this basic rate to a top of $56.00 a week. 
Exchange repairmen —  the men who take 
care of repairing the equipment in your of­
fice or home— reach a top of $68.00. Over­
time and other extra pay during the past year 
Increased the wages of most linemen, install­
ers, and exchange repairmen by about 10%.

The union asks that the beginning wage 
rate of these plant workers be icreased from 
$26.00 to $43.00— up $15.00 a week. The 
union would also increase the $56.00 top rate 
to $78.00. and the $58.00 top to $80.00. These 
would be increases of $22.00 a week.

W e believe most people will agree that 
present wages are good. The Company be­
lieves that no increases are justified at this 
time. -•

The*way to resolve these differences of 
opinion and settle the strike is to Arbitrate 
the wage issue. That would be fair to our em­
ployees, to telephone users, and to the com­
pany-

Nearly three week« ago the company pro­
posed that Governor Jester and the Govern­
ors of the other four states in which we op­
erate Appoint a panel of five impartial citi­
zens— men with a knowledge of conditions in 
this area— to arbitrate the wage issue. The 
company enlarged its offer to include not 
only basic wages but such other demands as 
length of time for employees to reach top 

rates and wage differentials between 
communities.

* The company urges the union officials to 
reconsider the offer of arbitration. It is the 
fair way to settle the strike, restore full tele­
phone service to the public and get the tele­
phone wage-issue decided equitably.

IGNORAMUS—President Truman 
recently told a small group of Con­
gressmen and business men that 
the United States owes a great debt 
to the late Harry Hopkins. *

The current anti-Russian pro­
gram which Secretary Marashll 
enunciated at Moscow and tile 
Oieco-Turkish plan which the 
President has advanced are based 
on Mr. Hopkins’ private reports on 
Itoosevelt-Stalln talks.

It is not generally realized, but 
the late President Roosevelt saw 
Vice Persident Truman only once 
between their inauguration in Jan­
uary of 1945 and P. D. R.'s death on 
April 12. 1845. P. D. R. had Mr. 
Truman at a White House lunch­
eon only once during that period. 
He asked the V. P. to attend a few 
Cabinet meetings, but he was ex­
tremely secretive about written and 
unwritten pacts which he had made 
with Dictator Stalin, former Prime 
Minister Churchill and Generalis­
simo Chiang Kai-shek. He told Mr. 
Truman nothing!

In short. Harry S. Truman enter­
ed the White House on that soft 
spring evening two years ago— 
April 12, 1945—as a complete ignor­
amus. He did not know the national 
or international score!

Santo  A n a  Schools For $500  

Defend Public Education
The publishers of this newspaper 

believe that the lack of under­
standing of the first principles in 
education will continue to demora­
lize our character and impoverish 
our people unless the essentials of 
education are better understood.

With this idea in mind, they have 
secured the consent of six noted 
American citizens who have agreed 
that they will come, to Santa Ana 
and publicity discuss in forum style 
the question of tax-supported 
schools with any educator in the 
community holding' a position of 
responsibility.

Accordingly, they addressed a let­
ter last November to Supt. of Santa 
Ana Schools Lynn H. Crawford. 
The letter read as follows:
“Dear Mr. Crawford:

"The Registei. as you probably 
know, is very much interested in 
educaUon as contrasted to mere in­
struction. We should like very 
much tn throw more light Qfl the . 
question of education.

“Entirely too much dependence 
is being placed on education by the 
state or its subdivisions. People are 
asking the state to do something ft 
cannot do and should not be ex­
pected to do. They are asking the 
state to educate the youth of the 
land in a single standard of hon­
esty—to educate them to believe in 
freedom—while it is practicing a 
double standard. It is impossible 
for the state to do this.

"Such a keen student of educa­
tion as Rose Wilder Lane says, 
‘Compulsory state schooling is the 
primary tyranny.’

“ Isabel Paterson, author of ’The 
God o f the Machine,’ says: ’There 
can be no greater stretch of arbi­
trary power than is required to 
seize children from their parents, 
teach them whatever the authori­
ties decree they shall be taught, 
and expropriate from the parents 
the funds to pay for the procedure. 
I f  this principle really is not under­
stood, let any parent holding a posi­
tive religious faith consider how 
it would seem to him if his chil-- 
dren were taken by force and 
taught an opposite creed. ’Would 
he not recognize tyranny naked?’

