NEW YORK, Oct, 20 —UP--The
bright biue eyes sparkled, the wrin-
kled hands moved in quick, excited
gestures, and the words came out
with painful slowness as Helen Kel-
ler talked.

Now 73, the amazing woman
whose life has meant hope for all
those born without sight or hearing,
is still healthy and alert, with plans
to visit for-off' countries again and
to begin a new book.

Bhe sat next to her devoted com-
panion, Polly Thomson, and her
sensitive hands alternately touched
Miss Thomson's lips and reached
out for the lightning swift tapping
of her companion's fingers as they
translated spoken words.

A few moments earlier she had
made a speech at the American
Foundation for the Blind and pre-
sented two medals for sérvice to
the blind, Miss Thomson held Miss
Keller’s arm lightly as she spoke,
and repeated each sentence after
her.

Gratefully she told her audience

L. R. Boulware, vice president of General Electric,
made statements in his talk on the final day of the
Rocky Mountain Electric League meeting at Colorado
