Tornado: “A whirling wind ac- |
companied by a funnel-shaped
cloud, very violent and destructive |
and progressing in a narrow path
often for many miles over the
land. The wind is too violent
to be measured, and the barometric
pressure falls so rapidly that wood- |
en structures are often lifted and
burst open by the air confined
within them.

PERRYTON, (Spe¢ial)—The life-
long dream_ of two .Perryton boys
was realized here yesterday morn-
ing with the opening of the ultra-
modern $225,000 Sanford Clinic, by
Drs.

Twenty y=urs ago these boys made
up their minds to become doctors
and to open a hospital in their home
town, .Today the hespital, which
several visiting physicians have
termed “one of the best equipped
stazll hospital in the Texas Paa-
handle,” begins operatiors.
