Earl Coke stoutly denied charges 
that proposed departmental reor­
ganization means scuttling the Soil 
Conservation Service in a Texas 
speech Sunday night.

J He attempted to soothe such 
fears in a statewide radio speech 
on the weekly Republican Report to 
Texas program.

The talk originated at Fort Worth 
now a regional headquarter* for 
the Boil Conservation Service whose 
director, Louis Merrill, resigned 
last month because he would not 
preside at a “wake" for SCS.

The reorganization of the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture propos­
ed by Secretary Ezra T. Benson 
would abolish regional SCS offices.

Asked about suggestions from 
some members of Congress, includ­
ing Chairman Clifford R. Hope of 
the House Agriculture committee, 
that the reorganization be poet- 
poned in view of vocal opposition. 
Benson said:

"The plan has unusually wide 
approval. There has been very lit­
tle opposition much less than an* 
tlcipated."

Opposition to Kell Plan
Much of the opposition has cen­

tered about the plan to abolish the 
! seven regional soil conservation of- 
l fices and shift their functions to 
l state offices.

Benson said he had talked to 
Hope, who asked that the reorgan­
ization be postponed if some "ru­
mors" he had heard were true.

The secretary said those rumors 
were not true and he a inerted most 
opposition came from a “small 
group" of leaders of the National 
Association of Soil Conservation 
Districts (NASD).

It is pointed out, however, thot fireorms accidents 
in ond obout the home octuoliy account for more total­
ities thon hunting.

"Fireorms ore owned ond used safely by mony peo­
ple," the statistic ions observe, "but mony others foil to 
exercise odequote precaution in handling ond storing 
weapons. Too often fireorms ore left where young chil­
dren con get ot them. Mony inexperienced hunters go 
afield without proper supervision, ond even experienced 
people In moments of excitement or overeogemess forget 
the coution required in handling guns safely."

Neoriy 90 per cent of oil fireorm Occident totalities 
ore among moles, teen-oge boys frequently being the vic­
tims. In the insurance experience, the highest death 
rote from such Occidents wos of oges 15 through 19, 
with oges 10 through 14 following close behind

Although the death rates during odult life were ap­
preciably lower, every oge period contributes to the toll 
of lives lost, it wos noted.

The g r o u p s  
report, “Education for tha New 
America,” Chairman Givens d e- 
rltred, “cornea directly from tha 
thinkirw of more than one thou­
sand members of the department.•'

*' 'In this critical transition per­

“ 'Moreover, this kind of adult 
education to nacesary If wa are to 
take the next educational s t e p ,  
namely, the budding of a great 
program of studies for the schools 
of tha new America. One central 
cor« of that program will be a new 
social science which will be taiili 
directly from the factors and prob 
lems of our contemporary society:

"  Corresponding char««« must 
be made in the life that the young 
people will Uve In the e c h o o l  
The whole competitive regime and 
Ms scheme of rank-order marks end 
promotions will have to be rer’ac 
ed by e program of cooperation 
ond sail-cultivation., .

In a planned economy we may 
expect improvement of education 
by reason of: (a) Continuous Im­
provement within the social order 
whereby education shell hove avail­
able better mom to transmit; tb> 
by the operation of a planning or 
ganixatkto at agency, which may 
consider a new and better aorta) 
framework within which society 
may operate; and (c) the function 
tog of the school as an agency is 
the work of planning. Such a plan
