Victories by South Viet 
Nam and American troops 
were ignored or termed 
d e f e a t s  w h il e  the  
magnitude and importance 
of North Viet Nam victories 
were exaggerated. Viet 
Cong atrocities were either 
scarcely mentioned or 
excused. The court martial 
of a young, immature, 
undertrained incompetent 
A m e r i c a n  o f f i c e r ,  
Lieutenant Calley, was kept 
on the front page for about a 
year while the names and 
deeds of American heroes 
were hidden somewhere 
back behind the funny 

■ papers, if written up at all.

The American press was 
determined for the United 
States to lose that war and 
for Fidel Castro to win his.

This same journalistic 
bias is so evident in the 
news coverage today and 
news presentation is so 
flagrantly designed to force 
public opinion that the 
credibility of the so-called 
media is under attack even 
by its own members. Still, 
any restrictions on bias or 
demands for equal time and 
space to reveal the whole 
truth, or achieve some 
equitable balance, are 
attacked as infringements 
on the constitutional 
guarantee of freedom of 
expression. By the way, 
have you watched Mike 
Wallace or some of his ilk, 
lately? You may have seen 
them standing in front of 
someone’s home or office 
building, declaring in 
ominous tones that "Mr. 
Hamstrung has declined to 
be interviewed” or "Mr. 
Jonah will not talk to our 
reporters” . The obvious 
implication is that Mr. 
Hamstrung is concealing 
some terrible, secret sin, else 
why does he not open his 
heart and bare his soul to 
the noble, truth-seeking 
investigator?

I m p r o p e r  w a t e r i n g  
techniques are often the 
biggest problem factor in 
home plant failures.

Overwatering during 
periods of low growth 
creates a major problem, 
says Kandy McWhorter, 
county Extension agent 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, Texas 
A&M University System.

This is especially true 
during winter months when 
plant growth is slow due to 
low light intensities. If the 
woil is kept saturated 
constantly, oxygen is 
unable to reach the plant. 
This results in loss of the 
small feeder roots and 
eventually death of the 
plant.

In watering house plants,
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“ Safety Corner

apply just enough water so 
it runs through the potting 
soil into the pan. Always 
discard excess water in the 
pan to prevent soluble salts 
from accumulating in the 
soil.

Color and feel of the soil 
are the best indicators of 
moisture content. Plants in 
a cold room need less water 
than those in warm, dry 
temperatures. Flowering 
plants and those with much 
foliage need more water 
than non-blooming plants 
or those with little foliage. 
Always use water that has 
been allowed to come to 
room temperature.

If you are concerned 
about growth of your 
houseplants, it may be due 
to low light intensity rather 
than from lack of water or 
fertilizer.

The Agriculture and Food 
Act of 1981 requires the 
establishment of acreage 
bases for wheat, corn, grain 
sorghum, oats and upland 
cotton, as a means for 
program participation and 
eligibility.

Any producer who did not 
report their 1981 planted 
acreage of wheat, barley, 
com, grain sorghum, oats or 
upland cotton will have 
until February 5, 1982 to 
report  and  fu r n is h  
satisfactory evidence.

SALES SLIPS NEEDED 
FOR WOOL PAYMENTS

Borden County producers 
are reminded to turn in their 
1981 wool sales slips so they 
may receive their incentive 
payments under the wool 
program. To avoid late 
payments, applications 
should be filed by Jan. 31.

Mohair producers are also 
urged to file application for 
payment as the current 
mohair price indicates 
p a y m e n t s  m a y  be 
necessary.

Farmers who have a 
record of their wool and 
mohair sales are eligible but 
will receive payments only 
if the sales are reported to 
our office. The quantity 
sold does not affect the 
eligibility. However, sales 
slips should contain the 
month of shearing, month

of sale, number of head 
shorn, pounds of wool sold 
and net proceeds. Sales 
slips for unshorn lambs 
must show the liveweight 
and state that the lambs 
were unshorn.

The federal support price 
for 1981 shorn wool  
marketings is $1.35 per 
pound and $3.72 per pound 
for mohair. Pulled wool will 
continue to be supported at 
a level comparable to the 
support price for shorn wool 
through payments on 
unshorn lambs.

Shorn wool payments are 
based on a percentage of 
each producer’s returns 
from sales. The percentage 
is the amount required to 
raise the national average 
price received by all 
producers for shorn wool in 
1981 up to the support price 
of $1.35 a pound. Shorn 
wool prices fluctuated 
between 89 and 106 cents 
per pound through Nov. 
1981.

The ASCS wool program 
is designed to encourage 
growers to increase  
production and improve the 
quality and marketing of 
wool. The Agriculture and 
Food Act of 1981 signed 
Dec. 22 extended the 
National Wool Act through 
1985.
