Few laymen would feel qualified to explore much be­
yond this somewhat ridiculous oversimplification and at­
tempt to choose between the two scientific theories. But 
of reol interest to all non-scientists is Dr. Bondi's own 
opinion of this theory. He isn't completely satisfied with 
it.1t is set up, he soys, "so  thot attempts to disprove it 
moy lead to the truth."

In that quotation lies the meat of phrase "scientific 
method." True science doesn't have on emotional interest 
in its theories- it is interested only in determining wheth­
er the theories ore correct or incorrect

In o recent book, ''Social Problems ond Scientism," 
by Professor A. H, Hobbs of the University of Pennsyl­
vania, the outhor argues thot there is a vost difference 
in the aprooch of physicol scientists, such os Dr. Bondi, 
ond the techniques of most so-called "social-scientists," 
whom he accuses of borrowing the prestige of scientific 
terminology without employing scientific methods.

The social scientists believe thot problems of human 
relations, of marriage, economics, government and com­
munity living, can be solved by scientific equation, just 
os physical science solves problems in geology or chem­
istry. A  fomous exomple ore the Kinsey Reports, which 
equote sex with chemistry, measure morals with num­
bers ond gouge emotions with percentage.

Professor Hobbs maintains thot when the physicol 
scientist, such os Dr. Bondi, advances a new theory, the 
hypothesis is subjected to long and exacting testing, in­
cluding efforts to disprove it, in order to arrive at the 
truth: In mony field* of social science, however, accord­
ing to Professdf Hobbs, great effort is directed to sell­
ing the public on the desirability of theories with little 
Of n o  effort spent in testing the theories for truth.

In the process, Professor Hobbs contends, social 
scientists borrow freely from scientific vernacular, speak 
glibly of "laboratories ond clinics" that don't exist, ond 
point to "cose histories" thot hove little more scientific 

, validity than the testimonials in Hodocol ads.

Permanent Record
The thousands of country weekly ond smaller city

A Statesm an Sees D angers 
In S tate Education 

I  want to continue to qpote the 
warnings issued by Alvin Wing­
field, Jr. on state education. Mr. 
Wifigtield U a candidate tor U.S. 
Senator In the North Carollnq Dem­
ocratic primaries. 1 quota from hla 
presentation:

“ When the problems of our coun­
ty and city governments In operat­
ing their schools seemed almost 
insurmountable during the Great 
Depression, an attem pt was made 
to solve them by turning the oper­
ation of the schools over to the 
State government. I t should be 
oirfectly obvious that the problems 
of our schools now are  no smaller 
than the problem* then, even if 
they are different. Some problems 
may have been solved by the cen­
tralisation of power in the hands 
of higher government-authority, but 
more and worse new problems 
were created. Now the peple of the 
whole state must argue about m at­
ters which previously could be 
solved at the local level. I t is 
much harder to find solutions that 
are satisfactory to r a whole state 
then solutions which are satisfac­
tory for a city or county, so agree­
ment is always harder to reach 
and sometimes Impossible. Most of 
our people are simply compelled 
by the press of other responsibili­
ties to give up the eifcmpt to do 
anything about the problems of 
the schools and leave them in the 
hands of administrators In Raleigh 
far removed from the Influence 
and control of the people. T h e  
people are forced to submit to con­
solidations which they do not like, 
to allotments of appropriations 
which seem to them unfair, to cer­
tification requirements which need­
lessly harass their teachers and 
divert their efforts from more use­
ful channels, to choices of text­
books which would amaze and dis­
may them if they had time to 
study what their children are be­
ing taught, and to many other un­
pleasant outgrowths of state gov­
ernment control.

“The highauthorities of the State 
school system speak rather fre­
quently about their problems. At 
they list their problems, I suggest 
you ask yourself about each one 
of them. 'Would we have t h i s  

.problem if the control of the schools 
were not centralized In Raleigh?’ 
and 'Would we have this problem 
it the schools were not in the hands 
of any political authority?’

“Some people are now even rec­
ommending that we try to sbive 
our present school problem* by 
seeking what they call ‘Federal 
Aid* from Washington, D. C. W* 
haven’t seen any school problems 
at all so far compared to the prob­
lems that would grow out of that 
tragic mistake.

( u n o t  Teach Danger* Of State 
“There Is another and perhaps 

more far-reaching consequence of 
the control of the education of chil­
dren by political authority at any 
level. Political authority c i n n o t  
teach the dangers of political au­
thority at any level. Political au­
thority cannot teach the dangers 
of political authority. A basic idea 
of the founders of the U n i t e d  
States, particularly of T h o m a s  
Jefferson, the founder of what we 
now call the Democratic Party , 
was that governments, although ab­
solutely necessary to protect liber­
ty and administer justice, contain­
ed In themselves the seeds of the 
worst evils that could be inflicted 
on mankind. Therefore, govern­
ments must be restrained f r o m  
increasing their power over citizens 
Thomas Jefferson said, ‘In m at­
ter* of power let no more be said 
of confidence In man, but bind him 
down by chains of the Constitu­
tion ' Even the control of local gov­
ernment will prevent schools 
from teaching without reservation 
this necessary distrust of all gov­
ernments. which was the essence 
of American liberty. Only schools 
which have nothing to fear and 
nothing to gain from any political 
authority can past the torch of 
freedom on from generation to 
generation. Only such schools can 
provide scholars and teachers true 
'academic freedom.’

“It happens that I  am a Prot­
estant, believing in freedom in 
m atters of religious doctrine as in 
other things, but I must take note 
here that the Catholic schools are 
one of the favorite ta r  : of the 
leaders in the movem. to give 
governments total power over our 
live* and property. The Catholic 
schools do not teach their pupils 
that governments should be su­
preme. They teach them that God 
should be supreme, and that God 
has made laws which no govern­
ment can violate or repeal. I  am 
sorry that we do not have Metho­
dist and Baptist and Presbyterian 
and Lutheran and Episcopalian and 
other denominational or non-de- 
nominational religious schools to 
teach children their versions of 
the supremacy of God instead of 
governments. In the absence of 
those other schools, I  am glad that 
this country has a t least had its 
Catholic school* to retard  our de­
cline from liberty to dictatorship.

“As our schools have come un­
der. the control of higher and high­
er polhical authority, they have 
Inevitably taught our children more 
and more to trust political author­
ity instead*of distrust tt, and to 
took to It to solve their problems 
and take cars of them. Look Into 
some of the textbooks being used in 
courses In history, economics and 
sociology if you would like to tee  
what I mean. Thus each genera­
tion b  being prepared to vote for 
more and more Increase of gov­
ernmental authority and control of 
their live* and business on the ex­
cuse that it will solve their prob­
lems; where If the truth w e r e  
known, those problems are  usually 
the result of previous instances of 
unjustified and unwise use of the

This Is because season­
ing tends to  re ta rd  the browning 
process. P lan  your m eal t l r a t  
serving so you’ll have everything 
on the table by the tim e the steak 
is  broiled. This is im portan t as 
broiled m eats cannot w ait, the) 
m ust be served piping hot.
