At first it was exciting, but Mary Alice Warner 

said she doesn’t want to go through that again.
“That” was Hurricane Ike, which struck the Texas 

Gulf Coast in early September.
Pampa native Mary Alice Warner, Pampa High 

School Class of 2003, had earned her bachelor’s 
degree in nutrition at Texas A&M University in 
2007 and spent some time in Washington, O.C., 
working for the U.S. Department of Agriculture. 
She was part of the USDA’s liaison team that 
worked with Congress on the 2008 Farm Bill.

But Warner had always dreamed of a nursing 
career, so after College Station, she applied and 
was accepted in the nursing program at the 
University of Texas Medical Branch in Galveston.

The University of Texas Medical Branch at 
Galveston, she explained, was the first medical 
school and nursing school west of the Mississippi 
River.

The nursing program is an accelerated program, 
Warner said, explaining that one of the require­
ments is to have already earned a bachelor’s 
degree.-

She was enrolled and living in Galveston in 
August when Hurricane Eduard was making its 
way toward Galveston. That’s when she was intro­
duced to the Gulf Coast tradition of the hurricane 
party.

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,The Pampa Fire 
Department reported a 
total of llOS calls for the 
year of 2008.

The most frequent calls 
received where in the area 
of Rescue and Emergency 
Medical Services, with a 
total of 466 calls or 42.15 
percent of total call vol­
ume. Medical assist calls to 
respond with EMS crews 
made up 283 calls in the 
category, which is 25.61 
percent.

Second highest but sig­
nificantly less calls were 
Rescue, EMS incidents, 
and other calls with 68 
calls. PFD responded to 45 
calls concerning motor 
vehicle accident with no 
injuries.

PFD responded to 178 
calls concerning
Hazardous conditions,
with no fire. The highest 
amount of calls within this 
area where for vehicle

accidents and general 
cleanup, with a total of 30 
calls. Next highest was air­
craft standby with 26 calls, 

'and third was calls about 
hazardous conditions, with 
23 calls.

Service calls made up for 
15.7 percent of all P am ^ 
Fire Department calls, with 
a total of 174 calls. Odor 
investigation made up for 
the highest amount oT serv­
ice calls with 36 total calls. 
Persons in distress had the 
second highest with 34 
calls, and there were 29 
fire prevention program 
calls.

PFD responded to 157 
actual fire calls. There 
were 40 calls for building 
fires, 28 calls for outside 
rubbish, and 17 natural 
vegetation fire calls.

"ITie category for good 
intent calls niade up for 
7.77 percent of all fire calls 
in 2008. Good intent calls

6 Téiías inmates 
to die this month

HUNTSVILLE, Texas 
(AP) — Texas is wasting 
little time this new year 
claiming its annual notori­
ety as the nation’s most 
active capital punishment 
state.

Convicted killer Curtis 
Moore, condemned for the 
slayings of three people 
during a drug-ripoff rob­
bery in 1995 in Fort Worth, 
is set for lethal injection 
this week in what would be 
the first execution in the 
United States in 2009.

It’s the first of eight 
scheduled punishments this 
OKinth in the U.S., all but 
two of them in Texas. The

18 prisoners put to death in 
Texas last year accounted 
for about half of the 37 
executions cairied out in 
the country. Since the U.S. 
Supreme Court in 1976 
allowed capital punishment 
to resume, 423 Texas 
inmates have been put to 
death. Virginia was next 
with 102.

Moore, 40, was set to die 
Wednesday. Two more exe- 
cutions are set for the 
Texas Department of 
Criminal Justice Huntsville 
Unit next week, then three 
more the following week.

L egislature convenes T uessjay

Lawmakers to consider 
fottire o f steroid testing

AUSTIN (AP) — By the tens o f thou­
sands, Texas athletes have been pulled 
out of class to uriiuite in a cup for the 
nation’s largest high school steroids 
testing program.

Boys and girls in all sports, fiom foot­
ball to tennis to cross country, have 
been randomly selected.

The results so far have found little to 
confirm fears that steroid use is a ram­
pant problem. When the first 10,(XX) 
tests found only four positive results, 
critics declared the two-year program a 
waste of time and money.

Now state lawnudeers must decide 
whether to keep the program chugging 
along, scale it down or eliminate it. The 
2009 legislative session starts Tuesday.

Although the program’s $6 million 
pricetag is a mere .004 percent of the 
$167 billion state budget, the money 
could be an easy target for lawnudeers 
strapped for cash in a struggling econo­
my.

The legislator who sponsored the test­
ing bill in 2007 calls it an “incredible 
success.”

The point of testing was to act as a 
deterrent against steroid use, not catch 
teens using drugs, said Rep. Dan Flynn, 
a Republican ftom Van.

“Wodon’t have a bunch of pelts hang­
ing on the wall,” Flynn said. ’The suc­
cess is that we haven’t had a lot of pos­
itive tests.”

