The cause of an early morning house fire
in the 1100 block of Christy Street is under
investigation by Pampa Fire Department
officials.

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It’s time to make Texas smoke free

Secondhand smoke is the third
leading cause of preventable death in
the United States. Every year, sec-
ondhand smoke kills: 53,000
Americans, more than three times as
many people as drunk drivers. The
U.S. Surgeon General concluded in
2006, “There is no risk-free level of
exposure to secondhand smoke.”

No longer is there a debate
regarding the dangers of secondhand
smoke, and Texans are catching on.
More than two-thirds of Texans — 68
percent — support a comprehensive
ban on smoking in public facilities
and indoor workplaces, according to
a recent poll by Smoke-Free Texas.
This includes eliminating second-
hand smoke in bars and restaurants,
where workers are 50 percent more
likely to die from lung cancer than
the general public.

This year, just as we did,in 2007,
we have: filed bills to make public
facilities and indoor workplaces
smoke-free. This legislation will
save thousands of lives, improve
public health, reduce state spending,
boost business and support tourism.
It is no wonder that 24 other states
already have passed similar legisla-
tion.

We are proud to author House
Bill 5 and Senate Bill 544 that give
all Texans strong, comprehensive
protection from hazardous second-
hand smoke in the workplace. When
this legislation becomes law, Texas
workers no longer will have to
choose between their health and their
paycheck.

There have
been nine comprehensive studies on
the effects of secondhand smoke and
the positive effects of comprehensive
smoke-free laws. Every study con-
clusively linked these laws to signif-
icant reductions in heart attack
deaths. These studies were conduct-
ed by well-respected institutions
such as the Harvard School of Public
Health, the U.S. Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention, and the
Surgeon General, and they were pub-
lished in peer-reviewed medical
journals such as the Journal of the
American Medical Association.

Some opponents - invoke the
cause of liberty. They are correct to
do so, but wrong in to whom the lib-
erty belongs. All Texans deserve to
breathe smoke-free air, and no one
should have to choose between their
job and their health.

Texas government requires busi-
nesses to spend billions to clean the
air outside. Texas government also
requires businesses to expend thou-
sands of dollars to comply with a

litany of health and safety code regu-
lations. Legislators make decisions
all the time that limit the liberty of
individuals and business owners so
that the health and safety of the
patrons and workers are protected.

This legislation does not take
away anyone’s right to smoke.

Sen. John Carona has
taken ownership of the
North Texas initiative to
build a major expansion of
the regional rail transit net-
work.

It couldn’t have come at
a more critical time or
from a better-positioned
lawmaker in Austin.

As chairman of the
Senate’s  transportation
panel, the Dallas

Republican saw that the
five-year effort was in dan-
ger of losing momentum.
The Regional
Transportation
Commission delivered a
funding proposal to law-
makers for the $5 billion
undertaking, but dissenting
voices some with legiti-
mate gripes threatened to
slow progress just as the
legislative session was get-
ting under way.

Carona has chosen an
effective  strategy to
advance the plan, integrat-
ing it into a wider effort to
address urban traffic con-
gestion and anemic trans-
portation funding
statewide.

North Texas leaders are
looking for voter-approved
revenue sources to add 200

Dallas and other DART
cities, build other trans-
portation  projects to
unsnarl traffic. The list of
possible sources has been
ever-changing, but almost
certainly will include a
local motor-fuels tax and
surcharges on car registra-
t.on and driver’s licenses.
Voters could also decide to
levy new fees on parking
facilities.

There is no politically
perfect combination.
Asking the public for more
money guarantees some
backlash. The important
thing is the ability to make
a case to voters for
improving the region’s
mobility as quality-of-life
and economic matters.

At the same time,
Carona makes a strong
argument that lawmakers
must come to grips with
the gasoline tax’s evapo-
rating buying power. The
statewide road grid faces
daunting maintenance and
improvement needs, yet
the gasoline tax has been
stuck at 20 cents a gallon
since 1992, and motorists
are consuming less fuel per
car.

The results: more toll
roads, more overdue
bridge and road projects.

Times being what they
are, Carona is backing off

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Pay TV providers fret
over penny-pinching

PHILADELPHIA (AP)
Porter McConnell gave up
on pay TV last summer
after noticing that monthly
rates kept creeping up.

Now with no satellite or
cable TV, she watches her
trusty. old TV set with an
antenna or she goes online
to catch her favorite pro-
grams. Once in a while,
she buys shows from
Apple Inc.’s iTunes serv-
ice. McConnell also upped
her subscription to Netflix
Inc.’s movies-by-mail
service so she.gets two
DVDs at a time instead of
one, for $15 a month.

“Part of it is, I've got to
economize,” said the 30-
year-old Washington,
D.C., resident who works
at a nonprofit.

