| a new building off the intersec-

tion of Sumner and Somerville in

| September.

The credit union is one of three
new buildings currently being
erected in Pampa, along with
Pampa Junior High and Hampton
Inn, both north of Pampa
Regional Medical Center. The
credit union is relocating because
of the expansion in business they
have experienced within their
current small location on 312
West Francis.

Although Cabot & NOI
Employees Credit Union is for
employees and employee family
members only, membership has
reached over 2,400 members.
The credit. union has expanded
business to employees extended
family members in the past three
years, including aunts and uncles,
children, etc. The Francis loca-
tion is the only branch for the
credit union, but Cabot & NOI
are international organizations,

ade

which creates the high member-
ship numbers.

According to Cabot & NOI
Employees Credit Union manag-
er Janna Bentley and Chairman
of the Board Denise Locknane,
the credit union decided to build
after attempts to remodel failed.

"We looked at adding on to our
property, but with the amount of
property we have made it impos-
sible," Bentley said. "The costs
for remodeling a current building
or building a new one ended up
being the same."

The new building will allow for
the credit union to add drive-up
banking and an ATM, which the
current location does not have.
The new location is also central
in the city and is visible and not
located on a busy street, which
Locknane said were important
considerations in the building
process.

The 6,000 square feet new loca-
tion will feature more privacy,
which was important to Bentley,
who designed a lot of the build-

Austin man pleads guilty to sex charge

AUSTIN (AP) — An
Austin businessman and
volunteer children’s advo-
cate has pleaded guilty to
sexually assaulting six
children and will likely
spend the rest of his life in
prison. ’

Billy Dan Carroll, 54, is
scheduled to be formally
sentenced next week after
pleading guilty to the sexu-
al assault charges
Thursday in state district
court.

Under an agreement
with prosecutors, he is
expected to receive life
sentences on five charges
of sexual assault of a child
and an additional 40-year
sentence on a sixth charge.
The  agreement also
includes a two-year sen-
tence on a charge of
improperly videotaping a
13-year-old girl.

Carroll’s attorney, Bill
Hines, said his client
agreed to the plea to avoid
the embarrassment of a
trial. Carroll won’t be eli-
gible for parole until he is
104.

“He did that to save and
spare his family the embar-
rassment and the expense

of going through a trial, as
well as the victims,” Hines
said.

TYC may downsize state school

PYOTE, Texas (AP) — The Texas
Youth Commission will keep open
the West Texas juvenile prison where
two administrators were accused of
sexually assaulting male inmates, a
scandal that prompted statewide
reforms to the youth prison system.

The West Texas State School in
Pyote will likely downsize and focus
on treatment. About 70 percent of the
students in the juvenile prison have
chemical dependency problems, offi-
cials said.

The Sunset Advisory Committee,
a state agency created to eliminate
waste, duplication and inefficiency
in government, had called last year
for the Pyote facility to be closed,
citing difficulty in keeping the prison
staffed and saying the closing would
save $9 million.

Jim Hurley, a TYC spokesman,
said Thursday the school’s focus

would be as a “smaller, more intense
treatment facility.” He also said the
facility will focus on youths from
West Texas instead of throughout the
state.

“It’s the only facility in West
Texas,” he said for a story in Friday’s
editions of the Odessa American.
“We need a presence out there.”

He could not say how many stu-
dents would be moved from Pyote or
how many jobs might be cut.

The facility now houses 84 youths
and has 144 employees, 81 of them
juvenile corrections officer.

Monahans Mayor David Cutbirth
said he liked the idea of focusing on
West Texas youths but was disap-
pointed in the planned cuts. He had
wanted to see an expansion at the
state school about 15 miles west of
Monahans.

Cutbirth said one reason given for

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Analysis: Obama ofters
carrots for mortgage firms

WASHINGTON (AP)- The
same mortgage lenders that candi-
date Barack Obama accused last year
of causing the housing mess would
get a windfall _from President
Obama's government under his fore-
closure rescue program.

The $75 billion plan announced
Wednesday has the potential to be far
more effective than past federal
efforts to help struggling homeown-
ers lower their mortgage payments
and stay in their homes. But for that
to happen, inves¢frs in complex
mortgage securities have to agree to
participate, something the govern-
ment has so far failed miserably to
persuade them to do.

That's where the goodies for the
much-maligned industry come in.

Companies would get $1,000 for
agreeing to give a strapped home-
owner a lower monthly payment
instead of foreclosing, more if the
borrower hasn't yet fallen behind on
what they owe. They can get up to
another $3,000 over the next three
years. And they get government
insurance to cover part of the money
they might lose if the homeowner
ultimately defaults on the house any-
way.

Last October in Reno, Nev.,
Obama vowed, "I won't let banks
and lenders off the hook when it was
their greed and irresponsibility that
got us into this mess." But the out-
lines of his plan were an acknowl-
edgment that he will need coopera-
tion from firms that collect mortgage
payments ,Ai known as loan ser-
vicers ,Al if he intends to reach his
goal of preventing up to 9 million
foreclosures.

"The truth is that at the end of the
day, loan modification remains vol-
untary, so the servicers need to see it
as sufficient incentive to partici-
pate," said Andrew Jakabovics of the
Center for American Progress, who
has worked with Obama's team on
housing issues.

