safety when the storm hit.

Instead, she huddled with her
family in a room in the back of
their house while their roof was
ripped off.

Defense asks for gag order
lifted in Levi King murder

AMARILLO The defense
attorneys in the Levi King murder
case are asking the Seventh Court
of Appeals here to lift a gag order
imposed by the district judge in
Pampa who is hearing the case.

Joe Marr Wilson and Maxwell
Peck III, attorneys for King, 26,
who is accused of killing a fam-
ily south of Pampa in 2005, filed
a petition with the appeals court
here and have asked for oral argu-
ments to overturn a gag order
imposed by 31st District Judge
Steven Emmert to prevent both

defense attorneys and prosecutors
from speaking publicly about the
capital murder case.

Wilson and Peck argue that
Judge Emmert failed to exercise
proper discretion in issuing the
gag order by not making spe-
cific findings of imminent and
irreparable harm as required by
the Texas Constitution or mak-
ing specific findings of substantial
likelihood of material prejudice to
a fair trial as required by the U.S.
Constitution.

“When both state and federal
principals require a district court,
in issuing a gag order, to make
specific findings that the gag order

is the least restrictive means avail-
able, does the district court satisfy
its burden via a conclusion that
less-restrictive measures ‘have
been considered by the Court but
are found to be ineffective?’” the
attorneys asked in their petition.

King is accused of killing Brian
Conrad, 31; his six-month preg-
nant wife, Michell Conrad, 35
and her son Zach Doan, 14, at
their home between Pampa and
Interstate 40 in the predawn hours
of Sept. 30, 2005.

He was arrested on Sept. 30,
2005, as he crossed the border at
El Paso, coming back into Texas

Brandi & William
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Father pleads guilty to
injury, endangerment

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP)
— The father of most of
the seven children removed
from a filthy Lubbock
home where stacks of
dirty diapers filled closets
pleaded guilty Wednesday
to child injury and endan-
germent charges.

Anthony Moya accepted
a plea agreement and was
sentenced to eight years in
prison on each of two inju-
ry to a child charges and
two years on each of six
child endangerment charg-
es. Each sentence will be
served concurrently.

Earlier this month, a
jury sentenced Moya’s
common-law wife, Gloria
Ramirez, to 10 years in
prison in the case and fined
her $10,000. Police came
to the couple’s home in

2007 after Moya called a
funeral home about a cas-
ket for a stillborn infant.
The fetus had been placed
in a baby wipe box and in
a refrigerator.

Moya’s decision to
accept the state’s offer was
based on the outcome of his
wife’s trial, said Cynthia
Mendoza, his attorney.

“We believe that this is a
fair resolution to his case,”
she said.

Authorities also found
decaying food around the
home, overflowing trash
bins, and rat and roach
infestations. Agency inves-
tigators suspected the chil-
dren were malnourished.
The two youngest were
hospitalized for suspected
dehydration, and all seven
had to be treated for head
lice, documents show.

Prosecutor Jennifer

Bassett said the plea spares
Ramirez’s oldest child
from testifying at a second
trial. The girl testified in
great detail at her mother’s
trial.

“Obviously the only rea-
son we agreed to a plea
was to keep her off the
stand and hopefully get
closure for all the victims,”
she said.

The youngster testified
that her mother threatened
her and her siblings’ lives
if they told anyone about
the filthy conditions. The
girl, 9 at the time of the
removal, told jurors they
all routinely ate only once
a day and that Ramirez
showed the dead fetus to
all the children and blamed
them for the miscarriage.

Moya and Ramirez
had six children together
at the time of the chil-

dren’s removal. They had
twins in May 2008 and
Ramirez gave birth to her
oldest child before meeting
Moya. Ramirez is pregnant
with her 10th child.

Five of the seven
removed from the home
the day of the miscarriage
are in the state’s perma-
nent custody; The oldest
girl is with her biological
father and a family is in
the process of adopting the
youngest child. The twins
are in temporary custody.

A family law judge in
Lubbock will determine
whether the children
will visit their parents in
prison, Child Protective

Services spokesman
Greg Cunningham  said
Wednesday.

Texas sect follower taught
at Pulaski County Jail

LITTLE ROCK, Ark.
(AP) — A follower of the
House of Yahweh sect in
Texas taught classes at
the Pulaski County jail
for more than four years,
giving inmates lessons
designed by the ministry’s
embattled leader, officials
told The Associated Press.

Sheriff Doc Holladay
said the follower passed
a background check and
came with a letter of rec-
ommendation from House
of Yahweh leader Yisrayl
Hawkins. Hawkins faces
charges in Texas that he
performed polygamous
weddings, practiced biga-
my and forced about 40
children — some as young
as 11 — to work.

Holladay said House of
Yahweh follower David
Knighten didn’t prosely-
tize during his classes at
the jail, attended by at least
780 inmates over the past
years. The sheriff even
wrote Knighten a letter of
recommendation before
jailers realized Hawkins
faced criminal charges.

The course, called
Peaceful Solution

Character Education
Program, focused on “the
importance of asking” for
permission in life, as well
as on ownership, respect
and self-control. .

