Legislature

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) House and
Senate negotiators are getting ready to vote
on the massive state budget, a $180 billion
spending plan for the next two years.

Republican Sen. Steve Ogden of Bryan,
the Senate’s lead budget writer, said
Thursday the bill will probably get com-
mittee approval on Tuesday and would be
sent to the full House and Senate chambers
for approval later next week.

The budget is the only bill lawmakers
are legally required to pass.” It includes
more spending on education, health care
and highway construction. The budget also
counts on $11 billion in money from the
federal economic rescue package.

TOP TEN PERCENT

A bill changing the policy that guaran-
tees automatic college admission to top
high school achievers stalled after a long
and rambling debate in the Texas House
late Thursday.

The bill will be back before the House
Friday morning.

Before consideration of the legislation
was delayed, lawmakers voted to replace
the top 10 percent rule giving guaran-
teed slots to students in the top 10 percent
of their high school class — with a “top 8
percent rule™ at the University of Texas at
Austin.

That measure was adopted late Thursday
as lawmakers mulled the most sweeping
reforms to university admissions policies
in more than a decade. The UT admissions
policy would take effect in 2010, but other
changes would not be put in place until
2012.

UT Austin, where more than 80 percent
of the home-state freshman class are admit-
ted under the rule, has been pushing the
Legislature to allow it to start cutting back
on such automatic admissions.

Ex-soldier gets life in prison for Iraqi slayings

PADUCAH, Ky. (AP)

An ex-soldier convicted
of raping and killing an
Iragi teen and murdering
her family has been sen-
tenced to life in prison in
a case that drew attention
to the emotional and psy-
chological strains on sol-
diers serving in Iraq and
Afghanistan.

Steven Dale Green,
24, of Midland, Texas,
was spared the death pen-
alty Thursday after jurors
couldn’t agree on a punish-
ment for the brutal crime.

In March 2006, after an
afternoon of card playing,
sex talk and drinking Iraqi
whiskey, Pfc. Green and
three other soldiers went
to the home of 14-year-
old Abeer Qassim al-Janabi

near Mahmoudiya, about
20 miles south of Baghdad.
Green shot and killed the
teen’s mother, father and
sister, then became the
third soldier to rape the
girl before shooting her in
the face. Her body was set
on fire.

Federal jurors who con-
victed Green of rape and
murder deliberated for
more than 10 hours over
two days on whether to
give Green a death sen-
tence or life in prison with-
out parole. Since they could
not unanimously agree on
either, life in prison had to
be the verdict.

“It's the better of two
bad choices,” said his
father, John Green, who
sighed as the verdict was

His son will be sentenced
Sept. 4 by U.S. District
Judge Thomas B. Russell.

In Baghdad, Iraqis said
they were shocked and dis-
appointed that Green was
not sentenced to death.

“Has Iraqi blood and
honor become so cheap,
where a family can be mur-
dered and a daughter raped
and killed, and the verdict
is life imprisonment?” said
Tariq Dawood, 55.

Haidar Kadom, 31, a
teacher there, called the
sentence “a mockery of
Iraqi rights.”

“If an Iraqi did the same
to an American female sol-
dier, he would be regarded
as a terrorist and would

be sentenced to death,” he
said.

Green’s attorneys mever
denied his involvement in
the attack, instead focus-
ing on building a case that
he didn’t deserve the déath
penalty. Former Marines
and other soldiers Green
served with testified that he
faced an unusually stress-
ful combat tour in Iraq’s
“Triangle of Death” with
a unit that suffered heavy
casualties and didn’t receive
sufficient leadership.

Jurors declined to com-
ment as they were escort-
ed out“of the courthouse.
A civilian jury decided
Green’s case because he
was out of the Army before
he was charged.

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Stimulus funds for repair
of Governor’s Mansion

AUSTIN, Texas (AP)
— While Gov. Rick Perry
1s criticizing Washington
bailouts, state lawmakers
are planning to use $11
million in federal stimu-
lus money to help rebuild
the badly burned Texas
Governor’s Mansion.

Top budget negotia-
tors said Thursday that a
House-Senate committee
agreed on the expenditures
late Wednesday night.
Some $11 million in fed-
eral rescue dollars would
be spent to refurbish the
mansion, which was badly
burned in an arson fire last
summer.

