Stowers here to stay

Wednesday, Richard
Stowers,Jr., Culberson-
Stowers’s, Inc. General
Manager received a much
anticipated Letter of Intent
from General Motors.

General Motors told
1,100 other dealerships
it does not plan to renew
their franchise agreements
in late 2010 and expects
to shed an additional 900
dealerships through attri-
tion and by selling or dis-
continuing its Hummer,
Pontiac, Saab and Saturn
brands. Stowers is not
one of those dealerships.
The letter identifies
Culberson-Stowers as
one of it’s key dealers
for Chevrolet, Buick, and
GMC in Texas. Part of the
GM letter pertaining to sur-
viving dealerships is that
they must sign and return a
participation pact.

If dealers refuse to sign,
GM will terminate their
franchise. And for those

- that sign on to the new

pact, they are required to
accept any demands with-
out appeal or protest that
GM might make pertaining
to upgrading their stores

| and addressing any com-

peting franchises within the
same dealership.

But as Richard Stowers
looked at the language in
the GM document, he said
he was shocked. “I don’t
like it. It’s wrong on so
many levels, I don’t know
where to begin. What GM

| is doing is just wrong. I

wish they’d filed bank-
ruptcy six to eight months
ago,” Stowers said.
Stowers spoke of what
the dealership has meant to
his family. He is the third
generation of the family at
the helm. His grandfather,
Frank Culberson started
the business, and Richard’s
father, Dick Stowers, has
been involved in the busi-
ness since 1951. Richard,
Jr. started in the automo-

The plant that once
hummed with activity
as a symbol of Pampa’s
manufacturing might in
the petrochemical industry
now echoes with memories
and an auctioneer’s chant
as bargain hunters search
through the empty corri-
dors, rooms and spaces.

This week’s auction of

equipment at the Celanese
plant west of Pampa will
draw to a close Saturday
withe the sale of furni-
ture, drafting tables, office
equipment, computers, lap-
tops and respiratory equip-
ment. Each day of the four
day sale featured different
types of equipment. Tools,
machinery, safety equip-
ment, shelving and work
benches are on the block
today.

Established in 1952,
to take advantage of the
area’s abundance of natu-
ral gas, the plant primarily
produced acetic acid and
acetic anhydride, chemi-
cals that eventually became
part of various commer-

cial products ranging from
aspirin to photographic
film to textiles.

Celanese joined with the
Australian investment and
advisory firm of Babcock
and Brown in 2006 to
support a state proposal
to connect power plants
in the Texas Panhandle
to the ERCOT (Electric
Reliability Council of
Texas) downstate.

Babcock and Brown is
a global investment firm
involved in power genera-
tion and electric transmis-
sion and distribution. That
had planned on developing
a wind farm near Pampa
and using the coal-fired
power plant at the Celanese
plant for backup during
peak demand.

The international com-
pany, however, is now
restructuring and plans are
on hold while the world
tries to  work through eco-
nomic problems.

Remember Juneteenth

AUSTIN, Texas
June 19 marks the
annual celebration of
Juneteenth, the date that
brought Emancipation
to 250,000 slaves in
l'exas. The Emancipation
Proclamation was initial-
ly issued in 1863, how-
ever African Americans
in Texas were not made
aware of the liberation until
June 19, 1865 when Union
general Gordon Granger
made the announcement
in Galveston. The news
of freedom gradually trav-
elled to slaves throughout
the state as individual plan-
tation owners read the proc-
lamation over the months
following the end of the

Civil War. In 1979, the
Texas Legislature passed
an act declaring Juneteenth
a state holiday.

Juneteenth is commem-
orated throughout Texas
and the nation with local
festivities- and celebra-
tions. The Texas Historical
Commission (THC) cre-
ated a brochure, current-
ly only available online
dedicated to the African
American experience
in Texas. Currently, the
THC is in the process of
creating a new guide on
African American history,
which will focus on the
unique stories behind the
real people who migrat-
ed and settled throughout

Texas, featuring a num-
ber of descriptive narra-
tives about notable African
American figures and plac-
es. The new guide will be
available both in print and
online in early 2010.

TPWD increases license.,
boat registration fees

AUSTIN, Texas The
I'exas Parks and Wildlife
Commission has approved
increases to hunting and
fishing licenses, as well as
boat titling and registra-
tion fees. Most fees will
increase by five percent
and the increases take
effect with the 2009-2010
license year, starting this
fall for recreational hunting
and fishing licenses.

Hunting licenses will
increase from $23 to $25,
while the popular Super
Combo all-inclusive
license increases from $64
to $68.

Non-resident  hunting
licenses increase by $15
from $300 to $315, which
also reflects a five percent
hike

Fishing packages
also increase by $2. The
resident freshwater fish-
ing package increases from
$28 to $30 and the saltwa-
ter fishing package increas-
es from $33 to $35.

