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Rancher appeals water decision

A Hemphill County rancher is 
appealing a water management 
group’s decision to keep different 
amounts of groundwater in stor­
age in the giant Ogallala Aquifer 
beneath different parts of the 
Texas Panhandle.

George Arrington of Canadian 
objects to what he said is the 
restrictive policy of his county’s 
groundwater conservation district

to pump water from beneath his 
land.

In May, Groundwater 
Management Area 1 agreed to 
keep 40 percent of the ground- 
water in place for 50 years in 
the western counties of the Texas 
Panhandle, 80 percent in storage 
in one county of the eastern pan­
handle and SO percent in the rest 
of the panhandle.

Marvin “Marty” Jones, an 
Amarillo attorney with the law

firm of Sprouse, Shrader and 
Smith, who represents Arrington, 
said that setting different desired 
future conditions for a single res­
ervoir puts Arrington and other 
landowners in areas with higher 
percentages of storage at a disad­
vantage.

Arrington has sold part of his 
water rights in Hemphill County to 
Mesa Water.

Mesa Water was established by 
T. Boone Pickens a decade ago

as the purchase of water rights itj 
Roberts County north of Pampa 
by the Canadian River Municipal 
Water Authority and the City of 
Amarillo began to close in on 
Pickens’ Mesa Vista Ranch along 
the Canadian River. Pickens main^ 
tained at the time that the only 
recourse he had to realize the 
value of his groundwater was to 
pump it and sell it to the highest 
bidder.

While CRMWA and 
Amarillo focused on water 
in Roberts Coimty, Pickens 
joined other landowners, 
buying water rights or part­
nering with other landown­
ers in Roberts, Hemphill, 
Ochiltree and Lipscomb 
Counties in the northeast­
ern comer of the panhan­
dle.

The City of Amarillo 
maintains that it won’t 
develop its water rights 
until years into the future, 
but CRMWA is pump­
ing water from its Roberts 
County well field to its 11 
member cities, including 
Pampa.

As part of the state’s 
water planning process, the 
Texas Legislature created 
16 groundwater manage­
ment areas across the state 
and is having them deter­
mine the desired future 
condition of their aquifers.

G r o .u  n d w a t e r 
Management Area 1 con­
sists of four groundwater 
conservation districts in the 
panhandle, and on May 13, 
they adopted their desired 
future conditions.

White Deer-based 
Panhandle Groundwater 
Conservation District 
and Lubbock-based High 
Plains Underground Water 
Conservation District 
elected to keep SO percent 
of their water in storage for 
the next 50 years in what 
has become known as the 
50-50 mle.

Dumas-based North 
Plains Groundwater

Conservation District 
chose to keep 40 percent of 
the water in their western 
counties in storage for the 
next 50 years and 50 per­
cent in their eastern coun­
ties.

C a n a d i a n - b a s e d  
Hemphil l  County 
Underground Water 
Conservation District 
chose to keep 80 percent 
of their water in storage for 
the next 50 years.

The three counties sur­
rounding Hemphill County 
-  Lipscomb, Roberts and 
Wheeler -  all have adopt­
ed the 50-50 goal as their 
desired future condition.

Arrington said that the 
80-50 goal of Hemphill 
County is too restrictive 
and has essentially made 
his water worthless.

In negotiations over the 
past year. Mesa offered 
about 174,000 acres of 
water rights in Roberts, 
Lipscomb and Hemphill 
Counties to CRMWA. 
CRMWA said it was inter­
ested in the Roberts County 
water rights because it 
adjoins or is close to the 
water rights they already 
have, but they said they 
weren’t interested in the 
Lipscomb County water 
r i^ ts  because they were 
too far away.

CRMWA said that 
it wasn’t interested in 
Arrington’s Hemphill 
County water rights 
because of the Hemphill 
County district’s goal of 
keeping 80 percent of their 
water in the ground.

CRMWA’s salt cedar con­
trol project. Landowners 
along the Canadian River 
have agreed to join in the 
project to spray the inva­
sive plant except for one 
ranch in Oldham Coimty.

The board will consider 
authorizing a water tap off 
their aqueduct for the City 
of O’Donnell, discuss a 
low level pumping project 
and reallocating future sur­
charges.

They will also address 
their operating and main­
tenance budget for 2009- 
2010 fiscal year.

The board will hear 
reports on the Texas 
Legislative Session, the 
status of Lake Meredith’s 
water supply, administra­
tive activities, pending 
litigation, salinity control 
project and water quality.

The Canadian River 
Municipal Water Authority 
provides water fix)m Lake 
Meredith and their Roberts 
County well field for their 
11 member cities, includ­
ing Pampa.

DEAR ABBY: You 
got it all wrong with 
“Dismayed in Roswell, 
Ga.”
