The Gray County Commission 

will begin their budgeting process 
at the end of July.

County Judge Richard Peet 
announced four budget meetings 
to hammer out a new budget for 
the county’s fiscal year that begins 
Oct. 1.

The first meeting will be Friday,
July 31, following the county com-

missioners court that day. The sec­
ond will be at 9 a.m., Friday, Aug. 
7. The third will be at 9 a.m., 
Friday, Aug. 21. The fourth will be 
at 9 a.m., Tuesday, Sept. 1.

The commissioners said no to 
the appraisal district’s budget dur­
ing the Gray County Commissions 
Court meeting Wednesday.

Citing the district’s proposal to 
increase salaries at the appraisal 
district as much as 9.S percent at a

time when unemployment in Gray 
County was rising, Commissioner 
Joe Wheeley lead the charge to 
disapprove the proposed Gray 
County Appraisal District’s 2010 
budget.

Overall, commissioners said the 
proposed appraisal district bud­
get was up 4.13 percent over this 
year’s. The proposed budget must 
be passed by the IS entities that 
the district serves.

The commissioners court 
approved a new 10-year contract 
with Guardian EMS for ambu­
lance service.

The subsidy for the ambulance 
service was increased from $6,700 
per month to $7,400 per month. 
The city faces a similar contract 
renewal in August.

Skinners appeal rejeeted by federal eourt
HOUSTON (AP) — A 

federal appeals court has 
rejected a Texas inmate’s 
appeal to have his mur­
der convictions and death 
sentence thrown out over 
the New Year’s Eve, 1993, 
slaying of his girlfriend and 
her two ment^ly impaired 
sons.

The 5th U.S. Circuit 
Court of Appeals, in a rul­
ing posted late Tuesday, 
rejected 47-year-old Henry 
Watkins Skinner’s argu­
ment that defense attorneys 
at his capital murder trial 
should have used a police 
blood spatter report to bol-
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ster his defense.
Skinner was convicted of 

fatdly bludgeoning Twila 
Jeim Busby, 40, with an 
ax handle, then fatally 
stabbing her two mentally 
im pair^ sons, Elwin Caler, 
22, and Randy Busby, 20. 
The killings occurred at 
their home in Pampa in the 
Texas Panhandle.

The New Orleans-based 
court last year allowed 
Skinner’s lawyers to 
advance an app«d of the 
blood spatter report claim 
after a federal district judge 
rejected a similar a p p ^ .

“We agree with the dis­

trict court that Skinner has 
failed to demonstrate ftiat 
the omission of the report 
was sufficiently preju­
dicial,” the court wrote. 
“Even taking the report at 
face value, Skinner over­
states its implications.

Skinner argued the report 
showed that the blood on 
Elwin Caler came from his 
mother, suggesting scmie- 
one other than Skinner was 
the killer. He also argued 
his trial lawyers failed 
to uncover evidence that 
another relative of the vic­
tims* was the killer.

But the court ruled it was
ÌÉIIéini
Skinner

“not reasonably probable” 
that blood spatter evidence 
would have caused the trial 
jury to acquit Skinner.

“There was ample evi­
dence that Skinner was the 
murderer,” the court said.

Skinner’s lawyers at his 
1995 trial acknowledged 
he was present at the time 
of the killings but said 
he was passed out on the 
couch from a combination 
of alcohol and codeine and 
was too incapacitated to 
commit the slayings.

Skinner’s case came 
under scrutiny in 2000

DALLAS (AP) — 
A federal judge ruled 
Wednesday that a Dallas 
suburb illegally diminished 
the voting power of its 
growing number of Latino 
residents because of flaws 
in its current election sys­
tem and ordered city offi­
cials to modify how they 
run municipal elections.

The ruling by U.S. 
District Court Judge Jorge 
A. Solis prevents the city 
of Irving from using an 
at-large system that allows 
political candidates to 
receive votes from across 
a broad geographic area 
rather than a specific dis­
trict or precinct.

