Oil rises above $68 as rally 
extends to third w eek

AP— Oil prices rose 
above $68 a bm el Monday 
as a rally fueled by an 
improving economic and 
corporate outlook extend­
ed into a third week, even 
while analysts warned that 
maricet fundamentals did 
not support higher prices.

By mid-afteraoon in 
Europe, benchmark crude 
for September delivery 
was up 37 cents to $68.42 
a barrel in electronic trad­

ing on the New York 
Mercantile Exchange. On 
Friday, the contract rose 
89 cents to settle at $68.05.

Oil has rebounded from 
$58.78 a barrel earlier this 
month as stronger econom­
ic results from the U.S. 
and China boosted investor 
optimism.

The Dow Jones industri­
al average has risen about 
11 percent during the last 
10 days.

“Oil is completely mir­
roring equity markets,” 
said Jonathan Komafel, 
Asia director for market 
maker Hudson Capital 
Energy in Singapore. 
“There’s less risk aver­
sion so more investment in 
commodities.”

Children s books deal with divoree, pet death
DALLAS (AP) — After flops, acknowledges he’s expected it to be such a publisher, HarperCollins balance of humor and s<DALLAS (AP) — After 

Bill Cochran’s 2-year-old 
golden retriever died, the 
normally fun-loving Dallas 
advertising executive used 
his grief to turn out a heart- 
wrenching book for chil­
dren.

It was the first of two 
children’s picture books 
written by the man with a 
boisterous personality who 
once created an ad cam­
paign around a talking ham 
sandwich and spen^ his 
weekends performing with 
an improv comedy troupe. 
His second children’s Ixrak 
is also about a difficult 
subject: divorce.

“My Parents are 
Divorced, My Elbows 
Have Nicknames, and 
Other Facts About Me,” 
released this summer, fol­
lows a boy who proclaims: 
“My name is Ted and my 
parents arc divorced. But 
that doesn’t mean I’m 
weird.” He goes on to tell 
us a few more facts about 
himself: He enjoys wear­
ing capes, making soap 
Mohawks in die bathtub 
and eating cold spaghetti 
sauce out of die jar, among 
other diings.

Cochran, a 42-year-old 
clad in shorts and flip-

flops, acknowledges 
“pretty much known as a 
loud, silly guy.”

“When ‘Forever Dog’ 
first came out, no one even

expected it to be such 
teaijericer,” he said.

Maria Modugno, vice 
president and edito­
rial director at Cochran’s

publisher, HarperCollins 
Children’s Books, said 
Cochran has “a unique tal­
ent for handling delicate 
topics with just the right

balance of humor and sen­
sitivity.”

Cochran, who grew up 
in Palo Alto, Calif., started 
college thinking he would 
get an economics degree, 
but soon realized that he 
was more suited to work 
in a creative field, chang­
ing his major to theater 
and film with an emphasis 
on writing. After work­
ing on several television 
game shows in Hollywood, 
doing everything from 
writing to assisting with 
the voting machine on the 
“Love Connection,” he 
went into advertising. He’s 
worked at the Dallas adver­
tising agency The Richards 
Group for 15 years.

In his first book, “The 
Forever Dog,” a young boy 
realizes that even thou^  
his dog is gone, he will 
always have the memories 
of her — such as the dog’s 
penchant for sleeping on 
the boy’s head.

The book, published in 
2007, was inspired by the 
sudden death of his dog 
Mo ftxim a blood disease. 
Cochran, then in his late 
20s, knew he had writ­
ten something good when

Of all the horrid accu­
sations against evangelist 
Tony Alamo^— and the list 
is‘ long — it was the tes­
timony of formerly loyal 
subjects, recounting “rriar- 
riages” between their cult 
leader and girls as young as 
8, that may end his 40-year 
rule and send him to prison 
for life.

