Oil jumps on weak dollar, manufacturing strength
COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) — Oil 

and natural gas prices rose quickly 
Monday on the weakening dollar 
and new signs of life from manu­
facturers that suggest the recession 
may be loosening its grip.

Elenchmark crude for September 
delivery rose $1.73 to $71.18 a 
barrel on the New York Mercantile 
Exchange. It was the third straight 
day of substantial increases for 
the energy futures markets and the 
first time in a month that crude has 
traded above $70.

Natural gas, a major source of 
power generation, spiked by 7 per­
cent on a day when both China and 
the United States reported stronger 
manufacturing activity.

Production from U.S. manufac­

turers jumped to its highest level 
in more than two years last month 
with new orders to stock retail 
shelves.

The decline in manufacturing 
has been slowing since December 
and officials with the Institute 
for Supply Management, a trade 
group of purchasing executives, 
said Monday that signs of growfti 
in the sector could emerge as early 
as next monfti.

Manufacturing in China expand­
ed at its fastest clip in a year, 
according to a survey by Hong 
Kong brokerage CLSA Asia- 
Pacific Markets.

Still, crude has been rising for 
the past several weeks on the 
downward trend for die U.S. dol­

lar.
The dollar index reached its low­

est point since September against 
the euro on Monday.

Money floods into equities mar­
kets when the dollar falls because 
products like crude are priced in 
the U.S currency. Oil can be used 
as a hedge against inflation and it 
also becomes cheaper when the 
dollar falls.

Still, energy experts believe the 
price of oil and natural gas may 
be higher than they should be right 
now.

A barrel of crude reached as 
high as $71.95 in midday trading, 
a price some believe will give way 
soon.

“Even though I believe that we

are setting up for a correction of 
epic propoitions, we still have to 
respect me markets movement and 
its blind ambition,” said Phil Flyim 
of Alaron Trading. “If oil closes 
above $72 we m i^ t  have to admit 
that we were premature calling 
for a high for the year. Yet even 
if oil exceeds that level, the drop 
in price will be much stronger at a 
later time.”

Oil prices seesawed last week 
before surging Thursday and 
Friday as investors bet that crude 
demuid, which has been tepid this 
summer, will eventually pick up as 
the economy improves.

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Turbulence injures 26 on flight County
MIAMI (AP) — More than two 

dozen people were hurt when a 
~Continental Airlines jet hit turbu­
lence on a flight from Brazil to 
Texas, forcing ¿ e  plane to make an 

.emergency landing in Miami early 
Monday, officials said.

Four people were seriously injured 
and another 22 were in stable condi­
tion with bumps and bruises, Miami- 
Dade Fire Rescue spokesman Elkin 
Sierra said. A total of 13 people were 
taken to local hospitals.

Continental Flight 128 was travel-

ing from Rio de Janeiro to Houston 
with 168 people on board when it 
was diverted, Miami International 
Airport spokesman Marc Henderson 
says.

Federal Aviation Administration 
spokeswoman Kathleen Bergen says 
the plane landed safely at 5:30 a.m. 
The plane reported hitting severe 
turbulence at 4:30 a.m.

Houston-based Continental did not 
immediately respond to messages left 
for a sp<Aesman.

Those not seriously injured would

be flown on to Houston, the airport 
spokesman said.

Henderson said the plane was 
scheduled to return to Houston, 
though he did not know what time. 
The uninjured passengers remained 
on the plane nearly three hours after 
landing. Because it was an interna­
tional flight, “if they get ofT, they 
have to be cleared, and I am not 
aware that they have been cleared off 
the plane.”

G oogle C E O  
leaves Apple  
board as 
companies 
compete

Apple Inc. said Monday 
that Schmidt would have 

. had to recuse himself from 
large portions of the com­
pany’s board meetings to 
avoid potential conflicts of 
interest.