"Now when such prominent peo­
ple as Rose Wilder Lane and Isabel 
Paterson take this stand on tax- 
supported schools, I  do not believe 
we should shrug o ff those people 
who would like to hove this subject 
thought through. That is what Rev. 
George Busdiecker did when The 
Register offered him the oppor-’ 
tunity to attempt to defend tox-< 
supported schools against any one 
of four prominent American citi­
zens. He did not see fit to do 
it- . ... - . _______

" I  believe you could perform a 
public service if you would attempt 
to defend tax-supported schools 
against Attorney William C. Ring. 
The Register will pay all the ex­
penses of the inquiry, which would 
be a Socratlc pub!' - discussion with 
equal time for each person. We 
would be willing to pay you $100 
as your share in this public ser­
vice." (Later amended to $500 and 
giving him the choice of five other 
opponents—Rose Wilder Lane. Dr. 
Ruth Alexander, Dr. Orval Watts. 
Isabel Patterson ar.d Walter Linn.)

" I f  we are to judge tax-supported 
schools by the fruits we see around 
us. such as the decline in individual 
responsibility, adult and juvenile 
delinquency, the unwillingness to 
pay our government costs, discrimi­
natory laws, and our booms and 
busts, it would indicate that we 
need to restudy our theory and 
method of education.

•This study might be based on 
the question as to whether the 
general welfare will be promoted 
better by private or by tax-sup­
ported education.

"Or* the investigation might go 
Into the question as to whether 
or not tax-supported schools can 
be harmonized with the teachiqgs 
of Jesus.

"Or the question discussed might 
be whether or not tax-supported 
schools can successfully teach 
ethics and honesty.

"Awaiting your pleasure in the 
matter, we are.

The Roosevelt program, as out­
lined by him at Cairo. Teheran and 
Yalta, gave Stalin complete control 
o f Eastern Europe from the Bal­
tic to the Adriatic Seas, and of the 
Orient from Northern China to In- 
do-China. I t  was, so it seemed, a 
sell-out of Eastern Europe and the 
Orient to Soviet Russia.

Harry’s mission was to sit 
down with Josef Stalin in the Krem­
lin, and try to ascertain his under­
standing and interpretation of the 
Yalta and Teheran agreements, both 
on and off the record, which F. D. 
R. had negotiated.

The Hopkins deathbed report con­
vinced President Truman that Sta­
lin put a few things over on F. D. 
R„ and that the Russian dictator 
does not mean to play ball with the 
United States or Great Britain. And 
that is why President Truman 
thinks we owe a great debt to Harry 
Hopkins.

Both these outfits are supposed to 
be banks in the stricter meaning of 
the word. The Export-Import Bank 
Ls limited by law to making loans 
for expanding foreign trade, with 
reasonable assurance that the loans 
will be repaid. The World Bank also 
has a mandate to operate on a 
business basis, making economic 
rattier than political loans.

Pressure to force both banks into 
making political loans to bolster 
friendly but shaky foreign govern­
ments has been heavy

Last year there was a showdown 
session on this issue at the White 
House. Directors of the Export-Im­
port Bank were summoned to the 
President's office. There Undersec­
retary of State Will Clayton pre­
sented the case for having the bank 
make political loans to back up U.

YoU can have either 
job. One is offering $8,000 and the 
other $10,000.“

She was crying a lltUe now.
“Read me the letters," he said. 

At last he had what he wanted and 
worried himself sick to get.

The reason she had to read him 
the letters was that we were In the 
psychiatric ward o f a hospital and 
my friend was sitting on a bed with 
both arms in a strait jacket. A  
nurse standing by held & cigaret 
to his lips.

Korea Nay Prove 
Last of Soviet 
World Ambitions

Here's a tip to start the week: 
Keep an eye on Korean develop­
ments.

Secritay of State Marshall’s move 
hi calling on Russia to cooperate 
with America in restoring the prom­
ised independence of Korea may at 
long last provide us with a test 
case to disclose the extent of the 
Soviet Union’s ambitions for polit­
ical expansion and domination of 
strategic foreign i 
bases.