Momentum for tests started building 
in 2005. Headlines of steroid use by 
professional athletes fueled concerns it 
had trickled down to high schools. TVo 
years later. Republican Lt. Gov. David 
Dewhurst made -a testing program one 
of his top priorities.

By the end of the current school year 
in June, officials expect between 
40,000-50,000 public school students 
from all sports to be tested.

Critics rolled their eyes when the first 
results were released.

According to a University 
Interscholastic League report to law­
makers on Dec. 1, foe first 10,117 tests 
produced only the four confirmed cases 
of steroid use. IVo of foe drugs identi­
fied were the aiuibolic steroid bolde- 
none and a steroid called mefoylandro-

standiol.
Another 22 cases were deemed “posi­

tive” results because students broke 
testing rules. They either refused to pro­
vide a urine sample, had unexcused 
absences the day they were selected, or 
left foe testing area without approval. A 
positive test brought a 30-day suspen­
sion fiom play for foe first offense.

The National Center for Drug Free 
Sport tested athletes at' 195 schools ’ 
between February and June 2008, cov­
ering 12 sports. Football (3,380) and 
girls’ volleyball (835) were foe sports 
iiKMt often tested. The UIL will update 
test results next month.

Republican state Sen. Dan Patrick of 
Houston, has been a vocal critic o f-foe 
tests, calling them a “colossal waste of 
taxpayer numey” that could be better 
spent battling recreational drug and 
alcohol use among teens.

With less than a ftiU year of testing 
conqileted, Dewhurst said it’s too early 
to determine if nujor changes should be 
made.

Testing is “deterring our young peo­
ple fixMn putting foeir lives at risk or 
wrecking their bodies through the use of 
illegal steroids,’’ Dewhurst said.

pounds. Tittle said.

The drivers were wearing reflec­
tive vests and when asked, said they 
worked for Houston-based 
Williams Brothers Construction 
Co., Tittle said.

A receptionist at Williams 
Brothers in Houston said no one 
was available to comment late 
Friday.

Law m akers criticize T Y C  over abuse
AUSTIN (AP) — Two 

state legislators slammed 
the Texas Youth 
Commission after ̂  the 
reported sexual aSuse of 
several youths in the juve­
nile agency's custody who 
were h o u ^  with known 
sex offenders.

“It’s outrageous. They’re 
co-mingling sex offenders 
with non sex offenders. It’s 
a dysfunctional agency,” 
said Sen. John Whitmire, 
D-Houston, co-chair of the 
legislative committee that 
oversees the troubled 
agency. “If I was a juvenile 
judge or a D.A., I wouldn’t 
send a youth to TYC.”

The TYC is looking into 
the alleged sexual abuse of 
four youths by their peers 
in November and 
December at an intake 
facility outside Waco. 
Whitmire and his col­
leagues on the TYC over- 
sighr committee learned 
that three of the victims had 
been double-bunked with 
youths who a history of sex 
offenses.

“It sounds like nothing 
has c h a fe d  out there, that 

Inistakes aife stilT occiifring 
that absolutely should not 
be,” said House 
Corrections Committee 
Chairman Jerry Madden, 
R-Richardson.

“This is unacceptable.”
In a memo this week to 

the oversight committee, 
the agency’s executive 
director, Cherie Townsend, 
said proper housing guide­

lines do not appear to have 
been followed. Later, how­
ever, agepcy spokesman 
Jim Hurley said TYC had 
no poTTcy 
sex offender youths from

being housed with others.
Faced with the recent 

abuse reports, Townsend in 
December ordered all sex 

segregated 
from others. Hurley said.

A sexual abuse scandal 
tore through the TYC two 
years ago and numerous 
reforms were made.

west end out, Warner and

'  “We evacuated the same 
day,” Warner said.

She left her apartment at 
4:30 a.m. the day the evac­
uation started.

E>uring Hurricane Rita,
' Interstate 45 had been
* backed up and people were 
' stuck on the road for days,
going nowhere.

-“We--dccided to - leave' 
early,” the Pampa native 
said. ‘

At first, she went to 
Austin and stayed with rclr 
atives.

"nuclear deterrent" to. an unofficial U.S^ delegation . 
that visited the disputed Yongbyon nuclear complex. 
One year ago: The United States on Thursday lodged 
a formal diplomatic protest with Iran over an incident 
in which Iranian speedboats harassed U.S. warships 
in the Persian Gulf. President George W. Bush, visit­
ing Israel and the Palestinian West Bank, said a 
Mideast peace pact would require "painftil political 
concessions by both sides.’̂

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A nalysis: B ush legacy—  grim  
tim es, gloom y nation

WASHINGTON (AP>— Wars. 
Recession. Bailouts. Debt. Gloom.