McConnell is the kind of
consumer who makes
cable and satellite TV
operators lose sleep. While
a weak economy invari-
ably makes people pinch
pennies, this is the first
time that viewing shows
online has become a viable
competitor to pay TV,
making cutting the cord
easier.

Cable operators are start-
ing to notice. Glenn Britt,
chief executive of Time
Warner Cable Inc., voiced
his concern Wednesday in
a quarterly earnings- dis-
cussion with analysts.

“We are starting to see
the beginning of cord cut-
ting,” he said. “People will
choose not to buy sub-
scription video if they can
get the same stuff for

free.”

It’s tough to pin down
how many people actually
have given up cable ,Ai
most of the evidence
remains anecdotal ,Ai and
which customers moved to
a competitor.

Still, Time Warner
Cable, the nation’s second-
largest cable operator, lost
119,000 basic video cus-
tomers in the fourth quar-
ter, even after excluding
subscribers it gave up from
the sale of some cable sys-
tems. The company also
posted slower growth in
new digital cable TV,
Internet and phone sub-
scribers.

More details will emerge
as other cable and satellite
TV operators report earn-
ings in the coming weeks.

This is not to say that the
cable business is in trou-
ble. It’s a mixed picture in
this economy. While there
will be some people who
will completely give up
their pay TV service, many
folks will keep the sub-
scription but cut back
instead on going out to the
movies. They also might
give up a movie channel or
two and buy fewer pay-
per-view shows.

But pay TV providers
are right to be alarmed.
Not only has a flood of TV
shows and movies become
available online, but the
video quality has gotten
better. Netflix is expand-
ing its service that lets sub-
scribers stream movies and
shows from the Internet at

no additional cost. And
more and more people
have home broadband ,Ai
57 percent of American
adults, according to the
Pew Internet and
American Life Project.

Throw in the worst eco-
nomic slowdown in nearly
a century and people ques-
tion whether they still
want to pay for cable or
satellite. As of January
2008, the average monthly
home cable bill was
$84.59, up 21 percent from
two years earlier, accord-
ing / to the Federal
Communications
Commission.

“You’ve got these fac-
tors aligning at the right
time,” said Bobby
Tulsiani, senior analyst at
Forrester Research. “This
time there is a real, viable
alternative” to cable.

To be sure, there can be
drawbacks to canceling
pay TV. Watching shows
on a PC still isn’t as com-
fortable as watching TV
while relaxing on a couch.
The quality of Internet
video, while improving,
still isn’t as good, especial-
ly for live events, in which
video and audio might not
be in sync. While some
game consoles, Blu-ray
players and other devices
enable video to be seam-
lessly delivered over the
Internet to a TV, hooking
up a computer to the TV to
watch the full gamut of
online shows on a big
screen can take some tech-
nical savvy.

Family Finance:

Elders may need help with finances

NEW YORK (AP) At
first you might notice a
pile of unopened mail.
Your normally fastidious
mother may be getting
sloppy with her check-
book. Your elderly uncle
may be behind on his elec-
tric bill.

The signs are often sub-
tle, but they may indicate
that aging relatives are no
longer able to handle their
personal finances.

Family members who
sense this may want to step
in and take over, but that
could set up an emotional
confrontation. It could also
make older relative fear
losing their independence.

There are options to pro-
vide help, but they all start
with having a conversation
that can be difficult.

OPENING THE DOOR:
“Don’t wait for the signals
to begin having the con-
versation,” advised Kevin
Gahagan, a financial plan-
ner with Mosaic Financial
Partners in San Francisco,
who said he has dealt with
such situations both pro-
fessionally and personally.
. “I éncourage our clients
who are older to have dis-
cussions with their chil-
dren,” he said, “and I
encourage our clients who
are younger to have dis-
cussions with their par-
ents.”

Those who aren’t proac-
tive in talking about
finances may be met with
resistance. One strategy is
to see if a non-family
member who has a rela-
tionship with the elder rel-
ative ,Ai such as a doctor,
attorney or financial plan-
ner ,Ai is willing to get
involved.

But don’t assume that
everyone will refuse help
if it’s offered, noted Laurie
Siebert, m%nancial planner
with Valley Nauonal
Financial Advisors-
Bethlehem, Pa.

“A parent might be
afraid that they’re going to
be bothering you, that
you're too busy,” she said.

In fact, some older folks
may want to broach the
issue themselves if they
sense they’re having trou-
ble, but could be reluctant
or too embarrassed.