Still, Jakabovics called some of
the payments an "unnecessary wind-

fall" that is "overly generous", par-
ticularly since avoiding a costly fore-
closure is a financial imperative for
mortgage servicers anyway.

"You still have the very serious
question of what kind of incentives
you're providing for what's essential-
ly bad behavior," said David C. John,
an analyst at the conservative
Heritage Foundation.

Even tough mortgage industry
critics concede, however, that such
enticements are necessary to get
companies to step up and help home-
owners, given the legal and financial
challenges that modifying home
loans can pose.

"It's just what needs to happen,
wherever the blame lies" for the
housing mess, said Debbie
Goldstein, the executive vice presi-
dent of the Center for Responsible
Lending, a consumer group.

The plan also abandons an aspect
of the Democratic-written foreclo-
sure rescue program enacted last
year that proved anathema to mort-
gage holders: requiring that they take
a loss up front before the govern-
ment would help renegotiate a loan.
The program failed miserably, help-
ing fewer than 40 homeowners com-
pared to the 400,000 promised.

Under Obama's new plan, mort-
gage holders only have to take a hit
on the interest payments they receive
each month, and would in most cases
be made whole by the government
for the value of their loans.

"[t's a veritable garden full of car-
rots," said Howard Glaser, a mort-
gage industry consultant who served
in the Clinton administration.

A key element would loosen lend-
ing rules at government home loan
giants Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac
to let as many as 5 million home-
owners who owe more than their
homes are worth refinance to bring
down their monthly payments. But
that's little comfort to many borrow-
ers in places like Arizona, California,
Nevada and Florida, they owe far too
much to qualify.

The plan "seems to offer little help
to borrowers whose loan exceeds
their property value by more than 5

percent," John Courson, chief execu-
tive of the Mortgage Bankers
Association, said in a statement.

The plan beefs up the role of
Fannie and Freddie, which were
seized by federal regulators last year,
allowing them to hold an additional
$50 billion each in mortgage invest-
ments.

The plan isn't all about sweeteners
for mortgage holders. Obama's plan
also requires that any financial insti-
tution benefiting from the $700 bil-
lion Wall Street bailout develop
plans to help homeowners avoid
foreclosures. Those rules apply to
the largest banks, which are also the
largest holders of home loans.

Yet some doubt that even those
new rules will prod financial players
that have so far been unwilling to
help homeowners to do so now.

"It maintains a voluntary system
of compliance," said John Taylor,
chief executive of the National
Community Reinvestment Coalition,
a consumer group. "The investors
and banks have shown great hesitan-
cy in voluntarily participating in
these mortgage programs."

Many Democrats and housing
analysts believe that the only true
way to force mortgage holders to
help strapped borrowers is to give
judges power to modify bankrupt
homeowners' loans, cutting the total
they owe and their monthly pay-
ments. Obama is backing that move
as part of his housing plan, although
it will be up to Congress to work out
the details.

Meanwhile, housing specialists
say the mortgage industry will be
slow to act on the new incentives
Obama has laid out for helping
homeowners ,Ai if they end up
working.

"It's going to be a long, slow
process because these mortgages
have to be redone one by one," the
Heritage Foundation's John said.
"You can't just snap your fingers and
solve this one."

In 2009 Lent begins on Feb 25 and ends April 11. Lent begins on Ash
Wednesday, exactly 40 days before Easter, not counting the Sundays; 46 days
before Easter, counting the Sundays.

It is a season of repentance, a special time to draw near to God with a humble
heart, a chosen time to meditate on the sacrificial price paid by Jesus for our sins.

Most notably it is accompanied by the giving up of something that is good and
that we have the perfect right to, so that we might specially focus on something
more important.

Many Protestant churches ignore Lent, not seeing the personal significance
that it can have in the lives of every believer. And yet some Catholics and
Protestants who do observe Lent make it trite, almost a game by giving up some-
thing incredibly trivial, something that makes no impact on their personal life.

The key in Lent is giving up something that is very significant in the individ-
ual believer's life so that they will be constantly reminded to draw near to the
Lord in a special way. ,

At our church we have people who have adopted Lent with their all their
hearts and have given up some very peculiar things. I know someone who gave
up "eating out at fast food restaurants". That sounded kind of trivial when I first
heard it, but not when I realize that her work schedule was so tight that "fast
food" was the only way she would normally got any lunch. It almost became a
kind of fasting time for her. It wouldn't have been significant for me, but it sure-
ly was for her.

Others in our church have given up: trivial spending, soda pop, coffee, ice,
wearing a watch, using the computer, cell phone, i-pod, all sweets, all food, 30
minutes of sleep, their favorite music, candy, meat, etc. In each of these cases the
thing given up was personally chosen by a believer who knew themselves well
and picked something that would impact and alter their life on every single day
of Lent.

So what will you choose to give up for Lent so that you can focus more on a
special season of repentance with the Lord? Do it for the Lord! Do it for your-
self! Do it for your family! Do it for your church!

When I moved back to Pampa in 1992 I didn't have a clue about Lent and now
I can't imagine my walk with God without it.