Knighten, 51, said the
class discussed “not steal-
ing” from others, whether
that be physical objects or
the intangible, like time
or emotions. He said he
volunteered his courses
not only at the Pulaski
County jail, but also within
state prisons in Arkansas,
Oklahoma and Texas,
while also working profes-
sionally as a business cou-
rier and bill auditor.

He said he stopped
the practice after jail-
ers complained some
inmates felt uncomfortable
with it. Jailers canceled
Knighten’s jail program
in January, nearly a year
after Hawkins had been
charged in Texas courts.
However, an Internet video
features Knighten reading
Holladay’s letter, complete
with a picture of the sher-
iff.

“I have a feeling that
perhaps this organization

is trying to use certain
people in certain positions
as some kind of charac-
ter witness, so to speak,”
Holladay told the AP. “I

think our acknowledgment
of Mr. Knighten’s abilities
... may be being stretched a
little further than certainly
my intent would be.”

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House Democrats said
Wednesday they are pre-
pared to put up a fight to
stop a looming battle over
efforts to require Texans to
show more ID before they
can vote.

The bill has already been
a partisan flashpoint in the
Republican-led  Senate,
where it was approved
along party lines in March.
But whether the proposal
becomes law will depend
largely on how it fares
this week in the House, a
still healing chamber that
has seen more bipartisan
harmony in the past five
months under the rookie
leadership of Speaker Joe
Straus than in the past five
years.

But Democrats,
who helped propel the
Republican into power, say
their good relations with
Straus won’t hamper them
from waging an all out war
over voter ID, a bill they
say is an unfair attempt to
suppress votes.

“If anyone doubts our
resolve to protect the voting
rights of our constituents,
they are sadly mistaken,”
House Democratic Leader
Jim Dunnam said. “It’s a
very serious issue anytime
you are trying to prevent
people from voting.”

Straus’ office refused to
comment.

With less than two

weeks left in the legisla-
tive session, the House has
yet to deal with a num-
ber of substantive issues,
like overhauling the Texas
Department of Insurance,
capping college admissions
through the state’s top 10
percent rule and lowering
college tuition rates.

“We have so many other
issues that this Legislature
has yet to address,” said
Rep. Jessica Farrar, chair-
woman of the House
Democratic Caucus. “Our
concern is that those issues
won’t be addressed. What'’s
being placed at the fore-
front of the agenda is a very
partisan issue.”

The biennial legislative
session is set to adjourn
June 1. The voter ID bill is
expected to be in the House
Friday, though that sched-
ule had not yet been set.

“If the leadership choos-
es to bring this bill forward
... We are going to protect
the voting rights of our con-
stituents,” Dunnam said.
“We hope that they don’t
make that choice because
we want to continue this
session - as it has been, in
a constructive manner and
talking about the issues that
really matter.”

Dunnam did not say how
they would stop the mea-
sure, but Capitol hallways
are abuzz with speculation
that they’ll make another

quorum-busting road trip
out of Austin.

The strategy to bring
House business to-a halt
was famously used when
Democrats fled to Ardmore,
Okla., in 2003 to stop a
congressional redistricting
effort.

“I would hope that we
could stay here and debate
the issue, take care of the
concerns and at the end of
the day have an electoral
process that secures and
protects the right of every
eligible voter to vote,”
said Rep. Larry Taylor,
chairman of the House
Republican Caucus. “We
have a lot of other impor-
tant issues and the people of
Texas expect us to stay here
and get the job done.”

The House voter ID bill,
identical to the Senate ver-
sion, would require Texans
to provide a photo ID or
two approved alternatives
before casting a ballot.

Rep. Paula Pierson,
D-Arlington, said she
wouldn’t be able to vote
if the bill is adopted in its
present form because she
has different names ,“mar-
ried and maiden names” ,on
her driver’s license, voter
registration card and Social
Security card.

A House commit-
tee narrowly adopted the
legislation last week, but
only after Republican Rep.

Todd Smith, chairman of
the panel, floated a series
of proposals designed to
attract a bipartisan coali-
tion. He later said the
chances of bridging the par-
tisan divide were now “less
than 50 percent.”

Republicans, who con-
trol both houses of the
Legislature and all state-
wide elective offices, say
new rules are needed to
protect against voter fraud.
Democrats complain that
the GOP wants to suppress
Democratic turnout by
erecting hurdles that sup-
presses their base vote.

The bill’s passage in
the Senate had been a
foregone conclusion after
Republicans tinkered with
the filibuster rules to ensure
it could come up for a vote.

But the narrow 76-74
GOP majority in the House
makes things trickier for
partisan legislation.

Smith had criticized
the Senate’s approach and
pushed for a bipartisan
compromise that would be
phased in over four years
and contain millions of
dollars for voter education
efforts. Some Democrats
warmed to the idea, intro-
duced late last month, but
it was blocked by conserva-
tive Republicans.

Perry has tried to turn
down the money, about 3
percent of the $17 billion
in federal stimulus money
earmarked for Texas, even
though he’s accepted the
rest of the federal allotment.