Around $10 million in

state tax money will also
be spent on a renovation
expected to cost about $20
million, officials said.

“If we’re going to fix
it up we’re going to have
to use stimulus money,”
said Sen. Steve Ogden,
R-Bryan. “We’ve made a
decision to use the stimu-
lus money. This is a good
use of it.”

Ogden, chairman
of the Senate Finance
Committee, and Rep. Jim
Pitts, R-Waxahachie, both
said the $11 million was
coming out of a $700 mil-
lion rescue package for
Texas — part of the mas-
sive federal stimulus pie
approved earlier this year
by the U.S. Congress.

The financing for the
repairs was decided in a

late Wednesday meeting
of the budget conference
committee, which Ogden
and Pitts lead, both men
said. The final budget still
faces a vote in the House
and Senate, then approval
from Perry, before it can
become law.

Asked if Perry approved
of using federal money for
the mansion, Pitts said,
“He just wanted it done.”

Perry  spokeswoman
Allison Castle released a
short, written statement
late Thursday.

“We are continuing to
work with lawmakers on
the budget,” she said.

Perry, expecting a 2010
primary challenge from

U.S. Sen. Kay Bailey
Hutchison, - has railed
against federal bailouts

and what he calls the free-
spending, power-hungry
ways of Washington. In
January, he said Texas
was endangered by Uncle
Sam’s “audacity.”

“lI can’t imagine what
Texas would be like if we
had applied the federal
government’s free-spend-
ing principles over the
years,” he said.

The governor’s man-
sion was being renovated
when an unknown arsonist
torched it in June. Perry
has been living in a three-
story, limestone home with
a heated pool, an outdoor
cabana and a guest house.

The state is paying
some $9,900-a-month in
rent while the Governor’s
Mansion undergoes reno-
vations, records show.

Lawmakers given details on
state school suit settlement

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
Texas must improve liv-
ing conditions and medi-
cal care and more quickly
investigate claims of abuse
at the state’s large institu-
tions for the developmen-
tally disabled, under a five-
year settlement with the
U.S. Justice Department.

Details of the $112-mil-
lion settlement — which
will require hiring more
than 1,000 new care work-
ers — were given Friday to
lawmakers, who must still
approve the deal negoti-
ated by state and federal
officials.

Texas has nearly 5,000
residents at the state’s 13
institutions known as state
schools. Dozens of people
have died under question-
able circumstances and
hundreds of employees
have been disciplined for
mistreating residents.

“It’s disappointing for
me to know it takes a set-
tlement agreement ... to
make sure we are protect-
ing the civil rights and lib-
erties of the state’s most

vulnerable population,”
said Rep. Abel Herrero,
D-Robstown.

The agreement developed
from a series of federal
investigations that revealed
widespread mistreatment
of residents in the state
schools. A December 2008
Justice Department report
said residents’ civil rights
were being violated.

From September 2007
to September 2008, at
least 114 residents died.
Although many were con-
sidered medically fragile,
53 deaths were attributed
to preventable conditions

that indicate lapses in
proper care, according to
the report.

In a three-month period
in 2008, the state inves-
tigated at least 500 alle-
gations of abuse, neglect

and other mistreatment of

residents and at least eight
facilities were in danger
of losing Medicaid fund-
ing 'becauseé of “significant
care and safety deficien-
cies.”

The report also noted

“This is an attempt to
adjust, to tweak, to change,
to reform the top 10 per-
cent rule,” said Rep. Dan
Branch, R-Dallas, spon-
sor of the bill. “It is not
attempting to end, repeal
or retreat from the 10 per-
cent rule.”

— Improved medical,
dental and psychiatric care,
including dozens more
psychiatrists and pharma-
cists.

— Reduced use of
restraints on residents.

- Tougher penalties for
failure to report abuse.

If you are confused
by the trail of conflict-
ing explanations offered
by House Speaker Nancy
Pelosi on what she did or
did not know about water-
boarding terrorists, you are
not alone. Her migrating
story reflects a politician
under pressure and looking
to point the finger at some-
body — anybody — else.