T'he biggest increase in
license fees approved by
the commission affects
lifetime licenses. The
resident lifetime fishing
and hunting licenses will

will

increase to $1,000 and
the lifetime combination
license increases to $1,800.

“We have not increased
the cost of a lifetime license
for 12 years,” said Gene
McCarty, TPWD deputy
director of administration.
“Frankly, these licenses
have been undervalued and
could represent significant

lost revenue over time if

not adjusted.”

Boat owners in Texas
will also see increases
in boat registration and
titling fees. Boat registra-
tion, which are valid for
two years, for vessels
less than 16 feet in length
increase from $30 to $32
and those in the 16-26 foot
range go from $50 to $53.
Boats 26-40 feet increase
from $70 to $110 and
boats greater .than 40 feet
increase from $90 to $150.

The department received
less than 400 comments
related to the fee increases
during the public com-
ment period, the major-
ity of which came from
the TPWD online survey
and by email, with only
16 comments resulting
from a series of 19 public

meetings scheduled around
the state. Overall, com-
ments ran more than 2-to-1
against the increases, citing
bad economic times as the
primary reason.

“Initially we considered
a 10-15 percent increase
but in this economy we
know that is unrealistic and
counterproductive,” said
McCarty. “But, it’s impor-
tant to mention that this
will just keep us even.”

McCarty noted the fees
for none of the special
endorsement stamps were
increased.

In addition to the fee
increases, the commission
approved a new admin-
istrative fee of $100 for
reinstatement of any rec-
reational or commer-
cial license that has been
revoked or suspended.

The commission also
authorized staff to imple-
ment a drawing for a pack-
age that includes a lifetime
hunting and fishing license
and one-year subscription
to Texas Parks & Wildlife
magazine. Entry fee for the
drawing will be $5 and will
go on sale Aug. 15 wher-
ever licenses are sold.

“God is our refuge and strength”
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Actor David Carradine found dead in Bangkok

BANGKOK (AP)

'he body of American
actor David Carradine,
best known for the 1970s
'V series “Kung Fu/
was found in a hotel room
closet with a rope tied to
his neck and genitals, and
his death may have been
caused by accidental suf
focation, Thai police said
Friday

I'he 72-year-old actor’s
body was discovered
l'hursday in his luxu-
ry suite at Bangkok’s
Swissotel Nai Lert Park
Hotel. Police initially said
they suspected suicide,
though Carradine’s
ates had questioned that
[hcnr_\

Police Lt. Gen. Worapong
Chewprecha told reporters
that Carradine was found
with a rope tied around his
genitals and another rope
around his neck

“The two ropes were tied
together,” he said. “It 1s
unclear whether he com-
mitted suicide or not or he
died of suffocation or heart
failure.”

I'hai police completed
an autopsy on Carradine
on Friday. But Police Col.
Somprasong Yenthuam,
superintendent  of  the
LLumpini police station,
which 1s handling the case,
said results would not be
ready for at least three
weeks because the cause
of death was unclear. He
called the time lag ‘“nor-
mal.”

Dr. Nanthana Sirisap,
director of Chulalongkorn
Hospital’s Autopsy Center,
told reporters that the
autopsy was conducted
because of the ‘“‘unusual
circumstances surrounding
Carradine’s death,” but did
not elaborate

Police Lt. Teerapop
Luanseng had said
l'hursday that Carradine’s
body was found ‘naked,
hanging in a closet,” and
that police at the time sus-
pected suicide

But one of Carradine’s
managers dismissed the
theory

“All we can say is, we
know David would never

have committed suicide,”
said Tiffany Smith of
Binder & Associates, his
management company
“We're just waiting for
them to finish the investi-
gation and find out what
really happened. He really
appreciated everything life
has to give ... and that’s not
something David would
ever do to himself.”

Carradine had flown to
I'hailand last week and
began work on a film titled
“Stretch™ two days before
his death, Smith said. He
had several other projects
lined up after the action
film, which was being
directed by Charles De
Meaux

Carradine was in good
spirits when he left the
U.S. for Thailand on May
29 to work on “Stretch,”
Smith said

“David was excited to do
it and excited to be a part
of it,” she said by phone
from Beverly Hills.

Filming began Tuesday,
she said, adding that the

crew was devastated by
Carradine’s death and did
not wish to speak publicly
about it for the time being.

Aurelio Giraudo, the
hotel’s general manager,
said Carradine checked
into the hotel May 31 and
he last saw him June 3. He
said Carradine chatted with
staff and even played piano
a few nights in the lobby
as well as flute which the
“guests really enjoyed.”