The ruling came in a 
voting rights lawsuit 
against Irving that alleged 
the at-large election sys­
tem kept Hispanics from 
being elected to local gov­
ernment positions because 
they were outpaced by a 
majority of white voters 
voting for other candi­
dates. The suit was filed in

November 2007 on behalf 
of Manuel Benavidez, an 
Irving resident who has 
twice run unsuccessfully 
for the school board.

“My hope is that this 
case brings progress and 
hope to our community and 
to communities all across 
the country,” Benavidez 
said after leaning of the 
judge’s decision. “This 
case is particularly impor­
tant right now, b ^ u s e  of 
the growing Latino popula­
tion in the city of Irving.”

The City Council plans 
to review the judge’s 
order and discuss it dur­
ing next week’s meeting, 
said Irving spokeswoman 
Laurie Kunke. In a state- 
menL Irving officials said 
they will attempt to devel­
op and agree on an election 
and redistricting plan and a 
schedule to implement it.

The Dallas suburb had 
more than 191,000 resi­
dents — 31 percent of 
them Hispanic — during 
the 2000 Census. By 2006,

thé Census Bureau ' esti­
mated nearly 42 percent of 
the city’s population was 
Latino and a majority lived 
in the suburb’s southern 
half

None of Irving’s eight 
current city council mem­
bers are Hispanic, and only 
one Latino candidate has 
won a seat on the coimcil 
in the last 20 years.

After the judge’s deci­
sion, Mayor Herbert Gears 
said city officials knew 
change was in the city’s 
future because of the lat­
est demographics. But he 
said they had not thought 
that revisions needed to be 
made now.

The ruling could have 
broader implications in cit­
ies throughout the coun­
try where the number of 
Latinos and other minority 
residents has surged, espe­
cially as the nation pre­
pares for the 2010 Census, 
said Benavidez’s attorney. 
Bill Brewer.

“We hope it contributes 
to the conversation when 
people are determining 
how inclusive we ought to 
be as we go through these

changing tim es’with the 
demographics upon us,” 
Brewer said.

Irving has been the site 
of protests in recent years. 
Latino advocates accuse 
police officers of racial pro­
filing with the intention of 
arresting suspected illegal 
immigrants to be deported. 
Irving police have denied 
that ¿heir participation in a 
federal program that allows 
them to check the immigra­
tion status of someone in 
jail has led to racial profil­
ing.

,'ries.

The National Prisoner 
of War Museum, in 
,Andersonville, Ga., said it 
expects to have a 40 per­

-cent increase in artifacts, 
. journals and other dona­
tions from former POWs 
this year compared to last 

; year. Primarily, those con­
tributions are coming ftxim 
those who fought in World 
W arn.

The number of U.S. 
POWs in World War 11, 
about 130,000, dwarfs 
those from other wars. 
There were approximate­
ly 7,000 in the Korean 
War and about 725 in the 
Vietnam War. With World 
War 11 having ended more 
than 60 years ago, the total 
number of U.S. POWs is 
shrinking fast.

Bob Patrick, director 
of the Veterans History 
Project at the Library 
of Congress’ American 
Folklife Center, said many 
aging POWs are just get­
ting around to publicly tell­
ing their tales.

“Some of them will never 
get around to it,” Patrick 
said. “It’s too difficult. 
Some of them don’t want 
to open the door again.”

'' Guardian, told commis­

The conunission autho­

rized Anne Davidson, 
director of the White Deer 
Land Museum to sign a 
contract with Arcadia 
Publishing Company for a 
book showing the pictorial 
history of Gray County.

Davidson said it would 
not cost the county or the 
museum anything. She that 
while she planned on sell­
ing the book at the museiun 
for $21.99, the museiun 
would make less that two 
dollars profit on the book.

Hahn said he is working 
with Happy State Bank, the 
county’s new bank deposi­
tory, and putting money 
in a corporate investment 
account Acre.