Bom Bemie Lazar 
Hoffman, the 74-ycar- 
old faces up to 175 years 

. behind bars following his 
conviction Friday on 10 
counts of transporting 
young girls across state 
lines for sexual purposes. 
Some jurors wept while 
women described being 
molested by and forced 
into sex with their decades- 

. older pastor.
, Among many who’ve 

watched Alamo’s handi­
work sirKe the 1970s — 
which produced allega­
tions including kidnapping,

- brainwashing, child abuse, 
r tax evasion and threaten- 
'■ ing a federal judge — there 
■ was never any doubt the

street-hustler-tumed-pas- 
tor should be locked away 
for good. Their question is, 
what took so long?

“This man has been run­
ning around the country 
for decades getting away 
with doing awful things 
and hurtful things to peo­
ple,” said Maik Potok of 
the Southern Poverty Law 
Center, which lists Tony 
Alamo Christian Ministries 
as a hate group for its viru­
lent anti-Catholicism and 

j homophobic leaflets.
“Law enforcement is 

, very reluctant to intervene 
in what looks like reli­
gion,” Potok said “You’ve 
got to be very careful when 
you are attacking people’s 
beliefs. There is a tendency 
to not want to violate peo­
ple’s constitutional rights.”

To understand Alamo’s 
twisted legacy and once- 
massive movement, it 

' helps to know the begin- 
. ning.

Bemie Hoffman of 
Joplin, Mo., a self-admit­
ted petty criminal, arrived 
in Los Angeles in the 
1960s, claiming he was a 
music promoter with cli­
ents including the Beatles.

- In a bar, he met a chain­

smoking aspiring actress 
named Susan Lipowitz.

Both were married to 
others. Both soon divorced. 
They married in 1966 in 
Las Vegas and legally 
changed their names to 
Tony and Susan Alamo 
for reasons that remain 
unclear.

The Alamos built a con­
gregation from runaways, 
dmg addicts, and drifters 
that littered Hollywood 
Boulevard. They started 
businesses, including mak­
ing rhinestone-studded 
denim jackets that fetched 
$500 or more.

They promised eternal 
salvation and free room 
and board. In exchange, 
they demanded total con­
trol of their followers’ 
money, communication 
and sex lives. The congre­
gation swelled to 700 or 
more and the Alamos grew 
rich.

When Susan died in 1982 
fr'om lung cancer. Alamo 
displayed her embalmed 
body in a glass coffee 
table, ordering the faithful 
to pray for her resurrection.

But defections started. 
Former members carried 
tales of corporal punish­
ment, forced marriages 
and being refused food for 
days.

fri 1987, brothers Carey 
Miller and Bob Miller fled 
the California compound, 
leaving three sons. When 
the men came back one 
night to take the boys, they 
foimd that 11-year-old 
Justin had been paddled. 
Authorities said he had 
been beaten for “misbe­
havior” including asking a 
science question in history 
class, punished with 140 
blows from a 3-foot board 
while Alamo gave orders 
via speaker phone, 

j, “Justin Miller was beat- 
 ̂ePn , th is trea ted s» id
Pennsylvania attorney 
Peter Georgiades, who 
specializes in cult cases. 
Not as punishment, he 
said, but “because they 
were trying to control all 
the other parents who were 
thinking ‘we should get out 
of here.’”

His bloodied backside 
prompted authorities to 
raid the compound, but 
Alamo was gone.

The Los Angeles District 
Attorney’s office charged

Books
‘ into tears.

Still, it took Cochran 12 
., years and a string of rejec­

tion notes to get it pub- 
_ lished.

Christopher Smith, a co- 
woiker and fellow improv 
performer, said that after 

. reading the book he real- 
' ized how much Mo’s death 

had affected Cochran. “I 
always knew Bill was a 
funny guy. ... I realized he 

 ̂was a pretty deep guy too,” 
' Smith said.

Although he hasn’t hit 
national best-seller lists 
yet, he’s still getting 
e-mails about “The Forever 

, Dog” from readers. Hollis 
 ̂Blume, 44, of Lake Bluff, 
III., e-mailed him last 
month after picking up 
the book at the library for 
her two children, 5 and 3. 