0 “Therefore, we have 
mutually decided that now 
is the right time for Eric 
to resign his position on 
Apple’s Board,” Apple 

:CEO Steve Jobs said in a 
statement.

Schmidt had been on 
Apple’s board since 
■August 2006. His resigna- 

ftion comes as the Federal 
Trade Commission is look­
ing into whether Google 
Inc.’s common ties with 
Apple might discourage 
competition. ”

Just a few months ago, 
Schmidt expressed confi­
dence that such an inquiry 
into his role on Apple’s 
board won’t frnd any evi­
dence that the ties between 
the two companies throttle 
competition in such areas 
as mobile phones.

He said in May, in a 
media session ahead of 
Google’s annual share­
holder meeting, that he 
hasn’t considered stepping 
down as an Apple director 
because he doesn’t view 
the company as a “primary 
competitor.”

Google’s Android oper­
ating system is used in 
mobile devices that com­
pete with Apple’s iPhone. 
And Google is develop- 

. ing a free operating system 
based on its Web browser. 
Chrome, a potential rival

to Apple’s Mac systems.
Google has recently 

turned its 2007 acquisi­
tion of GrandCentral into 
Google Voice, which 
assigns a unique phone 
number to each user and 
lets the user direct calls to 
that number to any other 
phone line.

Relationships between 
the two company 
haven’t always been 
smooth. On Friday, the 
Federal Communications 
Commission sent letters 
to Apple and Google — 
as well as Apple’s iPhone 
partner in the United 
States, AT&T Inc. — 
seeking more information 
on Apple’s rejection of 
Google Voice’s applica­
tion for the iPhone.

The popularity of 
Apple’s iPhone, now in its 
third iteration, is soaring 
even amid the recession. 
The company said in July 
it sold more than 5.2 mil- 

the U.S.

what it sold in the same 
period a year earlier.

Google’s Android oper­
ating system currently runs 
on the T-Mobile G l, which 
went on sale last year. The 
second “Google phone” 
from T-Mobile goes on 
sale this week. Google’s 
goal is to make Android 
the operating system for 
phones across the industry, 
so it gives away the soft­
ware for free for any phone 
maker to incorporate.

Other members of 
Apple’s board include for­
mer U.S. Vice President A1 
Gore, Genentech chairman 
Arthur D. Levinson and 
Andrea Jung, the chair­
woman and CEO of Avon 
Products.

General services director Kristine Ondrias says 
water to drink is more important than recreational 
water.

Kerrville’s summer adult softball leagues also 
have been canceled for the rest of the summer, 
because of a lack of water to maintain the fields.

Kerville is a city of nearly 22,000, located 60 miles 
northwest of San Antonio.

This much we know for 
sure: We’re not there yet.

Maybe it’s time to inject 
a little of what seems to 
motivate us best. Cash 
money. Or in the case of 
a local experiment, a pre- 
loaded debit card.

The Tuition Incentive 
Program, a joint project of 
Austin Community College 
and the Austin Independent 
School District, u ^  pri­
vate money to pay tutors 
about $12 an hour to help 
Eastside Memorial High 
School fteshmen deal with 
one of life’s great myster­
ies: algebra.

Here’s the new part: 
Students got $6 an hour 
for participating. The 
results were encouraging 
(participants’ performance 
increased) and discourag­
ing (of the 115 ninth-grad­
ers, only 16 signed up and 
only nine completed the 
program).

Former Atistin Mayor 
Bruce Todd, ftie program’s 
driving force, has no hesi­
tation about paying kids to 
do somediing they should 
want to do without remu­
neration. He sees an imme­
diate-reward version of 
what drives us all to study.

“Why did we go to col­
lege and sweat d m u ^  all 
that trial and tribulation?” 
Todd said.

Back when he was 
mayor, Todd was involved 
wifti an AMD internship 
program. He had an odd 
request: D n^  the prospec­
tive interns at dw far end 
of the parking lot and make 
them walk to the building.