Korea isn’t  a 
big country (its 
area is about 85,-]
000 square miles 
and its population 
some 25.000.000) 
but it is a mighty 
atom in the re­
alignment o f 
zones uf influence 
among the world 
powers. It  is, as 
this column lias 
pointed out more OIWITT MACKERZII 
than once, among the key military 
positions of the Far East, and its 
fate hinges largely on its military 
value. That’s blunt talk, but true.

Korea was promised its indepen­
dence by the Cairo Declaration of 
1943,. but the unhappy country Is 
still divided in halves, with its 
northern portion occupied by So­
viet troops and the southern sec­
tion by the TJ. S. forces. America 
has been pressing for the estab­
lishment of a free government, but 
Undersecretary of State Dean Ache- 
son. testifying before the 8enate 
Foreign Affairs Committee in, 
Washington in March, charged the 
Russians with blocking agreement 
for a unified Korea and said the 
United States would have to spend 
large sums for Korean aid. And at 
the weekend American government 
officials said that a U. S. program 
for assistance, involving $400,000,- 
000 to (500.000,000 was well along 
in the planning stage.

Secretary Marshall now has warn­
ed Moscow that the United States 
intends to go ahead with indepen­
dence measures in its own zone 
to fulfill Its Obligation under the 
Moscow agreement o f December, 
1945, providing for the establish­
ment of a point American-Russian 
commission to work out plans for 
instituting a provisional Korean 
government as the first step toward 
the country's independence.

Meantime, of course, Korea is go­
ing to flic dogs economically and 
politically. The northern half of 
the country occupied by the Rus­
sians is mainly industrial, while 
the American zone is agricultural. 
The economies of the two sections 
arc vital complements to each other, 
but the Russians have dropped an 
iron curtain across the border be­
tween the two. Behind that cur­
tain. it's claimed by southern K o­
reans, intensive communizauon is 
going on.

At the same time, the state would 
lose any federal matching funds 
for rural roads which might be 
forthcoming in the future. The 
present federal law allows match­
ing only money administered by tiie 
State Highway Department.

Other tax . bills are yet to appear.
Rep. Woodrow W. Bean's bill to 

increase taxes on oil, gas and sul­
phur is resting in a favorable Judi­
ciary Committee, and Rep. Harley 
Sadler's ombibus tax bill coveri lg 
Sadler's omnibus tax bill covering 
source as well as intangible assets 
oi radio stations and a variety of 
other subjects was scliedulcd for 
public hearing today.

high-handed political bosslsin" in 
the handling of labor legislation by 
the Senate Republicans.

Aiken’s accusation came as the 
Senate Labor Committee, headed by 
T a ft gathered In a tense atmos­
phere to complete work on its own 
labor bill. His criticism was touch­
ed off by a decision of the Senate 
Republican membership to keep the 
labor legislation tied up In a single 
measure.

The House Rules Committee or­
dered six hours of general debate, 
the equivalent of two days, followed 
by unlimited time for consideration 
of amendments if the House wishes.

House Labor Commitee Republi­
cans, with four Southern Democrats 
siding in. said in the majority re­
port that the labor bill “would be 
scrupulously fair" to the employer, 
the employes, and the public. They 
asserted It would bring "widespread 
Industrial strife to ait end.”

They called the bill “neither dras­
tic. oppressive, nor punlitve.”

But the six opposing Democrats 
said the bill would make “practically 
nil strikes unlawful" and “ turns the 
clock of history back at least a 
century and a half.”

The bill would outlaw such things 
as the closed shop, most collective 
bargaining on an Industry-wide bas­
is. many types of specific strikes, 
and mass picketing and violence oil 
picket lines.

It  sets up a formula under which 
the government could cope with 
strikes affecting the welfare of tho 
entire nation.

It  also provides a “ Bill o f Rights 
for workers Intended to protect, 
them against various union prac 
tiers.

While the House made^readyjto

far-reaching legislation, visiting CIO 
leaders began outton-holing eon- 
ressinen In an attempt to hold off 
passage o f the measure.

The union leaders heard CTO 
President Philip Murray assert that 
the measures are “ the first real step 
toward Fascism in the United 
States."