The unvarnished review of 
George W. Bush's presidency reveals 
a portrait of America he never would 
have imagined.

Bush came into office promising 
limited government and humble for­
eign policy; he exits with his imprint 
on startling ffee-market intervention 
and nation-building wars in Iraq and 
Afghanistan.

He was the president who pledged 
not to pass on big problems. Instead, 
he leaves a pile for Barack Obama.

Grading Bush's performance has 
its limitations. History offers a warn­
ing about judging a president and his~ 
tenure in the moment: The wisdom 
and decisions of a leader can look 
different years later, shaped by 
events impossible to know now. 
Leaders are entrusted to act in the 
nation's long-term interests.

That's fine for history, but people 
lead their lives and make their judg­
ments in real time.

Based on that standard, the Bush 
report card is mixed at best. It is 
abysmal at worst.

This is his tenure: eight years 
bracketed by the worst terrorist 
attack in U.S. history and the worst 
economic collapse in three genera­
tions. In between came two wars, 
two Supreme Court appointments, a 
tough re-election, sinking popularity, 
big legislative wins and defeats, an 
ambitious effort to combat AIDS, a 
meltdown of the housing market, a 
diminishing U.S. reputation abroad, 
and more power invested in Dick 
Cheney than any vice president in 
history.

Bush got his tax cuts and educa­
tion law i n ^  first term, then swung 
hard and missed on Social Security 
and inunigrauon in his second. He 
seized a bulim y and united a coun­
try devastateo~b5fc- terrorism, but 
stumbled badly when a hurricane 
swallowed the Gulf Coast.

Many of his original campaign 
promises are dust. Sept. 11, 2001, 
changed everything.

In the heady days. Bush was the 
face of a party that ran the White 
House and Congress. Now 
Republicans hold neither. So much 
for a durable majority.

Bush said he would change the 
tone of Washington. He never did.

Bush pushed all legal limits in tar­
geting terrorists. They have not 
struck America again.

The president's defenders may 
well be right that his decisions will 
be viewed honorably over time.

For now, he is out of time. And 
realistic about his exit.

"It turns out," he said, "this isn't 
one of the presidencies where you 
ride off into the sunset."

By any standard, the economy is 
in atrocious shape. More than 11 mil­
lion people are out of .wQrk. The 
unemployment rate is at a 16-year 
high. The Dow Jones industrial aver­
age fell by 33.8 percent in 2008, the 
worst decline since 1931. One in 10 
U.S. homeowners is delinquent on 
mortgage payments or in foreclo­
sure.

People are losing their college 
savings, their nest eggs, , their 
dreams. __ __

The country is at war in Iraq and 
Afghanistan, and more broadly,

against a threat of terrorism that pre­
dates Bush and still lurks,, from 
countless cottiers.

Meanwhile, the U.S. government 
keeps spending money it doesn't 
have. The current budget deficit 
stands at a record $455 billion. That 
hole will get deeper , probably more 
than a staggering $1 trillion ,Ai as 
the bill grows for bailouts and'efforts 
to jack up the economy.

And then there is the dismal pub­
lic mood. ;

Huge numbers of people think the 
country is on the wrong track. 
Almost two-thirds of people polled 
by the Pew Research Center said 
Bush's administration will be 
remembered for its failures.

"Nothing's going right," said 
Thomas Whalen, a professor of poli­
tics at Boston University who has 
written a book about presidential 
courage. "He was handed a country 
that was in pretty good shape. How 
you can argue that he's left the coun­
try in better shape?"

As they leave. Bush, Cheney and a 
cadre of West Wing advisers have 
been making that argument fervently. 
They insist some deeds are overshad­
owed, and others will be more appre­
ciated over time.

The president takes pride in get­
ting an education law that demands 
testing and accountability; a 
Medicare law that provides a pre­
scription-drug benefit; an AIDS 
relief plan that has helped millions of 
people in impoverished lands; and a 
policy of working with religious 
organizations as a way to help needy 
people.

Bush also shaped the conservative 
direction of the Supreme Court, like­
ly for decades, with his choice of 
Chief Justice John Roberts and 
Justice Samuel Alito. But in  between 
came the embarrassing rejection of 
another nominee, his friend and 
then-White House counsel Harriet 
Miers, by conservatives from his 
own party.

Still, for the most part, this has 
been a presidency dominated by war.

Bush lost the country's faith when 
the war in Iraq had so many setbacks 
,Ai the failed intelligence about 
Saddam Hussein's weapons in the 
first place, the botched postwar plan­
ning, the Mission Accomplished that 
wasn't, the sectarian killing that 
seemed lik^ a quagmire.

His unpopular decision to send 
more troops for security is now 
viewed as a success, and Iraq is 
much more stable and free.

But most Americans still think the 
war was a deep, costly mistake. This 
is where Bush takes a long view, one 
that many political scientists find 
rosy: the liberation of 50 million in 
Iraq and Afghanistan will lead to 
peace and democracy in a troubled 
region.