Once the conversation is
started, be sure to discuss a
budget, their income,

assets and insurance poli-
cies. It can also be a good
time to make sure that a
will is in place, and dis-
cuss whether a health care
power of attorney is appro-

priate.
HELPING TO BOOST
INCOME: Bill paying

problems may stem, at
least in part, from the per-
son living on a fixed
income. If that is the case,
a range of local, state and
federal programs are avail-
able that can help cover
heating and other utility
bills, provide meals, pay
for prescription drugs and
even reduce taxes.

“There are lots of bene-
fits programs out there that
people are eligible for” but
don’t take advantage of),
said Wendy Zenker, a vice
president of the National
Council on Aging. She
cautioned that older rela-
tives may need help apply-
ing for those programs.
Sometimes the issue is
confusion, but there is also
often a reluctance to share
personal information.

If they have applied for
programs in the past and
been turned down, some
people may now qualify
because of the recession.
“I think it is fair to say that
yes, people who were oth-
erwise not eligible are
finding that they are now
eligible,” she said.

Another potential source
of funds is unclaimed pen-
sion benefits. The federal
Pension Benefit Guaranty
Corp. returned $137 mil-
lion to more than 22,000
people between 1995 and
2007. The most recent data
available showed the
agency, which handles
pensions of bankrupt com-
panies, held $133 million
in unclaimed benefits for
32,000 people, averaging
nearly $5,000 per person.

Moreover, some compa-
nies fail to pay benefits
because of paperwork foul
ups and other matters,
Nancy Hwa, a spokes-
woman for the Pension
Rights Center, a nonprofit
organization that handles
pension and 401(k) issues,
said more than $85 million
in unpaid pensions was
recovered through various
programs in the last
decade. Labor unions can
also help track down miss-

ing pension#funds.

Family members should
also check safe deposit
boxes for savings bonds
and other assets. And if
elders have left mail
unopened or failed to cash
checks, also search for
unclaimed funds with the
state comptroller or
department of state. “I
have a client who never
opens her mail, and when
we added up all the checks
that weren’t open, there
was more than $10,000,”
said Siebert of Valley
National Financial.

GETTING ORGA-
NIZED: Make sure direct
deposit arrangements are
in place for Social
Security, pensions and
other income sources.
Likewise, automatic bill
payments for utilities, rent
and other bills should be
set up.

When possible, family
members might want to
arrange for duplicate bank
statements or bills to be
sent to them, so they can
track spending, service
fees and other transac-
tions.

Family members who do
not live near elderly rela-
tives or encounter resist-
ance may consider bring-
ing in a bookkeeping serv-
ice or a daily money man-
ager.

Roberta Gosier, presi-

dent of the American
Association of Daily
Money Managers,

explained a daily money
manager will meet with
the person and help the get
their financial affairs in
order. Typically, visits take
place a couple of times a
month, she said, and most
of the time they get per-
mission from the client
and don’t need a power or
attorney or other legal
arrangement.

Gosier warned that hers
is still a largely unregulat-
ed profession. “It is a new
field, and it’s also a field
where there’s potential for

financial exploitation,
especially with an elderly,
vulnerable population,”

she acknowledged. Her
organization has created a
certification program
infended to qualify creden-
tials and standards of prac-
tice.

way for women dies at 91

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP)
Doris Ann Scharfenberg, who paved
the way for women when she began
working as a television producer for
NBC in the 1950s, died last month at
a care center where she resided. She
was 91.

Scharfenberg died Jan. 4 at the
James L. West Alzheimer Center
where she had lived for the past
seven years, said Kay Sharp, the cen-
ter’s director of resident services.

Scharfenberg left New York and
moved to Fort Worth to be near
friends after retiring from NBC in
1980, ending an award-winning
three-decade career.

“She was promoted ahead of men
because of her intellect and no-non-
sense approach,” John Stevens, a
writer who worked with
Scharfenberg in the early days, told
the Fort Worth Star-Telegram. “She

put NBC on the map with the public
service broadcasting and Emmys. |
don’t know of anyone else who has
even come close to that.”

She grew up an only child in a
small town in New Jersey, graduated
from Bucknell University with
degrees in psychology and sociology
in 1938, and eventually found her
way to New York City and the per-
sonnel department at NBC. She was
promoted to produce religious pro-
gramming in 1951: The Catholic
Hour and Frontiers of Faith for
Christian viewers, and The Eternal
Light for Jewish viewers.

She also produced documentaries
in Moscow and Hong Kong for the
Fort Worth-based Southern Baptist
Radio and Television Commission.
She collaborated with Baptists for
programs set in Israel and traveled to
Brazil to televise a Billy Graham

}

program there. She went to Rome to
supervise NBC’s traditional broad-
cast of Midnight Mass from the
Vatican.

Among the awards throughout her
career was a 1973 Emmy for out-
standing achievement in religious
programming for “Duty Bound,” a
one-hour special in which she was
executive producer.