A more honorable
response from the speak-
er would be as follows:
“After 9/11, we knew that
follow-on attacks were
being planned and that
thousands more Americans
might be killed. We had
neglected our intelligence
capabilities over a number
of years, and there was a
lot we did not know about
Al Qaeda. So we had to get
information in order to pro-
tect American lives, and |
supported that. Now, look-
ing back, I wish I had done

more to protest the use of

certain enhanced interro-

gation techniques that had
been briefed to me. But
now, moving forward, it
is important to learn from
the past as we continue to
defend American lives.”

Somehow, I get the feel-
ing that admitting mis-
takes, or sharing responsi-
bility, is not the speaker’s
style.

Remember how we
got here. The Obama
administration selectively
released certain classi-
fied Justice Department
memos that gave legal
analysis on whether the
use of 13 enhanced inter-
rogation techniques was
proper. There were calls
for criminal prosecution
of the lawyers who wrote
those memos and of those
who conducted the inter-
rogations.

But it turned out that
top Democrats and
Republicans in Congress
had been briefed on these
techniques, including
waterboarding,- from the
very beginning. So, if there

were going to be prose-
cutions or a “truth com-
mission,” then Congress
would have to be investi-
gated, too. The possibil-
ity that the truth would be
revealed about what she
knew and when she knew
it is what sent the speaker

backpedaling.
All of the records have
not yet been released,

but so far those that have
been made public show
that Pelosi was briefed on
the enhanced techniques
in September 2002. Her
staffer was briefed again in
early 2003. Others in those
briefings say they covered
the whole subject — who,
what, when.

Part of the speaker’s
current explanation is that,
while she might have been
told by her staff about
the briefings, she no lon-
ger had any responsibil-
ity for intelligence mat-
ters. Her job was to beat
Republicans and elect
enough Democrats to take
over the House.

National security, not partisanship

That may be the most
disturbing thing Pelosi has
said yet. To keep intel-
ligence matters above
petty partisanship, the top
leader of both parties is
an ex officio member of
the intelligence committee,
receives personalized intel-
ligence briefings and has a
dedicated staffer to moni-
tor the committee’s activi-
ties. It is part of the job.

The speaker’s excuse
that she saw her job as
waging partisan politics
and that she could not be
bothered with issues such
as national security may
sound a note of truth, but
it is not what we expect
of a national leader. Many
Americans long for the
day when the best inter-
ests of the country come
first for our top leaders in
Congress.

Analysis: Expect nominee to dodge hard questions

WASHINGTON (AP)
- Questions about abor-
tion, gay rights, rights of
suspected terrorists and the
meaning of a new judi-
cial buzz word empa-
thy await President
Barack Obama’s eventual
Supreme Court nominee.
Just don’t expect much in
the way of answers.
Nominees to the high
court rarely wade into
dangerous waters during
Senate confirmation hear-
ings. Nonetheless, sena-
tors — especially the con-
servatives plan to use
the opportunity to try and
divine some hint for how
far left on the ideologi-
cal spectrum Obama’s first
nominee will fall.
“The nominee deserves
a fair evaluation, and I will
insist on a fair hearing,
but I will also ensure that
the questioning be a rigor-
ous and thorough exami-
nation of his or her quali-
fications,” said Alabama
Sen. Jeff Sessions, senior
Republican on the Senate
Judiciary Committee.
Obama is expected to
announce soon his choice
to replace retiring Justice
David Souter, a George
H.W. Bush nominee whose
confirmation hearing in
1990 didn’t foretell how
much he would side with
the court’s liberals and
against its conservatives.
Among the possible can-
didates Obama is consider-
ing, according to officials
familiar with his think-
ing, are Solicitor General
Elena Kagan, Michigan
Gov. Jennifer Granholm,
Homeland Security
Secretary Janet Napolitano
and U.S. Appeals Court
judges Sonia Sotomayor
and Diane Pamela Wood.
Once Obama makes his
choice, the Senate will pre-
pare for confirmation hear-
ings this summer. Between

the nomination and con-
firmation hearings, the
Judiciary Committee will
investigate the nominee’s
past and come up with
questions that will try to
get the nominee to reveal
her or his judicial philoso-
phy and provide a hint as
to what kind of justice she
or he will be.