When POWs returned 
from World War 11, many 
kept their stories to them­
selves because they were 
afraid of being stigmatized, 
they didn’t think there was 
anj^ing unique or unusual 
about their stories or they 
wanted to forget about the 
past and move on with 
their lives.

Army Air Corps naviga­
tor Carl Hedin’s plane was 
shot down over France dur­
ing World War 11, and he 
Wits held in a German pris­
on camp for more than two 
years. Hedin, of Dallas, 
died in April at age 86.

Hedin’s widow, Gretchen 
Hedin, said her late hus­
band had been writing a 
log about his POW expe­
riences — from losing 
weight for lack of food to 
organizing camp rallies in 
which the prisoners would 
shout in unison for the 
Americans or Russians tp 
free them.

“He never did finish it,” 
she said, adding that he left 
some recordings in hopes 
his granddaughter will do
so.

In the meantime, she’s 
donating to the museum 
her husband’s photos of the 
camp as well as miniature 
soldiers and other objects 
carved from camp soap.

The Am erican
Ex-Prisoners of War, an 
Arlington, Texas-based 
association of former 
POWs and their families, 
has lost about 100 chapters 
over the past five years, 
shrinking to 250, primar­
ily because World War 
11 members have died or 
become physically unable 
to organize or attend meet­
ings, national adjutant

Clydie Morgan said.
Members often speak in 

public and to schoolchil­
dren, Morgan said.

“We’ll lose the pres­
ence of someone who went 
through these experienc­
es,” she said. “The educa­
tion they hold, the infor­
mation diey have — that’s 
what we’re going to miss. 
There is nothing like the 
real thing.”

Glendale James, of 
the Dayton suburb of 
Kettering, was captured by 
the Germans and spent six 
months in work and prison 
camps. When James, now 
84, was freed in 1945, he 
weighed only 98 pounds.

“They tried to starve you 
to death,” he said.

When he returned home, 
he never discussed his 
experiences. It /was only 
when James staged meet­
ing with fellow former 
POWs 20 years ago that he 
began to open up — and 
his POW-charged night­
mares all but disappeared, 
his wife said.

“He would carry on 
like he had been beaten,” 
Wanda James said, recall­
ing her husband’s night­
mares. “He wouldn’t talk 
about it when 1 would get 
him awake.”

Marsh, the cultural 
resources specialist, said 
that when POWs go to the 
museum to record their oral 
histories, it often brings 
staff members to tears.

“It is a very emotional 
experience to me,” said 
Marsh, whose museum has 
almost 1,000 oral histories. 
“They’re reliving what 
happened to them.”

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N igeria oil truce w o n ’t end conflict
J O H A N N E S B U R G ,  

South Afnca (AP) — A 
tnice called by Nigeria’s 
leading militant group may 
provide a brief respite in a 
conflict crippling Africa’s 
biggest oil producer but is 
unlikely to end the fight 
unless the government 
addresses decades-old 
grievances such as pollu­
tion, underdevelopment, 
corruption and lack of free­
dom.

The Movement for the 
Emancipation of the Niger 
Delta has been attacking 
oil installations, kidnap­
ping petroleum company 
employees and fighting 
government troops since 
January 2006 in what it 
calls a protest against the 
unrelenting poverty of 
people in the Niger Delta. 
Nigeria’s military has fight­
ing a losing battle against 
opponents using guerrilla 
tactics in an intricate net­
work of lagoons, creeks, 
estuaries and mangrove 
swamps stretching across 
1 million square miles (640 
million acres) — home to 
several minority groups 
and some of Africa’s larg­
est oil depxisits.

The poverty there has 
been deepened by more 
than 50 years of oil pro­
duction: soil once used for 
crops is sticky from crude 
oil leaks, rivers that used to 
provide fish are slick with 
oil and the air is acrid with 
fumes from decades of gas 
flaring.