~ Blume, whose father had 
' died the week before, was 
, struck by the book’s mes­

sage, which helped her dis­
cuss her father’s death with 
her children.

“We just talked about 
r even though we won’t be 
‘ seeing Grandpa, he still 
-, is joyfril in our hearts. He

While he was incarcerat­
ed, Los Angeles prosecu­
tors dismissed their case 
against Alamo.

After Alamo left federal 
prison, he started another 
compound in the tiny town 
of-rFouke, Aak., near the 
Texas border, with about 
100 followers. He still 
preached that Armageddon 
was aroimd the comer and 
young girls made the best 
wives.

Until last September, 
when more than 100 
agents, including state 
police and the FBI, raid­
ed his Arkansas property. 
Alamo surrendered five 
days later and was denied 
bail. For the frrst time, his 
followers openly revolted.

Women were talking —

on an Internet site and to 
state police, who alerted 
the FBI. They were tired 
of being abused, they 
said. They’d been given 
to Alamo as teenagers. 
They’d seen others handed 
over at ages 8, 9 and 10.

Neighbors, angry that 
Alamo posted armed 
guards on the public road 
leading to his property, 
said they’d had enough. 
The town council got com­
plaints.

Carl Hassan, a mental 
health therapist who coun­
sels cult defectors, said 
he’d heard the abuse com­
plaints and offered help.

In 1996, terror struck the Atlanta Olympics as a 
pipe bomb exploded at Centennial Olympic Park, 
directly killing one person and injuring 111.

With Air Force Col. Eileen Collins at the controls, 
space shuttle Columbia returned to Earth, ending a 
five-day mission.

On July 20, Texans, 
Americans, and the world 
at large celebrated the 
40th anniversary of the 
first manned spaceflight to 
touch down on the Moon. 
When astronaut Neil 
Armstrong spoke those 
iconic words, he stunned 
rapt television viewers 
across our globe while 
also underscoring that 
Americans -  and Texans 
in particular -  are proud 
that NASA calls Houston 
home.

The Apollo Program 
brought us the first photo­
graphs of a distant Earth 
seen from a new perspec­
tive, as well as formidable 
advancements in technol­
ogy and medicine.

The Apollo anniversa­
ry is a reminder that we 
can overcome challenges 
and achieve great things. 
The Senate recently con­
firmed former astronaut 
Charles Bolden, Jr., as 
NASA Administrator. He 
has a daunting task ahead 
of him, as we all await 
the outcome of the White 
House-ordered review of 
the nation’s human space­
flight programs, to help 
us determine the best path 
forward, and to ensure we 
have the resources to sup­
port long term goals.

Our nation faces a pos­
sible five-year gap in the 
ability to put humans in 
space. This would occur 
between the planned retire­
ment of the space shuttle 
program next year and the 
earliest possible inaugura­
tion of the new Ares rocket

and Orion crew capsule in 
2015. Such a gap would 
greatly hinder American 
scientific research on the 
International Space Station 
because it would limit 
access; to reach the ISS, 
American astronauts would 
need to travel on foreign 
spacecraft, including those 
ftom Russia and possibly 
even China.

1 am deeply concerned 
by our dependence on for­
eign spacecraft, but even 
more so by the impact that 
a five-year gap would have 
on the creative scientists 
and engineers who support 
our manned space pro­
grams. The potential loss 
of their skills during the 
transition has long-term 
implications for our state 
and our nation.

NASA partners with 
63 universities and edu­
cational centers in Texas 
to provide new opportuni­
ties for medical research 
and technology. NASA’s 
50-year tradition of scien­
tific innovation makes it 
essential to our national 
defense. Space-based tech­
nology plays a preeminent 
role in modem warfare and 
intelligence gathering, for 
example.