**I wanted those Idds to 
walk by all those new cars 
in the parking lot,” Todd 
recalled, eager for them to 
make the g o ^  job/nice car 
connection. ”b  that materi­
alistic? Yes.”

So how fiff should we 
go in more immediate eco­
nomic irxsentive?

Says Todd, ^Government 
gives away money all the 
time to people. For food, 
emergency housing, health

care, not to mention giving 
back to older folks in our 
community, some of whom 
are quite wealthy, by fieez- 
ing valuations on homes.”

And, when spent effec­
tively, nothing comes close 
to education when it comes 
to return on investment of 
tax dollars.

The TIP report, thou^  
with a caveat warning its 
results “should be inter­
preted with caution” 
because so few kids par­
ticipated, noted that 75 
percent of those who did 
said “I would participate 
again in a math tutoring 
program that pays incen­
tive money.”

Only 25 percent said “I 
would participate again 
in math tutoring program 
that does not pay incentive 
money.”

Todd, though evangelis­
tic on his privately fimded 
tutoring program, is not 
ready to pay kids to go to 
class. But he does believe 
paid tutoring could be part 
of the big-picture solution.

TIP participant Fernando 
Carrillo told the American- 
Statesman he used the 
money on his debit card 
to buy clothes and a Game 
Boy. It’s not a new car in 
the corporate parking lot, 
but it’s a start on the right 
path.

“Good for him,” Todd 
said of Carrillo. “He used 
the money for someftiing 
that satisfied him. And 
his performance improved 
dramatically by being 
tutored.”

ACC’S Marisa Seene, 
who coordinated the pro­
gram, said, “It was defi­
nitely the money that 
brought them in.

“But I don’t think it 
was the money that kept 
ftiem in,” she said, noting 
the progress the kids saw 
themselves making.

So how far would you be 
willing to go in paying kids 
to learn? Would you be OK 
wifti the use of tax dollars 
to pay kids to get tutored?

What about using tax dol­
lars to keep a kid from an 
economically challenged 
family in school by giving 
a grant equal to the amount 
of money the Idd could 
earn by quitting school to 
flip bwKers?

It’s radical, and prob­
ably would involve a tax 
hike. But it’s likely to save 
you money in the long nm. 
Cities with education prob­
lems far more challenging 
than Austin’s already are 
further down the road on
usmg money as incentive.

Washington, D.C.’s leg­
endary bad public schools 
have a “Capital Gains” pro­
gram paying students up to 
SI00 every two weeks for 
good attendance, behavior 
and academic performance.

That program was 
derived fixim a New Yoik 
City one offering up to 
$500 a year for showing 
up in class and doing well 
on standardized tests.

Nonsense? Or a forward- 
thinking nod to what moti­
vates people?

The Dallas 
Morning News 
on President 
Obama*s 
school data 
cash:

Here’s the latest in the 
data revolution, the Next 
Big Thing in education. 
This Obama administration 
proposal isn't something 
Texas Education Agency 
officials should turn up 
their nose at, either:

President Barack Obama 
and Education Secretary 
Ame Duncan announced 
last month that states will 
gain access to $315 million 
in federal funds to expand 
their school data systems. 
Obama and Duncan rightly 
believe that giving teach­
ers and principals access to 
real-time information about 
how students are doing can 
help them iminove student 
performance.

“Data enables action,” 
is how Lwi Fey of the 
Michael and Susan Dell 
Foundation put it in a 
recent editorial board inter­
view. She should know. 
The foundation has qjent 
millions nationwide to help 
districts better access data.

Districts may have good 
information, but schools 
can’t get to it because it

is “siloed” in a way that 
makes accessibility moot. 
The Dells are trying to 
change this by helping 
schools create more easily 
accessible data systems.

The Obama proposal is 
a nice complement to that 
effort, so the TEA should 
be all over it. The state can 
draw down some of this 
money if it puts together a 
proposal.