He includes the staggering peace 
process between Israelis and 
Palestinians. Bush got personally 

. involved late in his presidency, only 
to see hopes far a peace deal fade, 
followed by more despair: a new war 
in the Mideast, with Israel's air and 
ground assault on Gaza in response 
to rocket attacks by Hamas.

"I believe when people objective­
ly analyze this administration, they'll 
say, 'Well, I see now what he was try­
ing to do,'" Bush said last month.

Said Bush this summer: "I'll be 
de*ad when they finally figure it out."

Bush got elected on a promise of 
smaller government. .Then he_pyer-^ 
saw huge deficit spending. His mind­
set changed when the country was 
attacked.

"The most important promise that 
he made was to keep Arnerica safe," 
said Bush spokeswoman Dana 
Perino. "He's singularly obsessed 
with that notion, just like Roosevelt 
was obsessed with World War II and 
Reagan was obsessed with the Cold 
War. This is a war on terror."

And so came the Bush Doctrine of 
pre-emptive strikes against looming 
threats, treating those who harbor 
terrorists just like the killers them­
selves, and promoting an ideology of 
fteedom across the globe. He saw 
himself as resolute in hard times; the 
country saw him as stubbornly stay- 
the-course.

"He put everything into his cam­
paign for Iraqi democracy," said 
Douglas Brinkley, a presidential his­
torian and professor ‘at Rice 
University. "The results seem to be 
quite painful for the United States, 
not just in terms of more than 4,000 
dead soldiers, but the ideological fer­
vor instead of a cool-headed pragma­
tism."

Where Bush still gets some public 
credit: The U.S. has not been 
attacked since Sept. 11. But it is hard 
to run a country without support of 
the people, and Bush steadily lost his 
as U.S. deaths rose in Iraq to more 
than 4,200. .

The U.S. reputation abroad has 
suffered mightily, too.

At home, the second term brought 
a debacle of enormous proportions, 
the botched response to Hurricane 
Katrina. The country watched in 
shame. The catastrophe cemented 
images of Bush out of touch: flying 
over a sinkihg "City, praising his 
beleaguered emergency management 
chief for a "heckuva job."

"These big moments can really 
form presidencies," said Gary Gregg, 
a presidential ‘expert at the 
University of Louisville.

Just when it appeared Bush might 
be heading for a quiet exit, the final 
year of his presidency was overtaken 
by the agonizing economic crash.

The housing market collapsed. 
Credit froze. Financial giants crum­
bled. Layoffs mounted. Bailouts kept 
coming, including an astounding 
$700 billion plan.

Bush gets some blame for the 
giant mess. He was not just the 
leader at the time, but one who pro­
moted a get-out-of-the-way philoso­
phy of regulation during a period 
when mortgage-lending standards 

•grew lax. Yet he also got resistance 
ftom Congress when he pushed for 
greater oversight of the housing 
industry.

Bush is quick to mention that 
other people, many on Wall Street, 
share responsibility for the economic 
crisis. Regardless, it caps his tenure.

His main point is that when he saw 
trouble, he acted decisively.

"I've been a wartime president," 
he said. "I've dealt with two econom­
ic recessions now. I've had, you 
know, a lot of serious challenges. 
What matters to me is that I did not 
compromise my soul to be a popular 
guy."

So let history judge. Bush says.
The country already has.

The six Texas inmates 
set to die in January are 
among at least 14 with 
execution dates already 
this year. Three more are 
set to die in early February, 
four in March and another 
in April. Nationwide, they 
are among more than two 
dozen with dates already in 
2009, according hKstatis- 
tics kept by the Death 
Penalty Information 
('enter, a Washington. 
D.C. anti-death penalty 
group.

“The only thing I could 
speculate is it’s a result of 
the backlog created by the 
moratorium,” said Kristin 
Houle, executive director 
of the Texas Coalition to 
Abolish the DcatlvPenalty.

A Supreme Court review 
o f a Kentucky case that 
iquestioned whether lethal 
injections were unconstitu­
tionally cruel stalled pun- 
■ishments from September 
2007 until the justices last 
April okayed the method.

“There’s some general 
[fallout from the fact we

weren’t executing anyone 
for eight or nine months,” 
Houle said. “I think we’re 
seeing this throughout the 
country.”

Alabama, for example, 
carried out no executions 
in 2008. Already for 2009, 
however,' five are sched­
uled for that state, includ­
ing one for Thursday. 
Besides Texas and 
Alabama, inmates from 
Ohio, Oklahoma and 
Tennessee are on the exe­
cution calendar.

In Texas, where a record 
40 prisoners were put to 
death in 2000, execution 
dates are set by trial court 
judges from the county 
where the prisoner was 

-eonv^ed. -For -inmates  ̂
now with scheduled dates, 
legal appeals either are 
exhausted or in the final 
stages in appeals courts.