Scharfenberg was named Woman
of the Year by McCall’s magazine,
and she earned similar recognition in
1958 from the Business and
Professional Women’s Clubs of
Metropolitan New York. But those
awards did not matter to her, former
colleagues said.

“She was just doing the job she
was given,” former NBC director
Frank Nash said.

Smelter’s
decision sinking
in for families

The news ripped an emotional nerve in Villalobos, 8“’()()()
who grew up and still lives in the shadow of the smoke- -
stacks in La Calavera, a Mexican-American barrio just
a stone’s throw from Asarco. The plant, just a five-
minute drive from Downtown El Paso, has been per-
ceived as a historic lifeline that paid union wages for
countless Mexican-American families and that was
cursed by politicians and others over the years as an
environmental menace.

“To this day, I still have my Asarco pension and insur-
ance.” Villalobos said outside his humble hillside home
with a panoramic view of the smokestacks. “I was
always treated right — no complaints.”

Villalobos worked almost 39 years at Asarco, first as a
janitor and later as a messenger.

He followed his father, Elias, into the plant because in
El Paso working for Asarco had been a generational
thing, a family tradition. Elias Villalobos retired after 45
years at the smelter, which at one point processed cop-
per, lead and zinc.

Former Asarco workers and ex-Smeltertown residents
digested breakfast burritos with coffee and reminisced
at the Buena Vista Grocery, about a mile west of Asarco.
Some displaced Smeltertown families resettled in Buena
Vista, near Sunland Park.

“Some people are saying it’s a shame Asarco is gone
when the city needs jobs,” said .Salvador “Chava”
Villalobos, the convenience store owner.

Jesus “Tore” Sarabia, 74, born and raised in Buena
Vista, started working in 1966 at Asarco. He retired 10
years ago as a diesel mechanic.

“We made a good living. Many of us sent our kids to
college. It was good for our community,” he said. “With
Asarco being in the middle of town now, it’s something
that probably had to happen.”

Sarabia recalled drinking beer at Joe’s Place in
Smeltertown and playing baseball on a diamond the
community helped build.

Roberto “El Pia”” Zubia Jr., 65, was born and raised in
Smeltertown. His family later owned Rosa’s Cantina, a
popular watering hole in the area made famous in Marty
Robbin’s Western ballad “El Paso.”

Zubia’s Smeltertown memories consist of playing bas-
ketball and checkers at a neighborhood YMCA, check-
ing out the three pool halls and swimming in the nearby
Rio Grande. He worked only three years at Asarco, but
the smelter provided jobs for many of his relatives.

“Smeltertown was a place where you could leave your
doors unlocked, all Mexican-Americans,” Zubia said.
“The community was always together, happy all the
time.”

Maria Saavedra, 88, a Buena Vista resident, lived 20
years in Smeltertown before her family moved out in
1942. Her father, two brothers and a string of nephews
worked at Asarco for years.

“I can’t say anything bad about Smeltertown. We had
plenty to keep us entertained,” Saavedra said. “I’m sad-
dened that Asarco isn’t coming back. Many people ben-
efited from good wages and good benefits.”

Viviano Villalobos clings to his memories on a hillside
in “La Calavera,” which still contains a wooden shed
that Asarco technicians erected on his property long ago
to house instruments that monitored air pollution.

“They checked every week but never detected any-
thing,” Villalobos said. “I guess the smokestacks blew
all that stuff away.”

Trial of Texas
fundraiser begins

CORPUS CHRISTI, Texas (AP) An influential
Democratic fundraiser and ownet of a South Texas law
firm presented himself as a lawyer despite no evidence
of a state licence to practice law, a prosecution witness
testified Tuesday

Mauricio Celis, a major Democratic fundraiser and
contributor whose favored candidates include Secretary
of State Hillary Clinton, faces 23 counts of impersonat-
ing a lawyer. He is not licensed to practice law in the
United States.

His attorney, Tony Canales, told jurors during his
opening statement Tuesday that he will show that his
client was an attorney in Mexico and did not tell people
he was licensed in Texas while working at the CGT Law
Group International, in which he holds a controlling
interest.

The prosecution’s first witness, Manuel Orlando
Narvaez, a Corpus Christi attorney who employed Celis
as an investigator, testified that Celis showed him a doc-
ument in 2000 that suggested he was a lawyer in
Mexico

“He put it on the wall in his office,” Narvaez said. “I
concluded that it was a Mexican license to practice law.”

Celis has claimed he is a lawyer in Mexico, where he
was born and studied judicial science at La Universidad
Regio Montana in Monterrey. But he testified in May
2007 in another case that he did not have a cedula, the
Mexican equivalent of a bar license.

Texas law prohibits anyone from owning a controlling
interest in a law firm without a law license. "