The questioning is to
ferret out “how Supreme
Court nominees view the
roles of justice, how a
nominee approaches con-
stitutional interpretation
and precedent, as well as
a nominee’s appreciation
of the separate branches of
government,” Republican
Sen. Charles Grassley of
lowa said at Justice Samuel
Alito’s confirmation hear-
ing three years ago.

Senators can’t force the
nominee to answer. They
can only vote for or against
the nominee, something
they have complained
about for years when they
haven’t gotten the answers
they wanted.

The nominee’s job is to
get confirmed, which usu-
ally involves saying noth-
ing to the Senate that is
particularly attention-grab-
bing, out of character or
that reflects anger or lack
of preparation.

Sometimes, even sim-
ple questions have gotten
Supreme Court nominees
in trouble.

When asked in 1987
why he wanted to serve on
the nation’s highest court,
Robert Bork startled even
some supporters when
he replied that it would
be an “intellectual feast.”
Nominated by President
Ronald Reagan, Bork had
already been criticized for
being unfeeling and for
caring more about legal
ideas than the effect the
law had on people. For
those and other reasons,

he failed to win confir-
mation in the Democratic-
controlled Senate.

Asked the identical
question in 2006 by Sen.
Jon Kyl, R-Ariz., Alito
responded simply: “This is
a way for me to make a
contribution to the country
and society.”

Nominees in recent his-
tory have refused to dis-
cuss issues that might come
before the court. That way,
nominees argued, they
couldn’t be accused of pre-
judging cases. Given the
number of issues that the
Supreme Court might deal
with in the future, it also
allowed them to avoid giv-
ing any answers that could
have swayed a senator to
vote against them.

Asked about abortion at
his confirmation hearing
for chief justice in 2005,
John Roberts was willing
to talk legal theory but
refused to answer specifics
on how he thought.

“I ‘think I should stay
away from discussions of
particular issues that are
likely to come before the
court again,” Roberts told
the Judiciary Committee.
“And in the area of abor-
tion, there are cases on the
court’s docket, of course. It
is an issue that does come
before the court. So while
I’'m happy to talk about
stare decisis and the impor-
tance of precedent, I don’t
think I should get into the
application of those prin-
ciples in a particular area.”

Democrats com-
plained bitterly after hear-
ing Roberts’ and Alito’s
answers.

“At a time when great
legal issues are being
decided by the slimmest
of margins, we cannot
afford to learn nominees’
views only after they have
obtained lifetime tenure
on our highest court,” said

Sen. Edward M. Kennedy,
D-Mass.

One line of question-
ing the nominee probably
won’t escape is Obama’s
emphasis on wanting a jus-
tice willing to empathize
with people affected by
cases that come before the
court.

“l view that quality of
empathy, of understand-
ing and identifying with
people’s hopes and strug-
gles, as an essential ingre-
dient for arriving at just
decisions and outcomes,”
Obama said recently. In
the toughest cases, the
president added, “the criti-
cal ingredient is supplied
by what is in the judge’s
heart.”

That description doesn’t
worry Democrats, but con-
servatives have pounced
on the president’s use of
“empathy,” which they
equate to judicial activism,
and they are sure to'ques-
tion any nominee about it.

“Sounds like instead
of another Judge Roberts,
the president is looking to
put Dr. Phil on the court,”
quipped Michael Steele,
chairman of the Republican
National Committee.

Conservatives say a
Supreme Court justice
should use the law, not
what’s in their heart, to
make decisions.

“Americans  expect,
and should receive, equal
treatment whether they are
in small claims court or
the Supreme Court,” said
Senate Republican Leader
Mitch  McConnell of
Kentucky. “And any judge
who pushes for an outcome
based on their own person-
al opinion of what is fair
undermines that basic trust
Americans have always
had and should always
expect in an American
court of law.”

Her doctor has told her
not to drive and that it’s
against the law in our state
for her to drive until she
has been seizure-free for
six months. The problem
is, Mom and- her husband
believe she can drive safe-
ly. She even bought a new
car so she can get “better
gas mileage.”

I have offered to take
Mom to doctors and other
appointments, etc. She
allows me to, but still
drives herself to the gro-
cery store and hairdresser
and other places because
they are “close by.” (Not!)