The Movement for the 
Emancipation of the Niger 
Delta called the cease-fire 
Wednesday saying the gov­
ernment had met one of 
its demands by releasing 
ailing rebel leader Henry 
Okah. It said it wants to 
negotiate with the gov­
ernment, is busy identify­
ing envoys and hopes the 
6 0 ^ y  cease-fire will cre­

ate “an enabling environ­
ment” for negotiations.

President Umar 
Yar’Adua’s special advis­
er on the southern Delta 
region, where all Nigeria’s 
oil is produced, respond­
ed that the president was 
“sincere and committed, 
and is truly poised to turn 
the Niger Delta into a bas­
tion of peace and develop­
ment.”

But the rebel group has 
called cease-fires before, 
the government has made 
similar promises and all has 
come to naught. In January, 
the group called off a four- 
month cease-fire alleging 
that the government had 
broken it, though the gov­
ernment denied that ‘

The most pressing issue, 
one the government can 
address most speedily, is 
the 13 percent share of 
national oil revenue allo­
cated to the delta under 
Nigeria’s federal system. 
Various groups in the 
region have been demand­
ing an increase that would 
bring that share up to any­
where from 25 percent to 
100 percent of revenue.

But Yar’Adua’s govern­
ment like its predecessor, 
is showing little enthu­
siasm and faces political 
resistance from other parts 
of the country that auto­
matically must accept less 
revenue if more goes to 
the delta. The economy 
of Nigeria, Africa’s most 
populous nation of 140 
million, is almost totally 
dependent on oil.

“The fear is tiiat unless 
the government seizes this 
opportunity to show good 
faith and sincerity and 
commitment to ad(h«ssing 
the substantive issues in the 
Niger Delta, then this might 
just be an interlude before 
we get to another phase 
of violence,” said Nnamdi

Obasi, a Lagos-based ana­
lyst for the International 
Crisis Gixnqi.

Economist Peter 
Alexander Egom was 
pessim istic, saying 
Wednesday’s moves are 
“really cosmetic because 
both sides are not ready 
to give up their stand; 
The Nigerian government 
wants control of tiiat area 
and cannot do so unless 
MEND is defeated.”

Pressure on the govern­
ment could come from 
Western oil companies 
that are taking huge losses 
because of the insurgen­
cy. Nigeria was producing 
about 2.4 million barrels of 
crude a day b^bre MEND' 
launched te  most success­
ful attacks. Production Ht 
down to about 1.7 million 
barrels a day.

Yar’Adua took a concil­
iatory approach when he 
became president in 2007 
but, since he did nothing 
about the root grievances, 
nothing was resolved and 
he was persuaded to try 
force.

The military launched its 
most punishing offensive 
in years in May. As usual, 
innocent civilians suffered 
most with thousands driven 
from their homes by sol­
diers while the militants 
continued to attack oil sta­
tions and p^ lines.

Those recent attacks 
alone forced Royal Dutch 
Shell, Chevron and Agip 
to sU^ pumping more than 
SOO.obO barrels a day. 
None of the oil compa­
nies would comment on the 
cease-fire, saying tiiey do 
not get involved in poUtics.

On June 2S, Yar’Adua 
offered amnesty to all mili­
tants who surrender tiieir 
weapons and renounce 
armed struggle within 60 
days.

Militants rejected that

offer. On Sunday, the> 
struck outside the delta foi 
the first time, setting ablazt 
an oil depot and loading 
tankers in Lagos, the mos’ 
populous city.

Hours later, the gov­
ernment met one of tiit 
rebel demands and releasee 
Okah, the ailing militan’ 
leader. And Yar’Adut 
appointed a new defense 
minister, Godwin Abbe 
who has held many posi­
tions in the delta and heaeb 
the presidential committee 
on the amnesty.

Are these signs of a new 
government commitmenTi 
“There’s a lot of motior 
without movement,” Oba^ 
said.

And the milhants already 
are being criticized by com­
munity leaders in the delta 
One ethnic leader, Victoi 
Omagbomi of the Itsekir 
people, said he was unhap­
py ^ t  the government wa; 
appeasing militants insteac 
of all the delta people.