NASA’s contributions 
affect ordinary Americans 
in our day-to-day lives. 
They include polymer 
fabrics that protect fire­
fighters and members of 
the military from extreme 
temperatures; break­
through medical technolo­
gies such as CAT scans 
and MRl machines; GPS

technology; the 
satellite tele­
c o m m u n ic a ­
tions network; 
memory foam; 
space blan­
kets; shock­
absorbing pad­
ding in football 
helmets; and 
advances in 
weather fore­
casting, robot­
ics, electronics, 
and search-and- 
rescue technol­
ogy.

President

once
spoke at Rice University 
and asked, “Why, some 
say, the moon? Why choose 
this as. our goal? .... Why 
does Rice play Texas? .... 
We choose to go to the 
moon in this decade and 
do the other things, not 
because they are easy, but 
because they are hard, 
because that goal will serve 
to organize and measure 
the best of our energies and 
skills.” In the same spirit, 
I believe now is the time 
for America to renew its 
commitment to the scien­
tific research embodied by 
NASA, the International 
Space Station, and a mis­
sion to Mars. Exploration, 
innovation, and discovery 
are part of the very fiber of 
our American identity.

The prowess, imagina­
tion, and courage embod­
ied by America’s aviation

community have inspired 
the world for over a cen­
tury. In only seventy 
years between 1899 and 
1969, American ingenu­
ity propelled us from the 
early exuberance over the 
Wright brothers’ biplane 
gliders, to the wonder of 
Charles Lindbergh’s first 
solo transatlantic flight, 
and to the astonishment of 
an American flag on the 
Moon.

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Texas woman spreads Bible lessons worldwide

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) 

— Spread the Word.
That’s simply what she 

does — and has done for 
40 years.

Etorothy Hilton, who will 
soon be 92, spread Bible- 
related materials wherever 
she could after making her 
first audio recording on a 
seven-inch reel of tape in 
1969.

Some of the Bible teach­
ing tapes, sent around the 
world, became a perpetual- 
motion generator for her 
ministry.

“I would just pick up 
the phone and it would be 
England, someone saying, 
‘I found a reel tape in the 
attic, and it’s fascinating. 
Do you have more?”’

Hilton primarily pub­
lished the lessons taught at 
Lubbock Bible Church by 
the Rev. Charles Clough in 
the 1970s, under her minis­
try of Alpha Omega Tapes. 
There were 1,550 of the 
lessons, and she had the 
entire collection.

For the past 17 years, 
though, she has become 
a part of the correspon­
dence work done by the 
Lubbock-based Exodus 
Prison Ministry, which 
sends its study books to 
thousands of inmates.

She sometimes needs a 
walker to move to the copy 
machine after suffering a 
fall three years ago, but 
that doesn’t seem to limit 
her portion of the work in 
producing 55,000 books a 
year.

The volunteers who staff 
Exodus get no pay for pub­
lishing the Bible lessons, 
but no one complains, least 
of all Hilton; “It means 
putting out God’s word, 
and what a privilege. How 
much greater privilege 
could you have than to 
share his word?”

She said her philosophy 
is based on the Bible, and 
recommends it to others.

“It’s really sad to be 
an atheist and not have a 
hope,” she said.

Carla Hilton remembers 
watching her mother’s 
ministry while growing up.

“She lives for sharing 
Christ with whoever will 
hear — that’s been her 
whole goal in life. And her 
passion is how the prophe­
cies in the Bible are now 
playing out in history,” said 
Hilton, a nursing teacher in 
Lubbock.

She added, “Another of 
her passions is Israel. She 
knows that history circles 
around Israel, and that it 
will culminate with what 
God is going to do with 
Israel.”

Joyce Hargis, director of 
Exodus, said Dorothy is 
the most evangelistic per­
son she has ever met.

“She keeps us busy. 
When Dorothy gets to 
heaven, they will no lon­
ger call it a ’land of rest,’ 
because she will put every­
one to work.”

Carla remembers that 
other work involved Child 
Evangelism and teaching 
Sunday School.