Good data systems help 
school districts train their 
teachers. Schools can use' 
the information to analyze- 
how individual classrooms 
work or don’t work. If the 
data show that a class is' 
falling behind in a par­
ticular area of, say, math, 
the principal can work- 
wifti the teacher on strate­
gies to reach more kids. 
(Houston’s school district 
used its data system to pin­
point ftie four lowest-per-‘ 
forming math teachers. As 
it turns out, they were in 
one school, so the district 
was able to zero in on that 
school.)

The data revolution is 
about giving schools the 
tools they need to bet­
ter manage their work. 
Orlando Riddick, W.T. 
White H i^  School’s prin­
cipal, explains how he 
once received data about 
his school in paper reports. 
Now, data flow quick­
ly online, giving him an 
instant snapshot.

None of this New Big 
Thing makes sense if it 
doesn’t help students real­
ize their potential. But 
that’s what’s exciting about 
Obama’s proposal. Top- 
notch data systems allow 
teachers to better identify 
a student’s strengths. Wifti 
that information in hand, 
they can then help them 
achieve at higher levels.; 
For students ftxim disad­
vantaged families, which ̂ 
we have no shortage of' 
in Texas, this can be the. 
ticket out of poverty.

Go for it, Austin. The 
deadline for an application;

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Texas drought takes toll on waterways
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AUSTIN, Texas — A 
scotching one-two punch of 
prolonged low rainfall and 
record high temperatures in 
central and souUiem Texas 
is stressing fish and other 
aquatic creatures, especially 
rare species that depend on 
spring flows, and decreased 
river flows are sending salt 
content in mid-coast bays 
soaring. Nonetheless, biolo­
gists say fishing is actu­
ally good in many parts of 
Texas, and some fisheries 
could even improve long­
term.

“It’s not as bad as the 
drought of record in the 
1950s, but if it continues 
through summer and into 
fall, we’ve got a problem,” 
said Cindy LoefHer, a 
water resource expert with 
Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department.

“What’s made this so bad 
is the record heat. Unless 
something miraculous hap­
pens, this will be the hottest 
month in Texas ever, not 
just the hottest July.”

Reports from TPWD 
Inlarid Fisheries Division 
biologists in various Texas 
regions paint a varying 
view of drought impacts 
on fishing and aquatic life, 
depending on which part of 
the state they’re reporting 
from.

According to the U.S. 
Drought Monitor, about a 
quarter of the state is in 
extreme or exceptional 
drought, an area bounded 
roughly by Del Rio on the 
west, the Austin area on 
the north, on the east from 
a line near Bryan down 
to Victoria and extending 
into South Texas below 
Kingsville. Outside this 
area, especially in East and 
North Texas, higher rain­
fall has meant more typical 
summer water resource and 
fishing and boating condi­
tions, although tempera­
tures have hit record highs 
statewide.

In hard-hit Central Texas, 
Stephan Magnelia, TPWD 
inland fisheries biologist 
in San Marcos, says the 
drought could end up mak­
ing fishing better in the long 
run on lakes like Travis 
and Buchanan. Short-term, 
Magnelia expects poor year 
classes yielding lower num­
bers of largemouth bass 
and white bass. He said 
the good news is there is 
lots of terrestrial vegetation 
growing in the exposed lake 
beds, and when the water 
rises there should be good 
conditions for survival of 
yoimg hsh and strong year 
classes of game fish.

Meanwhile, other scien­
tists in Central Texas are 
nervously watching endan­
gered species that depend 
on spring flows, some of 
which have dropped sharp­
ly-

Laurie E)ries is an envi­
ronmental scientist with 
the City of Austin who 
monitors the endangered 
Buton Sidings salamander, 
which lives only in sev­
eral springs in and around 
Barton S^aings Pool in the 
city’s Zilker Park. Dries 
said average abundance of 
salamanders in 2008 was 
703 at Eliza Spring, but 
that’s down to 159 so far 
in 2009, with only 69 sala­
manders found in the last 
count. In the pool (techni­
cally Parthenia Spning), the 
2008 average was 178, but 
that’s down to 153 so ^  in 
2009, with only 13 in the 
last survey.