“The people in Texas are 
duped. They think the jus­
tice system is working,” 
said Larry Swearingen, 37, 
facing execution Jan. 27 
for the strangulation of 
Melissa Trotter, a 19-year- 
old student abducted from 
Montgomery College 
north of Houston 10 years 
ago.

“I believe it’s going to be 
a record year,” he said.

Swearingen, who’s hop­
ing late appeals will spare 
his life, believes he was 
wrongly convicted, that his 
court-appointed trial 
lawyers, “worried about 
their next appointment,” 
were part of “the bubba 
system” and that evidence 
favorable to him was 
manipulated and hidden to 
orchestrate his conviction. 
He’ll get a reprieve “if 
there’s any integrity in
Texas,” he said in an inter­
view last week.

“But there’s nothing 1 
can do about that,” he said. 
“I’m not going to boo-hoo 
about it. I’ll continue my 
praying, continue my 
Bible studies.”

Moore is set to begin the

WASHINGTON (AP) —  Days before the first 
black president takes office, the Supreme Court 
agreed Friday to consider overturning a key feature of 
the main federal law that ensures access to the polls 
by minorities. ,

said they wil) fevicw» lower court nil»., 
ing upholding a provision o f the Voting Rights Act 
that requires all or parts o f 16 states with a history of 
racial discrimination, most in the South, to get 
approval before implementing any changes in the way 
elections are held. ^

In 2006, Congress voted overwhelmingly to extend 
the measure for another 25 years. The 1965 law was 
designed to prevent governments from making it 
harder for minorities to vote.

The justices will hear the case in April and probably 
decide it by June, against the backdrop of a presidential 
election that was unimaginable when ^ e  law was enact­
ed more than 40 years ago.

“The elephant in the room is what to make o f the 
Obama election,” said Nathaniel Persily, professor of 
law and political science at Columbia Law School, 
referring to the election o f Barack Obama. “Does the 
election o f the first Afncan-American president 
undermine the central justification for parts o f the 
Voting Rights Act?”

A second case accepted for argument Friday looks 
at whether a decision by New Haven, Conn., to scrap 
a promotion exam after too few minorities passed it 
violates the civil rights o f white and Hispanic fire­
fighters who did well enough to advance.

The latest voting rights challenge comes from a 
local Texas government that says it was created in the 
1980s, has no history of discrimination and shouldn't 

- be subject to what it calls “the most federally invasive 
law in existence.”

Northwest Austin Municipal Utility District 
Number One, a government board formed to provide 
local services to about 3,500 people, sued following 
the 2006 extension. The board asked the court to 
exempt it from the law and said Congress had not 
shown a link between the district’s need to get 
advance approval and past racial discrimination.

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Fire safety checks lagged 
at shelter where 5 died

DALLAS (AP) — 
Investigators probing a 
fatal fire at an East Texas 
homeless shelter have been 
unable to fmd evidence it 
was inspected for fire safe­
ty in recent years, accord­
ing to local officials.

While still early in the 
investigation into
Monday’s fire that ripped 
through the aging building, 
kilting .records indi­
cate it was last inspected in 
2004, fire chief Ronnie 
Grooms told The 
Associated Press.

Homeless shelters in 
Texas aren’t licensed by 
the state, so regular fire 
inspections are not 
required. Grooms said his 
smalt department, which 
has only two inspectors, 
focuses mostly on state- 
licensed facilities where 
inspections are mandated.

“Sometimes things fall 
through the cracks,” he 
said. “That’s no excuse, 
really. That’s just the way it 
is.”

The victims, who have 
yet to be identified, were 
among 28 men sleeping in 
cubieles in the warehouse- 
like building, which has 
long served as both a 
homeless shelter and a col­
lection point for donated 
clothes and other items.

The cause of the fire has 
yet to be determined. 
However, investigators 
have determined the shelter 
had no sprinkler system, 
fire alarms or smoke detec­
tors, Grooms said.

The facility is owned and 
operated by a local non­
profit group. Seed Sowers 
Christians in Action. The 
group’s founder, Don 
Walker, declined comment 
on issues relating to build­
ing codes or inspections.

“All I know is 1 tried to 
take care of people,” he 
said.

The Paris fire is the latest 
of at least a dozen at home­
less shelters across the U.S.

men were sleeping on the 
night of the fire. Grooms 
said.

Kathy Mayes, who had 
an office at the shelter and 
was a member of the Seed 
Sowers board, called the 
building “outdated,” citing 
a leaky roof and poor light­
ing. But she said she never 
considered it a fire hazard.

The shelter should have 
been inspected by the fire 
department-at least dnee a 
year. Grooms'said. But it 
may have taken a backseat 
to nursing homes, daycare 
centers and other facilities 
requiring fire inspections 
as a condition of state 
licensing, he said.