Abby, I lost a brother in
a car accident. I don’t want
to lose my mother in one,
too. I'm also afraid for the
safety of pedestrians and
other drivers in her path.
What can I do or say to get
Mom to follow the doctor’s
orders? -- WORRIED IN
THE WEST

DEAR  WORRIED:
Nothing. Because your
mother refuses to use com-
mon sense or listen to rea-
son, accept that talking to
her is like talking to a wall.

A person doesn’t have
to have a major seizure to
cause an accident. A black-
out lasting a few seconds
can cause a driver to lose
control of a vehicle.

If your mother’s physi-
cian isn’t aware that she
hasn’t been complying
with his or her instructions,
let the doctor know. Write
a letter explaining that you
have seen her having minor
seizures and that she’s still
driving. Urge him (or her)
to notify the Department
of Motor Vehicles, and
you should do the same.
The more time that goes
by without this being dealt
with, the greater the chanc-

What to do when you can’t decide?
This was the quéstion my daughter recently asked on her online
journal. For her, the indecision was about which field of study to
select for her next Master’s degree.

I suspect we’ve all been faced with indecision at various points
in our life.

My mamma told me long ago that if ['m questioning a decision or
choice, then is the time to step back and sleep on it before moving
forward. Of course when she shared this bit of wisdom with me,
she was hoping it would stop me from making wrong choices as a
teenager. And it did work pretty well [ must say -- when [ listened
to my intuition. When we have a strong instinct that we should not
do something, we probably should not do it.

There isn’t a perfect formula that will assure we will always make
the best decision. But a good ‘ole pros and cons list is always a good
thing to do.

It’s rarely -- probably never actually -- true that there is only one
course of action to take. So when considering a decision, list your
options -- any and all alternatives that come to mind. Don’t take the
time to evaluate while you’re doing this kind of possibility thinking.

Since it’s often helpful to approach a decision from as many per-
spectives as possible, don’t just ask friends and family members for
their ideas -- ask strangers as well.

The goal is to choose a course of action that is the most reason-
able and balanced. So be sure to weigh the possible outcomes.
Visualize the result you hope for. You want to feel comfortable
with your decision. You want to feel what is right. Don’t question
what feels right with logic.

I have an example of this. We were trying to select fabric to
have our living room furniture upholstered. I loved a certain fab-
ric -- its color, pattern, the way it felt. But logic kept telling me |
should select a different fabric that was probably more durable and
potentially longer-lasting. I did. And I never liked my decision.
Unfortunately, I was stuck with that furniture for a few more years
and was so happy when [ was finally able to buy new. When I did,
[ bought exactly what [ wanted without analyzing its practicality.

What we don’t want to do is get stuck wavering between two pos-
sible courses of action and remain unable to decide, move or act.
Hesitating, wavering and waffling are often seedlings of fear that
can become habit-forming. Indecision is a decision to do nothing
-- not the decision we want to make.

Mary Baker Eddy wrote, “Each individual must fill his own niche

in time and eternity.” [ love the word -- must -- in this statement of

promise. | love the assurance that there must be a right decision, a
right place, a right choice for each of us at all times. That includes
right now -- at this very moment.

Perhaps sometimes we get so focused on trying to make decisions
for tomorrow, we neglect today. Maybe we need to begin our deci-
sions today -- making the most of the present moment, our present
situation, our present job, our present home and so forth.

Sometimes, too, we can get so busy analyzing all of our options
and possible outcomes, that we don’t ask God what His will for
us is. He most certainly has a perfect divine plan for all of His
creation. The problem is that we don’t always ask, listen or follow
His direction.

Remember the story of Moses leading the children of Israel out of
Egypt. We read that “the Lord went before them by day in a pillar of

a cloud, to lead them the way; and by night in a pillar of fire, to give
them light; to go by day and night:” (Exodus 13:21) It took them a
long time to reach their Promised Land because they relented many
times to fears and doubts and stopped trusting in God’s guidance.

I feel certain that God is leading each of us each day. And we can
each reach our divine heights as we follow and trust His lead. But
we must ask and listen first -- moment by moment, step by step.

Yoda, the most powerful Jedi Master of the Star Wars universe,
assured a young Luke Skywalker -- and it works for us, too: “The
answers are within you.” And so they are. God places the right
answers in our heart. Trust your heart. God will enable you to feel
what the best decision is.