“But after the tape min­
istry was established, she 
would spend hours and 
hours counseling people 
in the tape shop when 
she wasn’t running tapes. 
She would counsel people 
who were down and out 
or discouraged, or were 
just wanting to know about 
Christ.”

Dorothy thinks the prison 
ministry is proving effec­
tive.

“We get notes that tell 
us that it’s changed their 
lives,” she said. “They 
always wind up, ‘Pray for 
my family.’ They also want 
their family won to Christ.”

She sums up her faith this 
way: “It means eternal life. 
It means the only hope that 
anyone has — to hope for 
heaven, and to honor and 
glorify the Lord while you 
are here.”

Astronauts go out on

June home sales rise ii pereent
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

New home sales jumped in 
June by the largest amount 
in more than eight years as 
buyers took advantage of 
bargain prices, low inter­
est rates and a federal tax 
credit for first-time hom­
eowners.

While home prices are 
still falling, the figures 
released Monday were 
another sign the housing 
maricet is finally bouncing 
back. Data out last week 
showed home resales rose 
3.6 percent in June, the 
third straight monthly 
increase.

Shares of big homebuild­
ers soared on the news, 
with Beazer Homes USA 
up by more than 13 percent 
and Hovnanian Enterprises 
rising 8 percent. But with 
home prices still falling, 
these companies won’t be 
making much money any­
time soon.

The Commerce
Department said new home 
sales rose 11 percent in 
June to a seasonally adjust-

ed annual rate of 384,000, 
fix)m an upwardly revised 
May rate of 346,000.

Buyers are rushing to tax 
advantage of a federal tax 
credit that covers 10 per­
cent of the home price or 
up to $8,000 for first-time 
buyers. Home sales need 
to be completed by the end 
of November for buyers to 
take advantage.

“The window of oppor­
tunity is closing,” said 
Bernard Markstein, senior 
economist for the National 
Association of Home 
Builders.

June’s results were the 
strongest sales pace since 
November 2008 and 
exceeded the forecasts of 
economists surveyed by 
Thomson Reuters, who 
expected a pace of 360,000 
units. The last time sales 
rose so dramatically was in 
December 2000.

Sales have risen for three 
straight months. The medi­
an sales price of $206,200, 
however, was down 12 per­
cent from $234,300 a year

earlier and down nearly 6 
percent from $219,000 in 
May.

There were 281,000 new 
homes for sale at the end 
of June, down more than 
4 percent from May. At 
the current sales pace, that 
represents 8.8 months of 
supply — the lowest level 
since October 2007. If that 
number falls to just over 
6 months, analysts say, 
builders will feel more 
comfortable ramping up 
construction.

Fallout from the housing 
crisis has played a cen­
tral role in the U.S. reces­
sion, now the longest since 
World War II. Foreclosures 
have spiked, homebuilders 
have slashed construction, 
and financial companies 
have lost billions.

But it will still be a 
while before homebuild­
ers tiun into an engine for 
the economic recovery. 
Construction levels are 
still Weak because builders 
still have too many unsold 
homes sitting vacant.

CAPE CANAVERAL, 
Fla. (AP) — After a week- 
and-a-half together, astro­
nauts aboard the linked 
shuttle and station are tak­
ing their last spacewalk.

Christopher Cassidy and 
Thomas Marshbum ven­
tured out Monday morning 
on the fifth and final space- 
walk.

Endeavour will undock 
from the international 
space station Tuesday. The 
mission created the largest 
space gathering ever, with 
13 people.

Rangers rock Royals bullpen in 7-2 w in

D i Santo, M alouda score 
for Chelsea in 2-0 win

ARUN(]TON, Texas 
(AP) Franco DiSanto 
ind Florent Malouda each 
set up the other for a goal 
in the span of two minutes 
in the second half to lead 
Chelsea to a 2-0 win over 
Club America on Sunday 
in the final game of the 
World f ootball Challenge.

Malouda took a pass 
from Ashley Cole and 
chipped it in front of the 
goal, where DiSanto beat 
Club America goalkeeper 
Armando Navarrete to the 
ball and knocked it into the 
net in the 76th minute.