“The drought will kill 
them if [spring] flows 
get too low,” Dries said. 
“Sunken Garden, which 
gets the lowest flow of the 
Barton Springs system, 
looks more like a pond than 
a spring. I don’t know if 
there are salamanders there 
— we haven’t seen any 
there at the surface for a 
year or more.”

Dries said a key problem 
is low dissolved oxygen in 
the water caused by low 
flows-besides killing sala­
manders outright, this will 
inhibit reproduction and 
erode the population over 
time. She said if salaman­
ders go extinct in the wild, 
there are backup plans to 
reintroduce captive bred 
salamanders, though she 
said that would be a last 
ditch attempt and the spe­
cies won’t survive without 
good habitat in the wild.

The flow out of San 
Marcos Springs, a major 
spring which feeds the San 
Marcos and Guadalupe 
Rivers, has declined to 
about half of the long­
term median flow rate of 
180 cubic feet per sec­
ond, according to the U.S. 
Geological Survey Real- 
Time Water Data for Texas 
Web site.

One result is that TPWD 
and U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Servicq scientists have 
had to transplant stands of 
endangered native Texas 
wild-rice to deeper water 
sections along the San 
Marcos River, where for the 
fust time since the record 
drought of the 1950s bota­
nists report seeing exposed 
river bed in certain areas. 
They say the good news 
is San Antonio water con­
servation measures appear 
to be helping to maintain 
Edwards Aquifer levels, so 
spring flows aren’t as low 
as some had feared.

On the central coast, 
where drought-stricken riv­
ers like the Colorado and 
Guadalupe drain into bays 
and estuaries, low river 
inflows mean high bay 
salinity.

“On Monday we did a bag

seine sample where salinity 
in Aransas Bay went over 
40 parts per diousand for 
the first time since 1997,” 
said Karen Meador, Aransas 
Bay ecosystem leader with 
TPWD in Rockport. “It was 
41.5 ppt, extremely high, in 
Port Bay at the south end 
of Copano Bay. The good 
news is we did catch some 
small, juvenile spotted seat- 
rout (speckled trout), so 
they’re surviving so far.”

Meador said although 
this high sah content is at 
the upper reaches of fish 
tolerance level for Aransas 
populations, there has been 
a fairly gradual salinity 
increase since early 2008, 
so marine organisms have 
been able to adapt fairly 
well. She said oysters are 
suffering from high salin­
ity, as are some less toler­
ant species of ecologically 
important seagrass such as 
widgeon grass.

Recreational fishermen 
in the Aransas Bay system 
“seem to be doing okay 
with red drum (redfish) 
and black drum, and some 
guides are doing okay with 
spotted seatrout,” Meador 
said. She added “some 
weekend anglers are com­
plaining they’re not catch­
ing the trout in the Rockport 
area, although longtime 
guides here are not hav­
ing problems catching their 
limit.”

Recreational fishermen 
in the Aransas Bay system 
“seem to be doing okay 
with red drum and black 
drum, and some guides are 
doing okay with trout,” 
Meador said. She added 
“some weekend anglers 
are complaining they’re 
not catching trout in the 
Rockport area, though long­
time guides here are not 
having problem catching 
their limit.”

Todd Neahr, TPWD 
coastal fisheries biologist 
for the large Upper Laguna 
Madre bay system south 
of Corpus Christi, said 
salinities there have gone 
from a fanuaiy average of 
36 parts per thousand to 
50 ppt on average in July, 
with a range from 41-to- 
71. However, he said most 
fish and other creatures in 
the Laguna Madre -are used 
to sporadic droughts, and 
some fish, like the sheeps- 
head minnow, can tolerate 
hyper salinity up to 100 ppt.