“We can’t go out and 
physically inspect every 
commercial facility in this 
town with the personnel we 
have,” he said.

Still, even if the building 
wasn’t properly inspected, 
those operating it had a 
responsibility to make sure 
it was safe. Grooms said.

“You may drive over the 
speed limit and get away 
with it, but you’re still 
accountable,” he said.

Ed Salazar,-Erector of

the state fire marshal’s 
office, said enforcement of 
fire safety is a local matter 
that’s often limited by 
budgets and personnel.

“There’s no way to 
explain it other than it 
comes down to how much 
emphasis a city places on 
fire prevention,” he said.

Homeless shelters pres­
ent a special problem, 
those who deal with thefn 
say, because “elding■^ne' 
usually puts people Pack on 
the streets.

Dallas fire marshal Debra 
Carlin said she felt badly 
when the city cited a 
church that had taken in 
over 100 homeless when 
the temperature dropped 
into the 30s last month. But 
the building had so many 
code violations, she said, a 
fire would have caused 
mass casualties.

“People are trying to do 
the right thing by taking 
people in out of the cold,” 
she said. “But sometipies 
they’re not thinking about 
the safety issues that go 
along with that.”

Conditions at homeless 

shelters have improved 
dramatically over the last 
20 years, but some remain 
inadequate for housing 
people overnight, said 
Michael Stoops, executive 
director of the National 
Coalition for the Homeless. 
Because city ordinances 
are the only form of over­
sight for most shelters, it’s 
critical that they be inspect­
ed regularly, he said.

“That (shelter), if they 
were having people sleep 
there at night, it needed to 
be inspected and kept up to 
code,” he said.

Fire officials in Dallas 
and Denton have closed 
homeless shelters in the 
past year because of code 
violations. In both 
instances, the fire marshals 
said they felt conflicted 
about the decisions, but the 
violations were too serious 
to ignore.

“You don’t let something 
like that sit around,” said 
Denton fire marshal Rick 
Jones. - '

If lax oversight con­
tributed to the Paris fire, it 
may be time for the state to 
take a more active role in 
dealing with homeless 
issues, said Mike 
Rawlings, a Dallas busi­
nessman who serves as 
homeless “czar” for the 
city.

“When you don’t have 
proper governance and 
checks, you are going to 
have fires and people are 
going to die,” he said.

A 25,600-square-foot 
structure emblazoned with 
the words “Jesus Saves,” 
the Seed Sowers’ shelter 
was a hunkering presence 
just blocks off the town 
square in Paris, a city of 
26,000 about 100 miles 
northeast of Dallas.

I was bom in Pampa, 
Texas- on August 4, 1981, 
in fact I was the second 
baby bora in the “new” 
hospital on the first day 
open. My family has called 
this area Pampa- Miami 
home for over a century. 
We have seen good times 
and we have seen hard 
times Pampa is like many 
other places I have visited 
in my t r ^ l s -  except for 
one difference I call this 
place home - my family 
home.

One of the greatest influ­
ences on my life Tom 
Davis- my great grandfa­
ther knew Woody Guthrie, 
and hated him.

call her fnend. I strongly 
disagree with what Lister’s 
'opinions are, 1 believe this 
b^ause I have studied the 
issue and not just gone by 
what my great grandfather 
believed. . ^

idea of Woody Guthrie to 
the Woody Guthrie Folk 
Music Center- today 
Sunday the 11th from 2- 
7PM as well as January 18, 
25, and February 1st.

Pampa, Texas is an inter­
esting town. Now I am not 
saying that because I was 
bom here or I am from 
here. The brick streets in 
the downtown area were 
laid by a man, named 
“Indian Jim” Brown, a 
Native American from the 
Oneida Reservation in New 
York State in 1927. It is 
said to have taken 6-8 men 
to supply him with bricks. 
In 1926 he had set the 
world's record by laying 
64,644 bricks in 7 hours 
and 48 minutes.

Oil was discovered in 
Gray County in 1925, oil 
derricks came all the way to 
the city limits. Pampa grew 
rapidly, jobs were plentiful 
and many new homes were 
being built.

The most beautiful build­
ings in this town to this day 
were built in the late twen­
ties. The Oil Boom gave 
this area insulation to the 
stock market crash of 1929 
and kept this area from the 
Great Depression for a few 
vital years.

In those years a man 
walked these then new

brick streets painting signs 
of the storefronts that 
would let him. He walked 
to the post office and the 
library, then across the 
street. He carried a guitar 
writing songs about the 
things he saw on these 
streets. From these streets 
he walked and one day 
changed the world through 
music and word.