Two minutes later, 
DiSanto. a halftime substi­
tute, beat defender Oscar 
Rojas along the end line 
and dropped a ball back to 
Malouda, who fired it past 
Navarrete from about 12 
yards out.

“It is very important for 
a young player like me to

take advantage of every 
single opportunity,” said 
DiSanto, 20, who made 16 
appearances as a sub last 
season. “I’m just begin­
ning with the Chelsea and 
I want to stay here.”

Chelsea went undefeated 
in wiruiing the four-team, 
round robin-style tourna­
ment, which was played in 
six cities across the United 
States over the last week. 
Club America was second, 
one point ahead of Inter 
Milan. AC Milan finished 
fourth.

The goals came about 1S 
minutes after Club America 
failed to capitalize on two 
of its best scoring opportu­
nities. In the 61st minute, 
Chelsea goalkeeper Ross 
Turnbull pushed Enrique 
Esqueda’s shot wide. 
Two minutes later, Pavel 
Pardo’s ftee kick from 35 
yards out glanced off the
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KANSAS CITY, Mo. 
(AP) — Dustin Nippert 
allowed one hit in a stellar 
job of relief pitching, and 
the Texas Raiogers scored 
seven times off the Kansas 
City bullpen in a 7-2 vic­
tory over the Royals on 
Sunday.

Nippert was forced into 
action when Rangers starter 
Kevin Millwood left after 
two irmings with tightness 
in his left gluteus. He gave 
up a run in the seventh 
on Alex Gordon’s single, 
the only hit he allowed. 
Nippert (3-0) walked two, 
hit a batter and struck out 
one in 4 2-3 irmings.

The game was scoreless 
until the seventh, when 
Royals second baseman 
Alberto Callaspo dropped 
Ian Kinsler’s pop up with 
two outs, allowing Nelson 
Cruz to score. Michael 
Young and Marlon Byrd

contributed run-producing 
singles after that.

Ron Mahay (1-1), the 
first of four relievers, faced 
two batters and gave up 
two hits to take the loss for 
the Royals. They’ve lost 11 
of 12 overall.

Kansas City starter 
Sidney Ponson pitched six 
scoreless innings, lowering 
his ERA fi’om 7.63 to 6.79. 
He held the Rangers to five 
hits while striking out four 
and walking three.

The Rangers led 3-1 
going into the eighth, but 
scored four runs on three 
hits, including Andruw 
Jones’ 15th home nm to 
lead off the inning. The 
inning also included RBI 
singles by Michael Young 
and Kinsler, while anoth­
er run scored on David 
Murphy’s ground out.

In his past four outings, 
Cruz has allowed 10 hits

and 12 runs.
Young had three hits and 

rove in two runs.
Miguel Olivo’s two-out 

single in the second off 
Millwood was the only 
hit the Royals had before 
Gordon’s single in the 
seventh drove in Mark 
Teahen. Nippert retired the 
first 11 batters he faced. 
John Buck’s single in the 
ninth scored Caliapso with 
the final run.

Club America was 
without star goalkeeper 
Guillermo Ochoa, who ear­
lier in the day led Mexico 
to a 5-0 win over the United 
States in the championship 
of the CONCACAF Gold 
Cup. Coach Jesus Ramirez 
took several players off the 
field in the second half, 
saying he was saving them 
for an upcoming match 
against Mexican club San 
Luis.

“It is hard to take off 
most of our starting team 
because everybody wanted

to continue on die field,” 
Ramirez said through a 
translator. “We have to be 
smart, because we need 
most our players ready for 
this Wednesday.”

The game was the second 
sporting event at the new 
Cowboys Stadium, which 
last week was the site of a

pair of Gold Cup quarter­
final matches. Tlie crowd 
of 57,229 mostly favored 
Club America, but was 
about 25,000 fewer than 
the turnout last week to see 
Mexico’s national team.