In the Panhandle, TPWD 
Inland Fisheries Biologist 
Charlie Munger said there 
are very low water levels 
on a number of area lakes, 
except Alan Henry. Perhaps 
counter-intuitively, he said 
“As lake levels go down, 
the fishing can get real 
good, because the fish are 
more concentrated and the 
anglers get a better shot at 
them.” Munger said the big­

gest fishing impact is Palo 
Duro Reservoir, which was 
almost 2,000 acres in size 
and has shrunk to almost 
50 acres. However, he said 
water level declines have 
been gradual enough so 
populations have a chance 
to adjust, and as a result 
there haven’t been any real­
ly big fish kills.

In other regions, biolo­
gists report some great fish­
ing, despite the drought and 
heat.

“Water levels at most 
major reservoirs in my 
area of South Texas are at 
or near frill,” said Randy 
Myers with TPWD in San 
Antonio. “Along the Rio 
Grande, Lake Amistad has 
been near conservation pool 
since September 2008 and 
Falcon was recently about 
10 feet below full.” He 
explained heavy rainfall in 
northern Mexico discharg­
ing into the Rio Grande 
helped fill Amistad and 
Falcon. He said Calaveras 
and Braunig Reservoirs near 
San Antonio are kept frill 
with water pumped from 
the San Antonio River.

“Sport flsh are abundant 
in all four of these water 
bodies and South Texas 
anglers are enjoying fan­
tastic fishing success as a 
result,” Myers said.

Conversely, Myers said 
water levels at Medina and 
Brady Reservoirs are very 
low causing boat angler 
access to be very difficult. 
Medina has been near 40 
feet low and Brady about 
10 feet below conservation 
pool. Sport fish populations 
in both are in average con­
dition, but on the decline 
as a result of the drought- 
induced low water levels.

In other regions, includ­
ing East and West Texas, 
TPWD biologists reported 
no serious drought-related 
fisheries impacts so far. 
But they did emphasize the 
importance of controlling 
invasive species and restor­
ing native habitat so that 
aquatic ecosystems are bet­
ter able to handle pressures 
like drought.

Mukhtar Farooqi in San 
Angelo said on top of low 
rainfall and water levels, 
some western lakes are 
impacted by toxic golden 
alga blooms, and he said 
watershed management 
(including saltcedar and 
mesquite control) could 
turn out to be very signifi­
cant for water quality and 
quantity in the region.

Mark Webb in Bryan said 
the coming shift fixim reli­
ance on ground water to 
surface water in the Conroe 
and Houston areas could 
mean average summer res­
ervoir fluctuations might 
move from about two feet 
to possibly six feet or more.

Saltalamacchia, Feldman
lead Rangers over Mariners

ARLINGTON, Texas 
(AP) — Scott Feldman 
put his worst start of the 
season in his rearview
mirror.

Feldman pitched seven 
strong innings, Jarrod 
Saltalamacchia broke a tie 
with a two-run homer in 
the seventh, and the Texas 
Rangers beat the Seattle 
Mariners 4-2 on Sunday 
night.

On Wednesday, Detroit 
knocked Feldman around 
for six runs and 10 hits 
in 2 1-3 innings of a 13-5 
Tigers victory.

This time, Feldman (10- 
4) was a whole lot bet­
ter, allowing two runs and 
five hits with four strike­
outs and two walks.

“There was nothing 
good to take from it so 1 
just tried to forget about 
it. go out there tonight and 
pitch better,” Feldman 
said. “1 had better com­
mand of my fastball and 
my off-speed stuff too. 
Everything was a lot bet­
ter.”

Feldman extended his 
career-best win total and 
assumed the team lead in 
victories as the Rangers 
won for the 11th time in 
14 games.