Back in 1929 the Guthrie 
family moved from 
Okemah, Oklahoma to the 
oil-boom town of Pampa, 
Texas. The seventeen-year- 
old son Woody worked at 
the Harris Drug store as a 
soda jerk. His boss had an 
old busted guitar in the cor­
ner that Woody began play­
ing . Woody's uncle Jeff 
Guthrie taught him to form 
a chord on the guitar and 
Woody Guthrie became a 
guitar “plucker”.

Woody Guthrie spent 
hours a day in the Pampa 
City Library. He wanted to 
be a preacher then a doctor 
then a painter. He had a 
drive, a determination to 
make something of himself

In the 1930's Woody 
Guthrie saw the dustbowl 
refugees come down 
Highway .60, a. bjpek, a w ^  
from his house with his 
wife Mary in Pampa.

Woody left Pampa with 
his 18 year old brother 
George for California to 
work in the orchards and 
vegetable fields. Along the 
way he saw hundreds of 
thousands of people strand­
ed, broke and hungry peo­
ple. That journey would 
change his life and the his­
tory of music.

Now that is a strong state­
ment, but yes to change 
music history.

Woody went to Los 
Angeles and gained popu­
larity with his music on a 
radio show on KFVD. He 
gained recognition and met 
many people who furthered 
his career. Woody found 
himself in New York with 
other folk singers and 
became a foundation of the 
folk music movement.

Woody Guthrie went on 
to write thousands of songs 
many of which are known 
and sang by millions to this 
day “This Land Is Your 
Land” being his most 
known songs. His music 
went on to influence many 
musicians who would 
impact other generations 
including: Bob Dylan, Joe 
Ely, Steve Earle, Bruce 
Springsteen, Michael

His songs have some­
thing to them that people 
relate to no matter the age 
or background. They are 
songs for the people that 
endure through the years. 
Musicians all over the 
world cover his songs to 
this day.

When Woody Guthrie 
died in 1967 TIME maga­
zine wrote “When folk 
singer Woody Guthrie died 
at age 55, he was already a 
legend. His friends, loved 
ones, and musical kinfolk 
gathered in New York's 
Carnegie Hall to pay him 
tribute in song. The event 
was touched by a joyful 
awareness of the continu- 
Ing life in GuthrieVmiisic”

The legacy of Woody 
Guthrie's music lives on 
around.,the .world. His his­
tory is being celebrated in 
Pampa, Texas since 1992 
by “Pampa's Tribute to 
Woody Guthrie” the organ­
ization is now based at The 
Woody Guthrie Folk Music 
Center of Pampa- 320

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Patrick Swayze checks into hospital with pneumonia

LOS ANGELES (AP>— Patrick 
Swayze has checked himself into the hos­
pital for observation after contracting 
pneumonia, A&E President Abbe Raven 
announced Friday at a meeting of the 
Television Critics Association.

Swayze, who has pancreatic cancer, 
was scheduled to appear to discuss his 
upcoming drama “The Beast.”

Robert DeBitetto, A&E’s programming 
senior vice president, explained his 
absence.

“Patrick has asked that I tell you that 
this morning he checked himself into the 
hospital for observation,” said DeBitetto. 
“Chemotherapy can take its toll on the 
immune system, and illnesses are a part of 
that. Patrick wishes me to tell you that 
he’s very sorry he cannot attend, but plans 
to get back to promoting ‘The Beast’ 
soon.”

Swayze’s spokeswoman, Annett Wolf, 
confirmed that Swayze was in the hospital 
but would not provide additional details.

“In light of the news today, it’s a bump 
in the road,” said Vincent Angell, one of

the show’s co-executive producers. “We 
wish him all the best.”

In the series, which premieres Jan. 15, 
Swayze plays an FBI veteran who trains a 
rookie paitner played by Travis Fimmel. 
Producers said they found out Swayze had 

ycancer four hours after learning A&E had 
picked up the series. They also said film-

ing was completed on all episodes of the 
first season and hope Swayze could con­
tinue in the role for a second season.

“He’s an inspiration,” said Fimmel. 
“He makes the little things seem so not 
important.”

Earlier this week, Swayze told ABC’s 
Barbara Walters that his yearlong battle

with pancreatic cancer put him “through 
hell” while he pushed ^ ead  on his neW 
TV series. —

The 56-year-old actor also owned up to 
his fear; “Yeah, I’m scared. Yeah, I’m 
angry. Yeah, I’m (asking), ‘Why me?”’

Disney plans to build $3.59 billion 
Shanghai theme park

LOS ANGELES (AP)— The Walt 
Disney Co. said Friday that it was going 
to submit a plan to build a new theme park 
in China in a joint venture with the 
Shanghai government.

The family entertainment giant 
released a statement confirming its plans 
at about the same time as The Wall Street 
Journal relea.sed a story on its Web site 
that said Disney was working with 
Shanghai to build a S3.59 billion park to 
open as early as 2014.