Feldman lefi a tie game, 
and the offense set him up 
for the decision.

Nelson Cruz led off 
the seventh with a single 
off reliever Jack White 
(2-2). One out later, 
Saltalamacchia belted 
White’s first pitch off the 
foul pole in right field for 
his ninth homer of the sea-

son.
“1 was just looking for 

a pitch up to try to drive 
in the gap to score a run,” 
Saltalamacchia said. “The 
last thing we wanted to do 
was to go extra innings. 
We wanted to get the lead 
and keep it and let our 
bullpen do what they’ve 
done all year long. He lefi 
a curveball right there and 
1 got a good wood it. 1 
thought it was going foul 
but thankfully it stayed 
straight.”

C.J. Wilson got three 
outs for his 13th save in 
IS chances, but it wasn’t
easy.

Wilson hit Russell 
Branyan with a pitch 
and gave up a single to 
Jose Lopez. The runners 
advanced to second and 
third on a ground out, 
but Wilson struck out

Jack Hannahan and Jack 
Wilson.

The game ended in con­
troversy when Wilson 
insisted that the final 
pitch tipped off his bat 
for a foul ball. But home 
plate umpire D.J. Reybum 
ruled that Wilson swung 
and missed at the pitch 
in the dirt, and when 
Wilson didn’t run to first, 
Saltalamacchia grabbed 
the ball and tagged Wilson 
out to end the game.

While the Rangers 
spilled out of their dugout 
to celebrate, the umpir­
ing crew huddled on the 
infield. Afier a quick con­
sultation, Reybum gave 
the out sign.

“1 know 1 got a piece of 
it,” Wilson said. “I didn’t 
get a lot, but 1 make a lot 
of contact, especially with 
two strikes. If I swing and 
miss. I’m running to first. 
So I was getting ready 
for the next pitch, and the 
next thing I knew, I was 
out. It was a tough way to 
end the game.”

David Murphy and 
Michael Young also hom- 
ered for the Rangers, who 
remain four games behind 
the Los Angeles Angels 
in the AL West and trail 
Boston by V/i games in 
the wild card race.

Ichiro Suzuki had two 
hits for the Mariners, 
who’ve lost seven of 10 
and are 4-10 against Texas 
this season.

Feldman allowed one hit 
over the first five iimings 
— Suzuki’s single in the 
fourth — before rutming 
into trouble in the sixth 
when the Mariners loaded 
the bases with nobody out.

Branyan’s RBI ground 
out got the Mariners even

at 1, and Lopez’s bloop 
single made it 2-1.

Young’s leadoff homer 
in the sixth off the top of 
the wall in lefi-center tied 
it at 2.

Rangers second base- 
man Omar Vizquel made 
a heady defensive play 
in the sixth to send the 
speedy Suzuki back to 
the dugout. Suzuki led 
off with a single and 
Branyan hit a pop-up into 
short right field. Vizquel 
allowed the ball to drop, 
then fired to second for a 
forceout on Suzuki.

“Getting Ichiro off the 
basepaths is always a big 
deal,” Vizquel said.

Ian Snell, acquired last 
week in a trade with the 
Pittsburgh Pirates, was 
sharp in his Mariners 
debut, allowing two 
runs and three hits in six
innings.

Manager Don
Wakamatsu went to the 
bullpen in the seventh 
when Snell’s right fore­
arm tightened.

“I was pretty impressed, 
especially in his first 
outing in a Mariner uni­
form,” Wakamatsu said. 
“I thought he mixed his 
pitches well. His com­
mand was a little erratic, 
but a lot of that was prob­
ably jitters being his first 
outing. To come into this 
ballpark and give up three 
hits against this lineup, I 
thought he did a tremen­
dous job.”

Snell gave up Murphy’s 
solo homer in ̂ e  first, and 
didn’t allow another hit 
until Elvis Andrus’ two- 
out double in the fifth.