A Disney spokesman declined to com­

ment on the Journal story.
“Discussions have been ongoing about 

the feasibility of a theme park project in 
China,” said Leslie Goodman, a spokes­
woman for Walt Disney Parks and 
Resorts, in the statement.

“As part of this lengthy process, we 
worked on a joint application report with 
the Shanghai government which will be 
submitted to the central government for 
review. No deal has been signed, no proj­
ect has been approved.”

Disney shares closed down 5.9 cents, or

2.6 percent, at $22.31.
Tbe Journal said Disney planned to 

take a 43 percent stake in Shanghai 
Disneyland, while a holding company 
owned by the local government would 
own 57 percent, citing unnamed sources.

The first phase of the project, on about 
1.5 square kilometers near Shanghai’s 
Pudong International Airport, would 
include a theme park, plus a hotel and 
shopping development and would be built 
over six years, the paper said.

That 2001 episode of 
“Check Please!” never 
aired, but with interest in

all things Obama surging, 
the tapes recently resur­
faced ,Ai and Dixie 
Kitchen owner Carol 
A-ndresen is loving the 
attention.

“It’s a wonderful burst,” 
she said in a telephone 
interview. “Even though I 
knew this film was in the 
can and had been in the can 
for eight years, 1 was hop­
ing that it would show up at 
some point.”

Andresen said the 
Obamas were regulars and 
that the president elect’s 
favorite dessert was the 
cobbler.

Unlike most cobblers, 
which often have crumb or 
biscuit toppings, the Dixie

Kitchen cobbler is topped 
with a woven pastry crust, 
which is made daily at the 
restaurant.

At the restaurant, the cob­
bler is served with whipped 
cream, but Andresen says 
vanilla ice cream is nice, 
too.

To make the crust, in a 
medium bowl, whisk 
together the flour and salt. 
Add the shortening and 
butter, then use a pastry 
blender or gloved hands to 
work them into the dry 
ingredients until the mix­
ture forms pea-sized lumps.

Slowly add the water, 
adding enough and ifiixihg 
only until the dough holds 
together.

Place the dough between 
2 sheets of parchment 
paper.

Remove the top sheet of 
parchment paper.

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B e a n s  o f f e r  o p t io n s

When it comes to healthy eating on a budget, 

beans are a dream food.
They are rich in nutrients, dietary fiber and pro­

tein, they are filling and low in fat, and they are 
inexpensive and easy to keep on hand. Even better, 
most grocers stock an impressive variety.

Dried beans are the least expensive option. But 
cooking them, while easy, can be a lengthy hassle.

Luckily, canned beans aren’t much more expen­
sive. Just be sure to drain and rinse them under cool 
water. This removes excess sodium added during 
canning, and washes away the muddy flavor of the 
liquid.”“ ------------

Beans are likely to show up in multiple spots at 
the grocer. Alongside canned vegetables you will 
find kidney beans (red and white). Great Northern 
beans, chickpeas (garbanzo beans), pinto beans, 
black beans and butter beans.

With the Hispanic foods you’ll find many of the 
same varieties, plus pink beans, black-eyed peas, 
field peas and pigeon beans, which have a good, 
pungent flavor, but a somewhat mealy texture.

Some inarkets also carry the Mediterranean 
favorites ,Ai fava and lupini beans.

Beans can be used in many ways. Puree them with 
some oil and herbs to make quick dips and spreads; 
add them to soups and stews; or sprinkle them over 
a salad to transform it into a more substantial meal.

This hearty recipe for mixed bean chili and brown 
rice is made wifli black beans and creamy, white 
Great Northern beans. It is seasoned with cl^li pow­
der, cumin, oregano and allspice, and gets a bit of 
heat from a jalapeno pepper.

A tablespoon of unsweetened cocoa adds depth to 
the flavors and an almost imperceptible hint of 
chocolate.

MKED BEAN CHILI AND BROWN RICE

Start to finish; 40 minutes (20 minutes active) 
Servings: 6

1 tablespoon canola oil 
1 1/2 cups chopped yellow onions
1 cup chopped green bell pepper
2 tablespoons minced garlic
1 jalapeno pepper, seeded and chopped 
1 tablespoon unsweetened cocoa powder 
28-ounce can crushed tomatoes 
15-ounce can Great Northern beans, rinsed  ̂
15-ounce black beans, rinsed
1 1/2 tablespoons chili powder
2 teaspoons ground cumin

In a large saucepan over medium-high, combine 
the oil, onions, bell pepper, garlic and jalapeno. 
Saute until the vegetables begin to soften, about 4 
minutes. Add the cocoa and saute for another 3 min­

Stir in‘ the tomatoes, both beans, chili powder, 
cumin, oregano and allspice. Bring the chili to a 
simmer. Reduce heat to low, cover and simmer for 
20 minutes.

Meanwhile cook the rice according to package 
instructions. Serve the chili over the rice.
